July 14, 1962. marked N.J .A.A.P . 's first rear as an international UFO .organization. 

NJAAP was founded on July 14, 1961 by the Di'rector, -and our first p"ublication was 
issued in December of that year. .Today, we are now recognized by a number of UFO 
groups as an organization. �xhibiting a .  respect f-or. facts, with few illusionS about 
the nature of the UFOs .·or their probable intent. 'We have a membership· ov.er the lOO 
mark arid are still grow;i.ng. \-le have issued four pub;Lications 1 this being -our fifth 
issue. We. are recognizec:f by the press of New Jersey as their source for UiO ·. 
information. We are releasing monthly sightipg fonns to the press of Uelf Jersey to 
stimulate an interest in the UFO subject and end both the public's and press' 
attitude toward UFOs • . It w�s not like this at NJAAP' s beginning. 

I had been corresponding witq �bout 30 dif�erent persons �ho were interested in UFOs 
wnen I decfded to form.my own UFO organizatioh since t "wasn't getting·anywhere with 
9i�le let�ers. ,4.hen askeq if they wo�d oe interested' in fo�ng .a UFO group half 
of them ·1dueked out.· With what persons were 1nt�ref?ted1 I started !oriilillg ·an 
information blank describing_ NJJ\.A.Pi·s goals and interests. 

Even before we had our first !llember, I��. wo;rking qnt�>Ur:�irs� bulletin. at the 
end of July. Obtaining news for' qur ne_wly-founded group wa.s the �rdest thing to 
do then. I then asked mY 'correspondent� t-o contribute what news they·could find 
and !'did what I could· in "the way of diggtng� up sightings, .articles, and I myself 
ended UP' writl;pf? an article, tlAis comPrising the b\J.lletin to 15' pages-.. 

In September; 1963., we4la.d ten members. and I made plans to have. our fi.I:st 
publication published in. mid-5ept,ember wi�h a printer in.·N ew York. I sent the 
money in and never heard: from tne- printer again until four months later.1 From 
September on I had been trying desperately to seek a·printer who would mimeograph 
our bulletin and succeeded ..in doing so 'aefare- the ·Christmas holidays. 

In early February, 196'2, our funds permitted. us· 'to ,.purchas� our .. o� mimeo�raph and 
i.ss�ed our second bulletin on schedule • . Wring_ March �d Ap�il we went through 
another struggle of obtaini� new memb�:rs:. �in_c� w_e �d no: funq� fq� ou� May-June 
issue. After publishing our fourth issue �e had enough furrls to purcha�e UFO slides 
fe:>r "Mr. Mohn' � Photo COmmittee and material' f.or tqis issue. 

After issuing our fourth issue of the� tJF:Q ¥00 ·BULLEI'lN memberships �;tturr,ed. to come 
in at the rate of five or more a week. We then .;released a .four-page fact sheet to f 1 • .. ., T • • Members· of Congress and various governmental agencj,.es., print� sighting, forms, set 
up various committee's to investigat�·th� different aspectsof the UFO subject, and 
is�ue monthly reports to the Pre�s. 

I believe we have succes_sful;+Y c�rried out the above, though we. are still a l:ong 
Wa.y frqm beiilg perfect. �e are striving �o �P.rove our· publication apd its 
contents�· our relations to other UFO organizations throughout the.wprld,·and 
esp�cially our service to our members. 

To all the members of NJAAP and the UFO Exchan&e Ailiance I extez:rl my sincerest 
thanks and best wishes for g job wel:J. don.e of which I. am very l?rOud of • I only 
hope· our work his not" been in vatp and that '1!3 suc'Ceed in our goal_ of worldwide

A half hour went by, and they checked their surroundings carefully and then entered 
the ship, which flew northward and disappeared into the clouds. 

So ended Jose c. Higgins' encounter with spacemen.

There is no doubt that such an incident was reported in 1947, for it was published 
in the Brazilian magazines "Diario D9r T�r<;}e11 and "Correio D o  Noroeste" on August 8 of 
tha:t -jear. 

The APRO Bulletin of May, 1961, reviews this little-known encount�r and mentions a 
number of corroborative points. For example, the Saturn-shaped UFO was not known at 
the time of Higgins' e�E;lrience, but nevertheless is described in sorne detail by him. 
States the Bulletin, "Higgins qpparently described something which was to become

�bserved in Defiance. The first one 
occurred between 8 and 8:30 p.m. and was 
observed by Don Reimund and f'our others . 
The second one occurred between 8 :30 and· 
9 p. m. and was observed by Prof. Maney 
and six others. 

Ouincy L. Dray, Jr., Lima, is b�lieved 
to have observed the first or these 
sightings from St. Johns, Ohio, about 55 
miles south of Defiance. Mr. Dray, a 
former member of the USAF, and .a neighbor 
observed: � · aerial phenomenon for 20 

. mimtes from 8 :10 to 8 :-30 P .M. on the 
night of May 20. Mr. Dray ·describes his 
sighting as follows : 

" I sighted the same object outside 
St. Johns, Ohio, moving west and south at 
an altitude lower than a star. It was 
blue and became quite bright remaining 
at the same level and I thought it might 
be Echo II but was qqite skeptical. It 
was visible for .about 20 minutes, 8 : 10  
to 8 :30 p.m. "

USAF, Mr. Dray COTIITlents : 

n It would be impossible to identify 
this as it was riot a meteQr, not � 
shooting star, nor a comet. It moved 
erratically, seemed to dip· or back up 
then· start forward, fast . "  

Miss Linda Baker, Hamilton, Ohio, a 
student · at Miami University, with three 
members of her family and a neighbor, 
Jerry Conrad, observed an aerial object 
between 9 : 30 and 10 the same night, but 
one hour later than the sighting in 
which Prof. Maney Pirticipated. Hamilton 
is about· 130 miles south of Defiance. 
The description of the object as given 
by Miss Baker agrees in a number of 
�espects with those reported from 
��efiance and St. Johns. Miss Baker 
�lains that the reason she wrote Prof. 
Maney "was that you had seen something 
similar, if not the same, as we had 
seen. 11 

The object viewed was in the northwest 
directly over a hill. It was viewed 
both with and without binoculars.·· Miss 
Baker describes the object as follows : 

" We viewed it with binoculars and 
observed that it shimmered as a s�ar, but 
that it constantly shifted its calor from 
blue to orange. It wasn't an airplape 
sin.J:_e'" they blink red and green at night; 
nor . a meteor, since it was not ·falling, 
but moving in a frenzied motion, bavipg 
no specific direction of movement. It 
did stop once and seem perfectly still 
in the sky except for spinning in the one 
stop.
