Furthemmore, it was well known even before he published his first book on UFOs and
U/FOnauts that seme meteors have ERRATIC trajectories, Hence, it was easy to imagine
the motion."in ALL directions."

Another space-fact well lmown to astronomers, including Adamski, fok at least 100
years, and which could very well have led him into the concocticn of the "firefly®
story and make -it look very palatable to the people who believed in him without even
investigating his elaims. The phenomenon I am referring to is called Gegscnschein, It's
a very faint patch of light of no epecific shape, and in English it's called the.
OOUNTER glow, because it is always directly opposite the position of the sun: Astronomers
think today as they did years ago,. that it is Gaused by cosmic dust accompanying the
edrth aro nd the sun. So, it was easy.for profsssor Adamski to speculate that this
cloud actually envelopes the earth entirely, but that we. on earth, see only part of it
at a time, the rest being too faint due to the.absorption and scattering of sunlight by
our atmosphere. He could have figared, and very plausibly that this ghostly catch of
light is actuaXly the principal focal peint of the atmosrhere, which, behaving as a
mge double convex lens, converges the rays of the sun to that point, causing the
Gegenscheine From there, with his knowledge of optical devices, -he cowld have deduced
that this natural lens, containing so many.variables, must be imperfect ands therefore,
must have & very large number of gecondary: foci', .at which sbme jight must be concentrat-
ede 4S a result, orie in the midst of these particles at any of these innumerable foci
wonld netice specks as jndiridual entities, "flickering everywhere,"

Add to all this vhe 1act that agtronomers, although glad were not surprised at
the news of the Gleun effect. That meard theg expected it and Adamsict; 2m astrofiomer,
mugt bave known it. Dr. Gerald S. Hawkins, associate professor of astrongny at Boston
Usy said, as reported in the Bostoh Globe, Mar. 5, 1952, he had no doubts the "fivo-
flies™ were in fact meteor particles. *I cen't understand why NASA has madc a0 {‘EPOF’t
to thia effect., It all fits wha®t we have LONG suspected,..that thess small particies
are circling the earth." Pl PYWPIT o

And now, let us ASSUME Adamski was really and. bedily no in space and actually saw
what he called "firefiies.“ Even so, as tho reader will see; if he has the freedom to
think for himself, that Glenn's report and that of the sther ~stromauts are just an
APPARENT confirmation of fdamsidis testiwony, Admittedly, both Adamski and the astros
nauts used the word ffirefliies.'

they were ail movirng along the SAME DIRBCTICN. For instance, in & public speech as-
reported by the Bostoh Globa, Feb. 2L; 1902y he said: ™At first light of sunrisescol
glanced back down inside to check some instrumentss..When I glanced back out my initial
reaction was that I was looking out into a complete star field..The capsule had
probakly gone up while I wasn't looking out the window and I was looking into nothing
bt a NBW star field. But this wasn't the case, because a lot of little things that I
. ,f;hought actaully were stars were actually (sic)‘a bright, bluish’green atout the size
ared intensity as a firefly on a real dark night," \

Note WeILl eic% Gloma had Just passed his first night in epace and hed seen star
ficlds, There was nothing betwz2en him and the stars, unless he looked toward the
horizon. So, generally, they must have appeared to be stationexy in spite of his great
' speedy which, coneidering their ssironomical distance, waes but a crawls They certainly
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gouldn't have seemed to move relatively to each other. From that we can gonclude that

these '1ittle things' too must have dopeared motionless at least relatively to EACH

OTH™R, since at first he th ught they were stars, Hencegx ev:.denfly they were not
oving in all dlrectmns.

In fact, from other statements he made in his report to the natign, it is clear
that he had the impression they were moving in QNE and ONLY ‘ONE direction, 1etu ity
directions, &t one time he thought they were our experimental copper hee les. He knew
lie was going about 17,500 mph, and yet he saw them as completely SEPARATE entitiés.
Now, they were so close to him that he could estimate that they were ahout 6-10 geet
aparte At his velocity they would have appeared.as streals had they been going in any
direction appreciahly differeént from his,

Then ldter he thought they were fluoreschng. snowflakes ( sol:Lg water) formed: from
the chemical brealdown of his fuel: hydrogen peroxide. - Here again, although indirect-
1y, but most assuredly, he is telling us they were traveling one direction,..his, and
almost his velocity.

