UFO LOGY: A. PLEA 
by Dr. M.K. Jessup 

UFOLOGY is the study of flying saucers, or Unidentified Flying Objects. This term was 
first applied to the saucers by the U.S. Air Force and was then quickly abridged to 
UFO by the customa� style of alphabetical soup originating in Washington� D. C. 

To most of the .. students of UFOLCGY the subject l9ng remained only a listing of sight­
ings· with a minimum of analysis. Then it began to be contaminated with the antics of 
hoaxers and misguided zealots. Finally it has degenerated, in many instances, into a 
hodge-podge of subjective· opinions, imagina� experiences and religious hallucinations 
�ich are not only unverifiable but often ludicrous.

The general public is totally unaware of the real scope of UFOLOGY. Even full time 
devotees .seldom sens�.�hat the study of flying saucers, if pursued t� any logical 

.level .or coriclus:i:..on, soon turns out to ·be a study of life. It parallels the study 
of ma-nkind in past, present and-future·- in science, religion, and philosophy. The 

� . subject of UFOLOGY is as broad, as deep and as long (especially in terms of time) as 
the study of humanity itself. Also, it is just as ·little understood, either in sub­
stance, concept or application. 

To boil it all down: We know that there� Flying saucers or UFOs - and that's about 
all we do know about them with any degree of certainty. To be sure� we know,there 
are-many types and that they come and go with bewildering gyrations and a variety of 

_colors, but these defy classification, much less analysis. We also know that they 
have been here for thousands of years, which makes it difficult for the Russians or 
own Air Force to claim parenthood for them. We know that they are p�ominent in 
Biblical history, as instanced by the wheel of Ezekiel.

We believe th�t they are intelligently controlled either· by pilots, or that they are 
actually intelligent. entities of a nature completely beyond ou� ken. Eut - we don't 
KNOW. We don't know where they originate. We don 1 t lmow their purpose, or l'rhether 
they have any purpose. But, whatever may be the deplorable state of our kno";rledge 
about the UFO, we certainly know something about the state of UFOLOGY -- and how!

This embryonic science is as full of cults, feuds and dogmas as a dog is of fleas! 
There are probably more opinions about the nature and purpose of the UFO than there 
are. qFOlog�rs. The sky visitors are believed to come from Russia, the U.S. Air Force, 
open space, the Moon, Venus, Mars, �upiter, Saturn, Alpha Centauri, the outer Galaxy, 
distant galaxies millions of light years away, from the fourth dimension, from e+.heric 
space, from the fifth dimension, from.the second, three or four or five or sL� or 
seventh or other spheres of intelligence apd existence, from etheric planets, an in­
visible planet behind the Moon, the Spirit Wor�d, and perhaps even from a galactic 
Shangri-la! 

The UFOs are believed to be op·erated by Inate · intellig'ence, Russians, U.S. pilots, 
Martians, Venusians, Jovians, Saturnians, remote·controi,' autorratic cont�ol, galactic 
space controls, solar system police, and so on.

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They are believed to be powered by rockets, atomic jets, electromagnetic drives, anti­

THEY are guardians, angels, brothers, elders, The Boys Upstairs, guides, Gods and 
representatives of .an interminate number of super-circumbient spheres of intelligence. 
THEY.are vicious, kindly, vengeful, benevolent, destructive, protective, God-like,· 
animal-like,.humanoid, non-human, pygmies, giants, religious, Pagan-and what have you! 
THEY iand, THEY don't ·land. They contact a few obscure characters. They don't.

THE MIGRATIONS OF THE ATLANTEANS 

It is believed that Atlantis once spanned the entire Atlantic Ocean in a series of is­
lands extending from Ireland ' s Aran Islands to Nova Scotia and from Spain to the Ba­
hamas , moving in a southwesterly direction toward Mexico , Guat:mc:-la and the Honduras · 
Two conflicting theories present a dichotomy concerning the or��n o f  the cultures who 
inhabited the Atlantic Ocean Islands . If,  in fact , an earlier "mother" continent exis­
ted in the Pacific Ocean ( Lemuria or Mu ) ,  then we may assume that Lemurian survivors 
could have passed across to California , through the Southwestern and Southeastern . 
United Sta�es , finally filtering down to M�xico and the countries of Centra l  Amer1ca . 

