Th i s  type o f  's c e n e' h a s  been p l ayed aga i n  and aga i n  fo r many yea rs, and i t's 'sta r s ' 
hav e been  hou s ew i v e s ,  s i n g e rs,  fa rme rs,  h unte rs,  and ev en mi l i ta ry peopl e .  Po l i c e­
me n; reporters,  l awye r s ,  s a i l ers,  p i l o t s  - - - yo u name i t, a nd yo u w i l l  f i nd a cata ­
g o ry i n  whib t h ere h a s  b een a " cont�c tee  .. .

O n  t h e  to p nea r where  
the  s tem jo i ns i s  a go l d bolt of l i g hte nin g  w i t h  a co p per  bo l t o f  l i gh t­
e n i ng o n  the  bottom. T h e  s tem is o f  one  so l i d  p i e c e  o f  c rysta l  w i th no 
i n l ay o r  decora t i o n  at all . He s a i d the S t a r  Cou n c i l of the Seven  S i s ­
ters  s e n t  i t  to the  E l d er ' s  Cou nc i l o f  the  c i v i l i za t i o n  o n  Ma rs.  W h e n  
they l eft  Ma rs,  they pu t th i s  s a c red b l u e  a nd c rys t a l  p i pe i n  t h e  tem­
p l e of  an  u nd erg ro u nd c i ty they b u i l t  when  t h ey f i r s t  c ame  to E a rt h  
from Mars .

Great grandfather said that when the old ones first came here from the Seven Sisters 
there were twelve planets around the sun, but now there's only eleven, since one pla­
net between Mars and Jupiter was destroyed. H� also mentioned cities and Pyramids 
the old ones built on the Moon, in addition to the ones on Mars and Earth. 

Among his more interesting descriptions were copper headbands with a crystal mounted 
over a silver disc on the forehead. He said the priests were able to send and rec­
eive pictures over great distances on Earth as well as on other planets. He said 
crowns were originally used in this manner but their purpose was forgotten as they 
became symbols and decorations. Scepters are symbols of the energy rods used for 
healing with crystals -- according to him. 

Along with this, were descriptions of a number of underground cities connected by 
tunnels -- from Mt. Shasta in California to Crater Lake in Oregon - to Mt. Rainier 
in Washington, t�en to Eastern Washington, I daho, Utah, Colorado, Nevada, Arizona, 
and New Mexico. 

There were not references to ancient ruins but to cities fully intact with polished 
rock ·screens similar to TV sets in the walls and a number of starships underground. 
Brief �ention was made of blond haired, blue eyed Indians from these places which 
were of some of the Germanic tribes. Also mentioned were the yellow people of the 
rising sun ( Japan ) , and the Kahunas of the islands ( Hawaii ) . As for the black peo-
�e in Africa, he said some tribes still wore headdresses and used dances exactly 
like the Hopi's and looked like Kachinas.

G i a n t  meg a l i th i c  heads  a t  L a  Oemo c ra c i a  i n  Gu a t ema l a  near  the  Pa c i f i c  Coa s t  o f  that  
cou n try , po i nt to  the  ex i s tence  o f  ear l y pre-Ol mec s u rv i v o r s  o f  a h i g h l y devel o ped 
ocea n c u l ture  who may h av e  a r r i v ed i n  Guatema l a  a s  ea r l y a s  10 , 000 B . C .  and  were 
the  a nces to rs o f  the  l a ter  Maya n c u l tura l  com pl ex . T h e s e  s u r v i vors  ev entua l l y  mov ed 
o u t  o n to t h e  Atl a n t i c O c ea n  I s l a nd s  wh ere  they r e a c h ed the  zen i th o f  the i r  c u l ture  
a bou t 50, 000 B . C .  An  a p pa rent l y o ppo s i ng theo ry pres u p po s e s the  m i g ra t i o n  o f  I n ­
d i a n tr i bes  from Ru s s i a  a nd As i a , a c ro s s  the  B er i n g  S t ra i ts a n d  down thro u g h  the  
wes tern  coa s t  of  the  U . S .  to �1ex i co a nd C e n tra l  Ame r i c a . S i n c e  i t  i s  k nown that  
th ere h a v e been  numero u s  geol o g i c l a nd s u bmers i o n s  s i nc e  the  ea rth ' s  beg i n n i n g ,  
i t  i s  po s s i b l e that  the  Be r i n g  S t ra i t m i g ra t i o n o c c u red a t  a d i fferent  t i m e  per i od 
t h a n  t h e  L emu r i a n  exodus  o r  t h a t  i t  wa s c o n tem pory w i th  th i s  m i g ra t i o n .

