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THE D ISCOVERY AND EXPLORATION OF X-KUKICAN 
AN ANCIENT MAYAN SITE by Dr. J. Manson Valentine

One of the great mysteries of the deep past is the apparent suddenness 
with which highly evolved culture patterns throughout the prehistoric 
world have disappeared, leaving not a trace of the destinies that be­
fell their creators. It happened in Peru, in the Pacific, in Cambodia, 
in Central America and elsewhere. Might not these unaccountabie de­
mises have been the aftermath of violent earth spasms of which there 
appear to have been several during and subs equent to the time of the 
"Great Ice"? 

• . •  There is, for example, the record of arrested human endeavor in the 
remote past which bears dramatic testimony to the unleashing of destruct­
ive natural forces as the caus ative agent. On the Bolivian and Mexican 
plateaus, on Easter Island, in Egypt and the Near East ancient m�n was 
abruptly halted in his tracks by stupendous and swift happenings most 
likely of a geophysical nature inv olving earthquake, volcanism, orogeny, 
flood, tidal wave and the probable s ubmergence and emergence of land. I n  
the paleontological field, there is increasing evidence that some of the 

' richest fossil beds of the Pliocene and Pleistocene may be of catastrop­
hic origin. Good examples at the thirty-foot-deep marls of the Okee­
chobee region of South Florida, composed as they are of a concentrated 
and intact marine fauna locally interspersed with the dismembered bones 
of large, terrestrial mammals; als o, to the north, are flooded, lime­
stone caverns containing stalacites, artifacts and the remains of humans 
and elephants at depths up to two hundred feet. How can any impartial 
and experienced observer escape at least the suspicion that vertical 
movements of the earth might be involved, or that these shifts might be 
anything but gradual? 

• • •  Particularly revealing in this connection is the peninsula of Yucatan, 
home of the Maya and their predecessors , which evidently was the scene of 
at least two catas trophic occurrences during its known period of human oc­
cupancy. Geologically, it bears a striking resemblance to south Florida 
and the Bahamas. Five expeditions to the general region were undertaken 
between 195 9 and 1 9 62 with the combined obj ectives of determining the 
approximate age of residency of the invertebrate'fauna, and of examining 
the terrain with its ancient cultural sites, for evidence of geologically 
recent inundation. 
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Throughout the pen insula , there are the unmistakable s igns o f  an immi­
grant biota . There is also strong ind ic at ion that the usua l , loc a l i zed 
fauna of continenta l or ig in is mis s ing • . . •  As for archaeo log ic a l  ev i­
denc e for c atac lysm in the Yuc atan , it is eve rywhere to be s een . When 
the Span iards first arr ived , many temples had a lready be reduced to rub­
ble . The se mounds are sti l l  consp icuous features o f  the landsc ape at 
s uch important s ites as Uxma l and Kabah whe re s imilar vestiges o f  the 
s acred structure s doubtle s s  s erved as foundations on wh ich the temples 
we now s ee as  re lative ly intact ru ins we re bu i lt .  

At Dz ib i lcha ltun , a huge , ext inct metropo l is near Mer ida and not far from 
the sea , the entire c ity , through wh ich a great ra ised roadway ( s acbe ) 
pas sed, had been reduced to heaps o f  stone . From the loc a l  cenote ( s ac r ed 
we l l ) , d ivers brought up , among the arti fac ts , ske letons of mar ine growths 
- gorgon ians . But the most conv inc ing ev idence o f  devastating floods and 
t ida l-wave act ion and probab le s ubme rgenc e appears at the s ac red i s l and o f  
MAYA o f f  the coast o f  C ampeche in the Gul f o f  Mex ico . Th is is  J a ina -
where the temp le-pyramids , once logty s tructures , are now mere ly eroded 
mounds of debr is and a who le town l ies bur ied under many feet of s and - . 
inc luding the or ig inal occ upants o f  the dwe l l ings in wh ich they s eem to 
have been acc identa l ly trapped . It is obv ious that Ja ina was onc e h igh 
ground . Now it is l ittle more than a mangrove swamp . But for hundr eds 
of ye ars , th is venerated spot has been the obj ect ive of a steady proces­
s ion of p i lgr ims , attes ted to by the astonish ing number and var iety of 
c lay ido ls that have been recovered from its s and and mud . A s omewhat 
s imi lar p icture pres ents its e l f  on .the oppos ite coast at Tu lum in Qu in­
tana Roo . In sp ite of its extreme ant iqu ity , Tulum is in a relat ive ly .,. 
good state o f  pr eservation s ince it is  we l l  e levated on bluffs over -
look ing the sea . However ,  the re are the rema ins o f  temp le s , pre s umably 
even o lder , in the c lear waters of the C ar ibbe an immed iate ly ad j ac ent . 

