Closed for centu­
ries, the subterranean torture chambers of 
the 16th century Holy Office of the Inquisi­
tion were excavated 10 years ago and 
opened to the public • by the Catholic 
Church.

THE DISCOVERY AND EXPLORATION OF X-KUKI CAN 
AN ANCIENT MAYAN SITE by Dr. J .  Manson Valentine

PART TWO 

Round symbols, ladder-like diagrams, scrolls, spirals, boxes and large, 
square holes cut deeply into cave formations bring to mind.most vividly 
certain West Indian petroglyphs and ceremonial terraces of problematic 
origin. There are death's heads and macabre figures galore, and they 
adorn many walls and rocks. One such figure, a nine-foot sinister giant 
with a full beard, appears to be winged and his body is vertically and 
horizontally perforated with holes running clear through him, most likely 
to support torches or other ceremonial accessories. 

Another giant, of more benevolent mein, lies prone, his half-buried body 
decorated with symbolic designs � But the most spectacular feature of 
this ancient art is the weird asseblage of nightmarish monsters and chi­
meras fashioned from the great stalactites and massinve stalagmites. We 
also noticed working far above the floor in seemingly inaccessible sit­
uations. It would take a volume to do them justice. 

I will choose as examples three conspicuous masterpieces in chamber 4 
of Thompson's map: Surmounting a hill of breakdown, formed in ages past, 
when a section of roof fell into the cave, ar� several much worn effigies. 
Rain �annot account for their condition since they occupy positions pro­
tected from the elements. The most discernible of these is a dominating 
six-foot high altar in the form of an OWL, its bill and eyes represented 
by an ancient and familiar symbol not restricted to the Maya - the V -
with spherical terminations. Nearby� toward the darker side of the one 
mound, is an elephantine head with extended, short trunk. The face is a 
square depression and the nostrils are indicated at the flaring end of 
the nose. Then, at the bottom of a deep pit in semi-darkness, looms a 
colossal stalagmite, green with algae, which inspired the protrayal of 
an enormous, glowering head, complete with conical hat. · All these -
workings, many obliterated by trememdous time and apparent erosion by 
submergence, bespeak extreme antiquity. Are they the reasons why the 
cave was so sacred to the Maya who must have inherited some of the know­
ledge of the secrets it' contained? The mystery is now indeed a baffling 
one but perhaps not altogether hopeless in the light of the following 
observations: 
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Since our first joint expedition to Yucatan caves in the summer of 1961, 
my partner and I planned a revisitation with the express purpose of lo­
cating something on which we had set our exploratory sights from the mo­
ment we first learned of it. Our informant was Prof. Vicente V�squez 
Pacho, an itinerant teacher in the sp�ely inhabited hill country of th� 
central Yucatan. This able explorer and scholar had been attracted to 
our work and beca�e closely associated with us in our latter endeavors. 
Also, I wish to pay tribute to our indefatigable guide, Sr. Benjamin 
Sanchez Bacelis, whose.aid was i�measurable on every expedition we made. 
Without the help and friendship of these two.fine gentlemen, little 
could have been accomplished. I now quote from d'Obrenovic's report: 

"During the 1920's and 30's, the late Dr. S. G. Moreley, famous Mayan 
scholar, conducted research in Yucatan. Prof. Vicente, then none but a 
tee�age boy, knew him very well, for the scientist lived in the home of 
Vicente's uncle, Dr. Moises Vasquez Vega, in Oxkutzcab. During this 
time Vicente often listened to discussions in his uncle's home and he 
remembers that Dr. Moreley for may years was desperately trying to lo­
cate a sacred Mayan grotto in the hills of the Oxkutzcab area, called 
Kulucan - Grotto of the Plumed Serpent. " "Dr. Moreley interviewed 'llany 
in Oxkutzcab and asked them if ·they knew of a cave with such a name • . •  

I have been told by several people, who spoke with him at the time, that 
they were not sure what he was asking about. They knew there was a cave 
high in the hills where only Mayan hunters went, but they knew it was 
called X-KUKICAN , not Kukulcan, and since he.was asking for the Grotto of 
Kukulcan, these people couldn't give him any information. We believe the 
name 'X-KUKI.CAN ' is really a corruption of Kukulcan. " 

"Other people have told me that they knew the location of the cave he wa:; 
looking for, but they were simply too afraid to tell him about it. They 
did not want the sacred place violated by the scientist, and they. never 
wanted to have to appease the Guardians of the cave. They believed that 
if·Moreley found and entered this sacred grotto, evil would befall him 
and all who accompanfed him -- evil that might engulf all the inhabitants 

f 
of the area. They .wanted to protect him as well as themselves. " 

" • . .  Every time he was in Yucatan, the great Moreley searched for his 
sacred grotto, and we know definitely from retracing his steps, that sev­
eral times he came very close to the opening of the cave of X-KUKICAN -
but he never found it. We say without hesitation that we have now dis­
covered the very grotto that he was looking for. " . • •  "There are no 
trails directly into the site. A new generation has appeared in the vil­
lage, but still the ancient beliefs prevail;and until we finally loc­
ated the main,entrance to the grotto on January 13, 1962, and passed 
within, no man had ever.set foot in the-sacred place since the last Maya 
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In the remote past, a devastating earthquake struck the area causing 
serious break-down in the cave and toppling .the large altar. Scooped 
out rocks and seats, evidently connected with the same anc�ent rituals 
as the altars, lie shattered·amid the general confusion of break-down. 
It all h�ppened so long ago that there· is no appreciable color differen�e 
now between fractured and unfractured rock. Could not this too have the· 
result of widespread cataclysm; and if so, were not the stone-workers 
themselves pre-cataclysmic? Perhaps they were the "PUUS", the Mayan 
legends speak of. Someone had the "LITTLE PEOPLE" definitely in mind 
when a six-toed foot was carefully carved o� a ·Loltun stone. One thing, 
however, is certain: The. oldest signs of man in the most venerated un­
derground world are definitely NOT the work of the Maya in spite of the 
fact that they have been using the area for ceremonial purposes since 
time immemorial as attested to by �he wealth of Mayan potsherds of the 
different peri9ds to be found everywhere. 

