CONCLUS ION 

At other locations along the ta lus edge, two rooms of  the temp le were en­
tered , with the as s istance of our Mayan he lper s, by squeez ing through un­
der s tone l inte ls c lose to ground leve l. Both chamber s were found to be 
filled, one a lmost to the c e i l ing, with purpos e ly placed stones. From 
the latter corr idor, a large passageway leads to the r ight at a _s l ightly 
lower leve l; but 'th is is so complete ly f i l led with rock that it is im­
poss ible at present even to penetrate beneath the l intel. It is a known 
fact that in the few cases in wpich such a Mayan " seal " has been d is­
covered, its  removal has  resulted in maj or archaeolog ica l  disc losures, 
as was notably the case at Palenque. One c an only surmise  what impor­
tant discover ies l ie bur ied beneath this  tremendous f i l l  wh ich involves 
an entire temple. It is qu ite obv ious that the Anc ients did all  in the ir 
power to preserve the bui lding for poster ity by f i l l ing its inter ior 
with stone and by cover ing its exter ior with earth in wh ich trees could 
grow. Nature, of course, did its share. 

The S acred Grotto, wh ich l ies  d irectly beneath the Temple, was also 
sealed , at its crevice- l ike mouth. There is  every ind ic ation that it was 
util ized as a place �f worsh ip s ince ear l iest Mayan times, pos s ibly even 
ear l ier. One ga ins entrance with the he lp of a fifty- foot rope that can 
be attached to a convenient ramon tree g�owing from a crack. F irst  there 
is a rather abrupt descent of  about thirty feet; then f i fty or more feet 
of rough talus be fore one reaches a re lative ly leve l f loor. This  is the 
vestibule room, an unprepos sess ing, s lanted c avity showing breakdown. 
From it one may proceed vertic a l ly through the breakdown for twenty feet 
or so and thus c onnect with an older, hor izonta l pas sage doubl ing back 
on the left; another on the r ight takes a parallel  course. Both pas s­
ages  are now crawlways. The or iginal points of entry into these one­
time corr idor s were ev idently _ in a sma l l, leve l room c lear at the back 
of the vestibu le, an inner cha�er whose entrance is beautifully indi­
cated by a central  column d iv id ing the mouth- l ike opening, numerous 
stalactites on e igher s ide having been c are fully chipped away so as to 
produce a symmetr ica l  architectural e ffec t. One may sti l l  gain access  to 
the lateral passageways from th is room, but it is inc onven ient s ince 
water-born depos its of  long standing have constr ic ted the open ings. 

The right crawlway leads eventual ly to a large, i l l-def ined room in the 
area of exceed ingly rough breakdown d irectly beneath the Temple. That 
to the left is the ma in route, its seventy foot length is partly sand 
filled. 
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After negotiat ing this , � h igh ,  ledgy corr iqor of some hundred feet in 
extent br ings one down onto level ground and face to face with a most im-

- pres s ive s ight : A mas·s ive and anc ient wo:�;ked s tone in the form of  a SER­
PENT ' S  HEAD , with near ly a ful l  coil  o f  body, l ies on the f loor , hav ing 
fal len from its or iginal pos ition above a narrow passage lead ing to the 
inner cave Sanctum wh ich it had once guarded . The convinc ingly fanged 
mcuth is  wide open; the dorsum seems to have been roughened as to ind i­
cate scalat ion , and the whole thing appears somewhat water-worn. Could 
this be the " SERPENT WITH JADE EYES " that Morely sought. The eyes of 
our find have long been empty sockets . 

Potsherds , which are particularly abundant in this  area , recapitulate a 
comp lete history of the known Maya from the ear l iest Ch ikane l to the Tol­
tec per iods . There are also sta ined s tones that appear to be sacr i f ic i� 
altars s ince they are assoc iated with the bones and antlers  of  deer -
a surnbolic animal . Indeed , it is  th is  s ection o f  the cave which exhib­
its ·the . greatest concentration of evidence for sac r i fic ial ritual -
judging by the blackened floor wh ich is  ad�ixed with quantities of  un­
burned copal and broken c eramics . 

