Ocean level cou ld rise 1 6 Y2 feet 

Mel�ing of A n tarctic ice fea red 
By LYDIA OOTTO 

The burning of fossil fuels may within 
several decades cause a rapid melting of 
the West Antarctic ice sheet , thus rais­
ing the ocean level five metres (16Y2 
feet) and submerging many coastal 
areas around the world, according to a 
paper in a recent issue of the British 
scientific journal, Nature. 

The paper, by J. H. Mercer of the 
Institute of Polar Studies at Ohio State 
University, says that Antarctic ice 
shelves should be carefully monitored 
for signs of break-up, which would be a 
sign that dangerous warming is going 
on. 

The wann ing would be caused by 
increasi ng levels of carbon dioxide in 
the atmosphere - the result of burning 
fossil fuels. Carbon dioxide traps the 
earth ·5 heat, preventing it from being 
radiated into ·space. The gas has been 
increasing in the atmosphere since the 
late 1800s when the Industrial Revolu­
tion began. 

No clear evidence 
Dr. Mercer notes that there is as yet 

no clear scientific evidence that carbon 
dioxide has already caused an increase 
in the average global temperature, but 
since th is is calculated to be no more 
than one-fifth of a degree Celsius in the 
past 30 years, "this is perhaps not sur­
prising. 

Dr. Mercer �ays the West Anta rct ic 
seems to be reasona bly secure ag� :w;t 
all possi ble causes of instabil ity except 
climatic warming. He adds that "degla­
ciation would not occur in the foresee­
able future without m?.i'l's injection of 
massive amounts of industria l  carbon 
dioxide into the atmosphere. " 

H� predicts that the present level of 
carbon dioxide w i l l be doubled in about 
50 years if fossil fuels conti nue to be 
used at the current accelerat ing ra!e, or 
within 200 years i f  consum ption is held 
constant at the ex ist ing rate. 

Once atmospheric ca rbon dioxide has 
doubled - and he argues that the dou­
bling time wi l l be nearer 50 years t han 
200 years - he i s  conv inced that the 
disastrous five-metre rise in sea level 
will be imm i nent or in progress. 
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Warning reiterated 
He reiterates a warning issued by 

" 
cli matologist Stephen Schne ider that we 
cannot deal with the uncertainties by 
si mply waiting to see if the pred icted 
results occur - referred to as " Jetting 
nature do the experi ment . "  By the t ime 
such proof is  obtai ned, it will  much be 
too late to take cor rective action. 

(Some esti mates i ndicate that, if  a � l 
avai lable fossil fuels were burned, 1t 
would take at least 10,000 years for the 
carbon dioxide concentrations in the 
atmosphere to return to their pre-indus­
trial levels . )  

Dr. Mercer cautions that the predic­

tions are based on computer models that 
are .. crude and over-simplified" and 
therefore could be wrong. usut there is, 

at present, no way of knowing whether 
the models err on the optimistic or pessi­
mistic side." More sophisticated models 
might show a less alarming outlook, but 
they could equally well "show that the 
situation is even more threatening. " 

If the models are correct, deglaciation 
(metting) of the West Antarctic "may 
be part of the price that must be paid in 
order to buy enough time for industrial 
civilization to make the changeover 
from fossil  fuels to other sources of ener­
gy. 

Two unequal parts 
"If so, major dislocations in coastal 

cities, and submergence of low-lying 
areas such as much of Florida and the 
Netherlands, lies ahead. "  

Dr. Mercer says that the Antarctic ice 
sheet consists of two unequal parts -
the older eastern part that sits mainly on 
land and the younger and smaller west­
em part that sits on water. To survive, 
the western ice sheet . "beeds colder 
summers - perhaps as much as 10 de­
grees C .colder - than does the East 
Antarctic ice sheet and is, therefore, 
more wlnerable to a rise in tempera­
ture. "

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Doctors baffled 
by death of 

vvoman af-t·e�r 
insect att.ack

SARATOGA, Calif. - Medical inves­
tigators said Tuesday they are puzzled by 
the death of a 25-year-old woman whdse 
liver disintegrated three days after she 
was attacked by a swarm of deerflies. 

"Essentially, they're baffled," said 
Janice Rylander, public information offi­
cer for the Santa Clara County Health De­
partment. "Five weeks later, it's like look­
ing for a needle in a hays�ck." 

