inner p lanets . Ma ldek evident ly has ignored that law , therefore , s ince the 
destruct ion of a planet s eems poss ib le , the Cosmic Powers have decided to in­
troduce a new planet into our Solar System, and w ith in a year it w i l l  atta in 
a stable orbit relat ive ly near our Sun .

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Does Chinese 'Nessie' 

lurk in remOte lake?! 

PEKING (AP)- Is there a =Ness-type m onster  
in the warm, murky 

of a remote saltwater 
lake in the T ib et an high­
lands? It's possible, says a 
Chinese researcher. 

Chen Ting-en, a research­
er in geology an d ancient 
life w ro t e  i n  the Pekin g Evetrlns News recently that 
residents and officials living 
near Wenbu Lake have re­
ported some strange sigbt­
ings and mysterious disap­
�ces. 

Chen said one official told 
him that be and two others 
have seen a dinosaur-�e 
creature with a body as b1g 

as a house, a long neck and a 
small bead s w imming 
through the water. 

OTHERS GAVE simila r 
descriptions of the creature 
and reported that a man pil­
oting a raft across the lake 
bad been swallowed up With­
out a t race in a whi rlpool 
that appeared suddenly at its 
center, Chen added. 

He said the official told 
how be once left a cow tied 
to a tree beside the lake and 
retu rn ed later t o  find it  
missin g .  The beach was 
marked with tracks indicat­
ing ti\at the cow had been 

dragged into the water, he 
said. 

Wenbu Lake is a pproxi­
mately 40 feet deep and has 
hot  s pr i ngs  bubb li n g  up 
from its bottom, a suitable 
habitat to support a monster, 
Chen wrote. It was part of an 
ocean 300 million years ago, 
but since then has been geo­
logically isolated, retaining 
only its salty water. 

THE LAKE is so isolated 
that Chen, while on a geolog­
ical survey trip to Tibet in 1976, could only reach it by 
walking for �ix days f rom 

Shenchia County, 450 miles 
f r om the city o f  Lha·s a  in 
southeastern Tibet. 

Then said the mysterious 
c reature appea'rs to be very 
similar to one reported to 
exist  in Scotlan d ' s  Loc h  
Ness .  Resea rchers  h a v e  
sought for years t o  estab�sh 
positive proof of the Scott1sh 
monster's existence. 

The survival of dinosaurs 
and other ancient life forms 
in Wenbu Lake -is possible, 
Chen said, adding that hard 
w o r k  by scientists  may 
eventually bring the truth to 
the surface.

STATES - Vampires were again 
flagrantly in the public eye 
- at least in the Broadway 
and movie ' revival ' o f  Dracu­
la with Frank Langella bear 
ing a maj estically evil pre -
scence . 

The play "Dracula " firs t sank its teeth 
int the Big Apple over 50 years ago 
but s ince then bloody vampire realities have 
also pierced the lives i�  New Yorkers . 

·, 

In 195 9 a 16 year old boy calling himself ' Dracula ' was arrested in N�w 
York on charges o f  murder and as sault . He was said to prowl the streets 
only at night ,  always garbed in � black c loak . Even after his capture -
he believed he was impervious to the electric chair becaus e of his vam - ­
pire nature . In 193 2 the occult investigator William S eabrook had the 
bizarre experience of having his own blood sucked from an open wound by 
a young woman who believed she was a vampire . 
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She was from Brooklyn Heights , New York , and was quite striking with her 
thin figure , pa le skin·, red hair · and green eyes . After he encountered 
her spontaneous display of bloodlus t on a seashore , he tried to help her . 
Unfortunately , it was disc�vered too late that she was suffering from a 
fatal cas e of  pernic ious anemia . 

More recently , a woman who went by the name of  Lilith told some psychic 
researchers how she bit into the neck of  a young man she came acros s while 
in a New York cemetery . She admitted to them she was " a  very evil person 
who liked the taste of blood . "  S tephen Kaplan , currently New York ' s  lead� 
ing vampire hunter , has even heard o f  one man who " had his teeth filed down · 
so that he could purposely bite somebody· and draw blood . "  

Also in New York , the noted parapsycho logist Raymond Van Over came in con­
tact with a young woman who believed she was being attacked telepathically 
by a vampire . · She had first felt a surge of inexplicable terror when she . 
encountered some s trange people in a res taurant .  Before she could leave , 
one young man c lutched her arm and sa id he was a vampire who loved to drink 
the blood of young girls . She ran from the p lace , but later �he experienc ed 
some ghastly inc idents - a blood stain appeared on her wa ll where a picture 
had fa llen # blood appeared on a piece of clothing she tried · on , and on an­
other occas ion her whole bathroom seemed to be splattered with blood . Even­
tual ly she started to hear voic es taunting her , and this led to a complete 
emotional breakdown . 

