The t�ns of superponLl::>s --��·�r e 
detonated with such a force 
that the Earth in that area 
between Florida and Mexico 
was literally blown out of  
this world .

Russians say 
they may have 
found Atlantis

MOSCOW - Soviet oceanographers say they may 
have discovered the lost continent of Atlantis on the 
seabed several hundred miles west of Portugal. 

· 

Andrei Monin, director of research aboard the Soviet 
vessel Academician Kurchatov, said scientists based 
tqeir hypothesis on "mysterious structures" seen in 460 
photographs taken of sunken Ampere Mountain, 450 
miles west of the Straits of Gibraltar, between Portugal 
and Madeira Island. 

-"In a number of pictures of the northeastern part of 
the summit, (researchers) discerned rectangular struc­
tures. On one of the photos, we can see rectangular plates 
(one yard) wide rising from bottom," the Tass news agen­
cy quoted Monin as writing in the Soviet magazine Earth 
and Universe. 

"THE POSITION OF plates·, individual blocks, as 
well the regular shape of the plates photographed ... may 
testify to their artificial origin," Monin said. 

Describing the stonework, he said, "Its surface is 
divided with equal seams." He said the photographs show 
"a stone wall (18 inches) wide, made out of ,blocks. 

"On other photos, one can see a plate having a regular 
form and joining rectangular blocks. All the plates and 
walls can be clearly seen on the photos," Monin said. 

Two years ago, Soviet scientists said a diving bell · 
lowered froin the vessel Academician Kurchatov took 
eight photographs of Ampere that showed "vestiges of 
walls and stairways".similar to those described by Monin. 

The Soviet researchers cautiously theorized then that 
the ruins might be of Atlantis, the sunken continent 
referred to by the ancient Greek philosopher Plato. Pla­
to's works described a highly developed civilization. 

"ARCHAEOLOGISTS, after studying the pictures, 
expressed the theory that they were the remains of an­
cient stonework," Tass said. 

Monin said his research ship made its most recent· 
voyage to follow up similar evidence of Atlantis dis­
covered in 1976 by the Soviet vessel Moscow University.

lures tourists 
BEDFORD, Ind. (UPI) - With a federal grant and geo­

graphic good luck, Merle Edington's dream is beginning 
to take shape - a pyramid that will tower 10 stories high 
above the farm land and forests of southern India11a. 

And if that's not enough of an attraction to draw Eding­
ton's hoped-for 2 million tourists a year - he's also going 
to throw in an 800-foot-long replica of the Great Wall of 
China. 

Edington, president of the Bedford Chamber of Com­
merce, hit upon the pyramid scheme as a way to get tour­
ists to the world's largest building stone quarries. 

EDINGTON'S version of Cheops on the Nile isn't going 
to cost Bedford a pharaoh's ransom. · 

"The land has 6een donated, the stone has been donat­
ed, most of the labor is being donated," Edington said. 

Another age has provided for free the material that will 
compose the triangul&r structure - Indiana limestone 
that formed the blocks used by architects to build, among 
other things, the E_!Ilpire State Building. 

EDINGTON SAYS he thouRht quarry operators might 
like to donate cut limestone that \vas just lying around, 
some of it piled SO and 75 feet high; to build a tribute to an 
industry that was muscled out of construction by pre­
stressed concrete and glass curtain walls. 

Instead of suggesting he had rocks in his head, the 
quarries complied. 

Even Washington is helping out. 
A slowdown in the Reagan administration's efforts to 

abolish the Economic Development Administration prov­
ided some of the cash needed to keep up with construc­
tion costs elevated by inflation. 

LAST WEEK the administration processed 64 pending 
requests for $23 million in grants and $71 million in loan 
guarant�s. Among those requests was $200,000 for the 
pyramid project, which had earlier been granted $500,-
000. 

What is still needed is cash for equipment, light bulbs, 
hardware and sewage disposal facilities. 

Workmen alraady have laid 77,000 cubic feet of stone 
for the foundation of the pyramid. 

It was when they were excavating the pyramid founda­
tions that Edington decided to add the replica of the Great 
Wall of China.

