And, as in ages past, th is event occ ur red in the Middle Eas t, the W i s e  Ob­
s ervatory in the Negev Desert in Israe l . Ke ith Taylor of the Royal G reen­
wich Obs ervator y and Dav id Axon of  S us s ex Un ivers ity discover ed a pec ul iar 
obj ec t  wh i le making e lectronica l ly intens i f ied observations with the 10 
�eter telescope . Wh i le photograph ing the Great Nebula in the conste l lation 
Or ion, wh ich is a vast c loud of gas in wh ich young s tars are for�ing, the 
two astronomers found a new dar k  i�age s i lhouetted aga inst the glowing neb­
ula. The image ,  wh ic h is 55 seconds of  arc in d iameter, looks l ike a c a rt­
whee l  with a hub, s ix we l l-de f ined spokes and a c ir c ular r i m .  Drs . Taylor 
and Axon are at a los s to exp la in the ' cartwhee l/1, AND th is obj ect was 
re ported in May , of  1979 . NO, th is is not a ' mystery c loud' , it IS an ob­
j ec t . A s o l id, l ight re f lect ing obj ect. But - WHAT is it? And - what , i f  
anyth ing , cou ld th is portend? 

The f irst knowledge o f  the FIRST ' mystery c loud' appeared in pr int on March 
1 ,  1982 . "Sc ient ists have been track ing a huge c loud orb it ing the Earth for 
f�ve weeks (under l in ing nine)  but are at a los s  to expla in what it is  . • •  

The two mi le long c loud is about 10 or 12 mi les up, sa id s c ient ists . It was 
also s tated a t  that t ime that one pos s ible exp lanat ion was that it could be 
vo lcan ic ash from an " unnot iced volc anic er upt ion" . To THAT, I say, NO! 
The re are s o  many instruments s tat ioned around the ent ire globe , sate l l i tes 
and a l l, that I fee l it would be v irtua l ly i mpos s ible for the magn itude o f  
the c loud, it' s he ights and depts ,  t o  be caused by a ' vo lcanic e r uption' s o  
s ma l l  that n o  one even heard it ! 

On March 3 ,  1982, it was announc ed that NASA was go ing to send up a U- 2 spy 
p lane to take c lc·,s er look at the c loud wh ich " covers most o f  the northern 
hemisphere and is about 11 mi les up . "  And, th is news a lso, • . .  " Norma l ly, 
NASA wou ld look down on the c loud with a spec ial sate l l ite that it uses for 
measur ing str atos pher ic awroso l, but the s ate l l ite' s batter ies burned out 
in November and the space agenc y is  without it's serv ices . "  Another one of  
the ' strange' events ! 

On March 11 , 1982 it was announced that a hunt was on for the vo lcano ! • • •  

" The mystery over or ig ins o f  the c loud ,  c irc l ing has centered on the ab­
sence of  a report o f  any large erupt ions anywhere e lse in .. the Pac i f ic 
area r inged by 600 act ive volcanoes . "  THEN ·it was a lso announced that the 
c loud was FIRST d is covered in Japan on JANUARY 23 ! aoWEVER, it was also 
announc ed that Un ivers ity o f  Wyoming s c ient ists say they have discovered 
ANOTHER 'mystery' c lo ud, ·.in the upper atmpsphere above Wyoming ! James Ro­
sen s a id the c loud is MUCH h igher that the one s amp led by the U- 2 !  
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NOW - we have THREE •mys ter y• events that offer no known exp lanat ion . Could 
it be pos s ible that they ARE s omehow interconnected? And - further along 
down this rocky road there w i l l  be a -volcan ic erupt icn hear d  and seem by 
a l l . The one in Mexico , whic h ,  as I wr ite this in M�y , is STILL be lc hing 
forth MORE c loud layers �f ash into our atmosphere . But , a ls o  at this t ime 
Mt . St . He lens is go ing aga in , and t here have been numerous quakes , etc . 
reported from around the world . 

SO , we now have THREEc louds , or 'whatever • , c irc l ing us . And , have you 
looked outside your doors and windows late ly? Fe lt the extremes in the 
c l imate ? Too cold , too hot , too wet ,  too dry? You know the answers as 
we l l  as I do, s omething IS up , and s o  are three c louds ! And , this is 
affect ing our weathe r , our c rops , our ent ire food s upply c ha in . This is 
j ust utter ing a PLAIN fact . 

No further word was ever reported on the 2nd c loud,  the · one over Wyoming . 
In fact ,  ALL the med ia just p l a in dropped the ent ire s ubject . THAT te l l s  
you something , does it not?  

