CRADLE OF HUMAN RACE 11

The remnants of a great civilization dating back to 25,000 years now lie 
beneath the Indian Ocean. This landmass, known as lemuria which was connected 
with Asia and Africa, has been submerged by periodic cataclysmic landshifts, 
according to researchers fo the lnternat�onal Society for the Investigation of 
Ancient Cjvilizations.

Thus, research 
scholars and linguists indicate that the great classical languages of the world 
are actually Sanskrit.

o f  rat i onal hypoth�ses fo r mos t  i f  n ot all anc ient cr.yptologi es and modern 

unexplained phen omena . The new overv iew has been d e rived f rom esoteric 

(cult), legend a ry ,  and a rch ival d ata . Synthes i zing thes
.
e s ou rces with 

mod ern concepts and scient i f ic id eas has resu lted in a p ictu re of late p re­

h isto ry s ta rtlingly d i ffe rent f rom the one now gene rally held . Th is art icle 

w ill p resent concepts und e rly ing th is new p reh isto ric overv iew along with 

some related theo ries abou t rac ial m igrat i ons and early etymology. 

The w r ite r's res earch into anc ient s ources has led h im to sha re the l 

bel ief i n  the theory - whi ch f i rs t  appeared in Ed gar C ayce ' s L i fe Read i ngs 

on Atlant is in the 1920s - that the legenda ry s ub-cont inents of �� and Atlan­

t i s  we re not only h isto rically real but contained technolog ic subcultu res 

wh ich were based on the use o f  a unique energy . He bel ieves an anc ient 

pola ri an-Atlantean-Lemu r1an power complex played a key role in shaping man ' s  

anc ient d es t i nies, that only the more venerable sub-polarians survived the 

s eve ral p rehis toric world cataclysms ,  and that they are the sou rce o f  the 

mod ern UFO phenomenon.

which was tapped at a level of about the lower earth ' s  c rust - ten to twenty 

miles below the surface. These ancients appear to have developed techniques 

to harness their occult resource and to have used it 1n a number of applica­

tions, including space flight (UFOs) , many o f  the amazing megalithic construe• 

tiona of antiquity , and other purposes. Another enigma apparently related to 

the deep-earth activities of the ancient technologic subcultures is the Ber­
muda 'Triangle; more on this to follow. 

This writer believes that prehistoric humanity outside the fringes of 
the technologic complex was bemused by its activities, ascribing them to "acta 

ot the gol1s," leading to the mythologic fo rmulations of antiquity. The mono• 

acience.itselt became partly a kind o f  arcane wizardry. As the result of 

excessive zeal in gravity-tapping activity in both Atlantis and Lemuria, 

earth-crustal instabilities were induced in those lands. The several world­

cataclysms (described in such great detail and so reproducibly in countless 

archaic. sources)* that occurred during ·late prehistory, and the ultimate de­

mise or both·island-continents, appear to have been related to these same 

activities. 

Our own· scientific technology, not bequeathed the secrets or the lni• 

tlated orders of antiquity, has yet to appreciate the unique vast power poten­

tial literally under our feet. U p  to now we have confined our sclent1fic ac• 

tlvity mainly to the surface regions and space. If at any time we had cogent­

ly and lnvestigat1vely probed the earth to depths greate r than the several 

mllea our limits have extended to up to now, we likely would have traveled 

. down somewhat different technologic avenues.

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The reader may .as k whether .it is reasonable to propose that our scien­

tists could have remained totally unaware of the existence of a simple, 

c ru cially important natural sou rce of energy. The answer appears to lie in 

its unique nature and occult location. Deep-earth regions could possess a 

mas s-energy ambience wholly without parallel in the s urface world. 

We often s peak of " magnetic fields " and " g ravity fields ; "  more accurate­

ly, they are ele ctrograv 1tomagnetic fields. In some cas es , the elect ronic 

end of the spect ru m  pred ominates and we observe a mainly electronic effect ; 

1n others, such .as ene rgy fields generated at the earth ' s  surface by a cyclo­

t ron or other man-made apparatus, the magnetic component of the energy spect­

rum pred ominates ; and in others , s ituations highly unusual in our ordinary, 

experience on the earth ' s  s urface, s uch as the kinds of phenomena that have 

been reported in the Be rmu da Triangle , direct deep-earth energy fields with 

a pred ominantly gravitonic component appear to be operative. 