In other statements hé is explicite on their-ONE directlon’ "Later on," (during
his ‘second sunrise),’ hHe says, 9T turned around so that I was facing THE DIRECTION from
which they appeared to be coming and although, .in that direction, toward the bright sun-
light of the dawn most of them disappeared, you could see a few coming toward the
capsule. I was moving very slowly through this field..some 3-5 mph." It is: obﬁrd.ous
from these words that they too were in orbit, on his t/rajectory, at least wheré he saw
thems that they were going in his direction with ‘his velocity minus "3-~5 mep-h...

Adamski calls thesaf partioled
nfireflies™ because of their "flickering" and motion: "o.fireflies were flickar:l,ns
everjwhers, moving in all ditéetions as firef,‘lles do." But neither Glenn nor.gnybody
elss’ among the genuine astronuuts ever use any word like "flickering"' Mdesmm
thesbdaparticleso Op the contrary, Glenn, who described. them in detail impliqite‘l},
yourswish, tut yet mOSt. certainly stated they did not flickers As he:was going’ -Bhrough
il first night he 'said that the stars ‘were as mmerous as seen from' earth and dm Nog
FLICKER, Whei he first saw the particles, he thought they were stars.  So, obviously .
they did .NOT FLICKER. Then, why did he call them "fireflies"? It was thelr SI2E and-
LIMINOSITY that made him think they looked like fireflies. In the above mentioned speeeh
he said: "eowere a¢tually a bright, bluish green about the SIZE and INTENSITY as a
firefly on a real dark night."

And-finally, another important difference:. For Adamski "the backgroynd of spage
1s TOTALLY dark." GClenn saw stars...as mény as are ordsnarily observed from the earth

If Adamski was truly and physically up 1n space a.bove the earth, how is it he
didri't $ée and describe’ the spectacular, breatha.ta}ang 8ights? For instance,- the haze
above the horizon, the horizon itself, the sunset, the sunrise as described by the real
astronauts were said to be untsual, gpectacular and UNEXPECTED. If he had describied
these after his trip, our astronauts‘ testimony would haﬁ? been some kind of cénfimat-
ion that he really was up there, because, as far as I kmow, no sc:n.entlst had yet
mentioned any of those things, at least not in .detail,

Vi, The Radiation Belts: . Anstee writes: ..also in Adamski's books,. ‘Flying

I read carefully and reread these bolhs ‘and fa11 to find therein any reference: to
the RXISTEN E of radiation belts sround the earth, He mentiors the atomic bombs and
the resultant radiation, But “that, as'any High 'School.boy kmowsiis.a long way from a
RADIATTON BRLT AROUND THE EARTH, As fAr as I know, hé doesn’t even hint that nuclear
Bombs exploded high in the atmosphere will affect the matupal belt and produce
artificisl ones, If so, in what publication and of what page?.

VIL. Atmosphere on the Moon: Ansfee: "Adamghi a'.l.so veported the existenca of an
atmosphere on the Moon." More specifically, he mist have conjeotured that it was very
thin judging by our gtendswde since 'wig told by the Brothers' that a 2k-hour
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deptessur:zatlon in 2 hanger-would be required before an earthling could safely set
foot on the lunar crust.

Here again G.A. is not the flrst nor the only one te suppose and publish¢ hat the
mdon has an atmosphere. Indeed, from the year 1610 when Galileo saw various featurés
on the Moon which resembles features here on the surface of the earth, it was natural
for the astronomers to suppose that it is inhabited and hence that it has an atmOSphere
of Some kirde So, they looked for it, and when they didn't find any signs of it, they
concluded that it is tQo thin to be detected. They generally refrain from saying out~
right that there isn't any at all., A typical example is found in the way Arthur C.
Clarke summarizes the theory in his book: The Exploratlon of Space, copyrighted 1951,
page 107s “dhether or not the moon has an atmosphere is a ‘question whick is still
under debate,,.Some tests indicate a value about one-ten-thousandth of a terrestrial
atmospherey but other evidence points to a much lower limita...a millionth,.,This (one
millionth) would be sufficient to provide the Moon with an ionosphere."