Giant mega�thic heads at La Democracia in Guatemala near the Pacific Coast of that 
cou�try, point . to the existence o f  early pre-Olmec survivors of a highly developed 
oce�n �ultur�- W�o may have arrived in Guatemala as early as 10, 000 B . C .  and were 
the ancestcirs'- -o-f the later Mayan cultural complex . These survivors eventually moved 
out _ onto _the Atlantic Ocean Islands where they reached hhe zenith of their culture 
about �01 000 B . C .  An apparently opposing theory presupposes the migration o f  Indian 
tribes from Russia and Asia , across the Bering Straits and down through the western 
coast o:f the Unit ed States to Mexico -- ahd. Central America . Since it is known that 
there have been numerous geologic land.. submersions since the earth ' s beginning, it is 
pos sible that the Bering Strait migration o ccured at a different time period than 
the Lemurian exodus or that it was c�ntemporar.y with this migration . 

If we view the biological structure· o f . the Seminole Indian in Florida and contrast his 
tribal characteristics .with that of the ·Mayan in Central America , we find considerable 
differences .  The Seminole is taller, broader and more oriental in appearance . The 
Mayan descendent is' small, slight and Hispanic . . A _third possibility also arises in 
the light o f  curre'nt ··data . The Mayan may not have emanated from either the Bering 
Strait migration or ·the . Lemurian migration but was ·_. a . survivor of the final Atlantean 
holocaust { circa 11, 000 B . C . ) traveling from Spain and Africa across the ocean to Cen­
tral America . The Mayan survivor looks remarkably _like the Andalucian Spa,niard and 
lfayan glyphs have been compared favorably with ·the- _ Phaistos Dis c  in Crete which has 
been identified as another possible survival sit e  where refugee s  fled after the last 
and final destruction of Atlantis .-

Many o f  the Mayan characteristics a·re di�tinctly Atlantea.n - a s  their ability to con­
struct �yramids , their resistance to traditional religious forms ( still extant today }  
and their _�scientific prowess achieved through the utilization o f  astronomical and 
cosmic force s . The corroboration of the·:_ Mayan Bible and the book of myths Popul Vuh with 
the Koran, tbe Book o f  Mormon and the Old Testament is remarkable .

Were there then three major_ Atlantean Migrations? . One from Lemuria ·East , another from 
the B�ring _Straits South and_·. a third from E�ropea.n· _Atlantis West? The undenrater At­
lantea.n temple blocks at Bimini Island in- the· Bahamas attest to a high�y developed 
culture in that region .

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Gravity defying tunnels in Oak Island, Nova Scotia simulate phenomena found in the 
P,yramids of Egypt , and archaeological sites of Central and South America bear petro­
glyphs and megalithic structures identical to those in Europe and the Mediterranean, 
Finds off the coast of Spain parallel those of Bimini . Is it all coincidence? I 
believe it is the pruposeful correlation of Atlantean remains on the four corners of 
the Atlantic Ocean and their adjacent lands . Only the corners remain · because they 
have platelet suppo� . Since it is believed that . Atlantean lands in the Atlantic 
Ocean were pushed up by the action of the plateiets , their supporting bases were 

. weaker and they were destroyed at an earlier date ( s ) .

To most people England ' s  Salisbur,y Plain is best known for the ancient stone : monument s 
of Stonehenge . That the craggy ruins seem to be a congregating po-int· .  for Unidentified Fly­
ing Obj ects is not as widely known . 

The British Arrey uses part o f  the Salisbury Plain for Army excercises . Such an exer­
c�se �ns conducted during A�gust , 1957, �hen troops from LOndon ' s  Southern Regiment conduc­
·:,cd an excercise against- the King ' s  Regiment from Liverpool .  A s  part o f  th� ·exercise ; the 
opposing force , the Southern Regiment , was equiped with five Centurion tanks . The tanks 
�\ere deployed in a guarding role and were to engage mid way through the maneuver .. While 
re.:--.dying for this task one of the tanks reported to Command that the crew had sight ed a 
large silver.y, cigar-shaped obj ect ,  and that the tank was about to open fire . 

Nothing further was heard from the tank, and no traces of it were found ! . .. It had van­
�shed completely without trace . The Army could not explain what had happened, and con­
ducted widespread searche s ,  and int erviewed all persons involved in the excercise . All 
to no avail .

. · there exist s no correlation between the heathen Aegir calendar and the modern Christian 
one .

There will be others in 
the future , endlessly misinterpreting . all the infinitudes of time and event the books 
represent .