B . C . ) trave l l i ng from S pa i n  a nd Afr i c a  a c ro s s  the  oc ea n  to Cen tral  Amer i c a .  The  
Maya n s u rv i vo r  l oo k s  r ema rka b l y l i ke the Anda l u c i a n S pa n i a rd a nd Maya n gl yphs  ha v e  
been  compa red fav o rab l y w i th  t h e  Pha i s to s  D i s c  i n  C r ete  wh i c h h a s  been  i de n t i fi ed 
a s  a nother  pos s i b l e s u rv i v a l  s i te where  refu gees  fl ed a fter  the  l a s t  a nd f i na l  d e s ­
truc t i o n  o f  Atl a nt i s .  M a ny o f  t h e  Mayan  c h a ra c te r i s t i c s  a re d i s t i n c t  Atl a n tea n -
a s  t h e i r a b i 1 1 ty to co n s tru c t  pyram i d s , t h e i r res i s ta nc e  to t rad i t i ona l rel i g i ou s  
forms ( s t i l l  ex ta nt toda v )  a nd the i r  s c i ent i f i c orowes s  a c h i everl throuah  t h e  u t i l ­
i za t i o n  o f  a s tronom i c a l  a n d  c o sm i c fo rces .

S .  gov ernm e n t , a s  the  ' t rea s u re ' c ou l d b e  fou nd o n  i t ' s 
famed M i s s i l e  Ra nge ! U n u s u a l , to say  the  l ea s t ; bu t ,  wh a t  does  a l l t h i s h a v e  to do 
w i th U FO ' s ? I am s u re t h a t  a g e n t l ema n  by the  name of D r . Da n i e l  Fry cou l d te l l you !

o f  s i m i l a r i ty betwee n t h em , no t a b l y :

Ex a gg era ted s t res s w i l l  i n c rea s e  the  e ffec t  i n  d u ra t -
i on a nd i nt e n s i ty - perh a ps the  po s s i b i l i ty o f  a n  " ex am i na t i o n "  a t  a l i e n h a nd s  i s  
s u ffi c i e n t  to p l a c e  s u b s eq u e nt e v e n t s  beyo nd t h e  rea c h  o f  " l i g h t "  hypno s i s  que s t i o n s . 
( I t i s  nota b l e t h a t  a n i ma l s wh i c h hav e a s t ro n g  dependa nc e  o n  o p t i c a l  a c t i v i ty i n  
t h e i r l i fe s tyl e ( e s pec i a l l y  b i rd s ) r ea c t  s tron g l y to eye s  p l a c ed n e a r  them . ( v i s .

An i mpo rta n t  g rey a rea s t i l l  ex i s t s  i n  t he  a c cou n t s  prov i d ed from a bd u c t ­
e e s , concern i ng t h e  "med i c a l " ex am i na t i o n a nd a fter - - few c om pl ete  a c c o u n t s  a re 
a v a i l ab l e ( ma ny a bd u c tees  " tu r n  o ff "  compl ete l y ) . 

More deta i l s from t h e s e  a re a s  wou l d be  u s e fu l . A l so , t h i s  wou l d red u c e  the  
c o rro s i v e e ffec t of  t i me a nd pu b l i c i ty o n  such  i nc i d e n t s . S i nce  the i r a bd u c t i o n i n  
1961 t h e  H i l l s  ( USA ) h a v e  p ro d u c ed s evera l  v e rs i o n s  o f  the  i nc i d en t  w i t h  i m po r t a n t  
v a ri a t i o n s  i n  d e ta i l  . . .  To  r ed u c e  s po i l a g e , a bd u c tee  c a s e s pro v i d ed u nder  hypno s i s  
need to b e  fu l l y recorded  b e fore  t i me , ex p e r i e n c e  a nd pu b l i c i ty c a n  a ffec t t h e  mem­
o ry .  I f  U FO i nv e s t i gators  a re to k e e p  u s i n g t h i s  ma t e r i a l , t h ey w i l l  need to  be  
mo re ex h au s t i v e  w i t h  t he i r  r e s ea r c h e s  . • .  

Grea tes t c o n c e r n  s hou l d b e  fo r the  a bd u c tee . Al so  a v o i d  i nd i sc r i m i n a te pu b ­
l i c i ty ,  s en s a t i o n a l i sm a nd a nyth i n g  wh i c h i s o l a tes  t h e  a bd u c tee from o th e rs i n  t h e  
c ommu n i ty o r  pu t s  h i m  u p  to r i d i c u l e .  B e  d i s c rete , a nd ma i n ta i n  the  a bd u c tee ' s  co n ­
f i d en c e . 

U fo l o g i s ts need to prepa re th i s  ma ter i a l  mo re  c a re fu l l y ,  mo re sym pa th e t i c a l l y ,  
i f  i t  i s  to b e  o f  c o n t i n ued u s e . I f  t h ere  i s  to be a ro l e fo r hypnothera py i n  U FO 
a b d u c t i o n  c a s e s  t h e n  i t  w i l l  requ i re a grea ter  d egree o f  i nvo l v eme n t  from t h o s e  who 
wa nt  to u s e  i t ,  t h a n  i s  pres en tl y a v a i l a b l e .