O f  a l l  the natural habitable s ites o f  th is earth , l imestone c averns are 
the most l ike ly to s urv ive any mahor d i s aster , rema in ing more or les s in­
tact even a fter s ubmergenc e or quake . Judg ing by the immense number and 
var iety o f  records l e ft in thes e  p lac es , it s eems c ert�in that .anc ient 
man was not without th is knowledge , a fact wh ich may have c ontr ibuted 
much to the aura o f  s anct ity un ivers a l ly acqu ired by underground areas . 

I ndeed , the who le que s t ion o f  purpos e ful cons ignment o f  s ec ret r ite s and 
other important informat ion to poster ity , is an intr igu ing one that has 
never �ece ived much cons iderat ion in archaeo log ic a l  c i rc les . But i f  s uch 
were the intentions of the anc ients , no more f itting loc a le c ould be found 
than the underground grottos where a vast h iatus o f  un interrupted time 
might be br idged and the knowledge recorded there in th�s preserved long 
after its s ourc e had pas sed into obl iv ion . 
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Th is could eas i ly be the unde r ly ing rea s on why favorably s ituated caves 
became the foc i of rel igious r itua ls and ceremon ie s , as we l l  as repos it­
or ies for the most s ac red r l ics and the most me an ingful s ymbols . Such 
an interpretation is not at var iance with the facts as encountered through­
out the inhabited wor ld - Mex ic o , Guatema la , Peru , Easter I s land , France , 
the West Ind ies and Ind i a , to mention a few examp les . And where no nat­
ura l  c aves are to be found , art i f ic a l  ones are sometimes dug for purposes 
o f  s ec ret commun ic at ion . Note , for examp le , the Kivas o f  our SouthWest 
Ind i ans . Indeed , it is we l l  known that mystic a l ly deve loped peop le every­
whe re , past and present ,  have a lways attr ibuted great symbo l ic power to 
s ubte rrane an chambers . The h istory o f  man's inborn , age-old preocc upati on 
with the inter ior of the earth make s a fasc inat ing study - one that could 
throw much light on the en igmas o f  the remote pas t .  

It would seem , there fore , that i f  one we re to s e arch for proo f o f  a rea l ly 
anc ient and important cu lture , a logical starting point would be in the 
great cave systems , espec ia l ly those loc ated be low or in the v ic in ity o f  
culteral centers o f  long standing . What more ideal cond itions exist than 
in the h i l l  country o f  centr al Yuc atan? Hence the author ' s  several ex­
ped itions into that c r itic a l  area . It was wh i le engaged in th is abs orb ing 
rese arch that I had the good fortune o f  cross ing paths with anothe r ex­
p lor ing archaeo log ist , Miche l d ' Obrenov ic ( George Hunt W i l l iams on) -
whose inte re sts and deductions exactly par a l le l  my own . Together we tack­
led the b ig problem . What we d i scovered underground surpas s ed our wi ld­
est hopes . 

In the author ' s  op in ion , one of the most impre s s ive demonstr ations in 
th is hemisphere of anc ient man ' s hav ing witne s s ed destructive change in � 
h is earth envoronment come s from events recorded with in the immens e c avern 
sys tem of central Yuc atan , loc ated s outh of the town OXKUTZC AB in the low 
h i l l s  reg ion known to the Maya as the PUUC . I ·re fer spec i f ic a l ly to the 
LOLTUN , most s acred o f  a l l  Mayan caves and , perhaps , the most important 
unde rground comp lex , archaeolog ic a l ly , in Ame r ic a . Anc ient legends re fer 
to it . The name , LOLTUN , means "Flower in Stone " s o-c a l led , we be l ieve , 
bec ause o f  its  un ique arrangement o f  spac ious corr idors and chambers -
lead ing o f f , l ike peta ls o f  a g igantic flower , from the vas t entranc e  
vestibu le . The stone flower , rec a l l ing the Lotus , is  a n  archaic and much 
vene rated , un iversal symbo l ,  found on many s ac red bu i ld ings and ornament­
ing the foreheads o f  gods thro ughout the anc ient wor ld , inc luding the 
Mayan . It is  also c los e ly as s oc i ated with that most mean ingful and ub­
iqu itous o f  a l l  symbo ls , the C I RC LE-C ROSS , with wh ich Lo ltun might be com­
pared i f·we take into acc ount the var ious pas s ageways connecting , as it 
were , the spokes o f  the whee l .  Here , in th is fabulous c avern , known to 
man and uti l ized by h im continuous ly from a remote time beyond the pos ­
s ib i l ity o f  accur ate measureme nt , is abundant proo f that the many we ird 
c arv ings , mod i f ied format ions and glyphs ( s ee photos ) are NOT the work of 
the Maya but of some olde r race or races .