On othe� anthropological aspects of the Loltun� Michel d'Obrenovic (also 
k,nown as George Hunt Williamson) has �his· to say: "Loltun is a strange, 
beautiful, 'lost world' sort of ·place. There is material evidence on 
every hand that for centuries the.Maya used it as a gigantic tomb. Leg­
ends say they burled their rulers and-religious leaders here, and the 
codices were- supposed to have been hidden in the last tombs of the kings 
and high priest�� • •  In.one place there are carved steps. leading down in­
to a pool of blue-green water where pilgrims must have purified them -
selves before entering the deeper sections of the cave· for funeral �nd_ 
other rituals. There are entrances whic� were formerly sealed with 
masonry blocks, tonbareas, stone stai�ways, corridors and tortuous pass­
ageways leading off in all directions." "The s-t;.rangest and-most impor­
tant thing about Loltuh, however, is the fact that there are countless 
carvings representing faces of men, animals, gods, etc. Many_of these, 
including the numerous petroglyphs� are in no wav similar to Mayan carv­
vings; and the faces a�e usually the.faces of men with full beards. " 

"The present-day Maya say that they (as a ·race) had nothing whatsoever to· 
do with such carvings in Loltun and nearby caves. Theyrsay these things 
were placed there by the "f-irst inhabitants" of Yucatan, the small, -and 
hunchbacked men they call "PUuS". These men were supposed to have been 
completely destroyed by a catastrophe ,.that swept the Yucatan in remote 
ti�es, destroying everything on the surface and leaving only the carvings 
in the caves as reminders that they h�d pass�d that way. The Maya say 
that later their ancestors, the ·first Maya� entered and found these all 
strange remains of the "PUUS". Thus, archaeQlogical and legendary data 
agree with the geological and zoological evidence. The resulting cor­
relation can scarcely be dismissed as coincidental. All this ·is vitally 
important in the' light of what is to follow. 
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X-Kuk ican l ies on an e levat ion among c a lc areous h i l ls that are honey­
combed with archaeo log ica l ly r ich c averns and grottos , many f ine ones 
conta ining s tone 1 1  seals  .. , a s ign of sac red s tatus . The ma in temple 
appears to be a c entr a l ly loc ated e lememt with in a r ing of sma l ler , 
out lying s tructures (probably four ) wh ich we suspec t are l inked by un­
derground c onnect ions . The d iameter of the c irc le is  approximate ly a 
ha l f  mi le . So throughly are the ind iv idua l chapels obscured by the · 

blanketing thron j ung le that they are extreme ly d i f ficu lt to detec t 
from · a d istance ,  resembl ing as they do s l ight mounds on an a lready un­
du lating terra in . Above the e levated 11 Sacbe 11 ( terrac e and road ) , a 
leve l area wh ich make s an ideal  c amp s ite , the temple r ises about 5 0  
feet h igher . It  is  impos s ible , without exc avat ion , accurate ly t o  es­
timate the number of leve ls but there seem to be at least f ive and pos­
s ibly seven . A l ittle c lear ing at the ta lus top o f  one forest-covered 
fac ade r evealed a tota l ly unexpec ted arch itec tur a l  form , a very s impl e , 
and ev ident ly quite archa ic gr eat reces sed CROSS whose �ase was formed 
by an exposed port ion of a c ar e  worked s tone l intel:  We·d id not d ig be­
low th is  l intel to see where it might lead . A rectangular proj ect ion in 
the c enter of the cross  cou ld onc e have suppor ted an image , as  the arm 
d irectly over it is  s l ightly domed . The ' stucco ' in th is n iche was in­
tact and had r eta ined some of its or ig ina l c o lor . . .  • • •  . . . • • .

The dowsable leys do not a lways fo l low the a l ignments o f  Watk ins . A 
mediaeval church wh ich i s  not s ituated on a trad itiona l  s ite appear s to 
attract the l ine away from its or ig inal path . Equally, the church can 
e xhibit more l ines than the bas te form o f  the cross . In England , at 
least,  many churches have b locked-up doorways , the doors  of today be ing 
in d i f fe rent p lac es . Both demonstrate l ines . • •  You wi l l  als o  f ind great1 
tr iple- l ined c irc les in churches - that vary in s ize according to the 

-church - but the c irc�e a lways pas ses through the font - - at the west o f  
the church . A cathedra l usua l ly ha s a c irc le of 6 l ines , as does for 
examp le , the c athedral of Gerona . 

We began ,to �ake a map o £  the l ines in southern England and notic ed the 
l ines which emerge from the Downs beg in in enoumous exc a�ations , c a l led 
disus ed chalk-p its by the Ordnance Survey . However , with in them one can 
f ind terminal po ints end ing in huge double ranm ' s ho�n sp irals . We c a me 
to c al l  them Earth Temp les . The reasons that s truck us to take th is v iew 
wer e  that these so-called cha lk p its were at the top o f  the Dpwns , dom­
inating the countrys ide ,  when the modern p its a �e. at the bottom The in­
terna l geometry is very prec is e ; a complex system of terrac ing and tu­
mul i  produc ing interna l l ines a l l  focu s s ing on the c entral  emiss ion . We 
could not be l i eve , dows ing ev idenc e a part , that there had been an agree­
ment a mongst hundreds of cha lk miners to mine at the top of the h i l l  • • • 

The most s tr ik ing are those o f  Wo ls tenbury and Ma l l ing ,  near Lewes , where 
there is a huge complex . Of cour s e , dows ing expla ins their  function any­
way -- at -the back are huge parabo l ic areas wh ich seem to be c aptur ing 
c e les tial  energy to comb ine it with earth energy at the po int•of the 
Ram's Horn sp irals . We be l i eve them to be pre=mega l ith ic . 