From here the cave extends onward and upward through a she l f-room and ov­
er a s er ies of ledges to where one emerges by way of a de fin ite portal 
into the pr inc ipal chamber - a huge breakdown room s imi lar to , but larger 
than , the terminus of  the paralleling route . The two big rooms were -
evidently - a s ing�e , spac ious , vaulted hall  at one time. A mounta in of 
breakdown , est imated at a hundred feet along the diagonal . from base  to 
summit , c lear ly attests to the ever sever ity of the earthquake that long 
ago had cau s ed the roof of this huge room to fal l ,  d ividing the latter 
into two s eparated s ections and leaving an irregular , conical cavity in 
the sandstone wh ich over l ies the deeper l imes tone of the cave proper. 
The apex of  the cone , we bel ieve , l ies  d ir ectly beneath the temple; and 
it is th is  softer rock of the upper level that prov ided ideal sur faces 
for the schematic carvings wh ich abound on wal l  faces , boulders and on 
ledges to the very top . 

A l l  these  dra�ings are of  enigmatic character - de fin itely non-Mayan and 
pos s ibly ve.ry anc ient . There are s trange , bulbous- lipped face s ,  gods with 
up- turned nos es ,  birds of  symbolic des ign , tremendous ly elongated snake 
patterns , geometr ic d iagrams and many archaic symbols , the c irc le-cros s 
in particular . On a s lab o f  rock inscr ibed with a myr iad of super- im­
posed sketches , a most astonishing ful l- length figure of  a bearded and 
hook�nos ed deity stands out, showing all the character ist ic s  of a gynan­
dromorphic satyr comp lete with tai l  and c loven-hoo f- l ike " hands 11• C lose 
to the highest point of  the room, a wall  carv ing depicting what looks 
like a connected hierachy of Pr iests with long , protruding l ips and sym­
bol ic acc�ssor ies , pre sents yet another enigma . 
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The only known counterpart· in the Yucatan of such physiognomy was a 
th ick- l ipped god on an anc ient temp le at Ixama l wh ich. was destroyed at 
some time s ince Catherwood de l ineated it in 1841 . 

Everywhere , but espec ial ly on the wal l  above the narrow entrance to the 
Great Chambe,r , HAND PRINTS ·are displayed in soot , the " BlACK HAND " by 
direct impress ion , the " RED HAND " pr inted as a stenc il  made by soot -
blown across the hand whi le it was he ld aga inst a reddish sur face. 
Since the negative LEFT palm is the s¥mbol for black magic , the RIGHT 
hand was used to pr int it: the oppos ite is tr�e o f  the pos itive RED palm, 
symbol of  wh ite magic and heal ing . · Sometimes BOTH hands were used in a 
c lever combination to enc lose symbol ic shapes and even faces . One such 
shadow-p ic ture , we bel ieve , was intended to dep ict'the bearded head of 
ITZAMNA , God o f  the Sky , Mas ter of'hea l ing and sc ience , for whom the 
RED HAND is symbo l ic . 

Dur ing the .week ' s  soj ourn at X-Kukican , we made several tr ips to the 
great hal l  of enigmas under the temple , for the purpose of photographing 
and studying the var ious phenomena . Many new th ings were found , inc lud­
ing a human skeleton that could have been a sacr i f ic e , inasmuch as the 
j aw was miss ing , a frequent occurrence in such cases  . • •  As we retrac ed 
our steps out toward the big room,  we made a maj or discovery . A s ide 
channel ,  branching to our le ft , he ld out poss ibil ities of deeper pene­
tration into the cave . We took it and ·almost at once our �ttention was 
attracted to a s trange , slanted , T- shaped d isgram sketched on the wa ll  
o f  s tone . A l ittle farther on  it became quite apparent that th is marking 
had a purpose . D iagonal ly blocking a constr ict ion in the channel was a 
smooth , cyl indr ica l  stone , pointed at its lower end and neatly frac tured 
at its upper .  The angle of repose of th is sto�e fa ith fully reflects the 
angle of  the two disgrammatic l ines .· Could th is diagram by any chance -

'be a warning?· Beyond the stone there is the inviting blackness of a 
widening pas s age and an abrupt descent . We tr ied squeez ing around the 
barr ier but with dishearten ing results - ·the stone started to sh i ft . 
C loser examinat ion revealed that it was tr iggered a�d that dis lodg ing it I 
wou ld probably mean br inging the roof of  loose  s tones down on our heads . 
In other words , th is  syste� of  poised rocks is almost certain to be a 
humanly contr ived " booby trap " ,  des igned to discourage , or do way away 
with , anyone s eek ing to reach the lower levels of the cave . I f ,  as the 
legend re lates ,, there is an important tomb at X-Kukican , it wil l be 
somewhe�e in the depths beyond the narrow, guarded opening . Qu ite pos­
s ibly we are deal ing with the actual �omb of Kukulcan h imse l f . I f·so , 
it would antedate the las t ,  great earth-disturbanc es .