Elizabeth Van Zandt, 25, died about 
five weeks ago after being attacked by the 
deerflies at Saratoga Springs Resort, 
about 35 miles south of San Francisco. 

She, her two children and a companion 
who were on a summer outing all suffered 
severe chills, vomiting, headaches and 
extreme weakness. The others recovered 
after being treated with antibiotics during 
a hospital stay, but Mrs. Van Zandt's con­
dition worsened. 

SHE WENT into a coma July 4 and 
died at Santa Teresa Hospital iQ San Jose. 
An autopsy revealed that �er livrr had dis-
integrated. . , 

The death is being investigated by the 
county health department, coroner's of­
fice and the California Health Depart­
ment in Berkeley. 

She said health department investiga­
tor Dean Ecke inspected the camp site on 
Monday but noticed no unusual insect ac­
tivity. 

MS. RYLANDER said it could be 
several weeks before anything definite 
turns up to pinpoint the cause of death. 
She said laboratory tests are being con­
ducted on blood and tissue samples but 
nothing has been discovered. 

Dr. Richard Mason, Santa Clara Coun­
ty assistant medical examiner, said he 
can't figure out what made Mrs. Zandt's 
liver disintegrate. He said that he was. anx­
ious to find out as soon as possible in case 
the cause turns out to be an infectious dis­
ease carried by insects. 

"I 'don't know what this lady ·died of," 
said Mason. "It doesn't fit in with any of 
the known diseases of the liver . . .  I don't 
know what we have." 3 1

MUTES & RESPONSIBILITIES 
In May of 1979, the Law E nforceme nt As s istance Adminis tration provi -
ded a grant of ove r $40, 000 for the establis hment of an animal mutila -
t ion investigation under the auspices of the Dis tr ict Attorney' s office in 
Santa Fe , New Mexico.  Kenneth M. Romme l a s sumed the role of dir ector 
of the inqui ry in May, upon his retirement as an agent for the Federal 
Bureau of Investigation. It may be of interest here to briefly examine the 
events leading up to the establi shment of this mutilation probe . Many read ­
ers are aware of this information, but many are not.  

Mutilations began in ea,.rnest in New Mexico in 1975 and they have been re ­
ported in every su bsequent year . There was a notable drop -off in activity 
following the first  quarter of 1977. However ,  in May, September and De ­
cember of that year,  mutilations occurred in Costilla County, Colorado ,  
just north of Taos County, Ne w  Mexic o.  Re lative ly little was t o  b e  heard 
regarding mutilations in New Mexico until A pril  of 1978, when a renewed 
onslaught began in Rio Arriba County (see STIGMATA #4 & #5). Mutila ­
tions were then reported in Rio Arriba C ounty (and a few nearby c ountie s )  
i n  each o f  the rema in ing months of 1978 (pos s i ble exception: Augus t .  If 
any occurred then, we are unaware of them ). 

The authorities see med powerless to do anything about the mutilations . 
Someone other than the mutilators had to make a move . Republican Har ­
r ison Schmitt, who had stepped from the moon (A pollo 17 )  t o  the United 
States Senate (from New Mexico ), took a stride into the mutilation arena 
(some might term _ · it the abys s ). Whether as a result of constituent pres ­
sure or his own interest and concern - or a combination of both - Sen. 
Schmitt, on Dec ember 2 1, 1978, sent a letter to then- U. S.  Attorney Gen ­
e ral Gr iffin Be l l  i n  whic h h e  voiced his conc ern a t  "what appear s  t o  be 
a cont inued pattern of an organized interstate c r iminal activity" . Schmitt 
requested that the Jus tice Department get involved . When Bell replied on 
January 10, 1 979, he wrote that he had a s ked Phi lip Heymann (head of the 
C riminal Divis ion of the Justice Department ) to look into the matte r .  Bell 
added, "I must say that the ' materials sent me indicate the existence of 
one of the strangest ph_enomenons (s ic ) in my me mory' ' . 

E ventually it was dec ided that a conference should be held in an attempt 
to get investigators and the ir information together .  As reported in ST IG -
MATA #6, the meeting was held in Albuquerque 9n April 2 0, 1979. Some 
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suspic ious observers have suggested that the conference might have be en ar ­
ranged to get the scattered investigators togethe r - not so much to promo te 
dialogue and understanding among them as to find out hQW much they 
really know, as part of a continuing effort to monitor, not so muc � the 
mutilations , but the inve stigation itself and the inves tigators themselves . 
Other (paranoid - or reasonai?ly justified ? )  observers have proposed that 
the conference was de s igned to embarrass the S incere and legitimate mu ­
t ilation investigators by spr inkling the meeting with bizarre, dubious ly ­
re levant presentations and info rmation. This would make . it eas ier for 
the media and the public to reject the whole matter by "throwing the - baby 
out with the bath water".  Then aga in, the pos s ibility also exists that most 
or an of the motives behind the conference w�re earnest, s incere and 
" up front" .  