Vampire inc idents have occured in almost every section o f  the United States . 
A family in the S eattle suburb o f  Federal Way has been vis ited several times 
by a man dress ed up as a vampire , who on one occas ion drove off in a hears e .  
In Lauderhill , Florida , schoo l children have been frightened by, a tall man 
running up to them in cape and fangs . And in Toledo , Ohio , there is said 
to be a man who calls himself " the Count " ,  comes out only at night , keeps 
a coffin in his room , and occas ionally bites people on the neck . 

By all accounts , it seems c lear that Amer icans have long held some peculiar 
obs ess ions · regarding vampires . Today this can range from the late night in­
somniac who loves to watch horror films , to murderers like Richard Trenton 
Chase o f  California , who admitted drinking �e blood o f  at leas t one of his 
six vic tims . Who is to say what lies behind our native fasc ination with 
the n ightmare world o f. the undead? Perhaps the answer is quite s imple ---­
Vampirism is j ust in our blood .

Willis ' new 40 
ft , F iberglas-hul led ketch sank beneath 
h im with fr ighten ing rapidity off S tuart 
on January 2 2 . " It was strange , "  Willis 
said in a te lephone conversation from his

Maybe there i s  something to 
the Devil ' s  Triangle . I know one thing

W i l l i s , 3 5 ,  ha s been sailing s ince the age 
of 8 .  After his ketch sank , · Willis an� 
two compan ion s were carried northward in 
a l i fe ra ft by the Gul f  S tream for five 
days be fore be ing rescued . He said his 
ketch wa s we l l  equiped with the standard 
sa fety equ ipment • • •  Seconds after s ink­
ing , only the l i fe ra ft that saved him 
and h i s  crew rema ined afloat . Willis , 
who was carr ied under by the suc tion of 
the s ink ing ves s e l  but bobbed to the surface ,  said that was only one of the 
s trange th ings about the mishap . " Our radios wouldn ' t  transmit, " he said . 
" My EPIRD put out for five days , I never even saw a plane . · I  j ust don ' t  un­
ders tand how it ( the ocean) sucks down Coast Guard approved lifesaving de­
vices and cush ions . I had my fende4s tied together on deck . I had one gal­
lon water j ugs on deck . I even threw in my overboard pole (a buoyant 15 to 
2 0  ft . rod with a flash ing light on top which is des igned to float indefin­
ate ly) - it sank . My teak-wood hatch covers • • •  nothing came up , nothing . "  

The c ircums tanc e s  surrounding the actua l s inking of the vessel were no less 
mys ter ious . " I  got up at 7 am and did al� the s tandard things you do when 
you get up at s ea , " Willis said . " I  checked the bilges for water . They 
were dry . " 
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" I  even pulled up a PVC pipe into the bilges for water and make sure it was 
not c logged . I weht on deck and �as sitting in the cockpit . The other boy 
(Dixon) came running on deck,  saying we were flooding. The water was coming 
in so fast that the floorboards were already floating when I got there .  It 
was already knee-deep at that point . "  Willis said he did some ca lculations 
on the time a 24 , 000 to 26 , 000 pound · ves sel o f  that type would have stayed 
afloat under norma l cond itions . " I  was j ust now computing what it would take 
with a 16 0 gallon-a-minute capac ity c entrifugal (bilge) pump �orking ------­
it would take that boat three hours to s ink� But Wi llis • boat, which was in­
sured , went down in minutes , despite frantic attempts to pump it out • • • • • • •  
" I ' ll tell you one thing , " Willis said , " I ' ll never even look at the pric e of 
surviva l equipment again . "

For what motive? · She does not se�k public ity and I have 
a devil of a time getting her to meetings to talk with others , · ·'but , she has 
dome so . There has been little variation in her story or. her answers in the. 
past three years . She has given me excellent technical ins ighst on . the con­
struction of a crystal-powe�ed generator that extracts ambient energy . She 
has given me new insights . on UFOs and · their purposes in coming here . Bonnie ' s  
father , the RAMU , i s  3 00 years old and a member o f  the .. i:ul ing ·c.:ounc il of 
TELOS . 
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Though I have never met him,  she reports that h is psychic po�ers are well­
developed and that hers are immature by comparison . Bonnie does seem to 
have telepathic ability . 