There appears to be 
several sections of Land s inking east of Madagascar and a lso south o f  
India . It ' s  pos s ible that years earlier the section in between was in a 
s inking s tate and these represent the last remnants . Note that C eylon 
did not exis t in 4400 BC . C eylon ros e out o f  the land that was s inking . 
At the far eastern s ec tion o £  the s inking land mas s es adj acent to Mada­
gas car is Lanka C ity . This was moved by 3 100 BC to the southern tip o f  
the s inking land s ection of India . Note the s imi lartty o f  its name to 
the Is l�nd once known as C eylon and now as S ri Lanka . And , lastly ,  the 
is land on the Wes t s ide of  India , ident if ied as D ,  sank 3 0 3 2  BC . 

Therefore we now have definite in formation that as ear ly as 3 000 BC s ec­
tions of a large land mas s  in the Indian Ocean were s inking . Further -
this land had been s inking for a long time . · This supports the o ld legend 
that there had been a land mas s  in the Indian Oc ean . Data is stili yet 
unavai lable as to the original s ize o f  this land . Poss ibly it was a con­
t inent .

Du::- ing our pres ent quest for en lighten:n·�nt and inner growth the Tarot is 
one o f  many Anc ient sys te�s wh ich is being investigated by thos e  who wish 
to unders tand , and thereby improve , the ir l ives . The title o f  th is sys_­
te:n, the word Tarot , is rea l ly an anagram of " rota " an old Latin word -
wh ich means whee l or cyc le . I t  is genera lly accepted that in this partic­
ular case it is meant to refer to the whee 1 or cyc le of l i fe s inc e tradit­
iona l ly the Tarot is believed to be a complete bluepr int and operatinq 
manua l o f  man and the Universe .  

Th is s et o f  7 8  il lus trated cards appear to be natura lly divided into . two 
dis tinc t types of cards wh ich are traditiona lly cal led !' The Ma j o r  Arcana 
Keys " , and the " Minor Arcana Keys u . (Arcana means sec ret and is a lso a 
Latin word � ) . The Ma jor Arcana , maj o r  s ec ret un �ockers , are a s er ies o f  
twenty two numbered and titled cards which are each said to represent one 
of the finite operating princ iples of the Un ivers e .  The Minor Arcana 
Keys , minor s ec ret un lockers , are fifty- s ix in number an� are further di­
vided into four dis tinct suitg which are t it led Wands , C ups , Swords , and 
pentac les and c orrespond to the suits in a modern deck o f  playing cards . ' 
Each of  thes e suits contains fourteen c ards , four trumps and ten numbered 
and together depict the les s er aspects of mans reaction to and interaction 
with the wo r ld around him .  

Although there i s  no concrete proo f a s  to where the Tarot or iginated -
history does speak o f  it ' s  use even in very anc ient times as both a div­
inatory and meditative too l . Legend tells us that such groups as the an­
c ient Egyptian ' s  us ed it , much as we would a computer or other sc ienti fic 
instrument , to figure operat�ons o f  a mathamatica l nature as we ll as pre­
dict future trends and occuranc es . Among the suggested and better docu -
mented sourc es for th� Tarot are the fol lowing groups : The anc ient Egypt­
ians (Thoth ) , and an obscure s ec t  o f  Judaism c a lled the Esene • s .  A group 
o f  Kebrew scho lars cal led Kabbalis t ' s ,  and a group o f  anc ient and anony­
mous Masters who assembled in Morocco a fter the destruction of the great 
L ibrary in Alexandria . Those I have l is ted above are on ly a few of many 
pos tulated sourc es , but they are thos e wh ich appear to be the mos t  plaus­
ible at this time ! 

In spite o f  the great disagreement on where the Tarot originated mos t  do 
agre on it ' s  intended purpose .

Even i f  it ' s  Authors and present fol lowers did not ! 

The studies o f  the Tarot that have been done to date show very c lear ly 
that it ' s  author or authors wanted it to transc end a l l  barriers such as 
time , language , and distanc e ,  eas i ly and completely . The fac t that the 
Tarot appears to accurately depict every esoter�c and exoter ic system 
known to man can not be written off as a mere coinc idence ! For example , 
such things as sub-atomic struc ture , which our modern phys ic is t ' s  are on­
ly now diagramming and s tudying , has been proven to be accurate ly encoded 
into the Tarot .