·T he B ible s tates : There s ha l l  oe s igns in  the skies . And , then ANOTHER 
's ign'? On Apr il  21 , 1982,  it was announced that the largest star in our 

Milky Way ga laxy appears to be near ing t he end o f  it's l i fe ,  and could 
blow up any t ime with an enormous bur s t  of l ight equa l to b i l l ions of suns , 
astronomers s a id .  A lt hough t he exp los ion would be v is ible from Earth, 
it would pose no danger , they s a id . The star , Eta Car inae , is in the sky 
of the Southern Hemisphere , and it pas s es over the FALKLAND ISLANDS 
Another 's ign'?

Gr ist Mi l l . It comes from a correspondent in Wes t  Germany , Ursula Jahnuke , 
who ed its and publishes a magazine s imi lar to our Journa l .

be ing evacuated to the c ris is re locat ion area f irst . "  . . .  "high pr ior ity 
c it izens as the young , the phys ica l l y  fit , sk i l led spec ial ists of a l l  the 
sc iences , trades and occ upat ions and a we l l-ba lanced labor force . Low 
pr ior ity c it izens , he s a id ,  inc luded the elder ly,  the in firm , the unsk i l l­
ed , the unessent ial and any others whose presence in the re locat ion area 
would s erve only to p lace a burden on the surv ivors . "  UNquote!

. . .  We shall ver y  much beg in our s tory in the cont inent of Lemur ia -­
known as Mu. This cont inent and its civ i l izat ions were in existence for 
s l ight ly over 100,000 year s . There are many who have recorded t hat its in­
cept ion did not beg in quite back so far ,  but this is the t ime that it was 
�opu lated and civ ilizat ion began . 

There were two fact ions o f  civ i l izat ions present in Lemur ia . They were 
there to achieve a ba lance .

Las t  December the sc ient i f ic community announc ed the existence of  the 
Great A�er ican Fault Line , a vas t c rack in the Earth' s s ur face that runs 
fro� Seattle all the way to the lowe r reac hes of the Ap�alachians ----­
so1tle 1700 ·niles and 90 miles wide at· places . 

" Our f irst react ion was it just can' t be, "  s a id a worried Profes sor Arv­
ison of Was hington Un ive rs ity . This prepos terous mega-crack -means most 
of  us live near a major fa ult line now . For that reason we s ho uld be -. 
come quake aware , and realize t hat parts of the wor ld never known to have 
earthquakes can have quakes ,  and b ig ones too . 

1982 began a se ismic yea r  that is so far quite �xtraord inary . In January , 
New England was hamme red with FOUR Ric hter 5 quakes --- · all within NINE 
days ! France was 6lob�er ed in F�br uary with a c luster o f  Ric hter S's -
and on March 2nd , a Richter 4 .  ·6 rocked Ams terdam , Holland . 

And not only is Mt . S t . Helens fester ing away , US GS author it ies cont inue 
to warn inhabitants o f  the Pac i f ic Northwes t  that Mt . Ra inie r ,  Mt . Hood 
and Mt . Baker are gett ing r eady to erupt . Evac uat ion plans are already· 
drawn for Mt . S has ea . And on Marc h 29, 1992 , the c ity of'Tuxtla Gut ie r rez, 
Mexic o, was rattled when a s leep ing volc ano started spew ing a s h  a food 
deep caus ing the part ial evac uat ion o f  2300 people �nd 50 deaths . This 
column is about when these earthc hanges · will likely occ ur . 

NOTE FROM THE EDITOR : IT IS NOW APRIL 7, AS I TYPE THIS . . .  

JUNE 1982 will have four per iods o f  likely earthquake activ ity: the 1st ,  
9th , 16t h ,  and 22nd of  the month .  On the f irst, the moon will be eas ing 
over grumpy S aturn and per ilous Pluto at the very same moment fe isty Mars 
is taunt ing a recent Solar Eclipse in 18 degrees Aquar ius �  Expect a mod­
erate quake .

On the 9th ,  the S un and Mars gang up on more ec lipse po ints just as the 
Moon squares Satur n  and Plut·o from the earth s ign C apr icorn . More Richter 
3's or 4's . Then on the 16th , the S un will be 120 degrees from both 
s neaky Pluto and an ec lipse , while at the s ame t ime oppos ing sea-related 
Neptune . The Moon gets into the act by oppos ing Saturn and Pluto the s ame 
day fro1\ the s ign Ar ies , opening the cloor for stronger quakes than on the 
1st or the 9th, Ric hter S' s and 6�s tha� will like ly occur o f f  the coast 
of Japan or in the South Pac if ic . 
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More tremblers of  moderate intens ity wi l l  fo llow on the 22nd , owing to a 
new Moon and the S un forming an energizing 120-de9ree angle with the mas s ­
ive Jupiter i n  the 'hot' quake s ign Scorp io. The Moon wi ll  then stress 
Sat urn and P l uto from Cancer . S ince the USA is a C ancer nation , the new 
quakes wil l probably take place in the cont inenta l USA - Richter S's . 