Actu ally , the concept of a u nique mass-energy ambience in deep-ear th 

regions is not difficult to picture 1 n  one's mind. One merely has to cons i4 er 

how s uch a region is positioned , or oriented , with respect t� the dense 

solid matter surr�unding it in eve ry direction. Considering it 1n the geomet­

ric sens e, any given point at or near the earth ' s  surface has mostly space 

( actually , atmos phe re , which has virtu�ly no mass or gravitational st rength) 

around it. In deep regions, on the other hand, there is densely packed matter 

in all directions , and 1ts atoms, the ultimate source of its mass and gravita­

tional s trength, are , of cou rs e, corree pond1ngly dens ely concentrated. Atomic 

nuclei constantly emit very tiny subparticles called gravitons by physicis ts. 

They are ult imately minuscule in siz e and mass and are in constant motion, 

with a velocity the same as the speed of light. Grav1tons, like all other 

so-called " qu antum" particles ( photons, elect rons, etc. ) are really minute 

packets of energy. 

If one goes dee per and deeper below the earth ' s  s urface , the surround-
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ing atom ic mass becomes greater. Thus the d ensity o f  the emitted grav1tons 

is d ens er as well � In d eep-earth reg i o ns, gravitonic ambience could be eno r­

mous . For an ord ina ry surface ob j ect coming und e r  the influence o f  a field 

aris ing d i re c tly from s uch a region, th e effect on atom ic s t ru cture and on

U lt imate­

ly it i s  the shee r d ens ity o f  grav itons , and it only exis ts in d eep-earth 

reg i ons . 

·What is the actu al ev i d ence that anc ient Atlanteans and MU vians were 

tapping a d eep- earth res ource? In ord e r  to exam i ne thi s  ques tion one need 

not necess arily s tart w ith a belief 1n the historical reality o f  both thos e  

land s .  I f  one accepts the hypothesis that a un i que mass-energy potential 

cou ld ex i st in d eep-earth regions , and can find in archaic sources indicative 

references id ent ify ing energy-tapping activ it ies w i th Atlant is and Lemuria, one 

could · accept this as a reas on to reconsider thos e lands ' actual his toricity.

On the little Spokane River in Washington State is a s tory in o ld 
p ic ture writing that is very prec ious to historians . It  is  so  old 
and so valuable that a s turdy fence has been erec ted around the 
c l i ff on which it is etched so that people cannot touch it . For 
it is the o ldest s tory in stone in the area and has a very infor­
ative story to tel l . 

For years these ·mes s ages on c l i ffs a �l over out S outhwes t  were an 
enigma to . archaeo logis ts . 11Mere rock doodl ings made by the In­
dians , .. some sc ientists said . But the Indians deny any knowledge 
of them . 

An Old Indian Chief in Washington said ,  " Indians no make markings 
on rocks here� Then r is ing on h i s  toes and r eaching h igh he added , 
" Big , big white men make markings on Little Spokane . B ig , big 
white men . · You and me like l ittle boys � 

Professor O . L .  Ops j on ,  original ly form Ic eland , went a l l  over the 
world studing and col lecting saroples o f  thes e  Anc ient Symbols on 
rocks . They were a puzz le to him until he returned to Iceland and 
found a man who could read them as eas i ly as we r ead the newspaper . 

So , j us t  as  the cun i form writings o f  the early Egyptians were a 
mystery until the Rosetta Stone was found and gave men the key , so 
the o ld. rock petroglyphs took on meaning now that Pro fes sor Oluf 
Ops j on learned to dec ipher them . 
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He found that these mes s ages were made by Atlanteans before their 
is land continent was destroyed . 

Thi s  o ldest s tory on the Little Spokane River , was . made by four 
men who flew to the area to reseed the Northwes t . I t  was made 
desolate , the mes s age s a id , by the great ic e age , which extended 
down nearly to the equator in plac es . It  was a hard task , br inging 
this desolate land back to l i fe again , but the Atlanteans had been 
saving s eeds , plants and anima l s  for this purpos e  for a long t ime .

Other writings in the area tel l  that two weeks a fter the first four 
men c ame , another group of f i.fty a rr ived . The s tory tells that they·. 
came in four saucer-type veh ic les and one large freight cra ft , to 
proc eed with the work • . 