So, assuming that the Russian's didn't lie, when, they reported that .their Lunik II
detected an atmosphere and an ionosphere on the Moon, there is nothing in'fhat infor-
mation which confirms G.A.'s oretended meetings with extraterrestrials, for, ih your
own word, as NASA's John W. Townsend said: the scientists could have guessed it. So
could have G,A,

VIIT.  Water Vapor in the Atmosphere of Venus: Mr. Anstee doesn't even state the.
auestion properly., "GA's report of water on Venus has been confirmed.." !'Water. on
Venus' is one thing and !'water v&por! in the Venusian atmosphere is dquite another
thing, This is what we are now dlscussa.ngg

Adamski did mention moisture ir the Vemasian atmosphere. But he is not the first .
one to do so. Hence, here again the scientists' recent discoveries confirm, not G3A.'s
dreams in a Venusian Mother Shin; but@ theory held for many years PREVICUSLY by many

agtronomers.. In fact, the perpettal shroud surrounding this planet was thought; to be
composed mamly of water vapor until tests proved negative. For instance, Svante
Arvhenins, the Swedish Nobel Prize winner, said in 1918 as qamoted by K.W. Gatland in
The Inhabited Wniverse, p. 75: "The humidity (on Vemis) is probably six times the
3"9’1'329 of that on earth...We must gonclude, therefore, that everything on Vems is
dripping wet."

Yany, after him held and still hold similar opinions, not withstanding the above
métioned negative test, which'is by no means conclusive. It's always difficult to
prave the NON-existence of something. Scientists lmow that, and here as elsewhere they
are’geherally very circumspect. Wence, they will not boldly say: "There is no water
vanor in the Vemsian atmnsphere." Instead theytll say: 'We can't find any" and they
dmow Whye Spectrum analysis uader the circumstances is very difficult and most un~
reliable for at least thres reasons: a) Since the albedn of Vems is so high (70%), it
is clear that the svectrum revea:s the presence and nature of gases found exclusively
in the TOP level of the cloudscover, " B) Since.the ¢alculated and observed temperature
of this top level ig -UOF, water in that environment would be in the solid state; and in
that condition the spectrometer can't detect it, c¢) Qur own atmosphere has water vaoor
and therefore it produces apsorntior. (dark) bands on the spectrum. So, only a 1arge
Quantity, and in VAPOR, would marifest itself by a differential. .

Physicists,: furthemore, by an indirect method, before Adamski published hng
'firdings’, came to the conclusion that there is water vapor in that part of the-
Vemusian atmosphere hidden beneata the ?shroud." Occasional bursts of radio noise,
which comes from that rzgion, are detected; and this presumedly is caused by thunder-’
gtorms, which in turn suggest the presence of water vapor.

Consequently, when astroohysicists recently said that tests for water vapor in
the Venhusian atmosphere came out po2sitive when the spectrometer is above the dense
part. of our own atmosnhere, they did not a¥ all confim G.A.'s report because, as you
should see by now, the latter was NOT ’the first.

In conclusion, X must say that I do not find one iota of support for Adamskits
8laims- in the fact that he published’'a few vague statements, regardmg 'fireflies! in
space, radiat:l.on from nucler bsmbs; the lunar atmospheré, ‘water vapor in the
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Vemsian atmosphere;, because these things were mentioned by many others LONG BEE@RB
‘with reason for their theory, On the contrary, in this scheme I see good reaaona
only for withholding one's support for Adamski's claims, but -an excellent reason. foz‘
BISbelieving, which, by the way, is an entirely different aspects In other words,
Adamski and his "disciples", by the very fact that they nreseht such flimsy argumems,
are proving to the world that he was never up there,,in space, If he had and if he
really wanted to prove it, and he does since he tried in so many ways, he certainly
would have disclosed objects, sights and events yet unknown to the scientists,

And now those famous "faces in the portholes of the scout :craft." According to
my onponent they are fgenuine." Of course they are., BUT, are.they AUTHENTIC? There
is a tremendous difference. They are genuine &f they are-inh accordance with the
original, there being no admixture, no adulteration, no counterfeity More spécifically,
I too believe that the originals were the heads of real men, But, there 1Sn‘t a shred
of proof that they are authentic (fully trustworthy). '

In fact, Mr. Anstee, who ardently supports GA, actually kills this "contactee's"
claimsy The argument that I will present is .slightly subtle; but I think the really
serimis UFQlogists will see it. From the context it is very clear that Anstee claims
that these photographs are shnts of the faces of extraterrestrials. Now, as far” as we
Rnow,t e never saw an extraterrestrial, Yet, his *eyes are good enough to prove! that
these photographs are what they purnort to be: shots of. extraterrestrials. Some yesl
~ They see differences where, according to Adamski, there are no differences, Here anmd
there in his works G4 contends that the Venusians 5. etcs are so mch like 1;;:'1n épgear-'
ance that many of them are living among us and we haventt distinguished then yet.