]lNSTRUCTIONS -- To study prediluvian record stone s ,  you must learn new ways of looking 
at old things , especially if you have never used lenses and lights in this way . These 
are not ordinary rocks . · They are really pictorial records made of silica , for the 
same purpose we make films , music records , micro-films , et c . ,  made by an earlier ciyi­
liza.tion, wiped out by the deluge , when we acquired our moon from out of its orbit ···;. · .  

around the sun . " Film-paks , " "Book-Ro cks " -- these stones are- as strange to us as "if 
they came from Mars and as hard to understand . They · are MORE · important than Martian 
artifact s  would be, because our own ancestors made them and left their photos in them. 
Silicon film-paks for 3 ' D movies , made in solid form • 

. They used a . bli�g panetray for proj ection -- the blink was the shutter, the " rock" 
revolved slow� just as our films revolve , but these records . played for hours . To see 
these tiny pictures with an ordinary lens and ordinar.y light , you must know what they 
were made for and· why they are in the peculiar shapes they are . You see a man with 
three heads . It does not mean he HAD three heads ! It doe s  mean the blink changed this 
into a movement of the head by turning in fo cus . The FOCUS AREA was the picture -
This 'is hard to learn . Once you learn to re cognize . the intended fo cus area , you can 
follow the pictures around without too much confusion . People with no feet doe s  not 
mean· t�at , Look closer and see they have fins . You must learn so much about our past 
you did not know before to see correctly . People flying through the air is actually 
people swimming under water in their natural element . It takes time to know what you 
are seeing . Don 1 t  assume things , like ordinary archaeologists . BE an amateur, and 
study t�ngs out ! 

You are· like an African savage finding micro-film and a burning glass in a dead white 
hunter ' s pack . You could learn a lot by putting the two to proper use ,  but you don ' t  
ev�n know how t o  focus the lens . You can see little pictures finally, but you don ' t  
know Wh�t they mean . The letters in the sub-titles are a mystery . There ARE letters , 
sub-titles , text ,  arabic and roman numerals { perhaps - �  don ' t  as�ume it because they 
look that way, which · yo'? .must l�arn without much help .·

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The filnFpaks have four main scanning sequences .  This means that each quarter tum of 
a slice gives one main scanning sequence from different sequences ,  and is a separate 
p�cture . There are up to six ranges in the same view plane , turned four times . We y 

can vaguely make out more below 35x, but scratch and pplinter from the saw hides that 
: �til we leatn to give them an optically perfect surface . Polish doesn ' t  work on 

. many, because it works into age cracks and under picture films . 

S eparate scans? That means that when you enlarge a finger to look at it , it ber,omes 
a complete new picture , perhaps a figure of  a man . That ' a the way they packed in 
separate scans . There is nothing accidental-in or · on these stones but glacial 
scratches and weathering that has hidden them with surface glare so long . Wax will 
help to see the surface by lessening glare . I wax most stones before you get them, 
sometimes spray them with Krylo� . 

You must examine hundreds of these to get a broad picture o f  life as it was lived then. 
5o I run· this like a library : Return slices with a dollar for more, to cover sawing 
and mailing expenses . I f  you want to keep special ones , they are a dollar a slice , 
five dollars for larger whole stones for mantle or shelf . I want to save this silicon 
library of the past from ignorance -- that should be your objective too . To do t�t 
I have to cover expenses  and more besides . So I sell larger stones upwards of fi.ve 
dollars -- postage runs high and after all,  they are very ancient antiques .  

One thing you have to learn, first , is to squint . Artist s  do tha� to get the o verall 
effect , the n chiaroscuro . 11 On the stone slices,  at three to four �eet in a non-glare 
soft-light , squinting will show you the biggest pictures .  They are of'ten faded,  .BUT 
THEY ARE VISIBLE • . .  Take the slice or rock down from the shelf, when you are satisfied 
squinting and turning won ' t  show you anything more . Sit down by a soft-light MAGOO 
bulb, 72w or so ( sunlight won ' t  do, it glares so--- Pick up one or two lenses , 4x to 
15x - buy some if you don • t  have them. Greiger ' s  sells a 15x in a holder for a dollar . 
For depth, light , slant slice from line of sight somewhat . You get the most interest­
ing little pictures at about 6x on some . This is probably the over-text , like a resume 
o f  contents . From here on you are a pioneer . Enjoy it . Y�u are looking at the pre­
diluvian world, to see what people did before the Flood . Little people riding birds , 
may be a fairy story or a fact . Decide for yourself when you see them. 

You can learn genuine facts about the far past . ' You don ' t  have to take anYone ' s  word 
for it . You can learn what kinds of fishmen evolved from men, how he camouflaged him­
s elf to survive in the teeming seas , and how he fought upward from the sea bottom to 
today ( and our supreme accomplishment - the atom bomb ) .  You can see mermaids as they 
actually were , because they became legends ( or us ) .  You can learn the true and actual 
past o f  man for yourself . And take no one ' s  opinions or assumptions about any of it . . . 
You can learn about the ancient sea life from people who lived in it . You can see 
underwater civilization that preceded land culture by how many, many centuries?