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The author recogn i zed th is pos s ib i l ity when he f irst vis ited the area in 
1959. Later that s ame year , wh i le trave l ing with Miche l d ' Obrenov ic in 
Peru , he learned o f  h is c o l le ague ' s  deep interest in the Lo�tun and j o int 
exped itions were then planned in a coope rative e f fort to fathom some o f  
its many sec rets and en igmas . The map on wh ich J .  Er ic Thompson rec orded 
h i s  inve stigations of the Lo ltun s ome ye ars ago , ind ic ate s that he s aw 
only the pr inc ipa l comp lex o f  s ix large rooms that s urround the deep -
ma in- entranc e s ink . L ight enter s  r ound ho les in the lo fty ce i l i ngs o f  
s ome o f  the s e  chambers produc ing an eer ie, c repu s c u lar e f fect in wh ich the 
a lga-covered sculptur ings o f  the Anc ients take on the appearanc e of great 
age . Our exp lorat ions have extended knowledge o f  the c ave to dozens of 
rooms , pas s ageways and leve ls not on Thompson ' s  map, particu lar ly between 
the Lo ltun p roper and the Na- c aab entr anc e a quarter m i le to the east . 
The re are s a id to be e leven s epar ate acc e s s  po ints to Lo ltun ; a ls o  lower 
leve ls , that we have not yet plumbed , rami fyinf for great and unknown 
distanc e s . 

I f  one enters the b ig s ink at the Na- c aab (Hunac ab) entr anc e , one pas ses 
an ear ly Mayan f igure o f  a guard ian god ch ise led in the ve rtic a l  l ime stone 
wa l l . Th is , however ,  is c omparat ive ly recent work . C arefu l  inspection o f  
tbe butresses near the c ave mouth wi l l  reve a l  str ange f igures and symbols , 
inc lud ing an apparently winged , gr i ffon- l ike c reature, so aged that it 
s eems to have be en wate r-worn . Onc e ins ide the c ave , the mas s - action of 
water , long gone , become s an ind isputable real ity as one examine s the ce il­
ing of a large ante- chambe r  whose stalactitic dome res embles c anyons in a 
morror . Farther on , down the ma in pas s age, the exp lorer encounters one 
e n igma a fte r another .  A stout , po inted column is unnatura l ly fus ed , base 
to bas e , with a ponde rous , prone , pha l l ic- shaped stone forming a seat -
wh ich faces a ceremon ial poo l . A mas s ive a ltar, c ut in forma l , geometr ic 
p lanes , str ik ingly s imi l ar to sac red obj ects attr ibuted to a pre- Inc a  race 
in Peru , occ up ies a c onsp icuous and odd ly anoma lous pos ition in the ma in 
pas s ageway , devo id at th is po int of other formations . I t  shows by its en­
c rustations that it too has la in s ubmerged . Adj o in ing rooms and s ide cor­
r idors conta in other a ltars ; one in partic ular, fash ioned from a huge 
sta lagm ite, is now so c omp lete ly c ·ove red with trave rt ine as to be a lmos t  
unrec ogn izab le . Th is is tr ue also o f  the nume rous stone .. bas ins ( h a l  tunes) 
c arved from blocks o f  l imestone and p l aced at strateg ic points for water 
catchment . Here is where some estimate of the gre at age o f  the arti facts 
may be obta ined . 

However puz z l ing the s e  r e l ic s  may be a sti l l  more aston ish ing array o f  
s urpr ises l ies ahead in the lo fty chambe r in the heart o f  the " f lowe r "  
where sha fts o f  l ight frome above , br eak ing the er ie g loom , d isc lose a 
tru ly remarkable c o l lection o f  stone work ings that s imp ly de f ies . de s -
cr iption .

The f irst information that I obta ined c onc ern ing the strange c arved 
s tone wh ich wa s found by the Jess C o leman fami ly , s evera l yea rs ago 
in P ike C ounty , Kentucky , wa s through a newspaper c l ipp ing s ent to me 
by fr iends , Mr s . Pau l ine Sanders , o f  Dwa le, Kentucky , in F loyd C ounty . 
Th is artic le wa s dated March 30 , 187 7 , and had appear ed in th e App lac ­
h ian Express , a loc a l  newspaper pr inted in P ikev i lle , Ky . 

I contacted Ms . Ro sal ind Stan ley, ed itor of th is pub l ic ation . She , in 
turn , made arrangements with the people that d i scove red the stone , Mr . 
and Mrs . Jess C o leman , for me to v i s it the area and conduc t my own in­
vestigation of the c arved stone and a l so a number of strange c arv ings 
that had been found on beech tr ee s· in the s ame v ic in ity . I arr iven in 
P ike sv i l le on June 1 1 ,  1 9 7 7 ,  and a fter introductions I found Ms . S tan­
ley to be very he lp fu l, fr iendly and informative . I v i s ited the Co le­
man farm ( loc ated about f ive miles south of P ikev i l le at Kewanee , Ky . )  
accompanied by Ms . Stan ley and a newspape r ·photographer , Gwen Sterm .  