At the same t ime thi s  stud� led us  to a h i l l  knows as S addlescombe 
at the foot o f  that strange cut in the Sowns near Brighton - cal led the 
Dev i l ' s  Dyke . A huge and per fec t hemisphere appar ent ly made with the 
spo i l  from the cut . Approx imate ly 250 metres ac ros s  the bas e ,  probably 
the largest art i f ic ia l earth-mound in Europe and unknown . A Christian 
c ros s formation of  lines has the hemisphere as t i s  c entre - the c entral  
axis be ing some 11 ki lometres long - each arm goes  to  a church - one of . � 
them a Templar church and nearby on the other arm i s  a Templar prec ep-
tory .  A l ways when you go dows ing near Temp lar s ites you wi l l  f ind mys­
ter ies ! 

And - here we have two photographs taken by chanc e ,  apparent ly showing 
th is energy at work . One is at an earth temp le and the other in the 
c enter o f  the Avebury s tone c irc le . 
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Indeed, it was following the line system out of the South Downs, and 
noting how it became a tripple-line system at a particular tumulus -
it was at another Templar church, that of Shipley, Sussex, that we no­
ted the tripple became a six, and we feel, although we have not been 
able to trace it all the way on the ground, that this six-line system 
connects to the Heel Stone at Stonehenge where, as Underwood noted, and 
we confirm, the existence of a six-bar line is witnessed by six very 
clear notches in the stone itself. .It was at Stonehenge we encountered 
the first main line -- of 49 parallels. 

We learned more about the overall continental system from reading a book 
called "Les Druides" recently appeared in France by Paul Bouchet, the 
Archdruid. He states the existence of the Ley-System as I described 
earlier and how to dowse it. He also states how the We'stern European 
system develops from Mount Pamir, -in the extension of the Jimalayas in 
Southern Russia. This appears to be the Mount Meru of the Buddists -
from which emerge the celestial influences. He describes how the line · 

goes to Teheran, where there is a split, one goes to Western Russia -­
and the other to Jerusalem bia Babylon, going on from there in a further 
split to the Pyeamids and Africa, and via Cyprus, Rhodes, Santorni�, etc. 
to Southern Europe • 

• • •  The principal line of the Mediterranean Coast of Spain passes by 
the enormous Aztec type pyramid built in the last few years at the new 
motorway link-up on the frontier at La Junquera - it goes to Barcelona 
where it passes through the great church of Santa Maria del Mar, the 
Cathedral and the Castle on the hill of Monjuich whence it goes to the 
monastery of· Montserrat. There are three main lines _in Spain • • •  We have 
also observed that there are forms or symbols of a geometrical nature -
associated with the system that appear in certain places� Some of these 
may be dowsed as it were on a neophytes blackboard over- a large area -
around the Templar Church and Preceptory of Shipley, Sussex. They are in 
groups of 49 and based on circles, squares, elipses ans spirals. Our 
findings have been check�d by independent dowsers. A similar displ.ay is 
aroun� the Templar C�urch at Temple Cloud: The Order of the Knights Tem­
plar clearly knew all about the Ley-System, and always built, just as 
their Moslem_antagonists, the ocuagon into their religious constructions. 
An interesting confirmation of this may be�seen in a visible display -
picked out in stone around the windmill in La Mancha, at Campo de le 
Cryptana, the place where Don Quixote began his quest. The windmill be­
longed to a parallel military order of Spanish religious chivalry, that 
of Montesa, into which the Spanish Templar went after their dissolution.

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NEW ATLANTIS REVISITED by Colin Amery

It is a daunting prospect to revisit a book of prophecy, especially 
when you have wr� tten it yourself, to see how accurate your periscope 
to the future has proved to be. W hen Aldous Huxley revisited his 
' Brave N ew Wor�d' , he found that much of his projected future fantas-' 
sy had become a reality. If George Orwell were allowed a visit -
from the astral realms - he coul d justly claim that most of the night­
mare he foresaw in his ' 1984 ' had already come to pass. My own work, 
"N ew Atlantis" took its title from Sir F rancis B acon ' s utopian saga 
of 1644 which described a sophisticated island continent with sub­
marines, microphones, air conditioning and a great research found­
ation. 

Writing a work of prophecy is a dangerous two-edged sword . Either 
the critics will dondemn you, when future events belie your predicted 
scenario, or, if the opposite occurs, you (the hapless author) will 
be blamed for the disasters that follow. It is a Catch-22 situation. 
Knowing that a prophet has no honour in his own country, I took off 
to the south seas in re� earch of the sunken sister continent of Le­
muria; just six months before my book was due to be published in Ju­
ly, 197 6. This flight brought me to N ew Z ealand, called by the Maoris 
who were its first main inhabitants, Aotearoa - Land of Abiding Light. 
A new search began for the roots of the Motherland and a new book has 
resulted - Lemurian Testament - which I hope will not be my last. 

But my first and abiding love will always be for Atlantis to which I 
devoted eight years of my life in a quest that proved her to be as 
elusive as the ·legendary scarlet pimpernel. I sought her here, and 
there, and everywhere. r n  Egypt (Khemu to the ancient world) I 
stood before the inscrutable Sphinx, trying to divine the secrets be­
hind its enigmatic features that later appeared on the front cover 
of my book, On the Aegean island of Santorini I sifted through vol- r 

canic ash, for some said that the legendary Atlantis once lay. I 
found no trace. In the musty archives of Madrid's Biblioteca Nation-
al, I pored over Mayan codices, trying to crack the cyph.er of its 
cryptic lettering; at the British Museum I examined under microscopes

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Dej a vu h it me , too , when I v i s ited Span ish churches with the ir o ld 
soar ing steep les  in dus ty Ec tramadur a . In c ity squares I gazed upon 
s tatues o f  proud C orte z  and P i zarro - the p ig boy - conqui stadores 
o f · the new wor �d . I fe lt it aga in at the very qu�ys ide where the 
Santa Mar ia had unfur led its sa ils  for Columbus to make his  ep ic 
voyage o f  d iscovery . 