Soviet expedition may 
.have found Atlantis 

United Preu lnterrwtion81 
MOSCOW - A Soviet scientist 

says a recent expedition west of Gi­
braltar may have found the lost con­
tinent of Atlantis ·- right where 
Greek philosopher Plato predicted 
it would turn up. 

Professor A. A. Aksyenov, direc­
tor of the Soviet Oceanology Insti­
tute, said in the magazine Light 
that a recent expedition found 
ruins and a group of flat-top moun­
tains about 300 to 600 feet below 
the surface of the ocean. 

The horseshoe-shaped area is in 
the Atlantic off Gibraltar, the area 
Plato designated in his account of 
tales about the lost continent, the 
first report to mention an advanced 
civilization lost underwater. 

"The geologists think it quite pos­
sible that this horseshoe was a rath-

er large archipelago that submerged 
as the result of geological unrest," 
he said. 

He said eight underwater photo­
graphs taken by the research vessel 
Kurchatov focused on the flat top 
of one of the underwater moun­
tains, Mt. Amper. 

"The pictures show quite vividly 
lines of brick or stone walls and 
fragments of wide steps," the 
oceanologist said. 

· 

He added that "the Atlantis prob­
lem belongs to the category of cent­
uries-old secrets that with the rapid 
progress of oceanology can be un­
covered very soon -and quite pos­
sibly in an affm:native way." 

The scientist currently is on a 
second expedition to the site and is 
ex� to return to the Soviet 
Union in mid-April.

From Ind ian mag ic pot ions , American sc ient ists found re serp ine , used 
today in many tranqu i l izers . The Egypt ians were knowledgeable in the 
area of contrac ept ives .  They prescribed a vag inal je l ly of crushed 
ac ac ia sp ikes , honey and dates . Only recently was it learned that the 
gum extrac t from acac ia sp ikes is deadly to ma le sperm . The Egyptians 
consumed the root ami-majos before long journeys across  the bl ister ing 
deserts . The root , modern chemists found , conta ins 8 methoxypsorate - ­

wh ich increased skin pigmentation , and helps to les sen sunburn . . .  
These and other medica l  figures tes t i fy to the h igh state of the heal­
ing arts at the very beginning o f  Egyptian history . 

The Egypt ians appear to have been at the fore front in the understand­
ing and appl ication ob bacteriblogy . The Greek historian Herodotus re­
corded that during the bu ild ing of the Great Pyramid , one of the great­
est problems faced was the pos s ible outbreak o f  ep idemics amoung the 
workers . As a prevent ion , the Egypt ian off ic ia ls �ade sure that every­
one ate large quantities of -rad ishe s ,  on ions and leeks . In _ l94 7 , two 

' sc ientists isolated from rad ish s eeds a subs tance c a lled raphan in -­
found . to be a very effective retardant for the growth of  several . forms 
o f  microbes .  A year later , Swis s  researchers demonstrated that it 
succe s s fu l ly combats several forms of contact- infect ious bacteria . • •

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Air pollution 
linlced to 
mental 
illness 

AIR pollution has been linked to 
mental illness after a study by a 
top psychiatrist. 

Dr. Meir Strahilevitz, of the 
University of Texas Medical 
Branch, at _Galveston, said : 
"There is no doubt in my mind 
that certain air pollutants can 
aggravate some forms of men­
tal illness, and may also con­
tribute to psychological pro-

blems among the general 
population. "  

In a five-month study, Dr. 
Strahilevitz examined the rela­
tionship between the daily 
levels of several air pollutants 
and the daily num ber of 
emergency room visits and in­
patient admissions to a St. 
Louis psychiatric hospital. 

The study's results revealed
. 
a 

strong link between · certain 
pollutants and various types of 
mental illness, he said. · 

"Our findings indicated on 
days when carbon monoxide 
levels were their highest, there 
was an increase in emergency 
room visits by psychiatric pa­
tients." 