A s  for what the partic ipants themselves got out o f  the conference, the 
re sults var ied. If you were Mark Ac_uff (see comments elsewhere in tqis 
is sue ) you experienced s lack -jawed astonis hment at what seemed to be -a 

1 
c ircus of preposterousnes s .  If you were Tommy Blann (see " Letter s " ) .. 
the affair was not dull. If you were a court reporter transcribing the 
proceedings , you pondered whether the speaker just said s omething abOut 
NORAD or someone named "Noel Red " .  If you were a county lawman, 
you might have huffed and puffed over the pre sence of "hippies " ,  the 
pres s and assorted wackos - or you might have entered into dia logue in 
an attempt to find out all you could about the puzzling mutilations s itua ­
tion. All of this was done - and more . 

Senator Sc hmitt, in his cpening remarks , echoed the concern he had ex­
pres s ed to Griffin Bell and added, " Strange as it  may seem, it  is not an 
obvious federal crime to have a systematic destruction of property in sev ­
eral states by similar or the s ame proce s s " .  Schmitt announced that the 
federal government does have investigative jurisdic tion over crime s  (in ­
cluding violations of state laws ) that occur o n  federal lands . United States 
Attorney R. E .  Thompson of Albuquerque, the co -host for the conference, 
then introduced local FBI agent Sam Jones ,  who had been "as s igned day ­
to -day re spons ibility for this inve stigation on behalf of , the Department of 
Justice " .  Indeed, it began to look as though the FBI was --publically and ad -. 
mittedly getting involved . 

. - A succe ss ion of scheduled and non - scheduled speakers then gave generally 
brief presentations of varying content and viewpoint. If space permits , we · 
will examine some of these offerings in this or future iss ues of STIGMATA .

. animal mutilations 
There are very few people who are 

aware of what may be one of the most 
bizarre, unsolved crimes of the 
century. Ever since the spring of 1 973, 
there have been many hundreds of 
extremely skillful mutiliations of 
domestic animals, mainly of cattle. 
They have occured in over 20 states, 
although primarily in the cattle 
country of the Southwest. 

Here in the Northwest the last 
reported animal mutilation case was 
the mutiliation-death of a horse in p 
farm near Lyons in Linn County, 
during May of last year. The June I ,  
1 978 report froll) The St(lyton Mail 
noted that the "mare had a triangular 
slit on her lower abdomen. The sex 
organs were missing. Also missing was 
the left eye which had been neatly 
removed. The tongue had been cut 
out . . .  " 

The news accou nt continued with 
the observation that the horse's blood 
was completely d rained, although not 
a drop was found on the ground. And 
despite indications of a struggle, there 
were no footprints in the area-even 
though it would "have taken seven or 
eight persons to contain her ... 

This Linn County case h.iahlights 
some typical characteristics of most of 
these ghastly mutilations. It is possible 
to isolate the following distinctive 
features, as being common to most 
a n i m a l  m u t i l i a t i o n s :  ( I )  t h e 
mutilations involve extreme precision 

in the use of what may be su�gical 
instruments; (2) the parts mut1lated 
typically include body-parts, such as 
an eye. the tongue, the uterus, the 
rectum, the udder and so forth; (�) 
many carcasses are drained of then 
blood, although there are no traces ?f 
blood in the surrounding area; ( 4) m 
many cases there were rep

orts of 

unidentified or u n marked helicopters 

or flying objects near the mutilation 
sites.

F u rt he r more,  s o m e  m u t i l iated  
c a rcasses may decay e x t re m e l y  
slowly-even in hot weather; in other 
cases the deterioration may be 
immediate and rapid . There are also 
peculiar rectctions by predators and 
domestic animals to the mutilated 
carcasses - -there are a n u m ber of cases 

in which those carcasses became "off 
limits" to other animals.  But in a few 
e·x a m p le s  p r e d a t o r s  h a v e  fed 
i m m e d i a t e l y  u p o n  m u t i l a t e d  
carcasses.