On the next page is a copy o f  a tunnel- entrance map drawn by TAL ·LEVESQUE 
which she says has some degree of accuracy . Many tunnels are unsafe and 
c losed off . All tube trans it tunnels are protec ted and are des igned to 
ej ect uninvited guests . Does Bonnie have the answers we are all looking for? 
I don ' t  know . I am not making the c laims nor can I provide proo f . Bonnie 
says she wo�l� like to satis fy our need for proof and wil l  work with me on 
a satis factory answer to that problem, but she is unconc erned with whether 
people accept her or not .

The search for Anc ient C ivilizations is 
as old as archeology itself ; yet no de­
finition o f . the term ' anc ient ' has yet 
emerged from all  the research and dis­
covery .

Until recently many archeolog is ts and 
their geo logica l  colleagues re fused to 
take seriously the poss ibil ity that our 
earth could suffer catac lysmic upheava l .

In short , · an archeological  hiatus would 
have been born . The paleonto logist,  . studying his fos s i l-bearing - strata� . 
would someday identi fy th is sudden break in continuity as an " unconformity .. 
and record that the stratum immediately above the foss il contained new faun­
istic elements . Our planet has apparently received four maj or catac lysmic 
shocks in the cours e of  the mi llion or so years that a�e asc ribed to the P le­
istoc ene Age . Each shock terminated a time o f  relative warmth and plunged 
the world into another glac ial s ituation . · The last of these ecological re­
vo lutions occurred , according to a variety of corresponding evidenc es , as 
recently al 1 1 , 500 to 12 , 000  years ago . C ivi l izations alive prior to that 
time may truly be referred to as • anc ient ' .

"We're not alarmed, we're alert," 
U.S.  Geological Survey geologist Tim 
Hait said Saturday. 

Hait said the 12 quakes Saturday 
compared with eight quakes on Tue'May, 
six on Wednesday, one on Thursday and 
eight on Friday. . 

ABOUT to QUAKES have been re­
corded since July 6, Hait said. He said 
most were smatl but some went over 3.0 
on the Richter scale. 

The Cascade Range mountain about 50 

miles from Portland, Ore. has been quiet 
since Wednesday. However, scientists 
Saturday began installing monitoring de-
vices at the mountain. . 

Mt. Hood National Forest offici�ls 
warned peOple in the forest to carry a 
portable radio "to be alert and have a 
high sensitivity of what is going on, •• said 
Rick Schuster of the Federal Emergency 
Management Agency. 

Bob Oliver, Oregon public safety as­
sistant, said Friday he was "getting m: 
touch with locals, drawing contingency 
plans . But we're not running around 
screaming." . _ 

"IF IT SETI'LES down, fine," Oliver 
said. "But if it follows the same pattern 
as St. Helens, we might well have to 
consider evac�."

disc came to rest high atop Ari­
zona's San Francisco Peaks 
more than 600 years ago, the 
Hopi Indiaps little realized the 
impact those strange visitors 
would leave on their society 
and culture. 

The kachinas, or "friendly 
ones" in the Hopi language, 
were powerful �eings who 
taught the Indians the uni­
verse's secrets of fertility and 
medicine, says the legend. 

The kachinas lived among 
their earth-bound brethren for 
300 years, never eating or even 
aging,- teaching the Indians 
survival in the barren land of 
the great Southwest and giving 
the pueblos a way of life still 
followed today. 

It was during one celebration 
that .a few Hopi boys got overly . 
zealous and accidentally killed 
a kachlna,  s a y s  J oh n n y  
Mongwa, member of the Owl 
Medicine Clan. 

The rest of the kachinas im­
mediately deserted the Hopi. 
One Indian man followed the 
kachinaS, beseeching them to 
return, not to leave the Hopi 
behind. He was told that if the 

Whatever the legend, written 
accounts cannot trace the ex­
istence of the kachina doll 
before 1680 when the great 
tribal re�llion of the pueblos 
oecurred Mongwa says. And 
it's thOse' early kacbinas dolls, 
simply carved and almost pure 
white, that conduct the mQst 
power, be adds. 

''Antique kacbinas have been 
found · that look almost like 
�cemen," Mongwa . says.  
Tbey feature wicker masks 
wltb Small tubes connected to 
wicker "lung tanks" strapped 
to the backs of the figures.