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Chinese have their own Bigfoot 
- and he's a redhead

PEKING - Bigfoot is a 9-foot-tall redhead. 
He strides eight feet with each step of clodhop­

ping. five-toed feet that measure 19 inches. 
He scares some people and intrigues a great many 

more. Is he a lost link between man and th�· apes? 
The alleged Chinese cousin of America's supposed 

Bigfoot lives in a heavily forested, lightly populated 
region of the Hubei province in central China. 

The Chinese call him .. ye ren" - wild man. And, 
being Chinese, they have a five-year plan to track 
him down. 

Results of the first summer expedition, now being 
published in Peking, are intriguing but inconclusive. 
More than 250 local folk in northwestern Hubei have 
sighted "ye ren" at different places and different 
times. However, no one has produced him for an 
outsider yet, or for a camera. Scientists say they are 
hoping winter snows will aid their search through 
rugged, isolated terrain. 
. Investigators say witnesses draw a common por· 

trait: "Ye ren" is very tall. He has red hair or fur, no 
tail. and walks upright. 

About 8,000 feet up the side of Jiongdao Mountain 
in Hubei. scientists discovered more than 200 foot· 
prints. The Chinese press says they are the largest 

footprints found anywhere in the world. The tracks 
show that "ye ren" walks as humans do, with no 
sliding motion, they say. 

Hair samples recovered from trees and brambles 
are fine, red and resemble humAn hair in their 
cellular structure, the scientists say. 

The droppings of "ye ren" are coarse, and analysis 
shows "ye ren" lives off local vegetation. Droppings 
often are found in a triangle with two footpr�nts, 
scientists add, suggesting that "ye ren" defecates as 
humans do. 

From analysis of footprints, hair and droppings, 
the scientists have ruled out the possibility that what 
they are tracking is a bear or an ape, both of which 
are animals found in the same mountain area. 

Although "ye ren" so far has eluded scientific 
scrutiny, he has left his mark on Chinese history. 

A statesman.poet named Qu Yuan, who. lived in 
the third century B.C. in the area where the present 
search is being mounted, referred in his verses to 
•'mountain ogres." 

A seventh century historian described a tribe of 
.. hairy men" in the same region, and an' 18th century 
poet spoke of a creature "monkeylike yet not a 
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monkey" m adjoining Shaanxi province. 
The witnesses also are persuasive, according to 

Liu Minzhuang, a biology lecturer in Shanghai who 
has been researching "ye ren" for mont than 20 
years and who led last summer's expeditiOn. 

One old peasant told . of being with �tionalist 
Chinese soldiers who tracked eight "ye ren" through 
thick forests for 10 days in 1947. One creature was 
killed a� dismembered by the soldiers, the peasant 
said, but any record of the incident was lost in the 
chaos of the Nationalist..communist civil war. 

In a recent sighting, a woodcutter and his niece, 
caiUng to one another on a mountainside in thick 
fog, drew two. curious "ye ren.� Researchers later 
found many footprints at the sate of the fo� 
encounter. .. · 

In one of the best-documented sigbtings. six for­
estry workers came upon a tailless crea�ure with 
reddish fur at l .:a.m. on May 14, 1976. · 

They were driving on a highway near Shennongjia . 
Mountain - the scene of the most frequent sightings 
.- wben the creature suddenly appeared in the truck 
headlights. . 

Five of the workers got out to investigate and 
were able to approach within a few feet before the 
creature stalked away. They all said it was like no 
animal they had seen before. 

Analysis of the witnesses' accounts has persuaded researchers that • .,e ren" has become nocturnal in 
recent years as a means of self·preservation - the 
better to steer clear of humans. . 

Although the Hubei Bigfoot has awakened the 
!>ff�cial interest of the Chinese Academy of Sciences, 
1t JS not the only bit of missing-link curiosity in China today. 