JULY wi l l  be good for a j o lt on the 2nd , thanks to Mars needl ing a lunar 
node j ust as the Moon goes over Uranus . Then on the 6th ,  7th , and 8th , 
we can expect ser ious se ismic act iv ity due to a whole hos t  of astrological 
yummies too numerous to ment ion here .

The S un.wi l l  be oppos ing an Aquarius 
e clipse wh i le sext i l ing s todgy Saturn , the Br inger of C racks , wh i le the 
Moon s ch lepps over Saturn and P luto! Not to ment ion Mars prancing ove r  
Jol ly Jupiter at the very s ame moment , and J up iter wi l l  be s neering at a 
Solar Eclips e  als o. As if that was n't enough , the Sun wil l be s quaring 
freaky U ranus ; a l l  this at New Moon t ime . Expect .Richter 6's , but think 
good thoughts � . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  · . . . . . . • . . • • � • • • • • •

Some of the later research in th is area has recorded 
TWO WAY conversat ions with be ings who are phys ic a l ly dead . The t i�e l imit 
of these record ing-recover ]  syste�s appear s to be 100 years ago to the pre­
sent . 

The recording method is bas ic a l l y  a s imple c rys tal rad io imputed into a 
high-speed tape recorder . The quest ions are asked a loud and in the fo l­
lowing s i lence the recorder is operated at top record ing speed . Us ing an 
extre>ne ly s low playback node , the " vo ices " can �e detectea in the record­
ed white no ise of the answer s i lence per iod . Quest ions can be adres sed to 
any spec i f ic person who has ·'leen dead for les s than 100 years . 

The l iv ing human vo ice of the quest ioner mus t pas s through the e lectro -
nagnetic field , the v irtua l  photon fie ld , and the virtua l  neutr ino f ie ld 
to reac h the �ind energ { f ield its e l f . The answer then s lows doWn through 
the same f ields to be recorded in the here and now instant . Interest ingly , 
if we set C - 1 and use the exponents as octaves , then C \ 2 )  = 10 and C (3) 

= 100 , and we matc h the 100 year penetrat ion span or �ange of  this s ystem .

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An earthen mound , about 6 5 0  feet on one s ide and about 5 0  feet high has a 
centra l depres s ion and a s tone dra inage structure lead ing. from it . " The AKA­
PANA , usua l ly be l ieved to be a r uined pyra�id , was " a  water s upp ly not a 
pyramid . • .  used for its med ic inal propert ies and pur i f icat ion . "  The or ig­
ina l c ulture needed only water , not food , and s he obs erved no s ign o f  cul­
t ivat ion . "  

At the te�ple at T IAHUANACO ,  the wa l ls have tenoned l imes tone heads whic h 
seem to ref lect great rac ia l var iance , and " are not a l l  humanoid " . " These 
were carved in stone at a t ime pr ior to man's history .

The� e 
" had been added at a later t ime when the c ulture rea l ized , 'that its em­
phas is had s hi fted from sp ir itua l  to non- sp ir itual . '  T he two �ono l iths ­
the bearded one and the mil ita r is t ic f igure s ide_ by s ide the·.n , the bearded 
one and the largest one at the s ite ( now in La Paz) repres ented a prophecy 
of the u lt imate downfa l l  of the c iv i l izat ion . The _bearaed f igure is about 
8 . 3  feet ta l l  and we ighs about three-quarters of a ton; the mi l itar ist ic 
figure in twenty- four feet tal l  and we ighs about twenty ' tons . · The bearded 
one was a pers on of high spir itua l ity go ing beyond anything that I have 
exper ienced c ultura l ly ,  be it Ind ian or Or ienta l . The �i l itar i s t ic mono­
l ith f igure foc used on the KERO ( BEAKER) he ld in one hand and the b ird o f  
prey i n  the other . These two elements highl ighted the rad ica l  c hange of  
consc ious nes s .  A c up o f  water , nour is hment , freely offered , contrasted 
with combat , the bird of prey . T he two mono� iths repres ented a c hange -
from spir itual values and s imp l ic ity to �ni l itar is t ic power and comp lexity 
from a ho�ogenous group sturcture to a s truc tured hierarc hial soc iety based 
on power . "  IN OUR NEXT ISSUE : PONAPE , THE RUINS OF THE PAC IF IC . . .