I t  g ives us food for thought as  to what seeds they planted . Were 
the Giant Sequois of the ir planti ng , only surviving in a small 
area? Perhaps the delicate Birch , the Ponderosa P ine , the co lor-
ful Spruce _ and even the Raspberry and Blackbe�ry Bushes a l l  a long the 
West Coas t , were of their planting . 

They s tated that they bro�ght animals , too , so that might answer the 
question sc ientists have pondered over . How did animals get from 
one c ontinent to another? 

· : 

They said they went as  far North as  the Arc tic C ir c le with their 
s eeding , which was from the air . All a long our Western Rivers are 
messages etched on Canyon Walls , giv ing direc tions for thos e  who 
c ame later . 

Not only did the Atlanteans tel l  about the things mentioned above 
but a lso explained wha t  made the great ice age . They said it was 
the destruct ion o f  a planet out beyond Mars , called Argo . 

Sc ienti-sts have suspected that a p lanet had exploded out in space ,  
espec ially s ince our landing on the moon . For the moon ' s  surfac e  
shows that i t  was bombarded with many asteroids i n  the past .  

The Asteriod Belt was · formed and Mar s  r ec e ived much o f  the debr i s . 
But the Greatest Asteriod of a l l  hit our North Polar Region , 
d isplac ing the North Magnetic Pole and making the Arctic Ocean . 
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The Atlanteans say this happened over twenty thousand year s ago and 
the movement of the North Magnetic Pole caused much trouble all over 
our world . . The Asteroid hit with such force that the detonation was 
heard and felt all over the world . Huge cracks were made in the 
earth ' s crust and the hot magma ins ide the earth was disturbed , 
caus ing more trouble . There were Volcanic Eruptions ,  Earthquakes 
and great Tidal Waves . 

There was trouble everywhere , espec ially in the �ac ific area . For 
there amidst seething Volcanic Eruptions the Continent of Lemuria 
sank into the Ocean . Millions of her pe9ple died , with only 165 boat 
loads o f  her people saved . 

The story goes on . As the waters of the oceans poured into the vol­
canic holes created , evaporation took place ,  · so much rain and snow 
fell . In the North , because the Asteriod that fell was so cold , 
this moisture turned to ice sheets , which was the begining o f  the 
glac iers and the ic e age . 

In P igmy Kitabou , a
·
book about the little people , their legends 

tell of· the cold and desolation even in Africa . They te�l that 
some of them went into caves underground and were taken care o f  
by some black dwar fs . 

The Atlanteans wrote , in condensed form, that the Constellation 
which we call the Southern C ross influenc ed the planet , Saturn , 
which cast a shadow on Argo for too long a time , causing it to 
explode . They stated that the Laws o f  Gravity were destroyed and 
the planet became very cold . The rings around Saturn are part o f  
the debris from Argo . And Asteroids are still being caught in the 
gravity of planets and fall or are burnt up in the atmosphere .  

For hundreds ot years the ic e stayed over the Nothern part o f  our 
globe . Finally most o f . it melted and the Atlanteans came to make 
life grow onc e  more on our continent . 

To let posterity know about this episode , these men took great 
pains to rec ord these messages in stone so they would last a long 
time . The Chronogram tells that they blasted out a little cove to 
give protection to the powered Ruby Paint they used in etching 

. these mes sages in stone . This blasting was done with directed 
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lightning from the ir flying sauc er s . I t  exploded the moi s tur� in the 
fine c r ev ic es o f  the rock forma t ion , making a wr iting that withstood 
time . 

These ear ly people left many mes s ages as they went about the hard 
task o f  reseeding the barren land . They left three types o f  message� 
the Chronogram , th� Painted F igures and mes s ages in more she ltered 
plac es and a less durable form o f  commun ication , a c ertain a lignment 
o f  Rocks , whos e  meanings are s t i l l  a mystery to us . Perhaps down 
through the thousands o f  years s inc e they wer e  placed ther e ,  they may 
have been replac ed from the i r  origina l pos i t ion . 

I n  Southern Utah , a l l  a long the c anyon walls o f  the Green River a re 
painted human , figures , c onventiona l ized ,  even without faces . They 
a re some nine feet tall ,  anima ls being with them, a l so being large . 
This petroglyPh is called ,  " The Painted Men o f  Hor s e shoe Canyon� 
Being in a sheltered place it has withs tood eros ion , the paint 
s ti l l  being o f  the f igures . 