In conclusion, I challenge again Mr, Anstee to list more of Adamski's "scientifie
facts on space, facts that he remorted in 1952,,.facts being confirmed by Rnss:.an and
American space research." He claims there is "enough to f£ill a book." And this time,
I hove he will at least try to be SPECIFIC and quote VERBET.M GA himself and’ the
scientists who confirm GA*s renorts, nlus the page of the publicatiors in whicn these
cmotatxons are fonnd.

extraterrestrial life should be acclaimed as the top priority scientific goal:of our
space program.

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VENUS AS UFO SOURCE?

On earth's dead sister, Venus, it mustb e a lonely, dark world of dry, sandy desert
with 800° heat, And above; always the burden of heavy, nearly waterless clouds. Such
was the grim picture scientists gave February 26th from the reports of radar contact from
earth ahd the closesup look by space-exploring Mariner II., There was_ certainly no hope
for life on the surface if the teraperatures indeed were 800° F, ~ 200" higher than the
melting point of lead, nearly 600" higher than the boiling point of water.

.. So the space agency panel of scientists gave an epitaph to the idea tlmt earth and
Venus were twin sisters in snace, - They are similar in size, and neighbors in space, but
there the similarity ends. But perhaps up above - in those dark clouds, there was still
a chance for some simple form of life, National Aeronautics and Space Administration
.. scientists said, Radar beams aimed at the planet from earth - while Mariner was héading
for its rendezvous last Dec. 14 ~ seemed to feel out a.sandy or dusty surface on Venns,

‘The intense heat on Venus is caused by two factors -~ the nearness to the sun, and
orobably to a greenhouse effect. dJust as the panes of glass in a greenhouse admit sun-
light but keep in heat retained -on Venus - probably by carbon dioxide in the atmosphere.
The elouds probably shield Vems' surface from some of the sun's radiation, Teo a. person
standing on the surface, there would not be too mach difference from the sunlit to the
dark side of the planet,

Radar encountered a bright spot that might be a surface feature of some kind -
pethapa a mountaine Mariner; in flying by at 21,000 miles, also found a strange break
in the uwniformity of the clouds that shroud the planet. That was a sudden and definable
,.c,old spot in the clouds nea: the planet's south pole, As for ;the clouds; -they might
; LS hiles -albvé ‘the surfacé of the planet. to 60 milés ab bheirighset.” The
middie Jevel of the. clouds is about -30°F and the uppsr level of the clouds is about
.60"F. The clouds are likely a sort of smog - a 1ayer of ceondensed hydrocarbons, a
scﬁenblst speculated,

‘Bver since the outburst of sightings in the napers back in '!4?, 1t was only reason-
able to agsime that the UFOs were unearth)y so our scientists turned the ir thoughts.to
the only planets that could support like that we know of - Verus and Mars, However; now
that Venus has proved to be lifeless, we must turn our thoughts.to the planet Mars~and
even our own Moon, We are hoping that the Russians will release the information they
will soon gather from their Mars probe to the world for it is highly probable that the
UFOs -come from Mars, Mars has oxygen and water necessaey to support life, It has also
been noted that UFO reports would take nlace 30~60 days after the conjunction of Mars.
Speaking of patterns, in 1950, 52, 54, and 56, there were flaps which-corresponded with
the close approach of Mars, however, in 1958 during the conjunction of Mars, there was
no increase. Also, there was none in early 1961, when Mars came close again, Now, you
might think that this fact disproves the correlation, but consider this: in 1950,
during the flap, the majority of the sightings were coming from Mexico and the western
United 3tates; in'1952; from eastern U.S.A:3 in 195k, from Burope; and in 1956, from the
Orient, Each time the area of concentration has moved east,” In }.9581 if the pattern
was to continue, the sightings would have taken place mainly in the western U.S. again,
But since this area has already been visited in-1956, the pattern stopped. Because of
this, the pattern changed. Before 1957; the UFOs visited mainly near military and
defense establishments, and after 1957 they visited mostly places of heavy population,
suchas the northeastern part of the United States. Does this point to Mars??