After meeting Mr . and Mr s . C o l eman and the ir fami ly ,  we v iewed and photo­
graphed the unu s ua l  and strang ley c arved stone . Th is arti fact ( i f such 
it is ) wou ld probably have never be en d i scove red if a large flood had 
not occ ur ed in P ike C ounty and the sur round ing area , dur ing March and 
Apr i l  of 1 9 7 7  c aus ing a tremendous amount of s o i l  eros ion . The stone 
measures about 36 inches long , 2 2  inche s wide , and 5 inc es th ick . It 
we ighs approx imate ly 2 0 0  pounds . The c i rc les or c o i l s  on top of the 
stone ( there were no c arv ings on the bottom) a re not un i form in s ize . 
They vary from approx . 3� inches to 6 inches . They are c onnec ted to­
gether by d i f ferent carved stra ight l ines and what appears to be inver­
ted letter s .  The s tone seems to be c ompo sed o f  l ime stone with several 
" ve ins" or heavy trac es o f  iron runn ing through it . The edges arount 
the entire c arv ing are smooth , l ike glas s , as if it had been po l i shed . 
Th i s  f in ish could not have been c aused by the ac tion o f  water , because 
the stone wa s found ove r one ha l f  mile from any stream . As to its age � 
or whoever carved it , I cannot say . 

We made a h ike to the a rea where the stone had been d i sc over ed and where 
the c arved Beech tre es we re located . After v iewing the spot I am sure 
it was not the or ig ina l po s ition o f  the stone .

It was broken before discovery. 
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I t  had moved down the h i l l  a d i s tan.ce of severa l  feet. Th is movement was 
c aus ed by erosion. The locat ion is unus a l ly s ituated. I t  is  about ha l f­
way up a h i l l , who s e  e levat ion i s  1 , 0 0 0  feet. The area is ap rox. 25 yards 
long , 25 feet wide , and a lmost completely l evel. The s tone was lying at 
the lower edge of th is area when found . I checked several spec imens o f  
rock a long the h i lls ide , a l l  I could find was red and grey sandstone. I 
am cer ta in that the carved rock D ID NOT come from th is area of the moun­
ta in. 

We s tudi ed the carv ings on the Beech tree s , some of the trees had a d ia­
meter of four feet. The width of some of the carv ings , where the bark 
had grown , would ind icate that they were very o ld .  They seemed to rep­
resent a lmos t  eve ryth ing or anyth ing . There are what appear s to be -
tools , a foot , boo ts ,  numbers , an imals , in itials , other s  we c ould not i­
dent ify -- and numerous snake s . The snakes heads a l l  po int due east -
towards the r iver. The Beech tree is one of the s lowest growing trees 
in the area , th is could be the reason that the or ig ina l engravers chose 
them to preserve , the ir , as of now , unknown h i s tory. Photos of the 
s tone have been s ent to The Ep igraph ic Society in Ar l ington , Mass. , the 
Department o f  Anthropo logy at the U .  of Ky . ,  and the Archaeo logy Survey 
Un iver s ity of Lou isv i l le , Ky . S o  far no one had been able to make a 
pos i t ive ident ificat ion of the stone , a lthough s everal theor ies have bem 
advanced. It could ind icate the locat ion of bur ied treasure , a boundry 
�arker or a grave s tone , a marker left by the legendary John Sw i ft ,  when 
he suppos ed ly mined s i lver in th is area dur ing the 1 7 6 0 ' s , the AZTEC SUN 
GOD S YMBOL , Ind ian C a lendar S tone , or a symbo l left by the Span ish in 16-
32 . The va lue o f  th is d i scovery to archaeo log i s ts , h istor ian s and s tu�:·:l 
dents o f  ear ly h i s tory i s  irrep laceable . Anyone wish ing to s tudy th is 
stone , or v isit the area , can contact - Ms .

In the ir s tory s tones , the p ictures become 3 d imens ion a l  , giv ing you 
the fee l ing of be ing there wh i le re l iv ing that wondrous , ancient pas t .

PRED ICT ION OF EVENTS 

I t  is fas cinat ing to exp lor e the chang ing means and chang ing att itudes 
of science and prophecy in p iercing the ve i l  of the Futur e . Prediction , 
scientific or otherwis e , infus es modern l ife in a l l  areas of endeavor . 

The morning of 26 February , 1 9 7 9 , marks a KEY po int in occult and scien­
t ific circles . A TOTAL ECLIPSE of the Sun wi l l  occur in the Nor thwest­
ern United S tates . The last three Ecl ipses in the continenta l U . S . -
195 9 ,  1 96 3 ,  and 1 9 7 0 . We sba l l  have to wa it unt i l  2 0 17 before another 
tota l Solar E�l ip s e  wi l l  pas s  through the USA . The viewing wi l l  last 
les s than three minutes but cou ld pred ict events , for over 3 0  years 
to come ! 