It  was in Amer ic a ,  in fac t ,  that I found the s trongest con f i rmation 
of a former existenc e of the now s unken continent . The ' s leep ing 
prophet ' ,  Edgar C ayc e , had pred ic ted that an Atlantean Temple would 
be discovered ' o ff the s l ime edges o f  B imini ' .  Pro fessor Manson Val­
entine and deep- sea d iver , D imitr i Rebiko f f , took h is adv ice and 
found the underwater temple at a place c a l led Parad ise Po int . When 
the fos s i ls s t ick ing to the temple wa l l s were carbon-dated , the ir 
antiqu ity was p inpo inted to about 1 2000 year s ago , j us t  when At lant i s  
i s  reputed to have d i sappeared . • .  S o  a lr eady mar ine archeo logy was 
lending its support to �he At lantean hypothe s is ,  so l �d c onstr uctions 
emerging from the seabed to back up the trad itions of oc cult teach­
ings that spoke of a los t super-c iv i l i zat ion from the anc ient pas t . 
Readers o f  th is  magaz ine wi l l  need no introduc tion to the famous -
' pyramid in the Tr iangle ' .  

G l impses o f  these underwater construc t ions are a lso made from the a ir 
/ 

from pas s ing planes . In 1 94 1  a ferry p i lot , tak ing a bomber from 
Bra z i l  to Dakar , spotted the wa lls  of a ru ined bu ild ing on the oc ean 
floor some 500 feet be low the s�r face , c lose-by St . Pau l ' �  Rocks -­
s ituated on the sp ine o f  the mid- at lant ic r idge . Here  is  about the 
middle o f  the longest cha in of mounta ins in the wor ld wh ich s tretch 
from Ice land in the nor th to Terra  de l Feug� , land o f  f ire , at the 
southern tip of Argentina . They are a l iv i ng proo f and eloquent tes­
timony of the land br idge that onc e. l inked Eurcpe with Amer ic a .  

Whi ls t  more and more phys ic al  proo fs o f  the true rea l ity o f  At lant is  
are  emerg ing , thanks to the techno logy of our  own day , at the s ame 
t ime s tr ik ing para l le ls have shown the s imi lar ity between the two 
eras . Br ins le� le Poer Trench , · a New Atlantean Journa l Consultant , 
makes th i s  po int in his for�word to my book : " A  ter r ible dec adenc e 
has s et in , some o f  the symptoms be i ng · gr eed , v io lenc e , and a gener­
al negat ion of a l l  moral  pr inc ip les . · Indeed , as Co l in Amery points 
out ,  the s ame th ing is happen ing her e/now - exac tly l ike it d id ·in 
long ago At lantis . ' ' In my f i nal  chapter of New At lantis , I ho ld up 
my per iscope to the 80 ' s , whi ch many agree to be the Key T ime for de­
terming the future evolut ion of th is p lanet . Th is  was my progno s is . 
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" F ir s t  mus t  come the c leans ing proce s s  whereby the old order wi ll be 
swept away . It  wi l l  nec e s s ar i ly involve huge lo s s  of l i fe and a fun­
damenta l shake-up of the earth ' s phys ic a l  a l ignment . "  The t imetable 

, for the beg inn ing of these  changes · was 1 9 7 6 . In that year ther e were 
. 9 maj or earthquake s o f  more than 7 po ints on  the Richter sc a le . In 
Ch ina a mi l l ion l ive s were reportedly los t . Accord ing to the sc ien­
t i s ts ,  Gr ibbin and P lagemann , authors of " The Jupi ter E f fec t" , the 
planetary a l ignment began in Ju ly , 19 7 7 , and wi ll  r each max imum im­
pact in 1 9 8 2 . Like ly e f fec ts w i l l  be huge s torms and a d is rupt ion 
of the wind and weather patterns around the planet . The s e  c l imatic 
changes have alr eady been obs erved in both hemispheres . New Zea land , 
from where I wr ite , i s  a lr eady exper ienc ing heat wave cond it ions -­
in  what is s t i l l  ear ly summer . A very bad drought i s  expec ted . In 
Amer ica the pul l of Jup i ter is 11 t imes the earth ' s d iameter - and is 
bound to c ause mas s i�e earthquakes i� 1 98 2 ,  and the. author ' s  s ingle 
out the Los Angeles s ec tion of the S an Andreas fault as be ing " l ike­
ly to move . "

SURGERY AND DRUGS 
FROM THE UNKNOWN PAST • • •  

The science of modern me dicine is said to be the fastest growing field 
today, because so many innovations in technology are be ing applied. Ev­
ery year sees surprising de velopeme nts in surgical technique� . Looking 
into the past, however, it becomes. apparent that we are only retracing 
steps someone else once took in these area, in an unknown era lost to 
history. 