Amazingly ; however, one 
pollutant - nitrogen oxide -

seemed to have a therapeutic 
effect on patients who suffered 
from alcoholism and organic 
brain ·syndrome. 

He added : ''The total effect of 
air pollution on a mental state is . 
just beginning to be evaluated. 
Certainly, it has been known 
that the weather has an effect 
on the psychological state of 
human beings. "

GENETIC ENGINEERING 

In the Sanskr it text known as  the S amara Sutradhara , we f ind mention of 
the use of two biolog ical  weapons , each of which produced its own results 

- the s amhara deb i l itated its victims by attacking the motor c enter of 
the brain , and the moha c aused blockage of nerve impulses , resulting in 
comp lete paralys is . In the Chines e  Feng- shen-ven- i ,  we f ind s imilar des­
cr iptions of germ war fare , and aga in re ference is made to spec ific wea­
pons c aus ing spec i f ic results . 

What these descr iptions imply is that the anc ients once actively created 
and produced s tra ins of microbes much is the same way many modern 
governments are secretly conducting research to f ind new and deadly forms 
of  microbes for mil itary purposes . Just how far the anc ients took the ir 
exper iments may be found in an enigma that s t i l l  e ffects mankind today -
the v irus . 

When f irst d iscovered , viruses  were thought to be an intermediary step 
between l i fe and non- l ife : in an inert state , it is much l ike an inorgan­
ic crys ta l , but when active it acts with a purposeful manner ,  and dupli­
cates by us ing biolog ical  proces s es . 
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But , as the virus has come under more and more sc ienti f ic scrutiny ,  sev­
eral disturbing facts have emerged . The most  important is that viruses 
have a high degree of host spec i f ic ity- in other words , it is as if  they 
were des igned to attack man , and man a lone . And s ince man is supposedly 
only a recent arr ival on th is planet , the virus , too , must be a recent phe­
nomenon . But - where did it come from? As  Mooney , in GODS OF AIR AND 
DARKNESS noted , " Viruses  have rec ently been synthes ized in our modern re­
search laborator ies by recombining existing virus mater ial , thus produc­
ing new stra ins not found in nature . There fore it is  not impos s ible that 
a h ighly advanc ed soc iety in the past may have done a s imilar thing . 
This would connec t c losely with the r eports of biolog ic al  weapons in an­
c ient documents . "  

Going one step further , modern researchers  are also exper imenting with 
changing the structure of  DNA , the bas ic bu i ld ing blocks of l ife , wh ich 
contain the codes o f  ident ity in the genetics of the indiv idua l . A lready 
new forms have been produced which could prove to be deadly ,  and would 
be a ser ious threat if uncontrol led , because they have the ability to 
reproduce thems e lves . The virus is a little mach ine that accomp l ishes · 
the very s ame thing , only in a spec i f ic manner : It conta ins a core of 
altered DNA mater ial that it inj ects into the nuc leus of  a hu�an ce l l ,  
and the DNA in that cell  i s  trans formed to reproduce the virus form . 

As a result , the cell  is reorgan ized to produce mor e  viruses , not c ells , 
and when the ce l l  d is integrates , its mutated offspr ing spread to attack 
and inj ect themse lves into other c e l ls -- and the process  begins aga in , 
only multip l ied . D id someone in the unknown pas t des ign the virus as a 
biologic a l  weapon? If so , it presupposes a knowledge of genetic eng in­
eer ing that is not very far removed from our own . 

The extent to wh ich the anc ients c arr ied out the ir genetic s tud ies may be 
hinted at in a new development taking p lace in modern res earch . In 19 7 5 , 
Dr . Nils Ringertz of the Swedish Institute for Medical Research and Gen­
its announced the succes s ful c ross ing of  genes of entirely different gen­
era , to produce hybr id c e l ls : his  team had combined the genetic mater ia l  
o f  a man with a rat , a man with a ch icken -- and even a man with a n  in­
sect . In each case , the cell  produced began to multip ly -- in other words 
if it had been a l lowed to grow, each c e l l  wou ld have deve loped into the 
monstros ity created by the genet ic combination , a " man- rat" , a " man- . ; _ _  

chick" , or a " man- insect . " Dr . Ringertz assured his colle agues that the 
purpose of h is exper iment was to produce the hybr id cells , and these  
were destroyed once they began to multip ly , so that the monstros ities 
could not mature into l iving creatures . But the procedure he used was 
s imple enough . 
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It could be dupl icated , in any genetic laboratory -- and one wonders i f  
over the past few years , other researcher s have gone ahead and secretly 
a llowed such creatures to l ive and grow . Bec ause of the poss ible genetic 
combinations are l imitless , the kinds of hybr id creatures that could be 
created is also endles s .  And i f  such creatures ever acc identa lly escap-
ed . • . . . • . . . • . • • .  