UPD�TE ON A NOT-SO-EXTINCT CREATURE *** In Report #6 , we presented mat­
erial on the PIASA " BIRD"  -- a living creature that very closely resem­
bled a Pteradactyl -- �1own and feared by the Amerinds , and preserved 
in art form on the palisades above the Miss iss ippi River , north of Al­
ton , I llinois . The Indians c laimed to have killed the last two -- but 
recent reports suggest the "Winged Lizards " of  old may still be with 
us • . . 

On April 9 ,  1948 , a farm family in Boone County , north of Belvidere in 
I llinois , watched the aerial acrobatics of what they identi fied as a 
"monster bird ,  bigger than an airplane . "  A truck driver , 5 0  miles west 
near Freeport , saw a s imilar exhibition on high . The next day, a third 
witness ,  in Overland , reported that the creature c ircled and banked un­
like any airplane -- and was larger than one . Two weeks later , on Ap­
ril 24 , Colonel Walter F .  S iegmund , USAR, told newsmen he had observe� 
an " enourmous bird-about the s ize of a small  pursuit plane" maneuver 
500  feet off  the ground at alton . S iegmund noted that as it pass ed 
overhead , it cast a shadow covering two houses at once . Another local 
witness , E .M �  Coleman , thought at first the " thing" was a glider ---­
until  it flapped its wings . He desc�ibed it as grey in color . S everal 
more res idents also saw the strange · · bird ' , inc luding two policemen . 

In two days , the creature had migrated several hundred miles down river , 
and put in several appearances in the S t .  Louis area . A physician , Kris 
tine Dolezal , saw it first on the 26th ;  on the 27th a number of instruc­
tors at the Miss iss ippi School of  Aeronautics watched what they called 
" an awfully big. bird" at 1 , 200  feet . Over the next few days , the aer­
ial show was seen several times by many urbanites over a small area . 
The last appearance was witnessed by an inspector for u . s . STEEL , 
Charles , Dunn , on Apri l  3 0 . He saw it flap it ' s  wings and move at a 
very fast speed at an altitude of  3 , 000 feet . He reported it was the 
s ize of  a Piper Cub , but moved without any sound . 
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I . . 

No one saw the ' creature ' again after that . However , there are uncon­
firmed reports that a huge flying ' something ' is presently roosting in 
isolated parts of the Ozark Mountains . (EDITOR ' S  NOTE : Our Journal 
has previous ly run the ' big bird ' reports -- only a few short years 
ago - � and again -- it was in Illinois ! A case in which the ' bird ' 
answering to the same description as in this artic le , swooped down 
and picked up a sma l l  child from the ground , l ifted him about 20  
feet , and then dropped him !  And -- al�  this in  front of  his mother ! )  

The I llinois Indian legends spoke of times when flying beasts swooped 
down to prey on human flesh at will . Perhaps someday it or its off -
spring will  be captured , and itmay turn out to be mor� than just a 
' big bird ' . Surprised sc ientists may come face to face with a living 
" extinct" creature from the distant past • • • •

Cave paintings depicting a s econd Moon have been discovered in the _ 

- state of  Minas Gerais , Brazil ! Documented evidence indicates that 
the Ancients not only observed a second moon , but also anc ient fly­
ing discs and cigars (termed UFOs or so-called mother- ships/c igar 
shaped c raft) . 

In his 196 9  book , " Flying Saucers and the Relativity Theory From Dr . 
Einstein" , Hernani Ebecken de Araujo states that more than 50 • sauce�s ' 
were drawn everywhere in the Lapa Pintada (Painted Cave) near the town 
of Montes C laros ! deArauj o ' s best photographs and drawings however , 
depict a purported ' message • - as shown in figures 1 through 4 .

Forming a Triangle : 1 • sun • drawn in red paint , composed of  
10 concentric c ircles - surrounded by rays . On  the two an­
gles of the base : 1 moon , in its first quarter , and what 
appears to be a satellite , or hollow obj ec t ,  resembling a 
coiled serpent . 

In the center of  the cave is a c igar-shaped craft ,  resembling what 
modern-say reports would describe as a ' flying c igar • or mother-ship • .,. 
At the end of  the roof ,  a small  UFO , shaped like a hat or gourd , about 
3 0  em in s ize . Another saucer is depicted , much larger and faded -
measuring 50  em . Located nearby is a small sun , with a few rays . 