Hopi would dress up each year 
in r e m e m b r a n c e  of t h e  
k achlnas,  their power and . 
blessings would r�main with . 
the tribe. 

Hopi villages have continued 
the tradition of kacbinas in 
their social organizatiOI\ -
each .clan has a totemic name 
represented by a kacbina. 
Mongwa's clan of the owl is 
select group of people who 
o6en are feared by other clans. 

''The owl is a noctumal bird 
and many· other clans fear it's 
power," Mongwa says . "The 
owl would like to be a friend but 
the minute he tries, the clown 
kacbinas will taunt and tor­
ment him ."  

The owl and the mudhead 
kachinas are mortal enemies, 
Monpa says, that viewers will 
see in mock combat a� kacbina 
dances. AlthoQgh colorfully 
costumed kachina dancers per­
form a home dance and a bean 
dance, the rain dance is the 
kacbina 's main function. 

Mongwa says he has never 
failed to 'see it rain following a 
kachina dance atld be's been to 
more than a hundred dances - · 
d efinite testimony to tbe . 
kachlna's power. 

A l th o u g h  m o s t  animal 
kacbinas are modem, Mongwa says tbe clown � are 
reminiscent in design of those 
earlier "spacemen" . figures. 

Mongwa compares the IDdi­
an use of tacbina dolls to the 
Roman Catholic Church's trad­
ition of icons. 

"Kachinas are like the Cath­
olic saints," be says. "They 
aren't gods and they aren't 
worshipped. They're j us t  
friendly spirits., 
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Being Indian is a state of mind, not of �lood, 
Monpa says. , · 

"If you walk ln balance with nature you are 
as much Indian as any blood-bom Indian," he 
says. "Anyone who tells you differently is doing 
the same thing people accused the white man 
of doing." •

IRVINE, Calif. - The nation's eco­
nomic ups and downs produce significant 
changes in the rate of psychological prob­
lems, child abuse, suicide and stress­
related physical maladies, says a Universi­
ty of California economist. 

"The people who set the economic pol­
icies make it sound a8 if the effects end 
with your checkbook and your bills," said 
Ray Catalano of the University of Califor­
nia at Irvine.· 

"But the economy is really pervasive 
in our lives. It affects our psychological 
and physiological well-being and it is felt 
throughout our society." 

Catalano and psychologist David Doo­
ley have been studying the effects of eco­
nomic changes for more than six years. 
Their surveys have included Kansas City, 
Mo., Los Angeles and Orange counties in 
California, and rural Maryland. 

Catalano said in an interview last week 
that his research and that of others indi­
cates a deteriorating economy significant­
ly increases the rate of child abuse, sui­
cide, mental depression, stress-related dis­
eases and oth�r problems. American and 
A�tr�an studies found a relationship 

between fatal heart attacks and the econo-
my, he said. 

"It seems to be clearly true in males," 
he said. "They get more depression and 

• more clinical kinds of symptoms when the 
economy goes bad." 

Women, however, go to mental health 
clinics more often when the economy is 
improving, Catalano said, adding: "I don't 
think anyon� really understands that." 

He said one theory suggests that, dur­
ing bad times, a wife with an outside job 
"is just playing too important a role to be 
pulled out of the family, even if her behav­
ior is increasingly sirange." 

But when things get better and the sec­
ond income is less vital, "people are will­
ing to say, 'Gee, Ma, you're acting kind of 
weird,' and they'll get her out for treat­
ment." 

· f During periods of rapid economic 
growth, industrial accidents increase sig­
nificantly 88 inexperienced workers join 
assembly lines and overtime keeps tired 
employees on the job, he said. 

Economic disruption, Catalano said, 
forces changes in lifestyle and robs people 
of many· small but crucial resources that 
help them cope with life - "People just 
don't do 88 well in dealing with their prob­
leDis as they usually do."

Ernest Wilson chuckles a bit 
when he sees media coverage 
about Mount St. Helens. 

The rumbling mountain is 
an old friend to the 78-year-old 
former· Washington resident. 

"That mountain is a bit 
different than most moun­
tains, "  he says with a grin. 

Wilson should know. As a 
youngster of 13 he began 
hiking on the 9,677-foot 
peat shortly after his parents 
bought a farm about 16 miles 
from the mountain in 1914. 