In Shanghai, reSearchers are puzzling over the 
preserved hands and feet of a curious creature killed by peasents _ in Coastal Zbejiang province in 1957. 

The specilnens, hidden and forgotten after pro­
voking great local excitement. recently have come 
to light. They are said to have belonged to a creature 
about 5 feet tall and covered in silky black hair. The 
creature was said to be neither monkey nor man 
but, as a Shanghai newspaper reported, an .. un­known animal with a human shape.': 

And finally, for Loeb Ness Monster fans, China 
has ()De of ·those, too, although the Academy of 
Science bas evinced no interest in it. 

The monster is reported to live in the t,OOO.foot� 
deep crater lake of a donnani volcano on the border 
of China and North Korea. 



Acid ra i n  frig htens scientists 
PHILADELPHIA (AP )  - People 

don't see it, or feel it, or smell it, but 
when it rains or snows east of the Mis­
sissippi, sulfuric acid falls . on their 
heads. 

And into- the water they drink, and 
wash in, and swim in, and fish in, and 
onto the food they eat. 

Sulfuric acid is highly corrosiv.e. It sails in fro� the west, riding the wind, 
bom as sulphur oxides in the belching 
smokestacks of power plants in the 

. great industrial river valleys. It lands 
on earth as "acid rain. "  

Nitric acid falls too. It's a lso  cor· 
rosive, and is used to make bombs. It's -born as nitrogen oxides in automobile 
exhaust pipes, mostly. 

Particulary threateiled, researchers 
say, is Pennsylvania, a state rich in 
forest, field and stream. Tests show it 
is being soaked by the most acidic rain 
anywhere in the country, possibly in 
the world. 

Take the shower that fell on the town 
of Kane, locau,d along the state's 
northern tier, on Sept. 19, 1978. It had 
a pH reading of 2.32, according to the 
Pennsylvinia Forestry Association. 
That's Ute being doused with vinegar.

, "What we see is frightening a lot of 
scientists, "  'says Dr. George Hendrey, 
a researcher at the Brookhaven Na­
tional Laboratory on Long Island, 
N.Y., which serves as a research arm 
for 10 large Eastern universities. ult's

Currently, the U.S. Department of 
Energy is monitoring acid rain in 
Pennsylvania, Virginia, New York, 
Delaware, Ohio and Illinois as part of 
an atmospheric power production pol­
lution study. 

The Carter administration has asked 
Congress for a 10-year, $100-million 
federal acid l"aln assessment program. 

The federal Environmental Protec­
tion A1ency has set up four labs to 
study the. airborne. waste, and states 
affected have begun running their own 
tests. 

"There's an intense interest on our part to find out .mor.e about it,, says 
Norman Glass, director of the EPA's 
terrestrial research division in Cor­
vallis, Ore. · "We want to know if there 
is a cause for alarm, and il so, how 
much?"

Adirondacks already are dead, killed, 

scien.tists say, by acid rain. The trout, bass and pjckerel are gone. The frogs 
no longer croak. They're dead, too. 
Potential losses to the area's recrea­
tional economy are estimated at $15 
million a year. 

Ralph Abele, executive director of 
the state Fish Commission in Pennsyl­
vania, watched those lakes die. Now, 
he's worried about his own lakes and 
streams, saying they're ufaced with 
their greatest threat to survival in his-
tory." . ' 

• 'Pennsylvania is in the eye of tbe 
storm," he wrote in the January issue 
of uPennsylvania Angler," the sta�'s 
official fishing and boating magazine. 
"Our rainfall now is probably the most 
acidic in the world with a pH average 
of less than 4.0, or about 100 times 
normal acidity." 

Robert Cook is worried, too. He owns 
the R.C. Cook Co. ,  an automobile paiDt 
and supply firm near Harrisburg. He 
claims acid rain ruins about 200 of bls 
paint jobs a yefJ1. 

Cook starts rainy days with a atrtp 
of litmus paper, testing for acidity. He 
says he's found that rairi and snow in 
the Harrisburg area is consistently 
acidic - the pH ranging from a read­
ing of 3 ( nearly 1,000 times higher ttwl 
normal) to a reading of 5 ( 10 times the 
normal) .  ·