But ,  desp ite a l l  the s e  
sc ient i f ic advancements i n  tec hnology , the detect ion o f  radioac t ive rays , 
I s t i l l  be l ieve and . we have proo f ,  that we l l  exper ienced , highly sen ­
s it ive dowsers and espec ia lly a map dowser , who rece ived his v ibrat ions 
and informat ion j ust by con�entrat ing and work ing on maps for whateve+ ob­
j ect he is . searc hing for , can in rea l ity , replace a whole tru�k load of 
hig�ly expens ive sc ient i f ic instruments . These instruments can detect var­
ious. types of rad iat ion , but it s hould be ment ioned that the f reatest per­
centage of  all of these instruments are only able to detect one or two 
types o f  waves · s uc h  as microwaves , a lpha waves , gamma waves , and x- rays o 

A dowser was ind ispensable unt i l  sc ience deve loped ihstruments which de­
tect var ious types o£ r ad iat ion and even underground water s upp l ies , with­
out the he lp o f  a dowser . W ithin the sequence o f  cause , l ink and e ffect , 
man can be seen as an e lectr ic a l ly c harged element that is influenced by 
earth rad iat ions whic h in turn act ivate the div ing rod , the latter be ing 
only an ind icator l ike the needle of a voltmeter .

Minute part ic les o f  the 
radio act ive mate r i a l  would cause s e r ious and even inc urable diseases -
when be ing carr ied c lose to the body of an ind iv idua l  for longer per iods 
of t ime . Onthe other hand , rad iat ion therapy is used in the fight aga inst

cancer by des troying cancer c e l ls . Unfortunate ly , t hey do not only des troy 
c ancer c e lis ,  but also hea lthy c e l ls when penetrat ion has to be deeper in 
s ide the body .

On ly rad ioact ive r ad iat ion was not known unt i l  the d is covery of  cosmic 
rad iat ion , whic h reac hes us from the cosmos , is of  a s hort wave length 
and is penetrat ing deep ly into a ll phys ica l  matter . Nothing c an s t6p 
them . Sc ient ists · are s t i l l  exp lor ing this phenomenon , and the fact is 
that they are of  great importance for the d iv iner , whos e c la im about the 
earth radiat ion has ceased to De a matter o f  r idicule . Man s hould not be 
that ignorant to be l ieve that only cosmic rad iat ions exist which are then 
harmful to our sys tem and not be l ieve that our Mother Earth would �mit · 
any rad iat ions detr imenta l  to our hea lth . F i rs t ,  we have to rea l ize that 
a l l  matter rad iates dnd dist inguish between s ubstanc es that emit rad iat ion 
and those that emit and a lso c o l lect radiat ion from var ious other s ources , 
which they somet imes condense or neutral ize ,  at other t imes pas s on . t.:1n·e 
of  the s trongest and a lso the least e xp lored in the ir c harac ter ist ic s  are 
the earth rays that or ig inate from underground waterve ins . They are the 
NEGATIVE earth r ays that are s imi lar to X- rays , cathode rays , and the gamma 
rays emitted by radium - but s hould not be mistaken for the.  The s trong 
magnet ic fie ld of underground water ve ins , is the cause of the somet imes 
power ful rad iat ion that has a negat ive e ffect on a l l  l iv ing organ isms . 

Accord ing to Pro fes sor Blaac h,  of  Riga , the e lectro-magnet ic rays or igin­
ate in the depth of  the earth , probably in the Magma layer . Ins tead o f  
rad iat ing evenly i n  a l l  d i rect ions , they acc umulate i n  e lectr ica l  c onduct­
ors s uc h  as _ underground water ve ins from where they are r ad iated towards

Several t i�es on TV I have seen UFO contactees compla in under hypnos is 
that they were abducted by space be ings · and �ed ica l ly examined l ike a 
guinea p ig . They fee l  that they were probed and prodded by strange in­
s truments . So�e remembered the pa in . This s ee�s to be the only part 
of  the ir encounter that these people re�ember . 

It is t ime human ity understands the phenomenon that goes on when an ind­
iv idua l  is taken up into a space c ra ft . It is neces s ary for our space bro­
thers to return the ir contacts to a s table e lectro�agnet ic ba l�nce . If 
the people that exper ience being taken up in a s hip were NOT re-ba lanced 
and re-program�ed they could. s uf fer two �a lad ies .

It has been reported that on occ as s ion , 
strange and �nys ter ious no ises l ike hu::rFn ing generators c an be heard co:n­
ing out of  the top o f  the mounta in . The ru·11our s s t i l l  pers ist that there 
are secret tunne l entrances on the top which connect to the underground 
cave network that s upposedly r uns from South Amer ica to North Amer ica! 
Many UFOS have been seen in the area and , on at leas t  one occas ion , one 
loca l res ident c la imed, to have seen a sma l l  luminous sphere attack a 
bul ldozer operator and me lt the t·reds o f  the mac hine ! 