Pro fes sor Ops j on found more rec ords in Iceland and Denma rk ,  to­
gether with some in Thebes that tell o f  the th.ings mentioned above . 
They a lso tel l  o f  the submers i on o f  Atlanti s  and why . 

I ndirec tly the c.ata s trophe that happened to Atlantis was caused by 
the displacement o f  the North Magnetic Pole when the Asteriod from 
Argo hit the eart� . For i t  had been burning and pushing to get 
back to its true northe�n pos it ion . 

The Nordic Saga tel ls that in 9 5 64 B . C . this magnetic pole moved 
quite a distanc e ,  enough to create quite a vacuum under Atlantis . 
This caused i t  to collapse quickly into the ocean , with great los s  
o f  l ife . Thi s  di�turbanc e c aus ed trouble i n  other parts o f  the 
world a l so . 

The �ock messages , together with the wr itings that have survived 
in the Northern Countries , lead us to think tha t  the Atlanteans 
had a c iv i l i zation comparable to our own . 
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They hinted in the i r  messages that we have rtot exper ienc ed the las t  
trouble with the magnetic pole . For i t  i s  s t i l l  pushing toward i ts 
tr�e plac e .

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THE MC ALESTER, OKLAHOMA CAVE MONSTERS

There is supposed to be an inner-earth cave entrance northeast of 
McAlester , OK . Explorers of the cave report that you can enter 
through a sma l l  entranc e on a knoll and once ins ide , there are 
large steps go ing down to an unknown depth . The steps , measur ing 
1 8 "  h igh. and 10 ' from s ide to s ide , are about 3 '  in width .

4 5ppd) it i s  reported that 
the cave has been explored to a depth of a mile , without f inding 
an end to the steps ! There is a "bottomless pit" alongs ide 
the steps , accord ing to the cave _ explorers !  

One group o f  3 cave explorers encountered a gaint beast , (Yet i? ) 
that walked on 2 feet , almost like a man . When one of the men 
was attacked by the creature., he fired his colt. . 45 at the beast . 
As he f ired ,  

·
the other 2 escaped , but . only a fter a rock s l ide 

covered the· ·cave entrance .  While the 2 were removing the rocks 
to rescue the ir compan ion , the moster backed o ff . The man 
ins ide reloaded his gun . By the time the 2 men , outs ide could 
c iear away the rocks ·cover ing the entrance ,  more monsters 
appeared , and as the man tried to escape , one of the creatures 
grabbed h im by the feet .

All a round us the fal l -out from the hundr'eds of e ru pt i ng vol canoes cont i nues carnage . 
The progress of the c hosen ones wi l l  be measured thousand s o f  years l ater by t he legends 
and c ampfire stories told �hroughout the Ind ian tri bes a l l  across the con t i nent . 

"Gian t  God s "  wi th l ight coppery skin and beaut i fu l  fea tures having grea t wi sdom and 
mag i c  taug;ht the t r i bes methods of plant i ng and med i cenes f rom natur'a l herbs . "Med i cene 
sheels " across our Nor t h  America , l aid ou t wi th s tones , des c r i bed and pos i t ioned the 
stars in  thei r orbi ts . By this means thP-y f i na l l y  had an accurate ca lenda r . Throughou t 
South and Cen t ra l  Ame r i ca the i r  vJorks and d escr i p t i on we re carried not onl y  in  oral 
le�end but were i ns c r i bed i n  stone a c ross vas t areas . Not onl y  d id the i r  teaching im­
prove the l i ves of the nati ves , t)u t new gra i ns appeared d u r ing the i r  a rr' i va l .  Vas t  
areas were pu t u n d e r  i rriga t i on w h i c h  a l l owed for more compac t  c i vi l i za t i ons a n d  an 
oppor tun i ty tn feed them eas i e r  w i th . less effor t  that vJas requ i red to obt� i n  food . They 
were able to pu t t ime into bu i ld i ng c i ties and then rap idly i n to comp l e x  ci vi l i za ti ons . 

Thei r  appearance in many d i fferent places a t  a bout the s ame t ime i nd i cate that many 
survi ved the cast roph e  and it i s  a l so general l y  noted tha t  they were in large part ac­
cep ted by the l ocal natives and onl y one case recorded that were wi ped ou t by a l ocal 
sect i n  Sou th Ame ri ca , probably a fea r of t he i r  powers � A l though t hey were accep ted by 
the local people they a l ways retained the s tatus of "God s " .  