The Goldenda le Obs e rvatory in Wash ington S tate is a lmost d irectly on the 
center l ine for the Ecl ips e  path and wi l l  be headquarter s for many Ast­
ronomers . NOTE: Just south , on an iso lated bluff , is  Maryh i ll S tone­
henge , a rep l ica of the Ancient S tonehenge of Eng land ' s  S a l isbury p lain . 
The ecl ips e  shadow ( Z one of Hecate ) wi l l  be of interest to h igy flying 
"special" photograph ic miss ions and UFO investigator s • . .  and • • •  may 
even act as a •tr igger• for k inds of UNUSUAL PHENOMENON ! 

A S olar Ecl ips e  is caus ed by the pas sage of the apex of the Moons• cone­
shaped shadow, in a narrow path across the Earth . Many changes take 
p lace with in the zone of the Lunar shadow . We know that the Earth's 
magnetic fie ld changes accord ing to the pos it ions of both the Moon and 
the Sun . Our bod ies , as we l l  as an ima ls and p lants , a re mostly water . 
Water is very s ens itive to e lectromagnetic fie lds . The e lectr ica l con­
ductivity of water can be eas i ly a ltered . Th is leads u s  to the conclu­
s ion that the S un ,  Moon and other p lanetary forces , can influence 'l ife' 
and a l l  l iv ing th ings . 

In the area of the Ecl ips e ,  the Earth ' s magnet ic fie ld wi l l  be mod ified.

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The S o lar Ecl ips e  wi l l  be in the S outh Node {Cauda Dracon i s  or the Dra­
gon9 ' Ta i l , NOT a favorable pos it ion . The Ancients held that the North 
Node par took of the nature of Venus and Jup iter {and wou ld br ing honor 
and r iches ) .  Wh i l e  the S outh Node par took of the nature of Mars and 
Saturn {poverty , affl ict ions and a crue l or usurious natur e ) . One auth­
o r ity states that an ecl ips e  on the S outh Node tends to re lea s e  a de s­
truct ive force . The " NODES "  po int to p laces where someth ing may happen 
at a certa in t ime. Ecl ip ses are not uniformly ev i l  • • •  for one man ' s 
loss i s  often anothers ' ga in . 

As as tro log ica l chart of the event ind ica te s the energ ies wh ich wi l l  be 
fe lt in the NW U. S . A. and tho s e  that wi l l  a lso effect a l l  of the U . S. A. 
We can look forward to emerg ing regenerat ion of nat iona l conscious nes s: 
act ive transformat ion: unusua l ·and unconvent ional act iv ities: a lso un­
expected discover ies. For the mos t  part th is proces s  will provoke per­
sona l and s ocial confl icts . The publ ic wi l l  have to dea l with detr imen­
ta l large- sca le co l lect ive experience s , s uch a s  the weather and earth­
quakes. The events s ign ified by the ecl ips e  wi l l  br ing r e-examinat ion 
of a l l  k inds of r e lationsh ips. The Ava tors , the D ictators , a nd other 
h idden factor s ,  are in confrontation • • •  and the " Power s "  emp loy extreme 
means for the accomp l ishment of their goa l s . 

The S o lar Ecl ipse occur s at the t ime of a New Moon , when the S un and 
Moon form a conjunct ion near one of the Nodes at wh ich the orb its of 
the Earth and Moon inters ect . The Node s , s ignify the foci of the E lec­
trograv itic Forces wh ich define the Earth-Moon- S un System . The horo­
s copes of many UFO samp le s  ind icate a conjuntion or square of e ither 
the S un ,  Moon or a Plane t  to one or both of the Node s .  It is apparent 
that UFOS are in someway re lated to the inters ection of the l ines of 
force connecting the Earth , Moon , S un and p lanets . Further , as S o lar 
ecl ips e s  are a function of the Lunar Node s ,  it shou ld come as no sur­
pr is e  that the " tr igger" UFO phenomenon . It should be po s s ible to de­
termine in advance the t imes and p lace s of future UFO appearances -
through s tudy ing coming ecl ip s e  and noda l aspect patterns . 

The years 1 9 8 2  and 2 0 0 0  wi l l  be " flap-years" for UFO act iv ity around 
the world.