In the mid-1960's, Prof. A. J agharian, he ad of operative surgery at the 
Yerevan Medical - Institute in Russian Armenia, examined a number of skulls 
from the ancient site of Ishtikunuv, located near Lake S evan in Armenia. 
The site was inhabited by a pre historic people called the Khurits, who 
settled there prior to 2000 BC .  Two of the skulls reveal remarkable skill 
in head surgery. The first i s  the skull of a woman who died when about 
3 5  ye ars old. At an earlie r age , she suffe red a head injury that made a 
hole in her skull one-quarte r inch in size, that must have left brain 
tissue exposed, and resulte d irr a loss of much blb od. The unknown pre­
historic surgeons skillfully inserte d a plug of animal bone, and the wo­
man survived the delicate operation. We know this from the skull: her 
cranial bone grew arounq the plug • • •  

Other evidence of sophisticate d surgery is believed to be even older than 
the Khurits finds in Armenia. In .1969, a Russian expedition of research-

· ers from the Univer sities of Leningrad and Ashkabad led by Prof. Leonid 
Marmajarjan discovered. 30 skeletons in a cave in central Asia. Dating 
techniqued placed · the age of the remains within the e arly P aleolithic 
period of th e Stone Age. The skeletons were.taken back to the Univer­
sity of Ashkabad, whe re an extensive scie ntific examination was under­
taken._ In a report made to the Soviet Academy of Sciences in N ovenber, 

· 1969, it was · noted that a number of th e central Asian · skeletons showed 
signs of surgery having be en performed. Like the Lake Se van finds, 
there were several examples �f successful operations on the skull. But, 
what astonished the scientists even more was that among the skeletons 
there were also trace s of surgery having been performed in the area of 
the heart. The ribs had bee n masterfu lly cut, and there was al so evidence 
that once an ope ning had been made , the remain ribs were further spre ad 
apart 
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The ribs had been a sterfully cut, and there was also evidence that once 
an opening had been made� the remaining ribs were further .spre·ad apart 
by retraction. , Every feature indicated by the remains corresponded with 
what today is called th e "ca

.
rdiac window" - - enabling sur geons to per­

form ope -Qeart surgery� The periosteum or bone deposits on the ' cut ribs 
indicates that the patients survived . 3 to· 5 years after this extremely de� 
licate operation had been �ade. · .  

Similar examp� es of advanced su rgery were discovered among the pre-I·nca 
Peru vian skeletal re�ains. Delicate trepanning and other qperationa� 
proceedures had been performed on the cranium, with a recove y � ate of 

· abov� 85% - - h igher than that obtained by modern su rgeons. The ancient 
Peru vians � lso used the tourniqu et; forcepts and . scalpels o� highly po­
lished brass, employed a cocoa-based anes.thetic, and pandaged their pat­
ients with gauze and absorbing· cotton • • • . 

Evidence · of advanced surgery can be found not only from skeletal remains,· 
. but also f:t;om artistic representations. Among· the Chimu s  - .a pre - col­

umbian cultured p� ople who flourished o.n the coast of Peru -- are beau­
tifully carved . wooden arms, legs and hands, used as artificial limbs. 
These indicate that skillful amputations had been per� ormed, which in 
turn presupposes the practice of jygiene, anestheti cs and an intimate 
knowledge of anatomy. Chimu pottery art, too, reveal surgical techniq� 
ues: in one, an anesthethic is being administered .to a patient being 
prepared for.an abdomenal incision. Perhaps the �ost faS cinating scenes 
of prehistoric operations were found depicted on a group of 14, 000 stone . 

· carvings discovered near Ocucaje, on the Ica river, in Peru. The stones 
are of hard andesite, and microscopic analysis . of the etchl.Jilg ·grooves 
reveal enc·rustati ons showing that the carvings are many thous ands of 
years old. Dr. · J .  Cabrera Darquea.', professor a.t the University of le a, 
discovered a number of stones pictured scenes of surgeons cutting into 
blood vessels and tissue, and the patients are shown with tubes in their 
mo uths. Scenes on 20 stones are . nothing short of an operation ·on the 
heart. Dr. Edward Maxey, member of the American College of Su�geons 

. in F lorida, noted of · the pictu res: "I am tremendously impressed. 'In 
the stone � carvings the detail is clear - -· the. , sev�n blood vessels from 

· 
. the heart are faithfully copied. The whoi e thing looks like a cardiac 

operation and t'l:le surgeons seem to be using te chniques that fit with 
our modern knowledge. " 

This is a disturbing revelation in itself -- that someone in the unknown 
antiquity . had achieved a .level of sophistication rivaling our oWn. Bu t 
there are other pictures that are even more ., ou t  of place. " As Dr. Cabre­
ra noted, and has been verified by medical

.
physici�ns, there are stones 

· which show a brain transplant· in · progress • • •  ·• · 
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The succe s s  of  thes e preh is tor ic examp le s  o f  surgery tes t i fy to sc ien­
t i f ic deve lopments beyond the understand ing o f  later , �pposedly more 
" cu ltered" c iv i l izat ions : the Greeks , the Romans ,  and even Wes tern know­
ledge up un�il the pres ent c entury . The operat ions presuppo s e  advanced 
knowledge in three spec i f ic areas -- hyg iene , ane s thetic s , and blood • 

flow and c ontrol . It is interesting that we f ind an under s tand ing of 
all three among many anc ient peop les . 

In Egypt , ear ly phys ic ians under s tood the need for ster i l ization --- ­
they fumigated the operat ing room, and be fore making an inc i s ion , they 
washed the ir hands thorough ly ,  and made sure knives were both washed ana 
heated in a £lame . In Ch ina , the surgeon/ Hua T ' o  in the Han Dynas ty -
(A . D .  25- 220) i s  desc r ibed in the chron ic le Hou Han Shu as per forming an 

operation in the fol lowing manner : " He f irst  had the pat ient swa l low a 
heated hemp _powder mixed with wine . A fter intox i f ication and unconsc ious­
�ess  took p lac e , the surgeon cut with a s ter i le kn i fe into the abdomen 
and cut out the . morbid growth ( tumor ) .  He thoroughly c leans ed the s tomach 
. . .  a fter , the wound was stitched , and a marve lous o intment appl ied that 
hastened the hea l ing . "  We have here the app l ication o f  both hyg iene and 
anesthet ic s .  