In imagining what kind o f  monstros it ies might one day be loosed upon the 
wor ld , th �re is the sudden rea l ization that we have seen these combinat­
ions before - - in the artwork and mytho logy of practically every anc ient 
c ivilization . There we f ind the Merma id (man- fish } , c entaur (man-horse ) 
satyr (man-goat ) , harpy (man-bird ) , and the sphinx (man- lion ) . And ­
there are other we l l  known combinat ions : pegasus (horse-bird) , gr iffon -
(bird- l ion ) , c apricorn (goat- fish ) , and the gargoyle ( ape-bird) . Berosus , 
the Graeco-Babylon ian h istor ian , records the memory of  an age when such ' 
genetic " freaks " abounded in the wor ld : 1 1 There once res ided most hideous 
be ings , which were produced of a two- fo ld pr inc ip le (genetic hybr idizat­
ion? ) .When man appeared with two wings , some with four and with two faces . 
They had one body but two heads ; the one a man and the other of a woman . 
Other human figures wer e  to be seen with the legs and horns of goats . 
Some had horses • feet ; other s had the l imbs of a hor se beh ind , but be fore 
were fash ioned l ike men . Bulls  l ikewise had the heads of men ; and dogs 
with four fold bodies , and the ta i ls of  f i shes . In shor t ,  there were 
creatures with the l imbs of  every spec ies of an ima ls . Add to these -
fishes , rept i l es ,  serpents , with other wonder ful an imals , wh ich assumed 
each other ' s  shape and countenance .  O f  all  the se were preserved de l in­
eations in the temple of Be lus at Babylon . "  These combinations descr ib­
ed here are as many and var ied as one wou ld expect from rampant genetic 
j ybr idizat ion . Were these mythic creatures , on ly the product of imag in­
ation , or were they the offspr ing of an anc ient sc ience unknown to us ? 
The answer s may be c loser than we would l ike to th ink . . . . . . . . .  . 

In our own c iv i l ization , research into the secrets of  l i fe is  only de­
cades old ,  but for other ,  forgotten c iv i l i zat ions of the distant past -
the research may have extended over centur ies -- perhaps even mi llenia • 

. . .  Perhaps the most startl ing revelat ions of the advanced nature of an­
c ient research into the manipulat ion of the bui ld ing blocks of l i fe come 
to us from Sumer ian insc r iptions , dated between 4 , 000 and 5 , 000 years old . 
Severa l legends speak of a t ime when " god-men" ruled the world of pre­
h istory , and in order to work the mines of the land of ' ' Apsu" -- ident i­
f ied with southern Afr ica -- the Sumer ian de ities dec ided to creat a -
' lulu ' , or primitive worker ,  who would do the actua l d igg ing and other 
hard labor . 
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The god Enki was placed in charge of the task to " br ing about the work of 
great Wisdom , " and he , with the Mother goddess , N inhur say ,  began to fash­
ion the lulu . The p lace where the creat ion took p lace was called the -
Bit sh imt i - the " house where the . wind of l i fe i s  breathed in . "  Upon en­
ter ing the house ,  Ninhursay f irst " washed her ha.nds �· , as any laboratory 
worker would ,  and called to her lab ass istants to prepare the first in­
gredient : " Mix the core of c lay , from the depths of the Earth in Apsu -­
and shape it into the form of a core : I have knowledgeable young gods , 
who wi l l  br ing the c lay to the r ight cond it ion . "  

The akkadian term for c lay is tit ( mo ld ing c lay) , but in its ear l iest 
spe ll ing - t i- it -- it a lso meant " that wh ich has l i fe . " In the Hebrew 
t it means " mud " , with its sync;>nyms bos re lated to bisa (marsh ) and besa 
( egg ) . These connotat ions - c lay , mar sh , egg , h int at s tages of deve lop-

ment in the creation of the cell . 