Varzelandia is located at 16 degrees South Latitude and 44 degrees 
West Longitude , 157  km north o f  Montes C laros and 40 km from the town 
of Januaria , located on the Sao Franc isco Ri�er . deAraujo also vis­
ited a 3rd cave , located beyond Varzelandia ,  in Brejo  do Mutambal -
(Swamp) . In  it , enigmatic drawings and many marks or ' s igns • o f  Time , 
a spiral , and a small child ' s hand- imprint ( in red paint) were found 
on this cave ' s walls . 
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deArauj o  quotes the archaeologist , S .  Bragine , who , in his book, .. The 
Truth About Atlantis " ,  states that the Ablanteans adored a second moon , 
which was called " Serpent" . Would you l ike to corresponde with deArau­
j o  and learn more about these caves of  the 2nd Moon and other unsolved 
mysteries of  the caves of  Central and S outh America .

While doing some research· at the National Museum in Rio de Janeiro , I 
was able to document additional caves in Minais Gerais , as indicated in 
F igures 5 and 6 .  In these two figures are pictured what appears to be 
a picture story of the migrations of  a tribe of people . These drawings , 
originally pictured in the book, "As Grutas Em Minas Gerais"  (The Caves 
of Minas Gerais ) , c learly depict the marks of Time and the Sun ,  with 
enigmatic lines to its left . Also seen is what appears to _ be waves or 
perhaps r ivers/oceans . 

One of  the most interesting books , " Review of . Brazilian Archeology" , i't 
is theorized that the constellation ORION is depicted in figures 7 and 
8 !  Figure 10 depicts yet another set o f  cave drawings in Minas Gerais 
{credit : "As Em Grutas Minas Gerais" ) .  This pictograph is most sig -
nificant for those who are into .Ancient Astronaut theories -- One sym­
bol ,  a c irc l� with 2 dots !

Phaiste$) shown in F igure 11  {Credit : " Sons o f  the Sun" by Marcel Hornet) . 
The c irc le with 2 dots traces its origins in the mists of  pre-deluge 
antiquity !  I n  fac� , Hornet asserts that the number " 7" i s  assoc iated 
with the god Enmecharra and his 2 sons , the S ibiti , in the Mediterran­
ean Near East . Another s imilarity is the Hebrew Rephaim who with their 
chieftain numbered " 8" .  Hornet states that each of these deities is con­
s idered in a dual-status : both as 7+1=8 individuals , and as a " unity" 
of One . They are also represented by a s ingle Deity (Ba ' al ) , accord­
ing to Hornet . 

In  addition , these divinities are directly related to the traditions 
associated with the Cabiri - meaning . . • power ' in Semitic - which are 
gods said to be of probable Phoenician origin - that are particularly 
wor.shipped in Lemnos and Samothrace ,  states Hornet . The Cabiri ,  are 
represented by the C ircle with 2 dots on the coins of Beryte , a c ity 
" • • •  which , according to the legend , was given by Cronos to the C ibiri 
and Poseidon , thi s latter being the go� whose statue in Elis , is known 
to have been inscribed : Satrape-Poseidon" ! 
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Moreover , Hornet c laims that the symbo l  o f  the C retan Bull was also 
identical with the god of Ba ' al ,  who was assoc iated with the god -
Satrape , the letters of  whose name are found on petroglyphs through-
out the entire Amazon region : 

In conc lus ion it must be acknowledged that the Cabriri , the ' c irc le 
with the 7 dots • ,  are assoc iated with both the P leiades and Poseidon ,. 
the god of  the Atlanteans , and according to P lato , whose capital c ity 
bore the name of  Poseidon ! • • •  ;l . . . . .

An 1882 prophecy of UFOs ?  Some people think it ' s  being fulfilled with 
a vengeance .  " For they shall  go abroad in My firmament and behold My 
glorious works . . .  " An 1882 prophecy of  our numerous moon- landings and 
planetary flybys ? Again ,  many think so , and in America there are now 
thousands who ' re eager to explore the universe in all  its dimens ions .

Some Saucer Intelligences and/or their channels warned that the Earth 
was going to tilt on its axis , or that the Moon was already doing so , 
or that the magnetic polarity of the Earth , Moon , or Sun had already 
reversed itself . Or that an earthquake would split the u . s . in two , 
caus ing the Gulf of  Mexico to extend up to Lake Michigan . Or that 
San Diego , Los Angeles , and San Franc iscb would become is lands or 
s ink into the Pac ific , and New York into the Atlantic . Some of  this 
was supposed to have happened years ago , and some of it is still being 
predicted , with new calamities based on sun-spot activi;ty , air pollut­
ion , and pos s ible nuc lear disasters inc luding war .  Should any of  the 
foregoing be taken seriously?