Later he worked for the 
Forest Servic e ,  c ruising 
t i m b e r  a n d  s u r v e y i n g , 
growing to know the moun�ain 
like the back of his hand .by the 
time he left Washington to 
move to Grants Pass in 1952. 

His wife, Arabelle, grew up 
about six miles from the 
Wilson farm. · · 

Wilson recalls seeing a wisp 
of smoke coming from the 
peak's small crater in 1914. 
But that doesn't compare to 
the rumbling and shaking that 
has been going on since mid­
March of this year, following a 
dormancy since 1857. 

E a rthqu akes were not 
unknown in those days, he 
said, adding that he recalled 

· seeing water rise quickly in 
local streams for no apparent 
reason. 

"About a couple of hours 
later we would always get , a 
good, shar-P · earthquake," he 
said. . 

Wilson, who lives at 1991 NE 
D St., could talk for liours 
about the volcano and its 
unique charader. 

"Lots of people don't know 
about the milky-blue waters of 
St. Helens," he says.

see very deep, maybe a foot." 

He figures the water, the 
headwaters ot the Kalama 
R i v e r ,  w a s  c olored by 
volcanic ash. 

Wilson will tell you about the 
landm arks - the ancient rock 
s y m bols on nearby � lk 
Mountain, and places hke 
Spirit Lake, Goat Marsh, Tum 
Tum M ountain and Lost 
Valley. 

"Now that's a weird place," 
he says of Lost Valley. " It's 
the only valley I know of that 
escaped the lava flow ." 

"In · late August, when the 
creeks got low and the snow on 
the mountains showed bare 
spots, the mountain would 
turn a dark green color - not 
white like most of 'em, "  he 
said. "And it would color the 
water milky-blue, you couldn't 

The lava flow of 1857 created 
a "landlocked" valley where 
vegetation was left untouched 
and where a lake formed. 

Wilson said the only time he 
recalls being sc ared was when 
the lake in Lost Valley "went 
out. "  

I t  happened in 1933 on 
Christmas Day. A chinook 
w i n d  a n d  w a r m  r a i n s  
blanketed the area, melting 
snow on the mountain. 

"Well that lake was filling 
higher 

' 
and higher , ' '  he 

recalled. "It found a sub­
terranean channel under the 
lava - it broke through the 
surface four mi_les below." 

"It  tore out a hole in the 
. ground probably a quarter 

mile wide," he said. "It's as 
big as the crater o� St. Helens 
is now. "  

The water rushed down the 
mountainside and eventually 
into the Lewis River where it 
smashed into the dam near 
Aireal. Farther downstream 
there was six feet of water in 
downtown Woodland. 

Wilson said boulder as "big · 
as this house" were washed 
down the mountainside. 

"They called it 'Chrismas 
Canyon,' " he said of the 
c anyon formed by the rushing 
water. "All pandemonium 
broke loose. There was a full­
p a g e  w r i t e - u p  i n  t h e  
Oregonian but they didn't 
mention the lake." 

Wilson and his wife later 
hiked to Lost Valley and 

discovered thai the logs in the 
lake had drifted to one side. 

"Jammed up tight, you 
know," he said. "The lake was 
gone." 

Wilson laughs when he talks 
about the " ape men" of Mount 
St. Helens. 

"Yeah, there are quite a few 
stories about the ape men up . 
there, "  he said. "Wild men, 
you know, rolling rocks down 
on people. I was telling my 
daughters about the ape men 
once - it got real creepy. "  

A locai Indian legend tells of 
ape men, a type of "Bigfoot" 
creature, fighting over an 
Indian m aiden, resulting in 
the mountain's rumbling and 
shaking. 
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�'The Indians had the devil 
right in them if they saw one," 
he said. "Those Indians were 
brave men - anything scare 
an Indian must be pretty 
bad. "  

"They said every time they 
saw· one something terrible 
would happen to them ," he 
said. "Yeah, the niouittain has 
a weird feeling about it - real 
crazy." 

But Wilson said he has never 
seen an "ape man" on the 
mountain. 

On nearby Elk Mountain 
Wilson recalls seeing rocks 
piled in strange formations, 
resembling human bodies in 
the prone position. · 

"They were about the size of 
a m an - about six feet long 
and two and a half feet wide," 
he said. "I never did figure out . 
what they were." 

He also recalls stories by 
local Indians that told of the 
1857 eruption. 

"The Indains claimedlt was 
dark for m any days," he said. 
"For days and days it was 
black. " 

Does he have any predic­
tions on whether a similar 
eruption will occur soon? 