Othe r_ �ys ter ies abount in Me xico in connec t ion with caves , as the fo l low­
ing accounts revea l . Bruce Wa lton in his " INNER-EARTH ENTRANCES ,  VOL 1 1 "  

recounted the fo l lowing s tor ies , which or ig ina l l y  appeared i n  " Notes on 
Subter rean Sha fts " by V incent Gadd is (Amazi:1g Stor ie s , June , · 1947) . The 
first story conc erns a cave in the fac e of  a s heer roc ky c l i f f ,  protect­
ed from the sea by treac herous boulders that make a landing pos s ible on­
ly by nat ive canoes . The c ave , loca�ed high above the Pac i f ic coast -
near Acapulco , has been dub�:-ed " C ave o f  the P irates " . It is regarded 
with utmost supe r s t it ion by the loc a �s . 

Gadd is ass erts that the c ave has never been · ful ly explored , and reportedly 
goes back into the earth an inc red i� le dis tance . The wa l l s  are'' . . .  remark­
ably s·nooth and decorated with untrans lated incsr ipt ions and f igures . Long 
de layec� echoes revea l its aston is hing dept h . " The Ind ians near�y have 
known of the cave for years and te l l  of s trange l ights · (UFOS ? )  that they 
have seen near the tunne l entrance . Gadd is s tates " . . .  a lthough acce s s  to 
it is d i f f ic ult , this :uan-�ade , vas t and unexplored anc ient tunne l des erv­
es invest igat ion . "  

The second report o f  a cave is even stranger and ra ises even more quest ions . 
On the road from Mexic o C ity to Laredo , down the Montezuma r iver va lley , is 
the Ind ian town of  Ta�azuncha le . Twenty-five miles from this town , on an 
almost inacces s able s ide road , is  X i l itla , where the ruins of  an o ld Span­
ish monastery l ie - s urrounded by a wa l l  of masonry . On one s ide of  the 
road is a c l i f f . A fter an earthquake , many years ago , des tro fed part of  
the wa ll , the loc a l  Ind ians discove red a myster ious man-made tunne l -
whic h  desc ended into the earth ! 
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Gadd is re lates th�t the tunne l bor e " •nyster iou's ins c r ipt ions and f i g-
ures of birds , s nakes and cur ious an ima ls . "  Trad it ion has it that a lthough 
the Ind ians avo ided the tunne l entranc e , two v is it ing Amer ic ans a l leged ly 
dec ided to invest igate where the tunne l led . After many ho�rs , they re­
ported l y  emerged 'fro� · the tunne l in a very great state of exc itement . To 
th is day , no one knows wh� they were , what the y found , or why they never 
r eturned . Shor t ly after th is !nys ter ious ep isode , the Padre s ,  for reasons 
bes t  kriown to themse +.ves , sea led up the - tunne l entranc e with "1\asonry . Evm 
to th is da y ,  the Padres , absolute ly re fuse to let anyone exp lore 1 Jeh ind 
th is wa l l .  Mos t  ?trange , they reported l f s tate · that they have no k�ow-

. ledge of what l ies  with that tunne l . I s  it pos s ible t�at th is is one of 
the ' los t ' tunne l entranc es that conne cts into the " H ighway of the I ncas " 
or the tunne l network? 

In July - 1 96 9 ,  I v is ited the oldest Spa n i sh �onastery in . South A:ner ica . 
Bu i lt in the 16th c entury , the Franc iscan monas tery is perhaps the mos t 
un ique in BOTH North and Sout� Amer ic a ! Located in L ima , P e ru , it has 
an extens ive underground network of tunne ls and rooms . F igure 1. p ict · -

ures one of these 'nany roo'TIS , a long with an en igmat ic skul l- face wh ich is 
bare ly v is ible in the upper r ight hand corner (where the· l �ght is shin ing 
through ) . Th is ent ity appeared onl y  very recent ly and its purpose can on­
ly be guessed at - pe rhaps an e lementa l ?  F igure � dep icts but a t iny fract­
ion of the hundreds of thousands of b izarre i f  not un ique art i facts wh ich 
the Franc iscans have p laced on publ ic " show" ; the re-rna ins of the or ig ina l 
inhabitants of Peru , the Anc ient One ' s  de sc endends , the I nd ians . . . . . . . . .  . 
There we re man y  add it ional rooms , in wh ich the s ke letons of the Ind ians 
we re p laced ( F igure �) . F igure 4 shows one of · �any unde rground c isterns 
in wh ich count les s thous ands of sku l ls we re plac ed centur ies ago . Most 
en igma t ic of all is the trad it ion that the re are add it ional tunne ls that 

· a l legedly lead into the earth , but the s e , of cours e , • are c losed to the 
pub l ic . It is no co inc idenc e that a l"'Uos t . a l l  of the churches of South 
Amer ica are bu i lt upon the s ites of anc ient . temp les and , accord ing to 
some researchers , on the s ite o f  Inner-earth c ave rns !