But let  us return back thru the "Time Portal to today . Man y  o f  you wi l l  wonder how I 
arrived at  these theories .

as the rest w i t h  very s imilar archi tecture as the other l ocat i ons . 

F .  There are a lso many such c l·ues throughout the ' ent i re New England coas t that there 
were manJ' other se t t l ements . The " Mu l l i n ' s  Stone " ,  a fine l y  carved s tone , I bel ie ve 
was uSed as an ind i ca tor for the seasons . Unearthed here in South Kings town wh i l e  Mr .  
Earl M.l l l ins was excava ting for his  cel lar . The " Brusseau Stone " ,  a l a rge po in ted stone , 
s tand ing on end wi t h  a d r i l led hole i n  the s ide and a s ign carved near the top ( I  bel ieve 
i t  was the si�nature of  the construc tor ) there were many stones in  h i s  yard but t�

destroyed and moved when h i s  home was bui l t . Such , I am a f r'aid , has been the fate � h 
such s i tes . 
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G .  In North Sc i tua t , Rhod8 IsJ r:md , I v i. et-.red a "sac r i fi c i a J  s tone " in t he back yard 
of a home . There was a blood groove around the perime te r  and a pouri ng l i p  on one 
side . A very s i m i l a r  though large r one e x i s ts a t  " Mystery Hi l l " . There are man y  areas 
and c l ues that present to us a picutre tha t the re was in the past a very ad vanced 
people . They appeared i n  at appro xima t e l y  the same t ime in a l arge c i rc ul a r  pat te rn , 
cent ra l l y f�cus i ng on an an area l ocated i n  the At lan t i c  Ocean . 

Today we have had a ve ry poor season and many scientists fee l that the pre s e n t  cond i tions 
are caused i n  part by the 1 4  mi l l i on tons o f  dust and de bris d r i ven into the s tatos phere 
by an erupt i n� vol cano . can you i magine t he cond i t i ons . caused by hund re ds o f  volcanoes 

···erupting ? A proba bl e  reason for the early d emise of those earl y c i v i l i zat ions . 

I be l i e ve they knew o r  the impen d i n� d i saster and decided to l eave a ma p to te l l  us . 
They p laced the wa l l s  ou t l in in� thei r homel and and inc luded the star a l i gnme n t s  to be 
sure i t  was found . Once one was known , the rest wou ld fol low as they have . But remember 
that t h i s  s i te cove rs apou t 1 4 ;  acres visi b l e  onl y  if su rveyed as they have done or if on' 
w�s � i r borne and the a rea was barren of three growth whi c h  was h i�hl y  poss i b l e  at that 
ti 'Tle . ·

4 .  Pl ato a l so said that there were ( 9 ) states or areas and wi t h  t he i r  cap i tal ( ce n t ral 

area ) vou have the ( 1 0 )  he descr i bed . 
5 .  The locat ion , te rrain and l a t i tude would insur�e ampl e wa rmth and moi s ture to suppor • 

the two c rops pe r year they we re su pposed to have . The fert i l i ty of  t he soi l  would 
h�ve been insured by the vol canic ash and soi l . Note that the fracture l i ne runs 
a l most thru the center of t t1e car:·i  ta l . Th is shows a thin earth c rust and would 
�i ve c redence to the hot baths o f  At lantis . 

ln c losi ng I wou ld �l ike to s ee one o f  our research vesse l s  using the new "Seabeam" n ow 
in  use a board the Nat ional Oceani c and Atmos pheric Admi n i s t rat i on Sh i p  "Surveye r "  
o f f  t h e  coas t o f  Was h i ngton , Oregon and northerA Cal i fornia . They could p l o t  the bot t om 
and �e t a road map o f  the su bmerged cont inen t . They have said that i f  8 , 000 fee t  of wate · 
cove red the c i ty of Sea t t l e  the "Surveye r "  cou l d  del i ver an ac curate s t re e t  ma p .  

I must re,turn to "Mystery Hi l l " ,  perha ps this i s  my destiny . It i s  poss i ble by whateve r  
means to d iscove r  the key to the knowledge s tored there and b r i n� forth t h e  l e gacy they 
have l e ft for us .