THE SYSTEM OF TELLURIC LINES 

COLIN H .  BLOY 

TRANSLATION OF SPANISH TEXT 

DELIVERED TO FIRST NATIONAL CONGRESS OF 

RADIESTHESIA , 24TH JUNE 1978 , BARCELONA 

I am indebted to the Congress for g iving the f i r s t  opportun ity to our 
group to make a publ ic pres entat ion of our work . May I f irst s ay that 
the word " te l lur ic " is not adequate as a descr ipt ion , but we are on new 
ground , and ft wi l l  serve for the moment . I wish to draw attent ion to 
the work of two Engl ishmen , o f  great integr ity and obse rvat ion . F ir s t , 
I should ment ion A l fred Watk ins , a me rchant , o f  He re ford , in the 1 9 2 0 ' s .  

Watk ins was out r �d ing one day on the h i l l s  around h is home , when he 
had the bad l uck to have a v i s ion . Although many great sc ient ists owe 
�uch to percept ions ar is ing out of s ubc onsc ious channe l s  wh ich are not 
yet recogn ised , few have been prepared to admit th is o f ic i a l ly . Al fred 
Watk ins had bad l uck bec aus e , admitt ing ' it , the ev idence he presented 
to j us t i fy h i s  v is ion has been the v ic t im of c a l umny on the part of the 
archaeo log ists o f  the day . In h is v i s ion , he perce ived in a moment of 
i l l uminat ion a l l  the real ity o f  the s ys tem of te l lur ic l ines or , as he 
c a l led them , " the ley l ines " .  

He s aw in the countrys ide be low,  l ike a cha in of fa iry l ights , a sys ­
tem wh ich connected megal ith ic s tones , do lmens , s ac red groves , spr ings , 
med iaeva l churches , tunu l i  and other anc ient mo unds in a system of al­
ignme nts . Bad l uc k  bec aus e it changed the direct ion o f  h is l i fe ,  and 
he dedic ated the rest o f  it to f ind an emp ir ic a l  bas is for h is v is ion . 
A fter many ye ars of work ing , in the the f i e ld , r id ing and wa lk ing -
he publ ished h is book " The O ld Stra ight Track " . · W ith deta i led obser­
vat iona l study , he proposed the theory that mega l ith ic man had the ne� 
ces s ary techn ic a l  knowledge to c a lculate ove r large d is tances , stra igh� 
a l ignments wh ich pas sed through lakes , va l leys and mounta ins - thus -
they we re not tracks for j ourneying - v i s it ing the sacred s ites of an­
t iqu ity - and for hundreds of k i lometers . Due to our good fortune in 
England to have at our d ispos al the mos t  exc e l lent maps of the Ordance 
S urvey , Watk ins was able to demonstrate to the s at is fact ion o f  a sma l l  
c irc le o f  " a f f ic ionados " that thes e  a l ignments indeed exis ted us ing 
a stat ist ic a l  bas is coup led with obs e rvat ions on the ground . 

H i s  work was neg lected for some 40 ye ars unt i l  more recent sc ient ist� 
of es tabl ished reputat ion demons tr ated that mega l ith ic man indeed . had 
a mathemat ic al and astronomic a l  knowledge wh ich obl iged even the most 
conservat ive archeo log ists , a reapprec iat ion o f  our ideas about the 
stone age . 
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A .. 
At the s ame time as Profes s ors Hawkins and Thorn were pres enting their 
findings , a s mall pos thumous book appeared. It was entitled " The Pat­
tern of the Pas t" by Guy Underwood, after 5 0  years of remarkable work­
al one. Thes e two books and others have been pres ented to the Society's 
arc hives by Mrs . Joyce Pets chek. Underwood was a dows er - and like us -

· by pure chance. When he was talking to Reginald Allender Smith, keeper 
of tne antiquities at the Britis h Mus eum, he learned that Smith had the 
theory t hat the method whereby the s acred s ites of antiquity were s elec­
ted pended on confluences of underground s treams . Underwood went d ow­
s ing for them - found them and - another with his life changed - for i 
f i fty years of work, noting and obs erving hundreds of mediaeval churc hes , 
Stonehenge, Avebury, Carnac, the Acropolis , s acred groves ,  s tanding -
s tones , etc. etc. 

He concluded they all had s omething in common - that they were pl aced 
over c onfluences of s ubterranean water where there were s prings or 
'blin9 s prings • .  And it appeared to him as if. there were a very pre­
c is e  code for identifying the s ite exactly. A blind s pring is recog­
nis abl e  to the D ows er as a s piral of s even loops , always s even, and th�s 
spiral is a terminal point of the s erpentine s ubterranean s treams con­
necting the s ites . As Watkins s ugges ted by implication, _Underwood, t oo, 
felt more openly that there was s omething mys terious , magic, in this phe­
nome non. Both s aid that this was a phenomenon of great antiquity - be­
caus e  although mediaeval churches were in the s ys tem, it was the polic y 
of the early Christian church to buil d on the s acred s ites of pagan re­
ligion . 