Among the Dogon , a tr ibe of  c entr a l  wes t  A fr ica , is the age-old legend 
t�at the planets in heaven are l ike " c irc ulating blood " . They desc r ±be 
the act ion o f  blood in the human body th i s  way" " Th e  movement of the 
blood tn the body wh ich c irculate s  ins ide the organs in the be l ly ,  on 
the one hand , ' c lear ' blood , and on the other , the o i l . The blood-wat­
er -- or c lear -- goes  through the heart ,  then the lungs , the l iver � and. 
the spleen ; the o i ly blood goes  through- the pancreas , the kidneys , the 
inte s t ine s and the gen itals . "  The Dogon a l so recogn ize that food and 
dr ink nour ishment enter s into the blood and is  t�ansported to all  or­
gans ; a ir · also pas ses  into the blood , ·  by way of  the l ings . The ques t­
ion is : Where did a " pr imitive" tr ibe rece ive such an int imate knowledge 
of the work ings of the body , · part ic ular ly an under s tand ing o f  blood c ir­
cu lat ion , wh ich supposedly was not d iscovered in Europe unti l  the 17th 
c entury? 

S chwartz , in Myster ies o f  Easter I s land , ana lyzed p ictographs of the 
en igmatic rongo- rongo- wr it ing from that remote Pac i f ic Is le ,  and d is­
covered that several ind ic ate an int imate knowledge o f  anatomy . One 
symbol in part ic ular represents the c irculation of blood from a mother ' s  
heart to the uterus and fetus , through the unb i l ical cord . The symbol 
c lear ly shows the aorta , the trunk and two branches o f  the pulmonary ar­
tery , and the ir act ions c aus ing the b lood to f low . 

Wh i le there are many examples o f  surgery from the past the pruposes of  
wh ich ( and the techn ique s emp loyed ) are c lear ly recogn izable , we are also 
confronted by instanc es that are tota l ly ba ffl ing -- and beyond our pre-

· sent knowledge . 
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In the 1 9 3 0 ' s ,  a collec t ion o f  anc ient fet ishes obta ined from the S an 
B las  Chuc inaque Ind ians of C entr a l  Amer ic a  was s ent to London for exam­
ination and exh ibit . Pro . S ir Arthur Ke ith , a noted anthropo log i s t , 
discovered that one o f  these fetishes was a per fect ly pr es erved human 
ma le fetus . He j udged that it  had been r emoved a fter f ive or s ix from 
the mot �r • s  womb , by what mus t  have been an extreme ly del icate � form o f  
surgery. What amazed S ir Arthur was that , under the microscope , every 
deta i l  -- from the pores in the skin to the t iny ha i r s  that wou ld have 
become eyebrows -- c ould be seen . Ama z ing ly ,  however , the fetus had 
not been dr i ed , c ired ,  smoked or chemic a l ly treated by any known pre­
s ervat ion techn ique . As author Richard Garvin noted : " Contrary to 
the l iv ing c ond i t ions and habits o f  the Chuc inaque , such an abi l ity to 
preserve th is embryon ic chi ld d i sp lays a sc ienti f ic knowledge far sur­
pass ing the ir techno log ic a l  abi l ity . "  As  i f  adding mys tery upon mys­
tery , it was a lso discovered that the fetus  had a sku l l  format ion 
complete ly unknown to modern s c ienc e . 

In  other words , it does no.t c orrespond to any c ranial  type o f  a natur a l  
or ig in . What c aused th i s  ma l format ion ? Was the fetus perhaps a n  ex­
per iment that fa i led? D id some unknown surgeon in antiquity somehow a l­
ter the growth o f  the ch i ld wh i le ti  was s t i l l  matur ing ins ide the mother ? 
P erhaps one day - - when our sc ience ' has progre s s ed to that leve l o f  
sophistication - - we wi l l  answer these  mys ter ies . . . . .

Between the B imini  R9ad 
Complex ,  the Tr iangle area , and rumors upon rumors of mor e  pyramids in 
the Everglades -- we a lso have the C rysta l R iver Temple and bur ial  s ites . � 

Th is  s ite pres erve s an Ind ian �ound comp lex that is one o f  the longe s t  
continuous ly occ up ied s ite s i n  F lor ida ( 16 0 0  years - from 2 0 0  B . C .  to 
14 0 0  A . D . ) . It is one of ·the most important pre-Colu�bian s ites in the 
state and cons i s ts of temple mounds , bur ial  mounds and middens . 

A pr imitive so lar observatory c ompos ed of a g iant c a lendar of sand , , shel l  and s tone , used the Sun to determine dates and is  the on ly loc at­
ion o f  STELAE ( cermonial  stones ) in Nor th Ame r ica , north of Mexico ,  and 
sugge s ts contac t with Indian cu lture s  in the Yuc atan . 

The large temp le mound to the north , 2 3 5  feet in length , is espec ially 
impres s ive . The older temple s truc t ure to the south , r is ing appro�im­
ate ly 3 0  feet , i s  one o f  the h ighest in F lor ida . More than 4 5 0  bu� ials 
have been found- at the s ite .

. NEW YORK (AP) - A  puzzling haze over the Arctic 
ice packs has been identified as a byproduct of air pollu­
tion, a fmding that may support predictions of a disas­
trous melting of the Earth's ice caps. 

But Dr. Kenneth Rahn, one of the scientists whose 
work helped identify the seasonal haze, said Tuesday it 

· was impossible without further work to predict wh4t 
climatic effect the Arctic pollution may have� 

Moreover, Rahn, of the UniversitY of Rhode Island 
School of Oceanography, said no similar haze has been 
found over the Antarctic, �hich has moat of the world's 
ice� 

The haze was flrBt noticed when weather planes began 
making routine flights inside -the Arctic Circle in the 
1950s Rabn told a news conference at a meeting on pollut� 
�ts �ponsored by the New York Academy of Sciences. 
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_ · Analysis showed the haze to be made of sulfur 
compounds, principally sul(uric acid and ammonium sul­
fate, which now appear to derive from sulfur dioxide gas 
emitted during fuel combustion in industrial centers, Rahn said in an interview. 