F irst the subs tance began as a " c lay" . In 1974 , Dr . Graha n C a irn-S'Jlith 
of the Univer s ity of G lasgow ' s depar tment of Chenis try , announc ed a new · 
theory on the or ig ins o f  l i fe . He was not satis fied that the f i r s t  
threads o f  nuc le ic organ ic mater ia l float ing i n  the pr irneava l sea cou ld 
have been coming together by chance , but mus t  have needed a s tructur al 
cata lyst with in wh ich the threads formed into the f ir s t  comp lex DNA pat -· 

terns . C lay , he be l ieves , was the idea l  cata lyst . C lay . has a c rysta l­
l ine structure that has the abi l ity to reta in and " pr int" near o ld lay­
ers . Th is is a sys tem capable of deve loment by natura l  s e lec t ion , by 
tr ia l  and error -- the f irst s tep n�ce s sary to produce mo lecu les and ar­
rangements of molecules . that wou ld eventua l ly form the more comp lex sys-
tems of ear ly l i fe forms . "  More rec ently , in 197 7 , Dr . James Lawless 
of NASA ' s  Ame s Res earch C enter , together with Dr . Edward Ede lson and 
Lewis Mann ing , of the American Che�ica l  Soc iety , succeeded in demons trat­
ing that c lay conta in ing nicke l wi ll attract amino ac ids , and the ·conc en­
trated amino ac ids will then l ink up to form cha ins s imilar to prote in . 
Dr . Ca irn-Smith stated-, " In s imp le terms , c lay therefore could have been 
the bas is of l i fe :  the bluepr int of man . "  

The next stage of the " c lay " deve lop'11ent , accord ing to the Hebrew/Akkad­
ian word connotations , was that it bec ame l ike a " marsh "  = that is , the 
c lay mater ial was mixed with s imp le organ ic mater ia l ,  as one wou ld f ind 
in mar sh land ooze . In the S ume r ian texts , th is is seen in the Mother 
Goddes s  N inhur s ag ' s  command that chemic a l s  c a l led " bitumens of Aps u "  be 
used to pur ify or " impregnate " the c lay . B itumen is a petro leum .s ubstan­
ce made up of very complex hydroc arbon cha ins - - the bas is or organ ic ch­
emis try . What is de scr ibed , in es s enc e , is that organ ic cha ins were mix­
ed in c lay , and the c lay patterns began to " pr int " the cha ins into' more 
comp lex s tructures , such as DNA . Tha t  th is shap ing proc ess was d irec ted 
can be seen in the " young gods " or lab a s s istants shaping the c lay into 
a spec i f ic mo ld , br ing ing it to " bind upon the mixture the mo ld of the 
gods " .

Enki , the texts state , further ordered the as s is tants to carefully de­
s ign the organ ic mater ia l  into the genetic codes of a human- l ike creat­
ure . The result , in the last stage , was the formation of an �, or a 
cell . 

The next maj or step , once a c e l l  was produced , was to give the c e l l  an 
" es�enc e "  or code of l i fe . Th is was done by add ing " blood" . The text 
reads : " I  wi l l  prepare a solution , Let one god be bles . . .  his  b lood -
let Ninhurs ag mix blo9d with the c lav egg . " The texts make it c lear 
that what was be ing sought in the blood was napishtu , or an " es senc e "  
re lated to sh i� im - ti , the " breath-of- l i fe-wind " . The key is  i n  the 
name of  the god from whom the blood was f inal ly taken - Te- e-rna . Ac­
cording to t�ans lators W . G .  Lambert and A . R .  Millard of Oxford Univer­
s ity , th�_.. name means " personal ity"  with the further connotation , " that 
wh ich conta ined with in wich binds the memory . "  Th is is noth ing less 
than a deser ipt ion of the gene , the e lement which g ives . the c e l l  life , 
and directs the c J11  to begin the proc ess of reproduction . . • But it was 
Enki who per formed the cruc ia l  inj uect ion : He " blows in" the " breath­
wind "  into the cell , and gave it l i fe . The next and f inal s tep involved 
art i f ic ia l inpregnation . N inhurs ag " cut off fourteen p �eces of the c lay -
egg-ce l l ' ' she selected fourteen c e l ls out of the the newly-d ividing cre­
at ion . There then fol lows a descr ipt ion of the c oming of fourteen -
" birth-godde s s es " to the operating table  . . .  With in each , one of the four­
tee� selected c e l ls was p laced in the womb , and the c e lls  began to grow 
into a l iving be ing . . .  Once the exper iment proved su�cess ful , it appears 
the process  of art i fic ial impregnat ion was repeated aga in and aga in , the 
c e l ls be ing used from the or iginal c e l l  created by Enki , Ninhursag and 
Ea . The result would have been the product ion of a multitude of CLONES . 
c reatures that l0oked exactly a l ike . 