Definitely,  great natural disasters are a lways a possibility , and now 
that we have H-bombs , great man�caused calamities are also poss ible . 
Only a food would believe that Earth will  never suffer another . • .  

America is the world ' s  supermarket for religions . Here religious meg­
alomania , whether produced in this country or imported from India , Is­
rael , Korea , or some other world ,  may become a multi-million-dollar 
business . Because here the competition for dollars and converts is 
terrific , here religious Big Talk is plentiful . Every year we have 
more " spiritual leaders "  campaigning for converts to their new or an­
c ient schemes for " li�erating" ( subjugating? ) Planet Earth • . .  

Amaz ing prophec ies and Glorious Promises from this and other worlds 
the variety is overwhelming . We all  know how our politic ians after win­
ning an election may fail to keep their promises . Are our candidates 
for Earth ' s  Highest Spiritual Office  doing any better? What with all 
the rivalry among the Lords and Gods , how can all  of  them keep all  
their promises? How can all of  them take over Earth? We may wait 
centuries for them to keep their promises -- until  we can wait no 
longer .

2nd verse : "And she being

3 rd .  verse :  "And there appeared another wonder in the heavens , and be­
hold a great red dragon , having seven heads and ten horns , and seven 
crowns upon his heads . "  

4th verse :  "And his tail  drew a third part of  the Stars of Heaven ; and 
did cast them to earth , and the dragon stood before the woman which 
was ready to deliver , for to devour . her child as soon . as it was born . . . 

5th verse :  "And she brought forth a man-child who was to rule all  nat­
ions with a rod of iron , and her child was caught up unto God , and to 
his throne . "

I f  we analyze this allegorical story from an astronomical viewpoint , 
it appears to recount a period from some years in the anc ient past 
when the New Moon was in Virgo , the Virgin , at the Winter Solstic e ,  
and the Sun , a man-chi ld ,  was born . Historically , the Sun is cons id­
ered to be re-born at the Winuer Solstic e ,  as it starts its j ourney 
northward �from the Tropic of  Cap�icorn toward the Tropic of  Cancer . 
The Red Dragon referred to still occupies the northern heaven at the 
time o f  tWe Winter Sols.tice , and the Red Star Thuban (also Abid , and 
by some astronomers , Caput Draconis , the Dragon Head , and as Alpha 
Draconis }  the third star in the constellation and the Pole Star accord­
ing to the zodiac in the year 2450 B . C . E .

Some astronomers give the date as 2 300 B . C . E .  Viewing the n ight sky it 
will be· seen also that the c ircumpolar Dragon ' s  Tail occupies approx­
imately one-third part o f  the heavens as viewed from the earth . Note 
4th verse .  

By rotating the s ign Virgo through the Round Zodiac in- accordance wi't.h 
the precess ion of the s igns through the zodiac , until  it becomes the 
s ign of the Winter Solstice in 245 0  B . C . E .  (the S ign of Aquar'ius at 
that time) then rotating it westward until it occupies its present po­
sition as the s ign of  the Autmnal Equinox , it will be found that the 
s ign has gone forward 270  degrees , or nine s igns of 30 degrees each . 
As it requires 2 150  years (some astronomers state · 2 16 0  years ) for a 
s ign to pass  through 30  degrees , the equation becomes 2 150  x 9 ( s igns )  
= 19 , 3 50 years , o r  the number o f  years s ince the s ign of  Virgo , the 
Virgin , was the Winter Solstice . 

Now the Sphinx (whose age has never been definitely established , al  -
though believed to be much older than ,the Great Pyramid) represents a 
couched lion with a woman ' s  head . The symbols of the zodiac show Leo , 
the Lion , and Virgo , the Virgin , to be in juxtapos ition in the Round 
Zodiac . As the prec es s ion of all  s igns of the zodiac takes approxim� 
ately 2 5 , 800 years to return to a pos ition where they again coinc ide , 
the firure 19 , 3 50  years before the period of 2450 B . C . E .  appears to be 
correct . Thus , it can be estimated that the Winter Soltice in the s ign 
of Virgo occurred in the year 2 1 , 800 B . C . E  • . As the Sphinx appears to 
be the symbol indicated by the allegorical story in the Book of Revel­
ation , it is poss ibly the starting point for astronomical calculations 
by the anc ients . The Sphinx being built in the year 2 1 , 800 (apprx . )  
B .C . E .  as attested to by St . John the Divine , is another revelation of  
the astronomical knowledge contained in  the Bible .