"No, and I don't think 
anybody else has," he said. 
"But it sure is exciting."

Aurelius Regius was already midd le aged when a strange preacher of the Es­
sene Order of Hea lers was going about preaching , hea ling , and working the 
mirac les . There was some talk gqing about to the effect that this · Essene 
Healer , names Iesu , or Jesus , would soom come to a bad end , as he had many 
who envied and hated him.  

Aurelius also knew what it was to be hated and pers ecuted , as he had always 
stood for the helpless and unprotec ted , be they human ,  anima l ,  or plant . He 
had , in his youth , read the books o f  the anc ient phi losophers , and had been 
throughly converted to the cause of Mercy and J�stic e  for all  living be ings . 
This had the . unfortunate result of setting him apart from the maj ority who 

· lived on ly to eat , drink and be merry , and who were the wi lling too ls of 
whatever politi� ian or charlatan who could promise ,  manipulate and control 
the mas ses . So the brainwashed mass es of anc ient Rome had come to regard 
Aurelius as somewhat of a half-wit , as he differed from them in word , and 
thought and deed . 

H is parents had also been mistreated and had died under myster ious c ircum­
stances , the facts being hushed up - and - as Aurelius had demanded an in­
vestigat ion , the persecution aga inst him had been increased . As a result . 

o f  th is he now lived in s ec lus ion , and .only le ft his home to shop and there 
were not too many people about . He knew the greatest danger existed for him 
where the . crowds gathered , as almost everything was an issue in those days . 

This life-style was akin to the occult philosophers and alchemists whose 
books he had read , and he dabbled in the arts and crafts and kept several 
Cats and ocelots as pets . As he had read the Prophets , he knew that the 
qreat masses of anc ient Rome would come to a brutal end at the hands of the 
barbarian invaders from the N?rth , who were even now planning to put an 
end to the Roman Empire . 

Aurelis dec ided that he had to live as long as pos s ible , as he was very cur­
ious about the Future ,  therefore he put into practice so me o f  the formulas 
from the books written by the wise men , some of it was believed , the know­
ledge came from very anc ient manuscripts that had ac tually been writen in 
Atlantis , and had escaped the Great Destruction .

Ta l l ,  handsome men they were , these invaders , 
with blond hair and grey eyes , some with short beards and all  wearing . the 
leather armor as part o f  their c loth ing . S eeing th is he was terrified ,_ and 
ran into a cave that nes tled in the hills behind his home . There he went in­
to biding with his cats and he found sa fety there , as the invaders only took 
over the towns and vi llas and overlooked the caves and deso late places . In 
the back of the cave was an open ing that · led to a hidden ravine or valley-­
and there Aure lius found a stream o f  pure water , with herbs and fruits 
growing , wh ile his Cats found birds ·and rabbits so they escaped the gen-
erai destruction o f  Rome . 

The sc ene c loses on 200 A . D . , and now we find ourselves in 1980 A . D .  where 
Aurelius �nd his Cats have re incarnated again ,  and again , they face much the 
same problems that they faced in the Old Empire of . anc ient Rome . Todays 1 
population has been coldly indifferent , and at times cruel to him as aga in 
the nation he lives in is menac ed by the barbarians from the North , only 
this time they are not Nors emen , but it is the Soviet Union that we have to 
contend with here .

FORT LAUDERDALE - A mystery writer was in 
critical but stable condition at a Fort Lauderdale hospital 
Friday, involved in a inystery of his own after a bomb ex­ploded in his pickup truck. 

Richard Winer, 55, authDr of the best-selling book, Tlae Devil's Triangle, lost his right leg ThUI'Sday evening. 
It was shattered in a bomb blast as Winer turned the igni­
tion key in his blue pickup truck, parked in the driveway 
of his Fort Lauderdale home. 

Police were searching Friday for a man who was seen 
driving away in another blue truck after the blast. A 
neighbor described the man as being in his 20s, with 
ahoulder-length red hair and a beard. · 

WINER, questioned briefly by a detective in the 
emergency room at a Broward County hospital, said he had no idea who tried to kill him. But neighbors speculat­ed that someone may have been angered by Winer's cam­paign for a clean-up of narcotics sales and prostitution in the neighborhood. 

"Dick's a very outspoken person," said neighbor John &ll, who responded to Winer's calls for help after Ute 
bomb exploded. "He speaks out a lot and he can get him­
eelf in more damn trouble than anybody."