S ince Januar y 1 9 8 2  Wes t  E urope is the tar�et o f  an ongo ing UFO FLAP � Huge 
squadrons of g lowing obj ects are exc it ing experts and the big numbe r of 
witnes ses . In fac t , it is the four th big f lap in th is part o f  the wor ld ,  
the first s inc e the wor ld-wide UFO FLAP i n  1 9 7 8 , when m i l l ions o f  peop le 
from Eng land , F ranc e , Wes t Germany and Italy witne s s ed s trange maneuvers 
in the sky and c lose encounters of a l l  three kinds . 

The 1 9 9 2  flap started in January ,  the 7 th , and s ince th is date , a h igh 
number o f . r e l iable witnes se s  inc lud ing po l ice�en , mi l itary pe r s one l l , 
etc . s aw the glowing d i s c s  h igh over Europe . On Jan 7th , at 1 1 : 0 0 p�

though s o�e spec ulate it could be a lens flare - a fter the pub l icat ion 
of the E isenburge rs photo in Ger nany large s t  Newspaper ,  c ircu lat ion 
3 , 000 , 0 00 , four further w itnes s es l iv ing in Hamburg c la imed to have s een 
also the s trange o0j ect � . .  

* The next important event happened on Feb . 1 3 th ,  when 1 5  po l icemen in 
the French Town of Mue lhaus en observed a s lowing sphere . On Feb . · 24th , 
a F rench congres sman , a h igh po l ice o f f ic er and the Pres ident of Sa int 
E t iennes , Franc e , soc c er c lub ,  were flying over the country . when they 
obs erved an unknown d isc- shaped obj ect for 5 minutes . u Then it disappear­
ed as fas t  as · a flash " � C ongres sman Ne uwith reported . "Apparent ly , it 
wa� a meta l l ic craft , a lmos t  c irc ular " , and in the s ame week , a b lue ­
greyish d is c  was observed near the TV tower o f  Hamburg . 

* The h igh l ight o f  the flash happened in Mes s e , near Darms tadt , Wes t 
Ge rmany , on March 1 2 . At 2 1 : 30 when he was go ing to leave a fes t iva l 
arranged by h {s school ,  the 1 3  year o ld Markus , met two h ighly exc ited 
g i r l s  at the door who c la imed to have s een four s trange d iscs in the 
heavens . Together with some fr iends Markus went out� ide and saw the UFOS 
. He l �ves near s chool and so )he run home to a larm h is parents . 
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On h is way home he s aw a strange domed- shaped green ish disc with four 
searchl ights coming neare r ,  he went home , and together with h is parents 
he s aw the four g reen i sh f lash ing l ights in the sky . H is mother in for­
med the pol ice about the event . On the way to her two po l icemen stopped 
on the h ighway when they , t oo ,  saw the obj ects . They �a l led for three 
more po l iceman , because they w'ere s ur e  no one would bel ieve them . They 
witne s s ed a f i fth d isc c oming near er , and then d is appear ing beh ing a 
group o f  t�ees . . .  in the s ame moment they not iced a strange c rack l ing 
o f  the outs ide- loudespeaker . At the s ame t ime the l ights of the pol ice 
s tat ion f l ickered , the voltage of the main power supply wavered , and in 
some hous eho lds the TV broke down . In Darmstadt laude ' skyquakes ' were 
not ic ed . Minutes later the four obj ects flew away . At the same t ime -
four unknown f ly ing obj ects appeared on the Radar sc reens o f  the US -
a l l ied forces in Frank furt/ma in from 2 1 : 3 0  to 2 2 : 00 on the way from 
Mess e l  to Darms tadt .

* I n  Aachen , the Klar fam i l y ,  reported � Three weeks ago a br ight 'l ight 
sh ined in our l iv ing room . A g lowing d isc s tood at the sky , on March 
16th ,  it c ame back and f lashed . "  I n  Ber l in ,  three m i lky wh ite discs  
were seen maneuver ing from E to S . . • It was on March 2 7th ,  the pol ice of 
Hamburg obs erved a 10 ft blu ish d is c  with a wh ite l ight in the center . .  
But the u fo c ame back , on Apr i l  9th , a sma l l  glawing d isc was obse rved -
hover i?g next to Hamburg ' s  TV t·ow�r for one hour . . . And - - - what wi l l  
happen tomorrow? We wi l l  wa it for the next step . . .  and . . .  o f  course , 
readers o f  The New At lantean Journal  w il l  have some good reasons to ex-
pec t  more i ntere s t i ng s ight ings , but only t ime wi l l  revea l it . . . . . . . .  .