But, Under wood noted, that the form of the church or cathedral itself, 
indicated by the pos ition of its fonts , pis cinas , s toups and other ar­
c hitec�ural features , � hat the architects of early Chris tianity had 
maintained an unders tanding of this knowledge. Was this , as ked Under­
wood, the famous s ecret of the Freemas ons ? Underwood did not connect 
Watkins • work with his own , although a footnote in his book s hows he 
was aware of it. He always s poke of s ubterranean rivers connecting the 
sites , and not of s traight calculated alignments . Thus the work of the 
two remained without an umbilical cord, although both had s poken of the 
s omething mysterious and a phenomenon which hid from profound truths . 

At the s ame time, John Mic hell, in "View over .Atlantis " and other works , 
was dis c us s ing the phenomenon of the s acred geometry, a s tudy now quite 
wel l developed in England and France. He indicated that the s acred 
sites were not only connected by s traight lines , but the individual s ites 
formed great geometrical forms , triangles , ves icas , etc . 
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And , at the s ame t ime these forms wer e  inc luded in the qround p lans of 
the s ites as , for examp le , the double tr iangle o f  the S ea l  of Solomon -
may be found in the des ign o f  S tonehenge . And - now in C ambr idge , we 
have a new Ins t i tute o f  Geomantic Res earch to inve s tigate these matters 
fur ther . 

We a l so know that th i s  i s  not news for the Ch inese . Unti l  the advent of 
Mao , the geomancer , dowser and astronome r , was indispensable to the s it­
ing o f  houses , temp le s  and tombs . Rec ently , we s aw on the BBC , a 
progr amme , such a geomanc er c arrying out h i s  func tion in Hong Kong , and · 
there ex ists in Ta iwan an Institute o f  Geomancy . By way o f  hypothesis., 
Jon Miche l l , and anoth er ,  Paul Screeton , in " Qu icks i lver Her itage" ....

sugges ted that not on ly wer e  internal and externa l geometr ica l  forms in­
volved , a long with theor etical long d i s tanc e a l ignments , but perhaps -
the re re a l ly was a sys tem of l ines c aptur ing and d i s s eminating an energy 
es sential for the proper prac t ice o f  re l ig ious r itua l . How then was it 
pos s ible to r econc i le the work o f  the s e  with that o f  Underwood , the on­
ly dows er who had entered the f i e ld up t i l l  then? Thus we began . 

A s  good dowsers o f  water , gaspipe s , etc l ,  we demons tr ated to our satis­
fac tion that Underwood was r ight - indeed , ther e  were spirals and under­
ground water in the p lac es he ind ic ated . Yes , there were dows ing c r iter­
ia v i s iting s acred s ite s and churahes . But . . •  yes , there were , apart . 
from the underground str eams connec t ing these s i tes , s tr a ight l ines -
o f  energy a lso runn ing between them . A l l  that i s  nece s s ary to f ind them 
i s  to work with the correct wave length , or the s uitable bra in rhythm . 
Why then d id Underwood not find them? 

I n  th is context , operate s  the phenomenon of the witne s s . Many dows er s 
when they go look ing for m inera ls , for examp le , ho ld in the ir hand a 
samp le o f  the minera l  for wh ich they are looking , to a s s i s t  them to fo­
cus on the des ired obj ective . We a lso know that the witne s s  can a lso 
have a f irm v i s ua l i s at ion . The artefact is no.t · e s s ential . The phys ic­
a l  pr es ence of the s amp le is not neces sary . The mind is capable of 
d i s tingui sh ing in a very prec ise way between the d i f ferent wavelengths 
you c an mee t  in the s treet , for examp le ,  where there are cables , p ipes , 
sewers , etc . The dowser c an d i s t ingui sh by v i sual isation or des ire - . 
wh ich i s  the same th ing . C learly ,  a dows er wi l l  there fore rarely en-. 
counter that wh ich he i s  NOT looking for . I t  i s  v irtual ly impos s ible . 
Underwood went look ing for water - and he found water . H i s  evidence 
is v ital and s emina l ;  whereas we , not by be ing better dowsers but by 
be ing better informed due to the work o f  othe r s , went looking for the 
s tr a ight l ine s of energy and we found them - �  because we had them in . 
our minds . 
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I hope that Underwood wi l l  eventi a l ly be ins tal led with much a f fec t­
ion in the Dowsers • Pantheon with the other s whom perhaps we know 
better , for he worked a lone , without fr iends with whom he could talk , 
d iscuss and share ,  and h i s  work , for th is reason , was much harder than 
ours . 

The f irst t ime with the rod tha t  I found one of the s e  l ines , I had 
goose-pimp les . And why? Bec aus e then for the f ir s t  t ime in my l i fe 
I had a personal encounter with a phenomenon wh ich ind icated the ex­
istence of a pro found mystery , a new and unknown energy , even perhaps 
a new dimens ion ! 