In the winter and spring, global weather patterns 
sweep this pollution northward. But the solid pollutan� 
all fall out while the gas reacts slowly to form a sulfate haze, he said. 

Winter sulfate concentratio�s at Point Barrow, Alas­
ka, reach a monthly average of two micrograms per cubic 
meter, comp!lfed to about five micrograms year-round in 

· the northeastern United States, he said. Similar levels 
have hE:�n" found in Arctic air at Spitsbergen, �orway.

What ever was in the skie s over 
Kaik oura in the South Island of New 
Zealand on the weeken d  p rior to New 
Years fest ivities c erta inly w as in for a 
right old nam e-call ing session.  
Especially after it  w as captured on 
fi lm o n  3 1  D ecem ber b y  a t e le vision 
cre w .  

W i t hin a week astronom er Peter 
R eid had m ad e  a d efinit e 
ide nt ificat ion, it w as t h e  plapet V e nus 
w hich w as prominent in the skies at 
that t ime of the year, then RNZAF 
Sq uadron Lead er Ray Carran b l am ed 
int ense light ing from a J apanese squid 
fleet fishing off t he coast . Local 
psychic J oh n ny Sheridan,  w ho 
predi cted t h e  W ahine d isaster a nd has 
hel p ed in several cri m e  investigations 
in Australia and N e w  Zealand claim ed 
it was a w arning t hat an earthquake 
w as due to strike h ere .  Other 
explanations ranged from ice crystals, 
flocks of mutton birds ,  light 
reflections, m et eorological balloons, 
m et eorit es that had faile d  to b urn out ,  
a n d  t o p  secret Am erican m issile 
research. 

1t  seem ed that everyone had 
j um ped on t he b an d wagon trying to 
explain a w ay t he unusual light show 
t hat w as witnessed, filmed and 
capt ured on radar.  

I n  response to the public outcry to · 
find out e x act ly what t he furore was 
all  about t h e  NZ G overn m ent sent u p  
airforce planes on a ' UFO S afari' in an 
effort to get to the root of t he 
myst ery - but to no avail .  The 
R N ZAF also put squadrons of 
Skyhawk fighter bom bers o n  sta nd-by 

j u st in case. 
The original · sightings w ere made 

from a S afe Air Argosy aircraft 
h e a d i n g i n t o  C h r i s t c h ur c h  
I nternational A irport o n  t he eve ning 
of 2 1  Dece m ber,  by Captain Vern 
Powell  and Co-pilot R a mble. ' 

Actual film of the obj ects was 
obtained ten days a ft er. t he first 
sight i ngs . Melbourne's t elevision 
Channel  0 were q uick off the m ark,  
they contact ed t heir reporter Quentin 
Fogart y,  holid aying in N e w  Zealand , 

.linke d  h im up w ith Wellington 
cam eram an David Crock et and 
chart ered a Safe Air  A rgosy t o  fly over 
the Clarence R iver area in search of 
the elusive unidentified l ights. They 
hit jackpot . 

The fi lm was later t est e d ,  prod d e d ,  
and scrutinised by experts of m any 
kinds and event u ally put d o w n  as 
blurr ed and not clear enough to say 
for certain t hat it w as a genuine film 

' of a UFO . 

Camera m an Crocket stuck by his 
guns though, to put  d o w n  rumours 
that he h ad film ed  Venus from the 
aircraft , he w e nt out and d id exactly 
that .  In similar con d itions fro m  a 
sim ilar aircraft he fil m ed Venus and 
showed t h e  fil m s  sid e by side to try 
and disp ell that ·be l ief. · 

Hea d of the D epart m ent of 
Scientific and I nd ustria l  Research 
( D SI R )  Optics Division, Mr Norman 
Rum sey, cond u ct ed exhaustive tests 
on the w ind o ws of the A rgosy aircra ft . 
He said "Th e  A rgosy win d o ws 
contained sl ight imperfections which 
m assively d istort objects · fil m ed 
t hrough them with l ong focus lenses. 
The lines cutting t hrough the 
television image were not really there , 
they were creat ed by t h e  Argosy's 
w indow imperfections. " 

H owever, Mr R u m sey a d d ed : 
"There was undoubtedly som ething 
ou tside t h e  aircraft ,  but i t 's  not my 
job to say what . "  

The film t aken by D avid Crock et 
took prim e space on New Zealand 
t e levision news, and along w it h  
com m en t  and int erviews t he in itial 
items took up just over 1 5  minutes of 
air-t im e, even overshado w ing the 
prominence given to the recent 
November elect ions on National N e ws. 

J ust when officialdom was hoping 
all t he fuss about U FO's would die 
d own and d isappear another major 
encount er of t he first kind w as  
m ade . . . . .  

T elevision One reporter Terry 
O lsen, so und recordist Uoyd 
.Mcfadden and camera m an Cas 
K asuk aitis film ed an obj ect off t h e  
north-east coast of the South I sla n d ,  i n  
a similar area to t h e  sjghtings captured 
on film and t h e  original observation. 

The "Country Calend ar" te levisio n 
crew claim ed t h e  object w as about 
3000 m etres in the sky above the 
ocean. The crew vouched for the 
authenticity of t h e  film and claimed 
they had seen t wo objects but had 
o n ly one on fil m .  