. . .  Who were these dwar fish creatures ?  Perhaps the answer may be found 
in the reason for the creatures ' creat ion : they wer e  to become 11 pr imitive 
worker s "  in the mines of "Apsu" , or southern Afr ica . It is not without 
s igni f ic anc e that th is area has turned up some of the oldest preh is tor ic 
mines in the wor ld --- as we ll  fi S  forms of " ape-men"  that have been a puz­
z le . . .  Were these forms , ' instead of be ing so-called ' ancestors ' of men , 
acutal ly the r esult of  genetic creat ion by j nknown exper imentors . in the 
past? Perhaps someday we will  find the �ecret when the Bit shimti is 
unearthed -- the laboratory-house wher e  en igmatic " gods " man ipulated the 
" breath of l ife " .

A New Mexico State Police 
officer who has investigated most 
of the cattle mutilations in New 
Mexico for the past two years 
says he now . knows how the 
strange mutilations are done , but 
won't release the details. 

Officer Gabe Valdez, of Dulce , ' 
said a mutilation near Encino 
three weeks ago · yielded the 
necessary clues as to how the 
mutilations are accomplished -
one of the biggest mysteries 
sur.rou·nding the 70-odd 
mutilations reported in the state 
since 1975. 

Valdez said he cannot release 
any furtller details because it is 
not yet known who is responsible 
for the events. 

He did say he may be able to 
make a statement sometime in 
the future,  but made no promises.  

" I  may nev.er be �ble to do 
it ,  "Valdez added. 
. Valdez apparently has the last 

word on the investigations and 
releasing information on 
mutilations in New Mexico. 
Offi cial-s at S tate P ol i c e  
he adquarters in Santa Fe 
referred mutilation questions 
back to Valdez . 

New Mexico Sen . Harrison Sch­
mitt has joined the search for a 
solution to the mutilations and 
plans to sponsor a conference in 
Albuquerque sometime in April 
among representatives from the 
states where similar mutilations· 
have occurred. 

Schmitt said he hopes to be able 
to form a central ' 'clearing 
house " where nation-wide in­
formation on mutilations can be 
compiled . 
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Cattle mutilations have been 
reported in several states during 
t h e  past few years . The 
mutilations all bear the same 
trademark : draining blood from 
the anim a l ,  near- surgical  
removal of  the tongue, one eye, 
repro�uctive organs and the 
anus. 

Thousands of reports of such 
mutilations are on record across 

· th e  Unite d State s .  Si milar 
mutilations · have occurred in 
Colorado, Minnesota. Nebraska 
Kansas, Ok lahoma. Wyoming: 
South Dakota, Montana, Texas 
and several other·states .

UFOs? COyotes? or what?

A UFO from a distant planet may 
have been involved in a series of cattle 
mutilations in Dulce, a speaker said 
today during a conference on cattle 
mutilation. 

"We can no longer ignore the possi­
bility that UFOs are involved in events 

like these," said Richard Sigismond of 
Boulder, Colo. • 

He said he has been monitoring UFO 
developments for 20 years. The feder­
al government should investigate this 
possibility, he said. 

Sigismond and others painted a pic­
ture today in which elusive ·alien air­
craft and "mysterious forces" take 
part in cattle mutilations across the 

. country. 
OTHERS, HOWEVER, di�unted 

these ideas. Some govetnment offi­
cials  said that the  incidence of 
certifiable mutilations is so small they 
are hardly worthy of investigation. 

But an investigation is what U.S. 
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Sen. Harrison Sclimitt, who organized 
the national conference, is asking for. 

"The group or groups responsible 
for the mutilation killings have shown 
almost unprecedented discipline. 
There have been no leaks or inform­
ants to assist the state and local law 
enforcement officials in their investi­
gation efforts," Schmitt told a crowd 
of about 80 at the Albuquerque Public 
Library, SOl Copper N.W . 