UFO knocks officer uncOnscious

' DEPUTY. VAL JOHNSON SURVEYS DAMAGE TO PATROL CAR'S wJNDSHIEiD

WARREN, Min.n . (AP) - A 
brilliantly · lighted obj ect t:hat 
swept down on a deputy sheriffs 
car and left the vehicle damaged 
and the officer unconscious re­
mained a mystery Thursday. 

· 

Aside from being shocked and 
sustaining cr mild case of "weld­
er's blindness," Deputy Val 'Joh­
nson was 'in good condition Thur­
sday, three days after the inci­
dent. It happened early Monday 
on the flats of the Red River Val­
ley in northwestern Minnesota. 

The chief investigator for the 
Centre for UFO (Unid6ntified Fly­
ing Object) Studies, Allan Hendry, . 
investigated the case and at his 
Evcmston, lll., headquarter� Thur­
sday he said "it is a most incredi­
ble case and there dYe some most 
unusual clues, " including the two 
bent antennas, shattered wind­
shield, broken head ldmp and a 
small dent in the hood of the 
patrol car. 

"A truly anomalous, case," said 
Hendry. "We receive about 1 ,000 

tips of UFOs a year. We · investi­
gate by phone the most · interest­
ing ones. But � the event of an 
unusual case lik• this, where 
damage is involved, it 's worth 
going out. to see." 

Hendry said he ·is intrigued by 
the fact there is no damage to 
the rim of the headlamp. Also, 

. the radio antennas were· bent 
over but there is no evidence of 
paint marks . and ·the bugs on 
them had not be�n scraped off. 

And the fact Johnson's wrist 
watch and the electric clock in 
the car each stopped for 14 min­
utes heightened the mystery. 

The F�eral Aviation AdminiS­
tration and Grand Forks air base 
had no reports of aircraft in the 
area at the time of the incident. 
"But ·it doesn 't prove a plane 
wasn't there, " said Hendry. 

Johns9n, 35, who apparently 
was \,\nc·onscious for about 30 
minutes following the incident, 
has worked at t h e  Marshall  
County sheriff�s office 2¥2 years. 
Sheriff Dennis Brekke said in a 
telephone interview that Johnson 
'is a good worker, stable. with a 
wife and· three children. "People 
like him real well," Bre�e added. 

Johnson intended to rest at his 
home in Oslo, Minn., Thursday 
but went to meet with ·reporters 
at the sheriff's offic"e in Warren. 

· "I was pretty down in the 
dumps the first couple of days 
afterwards, " the officer said. ''I 
thought I was in m�tal difficulty. 
It's pretty .h�d for me to justify, 
since I work with facts and logic.

8 2  year old Abraham Mans field is a splendid fellow . He is possessed of 
academic degrees , a genius IQ , a photographic memory and a better than 
average intuition and ESP .

One afternoon while preparing to cross a river they encountered a band of 
Indians who , with carbines poised , threatened to postpone the trip indef­
initely . It was now, says Abe , that a back-o ' -the-neck twitter led him 
to suspect " a  set up . "  And - right he was . The Englishman had to wait 
back at the camp ,  leaving him alone to face an " uncomfortable s ituation" . 

Following a period of  morbid s ilence the Indians , led by two chiefs , one 
old and one young , escorted Mansfield to the top of a hill whereupon 
stood a makeshift " throne" . The old chief ,  gesturing earnestly with his 
frail hands , explained that Abe had been selec ted " long ago" by some mys­
terious process to carry on an anc ient tradition .

King E ffius - a 
sc ientist , and Queen Etrusc iana ruled " the wo r ld" . Th ings were f ine un­
til a " catac lysmic change" c aus ed portentous j ogg les " due to the state 
of the wor ld" . The j oggles got wo rse result ing in a sh i ft o f  the earth ' s 
axis wh ich , apart from rearranging globa l topography , devastated the 
world ' s  populat ion . After th is , notes Mans field , great mega l iths l ike 
S tone Henge , the cont inenta l pyramids and other astronomic construct ions 
were bui lt to forecast the next catac lys m .  Where the great vo lcano Mt : 
Shasta now stands in no rthern Ca l i forn ia , the Lemurians had a " very r ich" 
go ld mine , accord ing to the P lates o f  T ime . When the catac lysm struck 
the vo lcano errupted ki l l ing near 5 . 000 people , who s e  ghosts , S ays Abe , 
sti ll l inger fo r lorn ly on the spot . The P lates also c onta in in format ion 
about atomic power , spac e trave l , and methods o f  produc ing and generat­
ing elec tr ic ity . 