I n  tbe · sanskr it text known a s  the SAMARA SUTRADHARA� we f ind ment ion of the 
use of two b io logica l weapons , each o f  wh ich produc ed its own results 
the SAMHARA debi l itated its v ic t ims by attack ing the motor c enter o f  the 
bra in , and the MOHA caused the blockage o f  nerve impulses , result ing in com­
plete para lys is . In the C h ines e  FENG- SHEN-VEN- I ,  we f ind s imi lar descr ipt­
ions of germ war fare , and aga in ,  r eference is made to spec i f ic weapons - . 
caus ing spec i f ic results . What thes e  des c r ipt ions imply is that the Anc ients 
once act ively c reated and produc ed s tra ins o f  microbes - much is the s ame 
way many modern governments are s ec rete ly conduct ing res earch to f ind new 
and deadly forms o f  microbes for mi l itary purposes . Just how far the Anc ients 
took their exper iments may be found in an e n igma that s t i l l  e ffects mankind . 
today - the v i rus .

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When f irst d iscovered , v irus e s  were thought to be an intermed iary step be­
tween l i fe and non- l i fe ; in an inert state , it is much l ike an inorgan ic 
c rysta l , but when act ive it acts with a purpos e fu l  manner , and dupl icates 
by us ing b io logica l  proc e s ses . But , as the v irus has come under more 
and more sc ient i f ic s c rut iny , severa l d is turb ing facts have emerged . The 
most important is that v iruses have a h igh degree of host spec i f ic ity -
in other words , it is as i f  they we re des igned to attack man , and man a­
lone . And s ince �an is supposedly only a r ec ent arr iva l on th is p lanet , 
the v irus , too , mus t  be a r ecent phenomenon . But - where d id it come 
from? As Mooney , in " GODS OF AIR AND DARKNESS " noted , " Viruses have re­
cent ly been synthes ized in our modern res earch labs by rec omb in ing exis­
t ing v irus mater ia l ,  thus produc ing new s tra ins not found in nature . . . .  
The re fore , it is not imposs ible that a h ighly advanced soc iety in the 
past may have done a s imi lar th ing . Th is  would connect c los e ly with the 
r eports o f  b iolog ic a l  weapons in anc ient documents . "  

Go i ng one step further ,  modern researchers are a lso exper iment ing with 
chang ing the struc ture o f  DNA , the bas ic bu i ld ing blocks o f  l i fe ,  wh ich 
conta in the codes of ident ity in the genet ics o f  the ind iv idua l . Already 
new forms have been produced wh ich cou ld prove to be deadly , and would 
be a ser ious threat i f  uncontro l l ed ,  bec ause they have the abi l ity to 
reproduce thems e lves . The v irus is a l itt le mach ine that accomp l ishes 
the very s ame th ing , only in a spec i f ic manner : I t  conta ins a core o f  
a ltered DNA mater ia l  that i t  inj ects into the nuc leus o f  a human c e l l . 
And , the DNA in that c e l l  is  trans formed to reproduc e the v irus form . 

As a result , the ce l l  is  reorgan ized to produce mor e  v iruses , not ce l ls , 
and when the c e l l  d i s integrates , its mutated o f fspr ing spread to attack 
and inj ect thems e lves into other c e l ls - and the proc ess beg ins aga in , 
only mult ip l ied . D id s omeone in the mnknown past DES IGN the v irus as a 
b io log i c a l  weapon? I f  s o , it pre s upposes a knowledge o f  genetic engin­
eer ing that is not very far removed from our own . 

The extent to wh ich the anc ients carr ied out the ir genet ic s tud ies may be 
h inted at in a new deve lopment tak ing p lac e in moder n  res earch . I n  19 7 5 . 

Dr . N i ls R ingertz o f  the Swedish Inst itute for Medica l  Res earch and Gen­
its , announced the succes s ful cross ing of genes of ent ire ly d i fferent gen­
it ic mater i al ,  to p roduce hybr id c e l ls : h is team had combined the genet ic 
mater ia l  o f  a man with a rat , a man with a chicken -- and even a man with 
an ins ect . In each c as e , the c e l l  9roduced began to mult iply -- in other 
words i f  it had been a l lowed to grow , each c e l l  would have deve loped into 
the monstros ity c reated by the gene t ic comb inat ion , a " man- rat " , a " Man­
ch ick" , or a " Man- ins ect " .  Dr . � ingertz assured h i s  c o l leagues that the 
purpose o f  h is exper iment wa,s to produce hybr id ce l ls . . .  
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And - these were destroyed once they began to mu lt ip l y ,  s o  that the �onst­
ros it ies could not mature into l iv i�g c r eatures . But the proc eedure he used 
was s imple enough . It could be dup l icated , in any genet ic lab - and one won­
ders if over the past few year s , other researcher s  have gone ahead and s ec ­
retly a l lowed such c reatures t o  l ive and grow . Because o f  the pos s ible gen­
et ic combinat ions are l imitle s s , the k inds o f  hybr id c reatures that could 
be c reated is a lso endles s . And i f  such c reatures ever acc identa lly es-
caped � · · · · · · · ·  