Later on , after four year s • work with a group o f  fr iends in Eng land , 
Franc e , Germany , Hol land , the USA , Spa in and C ata lon ia its e l f  - we 
have been able to make inve stigat ions in a lmos t  a l l  we s tern European 
countr ies , Egypt , I sr ae l ,  Iran , the Ar abian Gu l f  and the Nor th Am­
er ic an cont inent . The phenomenon appea r s  un iver s a l . 

How does it man ife s t ?  We obs erved that there were s ing le l ines and 
tr ip les , sextuples , with seven , fourteen , twenty-one , twenty- e ight ,  
forty- two and forty- n ine par a l l e l s . C u r ious ly , we have never found 
a 3 5  bar l ine , a lthough the progre s s ion of 7 seems impo r tant . We 
a ls o  not ic ed that in a few except iona l c a s es a doub le 4 9-bar l ine ex­
isted a s , for instance , between the pyramids of Ke fren and Cheop s -
or the Dragon L ine o f  Eng land . Yes , they d id go to the s ites ind i­
cated by Watk ins and Underwood . A s tudy of perhaps 50 churches in 
Southern Eng land reve a l ed that , depend ing on the impor tanc e of the 
church , there are l ines of var ious d imens ions connec t ing i t  with its 
ne ighbor or o ther anc i ent s ites , in the general form of a C ROSS . 
The cro s s  is more or less in conformity with the ax is of the church 
but there are pre l iminary ind ication s that in the case of the imper­
fec t c ros s , that th is is due to the • magnet ic ' e f fect o f  a more re­
cent church wh ich doe s not c on form exa c t ly with the or ig ina l sys tem . 
An Arab Mosque of the Midd le Age s  betrays s imi lar char ac ter i s t ic s .

On February 16 , 1 9 7 8 , another meet ing wi l l  happen in Peru , on Lake T it i­
caca , and at that po int , it looks l ike the energy wi l l  be g iven permiss ion 
to be re leased for LEMURIA to come up . 
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E ne rg ies wi l l  a l s o  be r e le as ed for the Pyramids to be re found and reopen­
ed . And it may be that peop le wi l l  be leav ing the p lanet in s udden and 
unexpec ted ways . So there are a lot of th ings to look towards in 1 9 7 8 ,  
wh ich i n  many ways wi l l  j us t  be indicat ions o f  the change s that are to 
take p l ace later . The larger changes pr imar i ly won ' t take p lace unt i l  
19 8 2 , 1 9 8 5 , 2 0 0 5  . . .  and a lot of itwi l l  take p lac e sp ir itua l ly rathe r than 
phys ic a l ly . 

The land mas ses wi l l  be out l ined in ethe r ic form . The re may be an energy 
format ion s imilar to that of the Bermuda Tr iangle wh ich wi l l  come into be­
ing out in the Pac i f ic where th is act ivity is happen ing . It may be an 
area where the se ene rgies are act ivated , thereby att r act ing great energy 
f i e lds from oute r space . When ene rg ies are act ivated in the s e  h igh ly 
charged areas of the p lanet , and if outer space forms move into them at 
the s ame t ime that human forms move into them • • •  somebody can d i s appe ar . 
That is pr imar ily what has been happen ing in the Be rmuda Tr iange area . 
It ' s  j us t  a comp lete sh i ft o f  matter , wh ich may r e appear late r s t i l l , in­
tact , as it was on the day of the sh ift . ( That concept is taken into con­
s iderat ion in the mov ie , C lose Encounter s  o f  the Th ird Kind . ) 

There i s  go ing to be great s tres s  app l ied on the planet in 1 9 7 8 . The best 
way to handle it wi l l  be j us t  to hold f i rm in your consc iousne s s  unt il it 
pas ses . There w i l l  be no reason to pan ic or to freak out when the changes 
appear . There is noth ing to fear , bec ause it is  a l l  per fec t . It is a l l  
part of the h ighe r p lan , and minute deta i l  has been c ons idered and plan­
ned . Your consc iousnes s wo uld bes t  be one o f  always choos ing back to 
l i fe not retreat ing in fear or react ing in fear -- j us t  choos ing back 
to what is happen ing in the moment . The invo lvement with the " here and 
now" of l i fe is an everyday type of proc e s s .  You mus t  choose to be fu l ly 
present and to make you l i fe work for you e ach moment , and that way it ' s  
easy . When Spir it orda ins s omething or s ets up someth ing for you , you 
can r un the as s umpt ion that it is for your h ighest good , even i f , in that 
moment , you can ' t  see it . It is for you h ighest good , or it would not be 
happening . And i f  you ma int a in the awarene s s  that you are one with a l l  
that ex ists , and one with God , you wi l l  be very , ve ry c lear i n  your l i fe 
and in your r e lat ionsh ip to yours e l f ,  and thus to a l l  others .