McFadden said : " I t  w a s  rotat ing o n  
its axis and pu lsating." Cameraman 
K asukaitis sai d :  " I t  was definat ely 
m oving b ecause we fixed t he camera 
on it and t he object m oved out of 
fra m e . "  R eport er Terry O l sen said : 
"The second object seemed to flare up 
sud d e nly by the side of t he first , it 
then scudded across the sky. The first 
obj ect w as still visib le after the sun 
had risen - about t wice as bright as 
t he m orning star - it eventu ally rose 
int o  the sky and d isappea_re� . "  
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Piloting the Argosy treighter w ith 
t h e  television crew aboard was Captain 
Bill Startup and Co-p ilot First Officer 
Bob Guard. They agreed after viewing 
t he "Country Calendar" team's film 
that this UFO was similar in size and 
colour to t he o bj ects witnessed w hile 
he w as p iloting t h e  television cre w ,  
and that t h e  d escrjption appeared t o  
f i t  t hat o f  t h e  original sightings made 
on the ev ening of 21 December by 
Captain Vin ce Po well  a lso piloting an 
Argosy aircraft . 

A "massive bright white light" 
paced Capta in Powell's Argosy for 
som e  mil es and appeared on radar 
installations at We llington and on 
equ ipm ent in the aircraft itself. 
Captain Pow e ll ex plained t h at the 
'light ' made a close pass by t h e  aircraft 
at an estimated 1 7 ,000 k ilometres an 
hour. 

Powell is quoted as saying: 
" I mmediately aft er t he abrupt 
manoeuvre it vanished off the radar 
screen, and yet when we looked 
outside, t h ere it was a fla�hing white 
light � "  The obj ect had disappeared 
fro m the Argosy's ra d ar screen, but 
w as st ill  visible to t he naked eye until 
t he aircraft bega n its d escent to land t 
Ch rist chu rch. 

Capt ain Powell  said : "I  k n ow 
Ve nus w hen I see it . "  He's been a p ilot 
since 1 944 and has ob served the p lanet 
m any t imes. There w as talk about 
U F O 's before take-off from 
W e llington. Captain Powell w as 
inform ed that he may be ask ed to 
ch eck on some unidentified ra dar 
ret urns w h ile in the air. Once airborne 
he was t old by Wel lingto n  that there 
was "a large ret u rn on our port side at 
about nine o'clock and at a dist a nce of 40 k ilom eues . . . . .  " "We looked out 
and th ere it  was, a huge white light 
wit h a red tinge to it. " 

While at t ention w as focussed on 
'm yst ery lights ' over Kaik.oura , strange 
occurences t hat seem to have received 
a lower key coverage, and maybe point 
a m ore convin cing finger at  U FOs 
w ere happen ing. 

' 

A huge and brightly lit UFO was 
phot ograph ed as it hovered over the 
o ct!an about t w o  m iles offshore at 
Riversdale B each n ear M ast erton in the 
North Island.  Mr E .  J. Thorley kept 
wat ch on t he strange object for m ore 
t h an an hour using binoculars and a 
ca m era. T h e  obj ect w as observed from 3 . 1 0  am unt il 5 . 1 5  am on 3 J anuary. 
'"' I t  w as so bright it lit up the room 
eve

_
n w ith the curtains dra w n," he said: 



Mr Thorley report ed : .. It was 
m oving slowly and was shaped like a 
foot ball with a light in the mid dle. 
Smaller lights seem ed to shoot off 
from the UFO, and each time t his 
happened the obj ect would grow 
dim mer. W hat convinced m e  it  was a 
UFO was the reflection on the water. "  

Another person living i n  Masterton 
report ed seeing a bright obj ect in t he 
sky. Miss D. Winhall w as  getting ready 
for bed at about 1 0  pm w hen she saw 
a light shining t hrough the door of her 
home. "I thought at first it was 
som eone with a torch, but when I 

looked outside there w as this bright 

obj ect in the sky. "  
Early on t h e  m orning o f  4 J anuary , 

a personal friend placed a toll call to 

me from the same part of the country . 
Mrs J an Wells lives on a sheep station 
at Blair Logie. Her nextd oor neighbour, 

pho ned her at about 4 am and asked 
her to look outside and see the obj ect 
she had been observing. 

J an grabbed a telescope a nd w ent 
outside her home. To her amazement 

only 400 yards away was an o bj ect 
which she described as "big as a two 
storey house and shaped like a 
football". She sai d :  "It was en ormous 
and hovering above our neighbour's 
place. There was a green light all 
around. It had a blue k nob on top a nd 
a red glow u nderneath, it was like a 
cigar."  

She w atched the object for about 
an hour, "Then it just lifted up, came 
d own again and m oved off to ward the 
coast, there was a bright light and it 
disappeared. "

Near Blenheim , in the South. Island 
another o ccurence that could well be 
linked with UFO activity - a Rapura 
farmer reported parts of his paddock 
of p eas had bee n  flatt ene d "for no 
apparent reason - yet the crop is 
undamaged".  . 

The farmer, who wished to remain 
anony mous, believes the circular 
im pression of som e four metres across 
"would have taken a terrible force of 
air or som ething to achieve". 

Other than saying : "It looks like 
som e kin d of craft has been over it" 
the farm er says he's baffled. There is 
no sign of tracks leading to or from 
the impression. 

· 

Sightings of Unidentified Flying 
Objec�s w ere m ade at Stokes Valley, 
K aron and Raumati Beach during the 
later half of December and a large 
white light flanked by t hree smaller 
obj ects was seen over Petone on New 
Years D ay. Other reports cam e from 
Christ church and Whangarei. 

It is important I feel, to note that 
newspaper office� linked to Press 
Association and other international 
link ups were flooded with UFO 
reports from around the world at the 
time of the 'New Zealand flap'. 

Let us hope t hat 1 9 79 proves to be 
a .fruitful one for UFOlogists and 
curious p eople the world over, and 
t hat at long last we may find som e  
positive lead or  clue t o  t h e  mystery 
that has perplex ed and confused 
manking for centuries, if not longer.