"THE PURPOSE of this conference 
is to try to get the FBI more fully in­
volved in the investigations," he said .. 

The killings have been rePQrted in at

Wintu medicine woman Flora 
Jones has been contending for seven 
years with bears and the U.S. Forest 
Service in an area south of Mount 
Shasta, Calif. where she practices her 
craft. 

Bears have ripped down and de­
stroyed her $400 tents on ·five sepa- . 
rate occasions, she says. 

Forest rangers have warned the 
72-year-old spiritual healer that. she 
must remove the . wooden platform 
for her tent and an outhouse, both 
used by patients she has treated in 
Trinity National Forest. 

Officials not long ago proposed to 
allow her to gather her herbs and oth­
er plants and animal parts only if she 
confined herself to. one acre. 

Miss Jones complaiDed to the 2-
year-old California· native American 
Heritage Commission about the 
bears as well as the rangers, since she 
believ�d some bears were being 
imported from Yellowstone National 
'Park. 

THOUGH THE bears remain a 
marauding threat, Miss Jones has a 
new special use permit from the For­
est Service to roam at will in the tra­
ditional Wintu healing area, where 
her mother and father practiced be-

fore her, and to maintain two perma­
nent structures there. 

Her case is believed to be the first 
successful use of the American Indi­
an Religious Freedom Act, which was 
passed as a joint resolution of Con-
gress last summer. · 

The act marks a major turning 

point in governmental attitudes 
toward Indian religions, which in the 
past have faced severe obstacles. 

In 1887 the Gener8.1. Allotment 
Act spoke characteristically of the 
priority of building mission schools 
on Indian lands "to civilize anrl 
Christianize the Indians." 

Indian beliefs and traditions were 
appreciated more by the mid-19008. 
But the First Amendment protection 
of religious liberty did not o(ten work 
for citizens · whose pews were rock 
and dirt, whose sanctuary stretched 
from horizon to horizon, whose sa-· 
cred obiects sometime_s included 

illegal substances and feathers of en­
dangered species and whose spiritual 
havens sometime sat on top of 
untapped energy resources. 
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difficulties have been widespread 
fears that many of the old ways and 
insights are being lost as the �lders 
die and dispirted or disinterested 
young people drift away. 

The new act declares it will be 
U.S. policy within federal agencies to 
"protect and preserve" the rights of 
Indians, Eskimos, Aleuts and native 
Hawaiians to exercise their tradition­
al religions. 

Native Americans are to be grant­
ed, among other things, access to sa­
cred sites on federal land, use and 
possession of sacred objects from na­
ture and other freedoms to perform 
ceremonial rites. 

"In itself, the act, Public Law 95-
341, doesn't have a lot of teeth," at­
torney Kurt V. Blue Dog, codirector 
of the Native American Rights Fund 
in Boulder, Colo., said. 

"BUT IT SETS the tone for the 
federal government, and that's proba­
bly the most important thing it 
does," the 28-year-old Sioux said. 

· It remains to be seen whether the 
act can be employed in various areas 
of conflict or inadvertent abuse.

Giant Cannibals 
evada

DID a MYSTERIOUS tribe ot giant red­
headed cannibals roam the hills of Ne­

vada as recently as the 19th Century ? 

Piute I n d i a n s living in this small northwestern Nevada town are certain they dfd. Scores of red-hatred mummies and thou­
aandl of artifacts have been discovered in a 
smoke-coated cave 22 miles southwest of 
Lovelock during the last 60 years. 

But anthropologists and a rcheologists 
are not sure who the strange giants were or 
where they came from.

town of Winnemucca, Nev. ,  was named.

She said the red-headed Indians num­
bered about 2600 when the Piutes began 
fighting a three-year war with them. "To­
ward the end of the war those that were left 
went into a cave. My people watched at the . 
mouth of the cave a nd would kill t hern a� 
they ca me out to get food and wet ter," shr 
said. 

' 'My people asked them if  t hey would IM' 
l i l<e us and not eat people like coyotes. But 
they would not give up. My people gathered 
wood and began to fill up the mouth of t he 
cave. At last my people set it on fi t ·p ;  at t he 
same ti me they cried out t o them_: 'Will you 
�ive up, be l ike men , anrl not eat people likP 
hea�t s ?  Set �· q u ick \\"t' '' i l l  p 1 1 t  n n l  t hf' 
fire.'