Now, at age 82 , Abraham Mans field l ives in Redd ing , C a l i fo rn la , in the 
shadow o f  his be loved Mount �has ta .

o f  odd art i fac ts wh ich he says are remnants o f  the Lemur ian c iv i l i zat­
ion . His dream one day is the founding o f  a " Lemur ian Inst itute" and 
mus eum at the bas e  o f  Mount Shasta . Mans field has a lso wr itten three 
books on the subj ec t : The O ld Ch i e f  and the Young 'ch ief,  The Go lden 
Goddes s o f  the Lemurian s , and The King o f  the Lemur ians . He would be 
del ighted in hear ing from anyone interested in the subj ect and can be 
contacted at : 3025  West S treet , Redd ing , Ca .

Mystery of the 
' F lying Coffin '

LONDON - Aviation chiefs puzzled Friday 
over the riddle of a million-dollar plane whose 
crew of two apparently lay slumped at the con­
trols while it drifted for seven hours· in circles of 
doom across busy international air lanes. 

It crashed in France instead of landing in Brit­
ain, killing both men and starting what British 
newspapers called the "Flying Coffin Mystery." 

As pieced together from aviation authorities 
on both sides of the English Channel, here is what 
happened: 

THE PLANE took off from Stansted 
Airport, 40 miles northeast of London, on Tues­
day and when it failed to make its scheduled land­
ing at 4 p.m. at Exeter in the west of England, an 
alarm was raised. 

Radio calls to the plane went unanswered. 
British Royal Air Force and French Air Force 

jets took off to try to intercept the plane. They 
flew close alongside and reported seeing the two 
men aboard motionless at the controls. There was 
nothing the British and French pilots could do to 
rescue them or help the spiraling plane. 

Traffic controllers on both sides of the chan­
nei warned other aircraft and monitored the 
plane's movements - circles that all too obvious­
ly would end in death and destruction, and possi­
bly even a major disaster were it to crash into a 
town. 

.THE CIRCLES were of varying diameters 
ranging from 5 to 40 miles at about 30,000 feet. Be­
ginning over Britain, they gradually moved south­
ward toward the English Channel and eventually 
crossed the French coast at Brittany. 

The plane fmally crashed in a meadow near 
Nantes, France, a city of some 200,000 people .. 

Killed were Tom Lampitt, 48, a top British 
pilot, and Capt. Fausto Aguiar de Barros Zella of 
Sacavem, Portugal. Lampitt was demonstrating 
the plane and giving instruction on its high­
altitude capabilities. 

/ 
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With the crew motionless at the controls, 
the plane moved in circles from Stansted 
south to Nantes, France, where it crashed. 

• A veteran British government engineering inspector, Les Shaddic, was taking part in the official French in­quiry into the crash, which occurred after the plane, ap­
parently flying on automatic pilot, ran out of fuel over 
Brittany. 

The plane was an American-built twin-engined Beech­
craft ��1?8r King Air � tur�-prop, which has military 
and Civilian uses and 1B flown by the U.S. Air Force and 
U.S. Army. 

"WE JUST do not know what happened," said Ian 
Dun�, a spokesman for Britain's Department of Trade. 

L&mpitt's widow Barbara. left with two children. Wen-

dy, 18, and Pa� 15, said: "We au;' only assume something went wrong With the 81l'craft, bke pressurization prob­lems, but we shall have to wait along with everyone else for the results of the official �quiry." · 

Duncan declined to �omment on a theory that the two men ma� have lost consciousness because of a loss of oxy­gen. ThiS could have been caused by a failure in the plape's pressurization system, if emergency oxygen, for some reason, was not used. · 

The plane was owned by Eagle Aircraft of Leavesden 20 miles northwest of London. Eagle had asked LampiU: who used to work for them and who was on vacation from his post as an inspector with the British Civil Aviation Au­thority, to give high-altitude instruction to the Portu­
guese.