I n - imag in ing what k ind of monstros it ies might one day be loosed upon the 
wor ld .  there is the sudden real izat ion that we have s een thes e  comb inat­
ions be fore -- in the artwork and mytho logy of prac t ic a l ly every anc ient 
c iv i l i zat ion . There we f ind the Me rma id (man- f ish ) , centaur (man-hors e )  
satyr (m�n-goat ) ,  harpy (man-b ird) , and the sph inx (man- l ion ) . And -­
there are other we l l  known combinat ions : pegasus (horse-bird ) , gr i ffon 
(bird- l ion ) , capr icorn ( goat- f ish) , and the gargoyle ( ape-bird) . Berosus , 
the Gfaeco-Bablon ian h is tor ian , rec ords the memory o f  an age when such 
genet ic " ·freaks " abounded in the wor ld : 

SUP MAN 
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•• There once res ided most h ideous be ings , wh ich were produced of a two- fold 
pr inc ip le ( genet ic hybr id i zat ion? ) .  When �an appeared with two wings , s ome 
with fou r  and w ith two faces . They had one body but two heads ; the one 
with the �an and the ather of � woman . They had one body but the legs and 
horns o f  goats . Some had hors e ' s  feet ; others had the l imbs o f  a horse be 
h ind , but be fore were fash ioned l ike �en . . •  A l l  o f  these were preserved 
del ineat ions in the temp le of Be lus at Babylon . "  

In  our own c iv i l i zation , research into the sec rets o f  l i fe is on ly decades

The accounts of C lose Encounters of  the Th ird and even Fourth Kind c ont inue 
to become rac ier and to make UFO occupants s eem more and more human . F ir s t  
there was the celebrated c a s e  of Anton io V i l las Boas who reported be ing tak­
en aboard a UFO in South Amer ica and s educed by a. nude fema le UFOnaut . Then 
.MARCEN , as reported in the first issue of the Center Journa l ,  inves t igated 
a cas e  in New England a year ago of a young man report ing be ing taken on 
a UFO by an incred ibly beaut i ful al ien fema le and then was s aduced one and 
raped once by her .

Doe , as we wi l l . c a l l  her , rega ined consc iousnes s 
she was in front of a large glowing diskl ike c r a ft on legs and passed out · 
aga in . When she aga in awakened , she was spread-eag led on a table in a c ir­
cular room with her arms and legs bound by rubber or �eather s traps , and 

· covered only by a l ight blue blanket . 
· 

Three men appeared and two stood by the le ft o f  the table and observed -
wh i le the th ird examined her , she sa id .  The men a l l  looked a l ike , and 
appeared to be human . She desc r ibed them as a l l  5 ft . 6 inches to 5 ft . 
8 inches ta l l , fa i r  skinned and s l im .  The ir garrnets were a l l  the s ame : 
a sku ll cap corning down to j us t  above the eyes , s urgica l type masks -
from above the nose and cover ing the rest of  the fac e  below ,  tun ics with 
a grey meta l l ic edg ing , long gloves up to the e lbows and a long ·apron -
reaching the ankles and th ick s oled boots . A l l  of  the c lothing was a very 
l ight blue . She s a id that the men ' s  eyes were more rounded than norma l 
human eyes and tota l ly emot ion le s s  and she never s a� them bl ink . No · s ounds 
were ever made_ but the men occass iona l iy nodded to each other . 
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She s a id that a fter the examinat ion the examiner saw her star ing at the ro­
bot , wh ich was stand ing 1¥ a wa l l  with its l ights flash ing , and exp la ined 
to her te lepath ic a l ly that it was a mechan ized retr ieva l dev ice us ed for 
per forming namua l work outs ide the ship and br ing ing back spec imens . . .  
The examiner p icked up three s ix inch c ubes and placed then on the ra i l  of  
the table by her feet , s tomach , and head . As  he set them down , they began 
g�owing red , green and wh ite r espec� ive ly . She wa� never touched phys ic­
a l ly dur ing the exa� , but a kn i fe dev ic e was used to take a par ing of her 
r ight index f ingerna i l , and a p last ic l ike, bott le with tubes and wires 
was used to take blood from her arm .

She dressed qu ickly and a lthough st i l l  dazed and naus­
eated , she started her car and drove home . . . . .  She and her husband agreed 
that ' it would be best to keep the ep isode a sec ret . Around Chr istman ' 7 3 

they started to expe r ience the c lass ica l MIB harras sment and th is cont in­
ued to Apr i l  ' 76 and hen they began to �e v is ited by two strange men . . •  

There was no pregnancy. or other phys ica l i l l  e f fects ,· but was dis turbed 
for some t ime a s aw a �umber o f  doctors who ins isted she had ·ha lluc inated .
