Poseidon was the legendary figurehead of Atlantis. The Latin poet 

OVid mentions him in his "The 1-!etamor}il.oses" (Book XI,. fable 1) in an account 

of the ancient "Phaethon" myth. The basic story is a high;J.y symbolic account 

of an ancient world-destructive cataclysm caused by the close pasaage of a 

comet (Phaethon's chariot) which led to �olent d1sruptio� of the earth's 

crus·t and general vulcanism.** The Ovid account e·onta1ns a particularly 

interesting section describing the happenings in Atlantis during this cata­

clysm • .  That land, like ��, was being subj ected to a very serious pounding by 

the forces at work. (According to our working theories, Atlantis and }.� were 
vulnerable to crustal disturbances because of the tampering bf the gravi�y­

technologic groups there.) In the midst of his narrative Ovid· suddenly men­

tions Poseidon; ancient writers sometimes did this as a subtle way of intro­

ducing the Atlantis-theme. Ovid describes how "Poseidon" attempts to venture 

out into the chaotic maelstrom "with stern countenancett but is unable to 

endure the scorching heat generated by the comet and the general vu lcanism

In his "The Odyssey" Homer says that the mighty walls or Troy were e�­
te� by Poseidon (and Apollo,)* It seems reasonable to interpret Homer's allu-

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sion as meaning that a colonizing group from Atlantis had arrived on the 

shores of Asia �-1inor and received assistance in erecting fortifications; 

assistance, very possibly, of Atlantean gravity-technologists. 

During the neolithic period from 10,000 to s,ooo B.·c. there were six 

metal-working sites (mainly copper) in Asia Minor. One was Troy, which Homer 

implies was an Atlantean colony. A second was Bogazkoy, also having the unu­

sual "-oy" end 1ng. Two others were Catal Huyuk and Alaca Huyuk, both having 

the "ca" as well as polyl1.ttoral sequence that is very suggestively Atlantean. 

And another was Cayonu, located at what is now the eastern border of Turkey. 

A couple other very early promine�t sites in Antalya (the ancient name for 

southern Asia Minor) were Yazilikaya and Antakya (the ancient name of Antioch.) 

Sas t and south o� Cayonu, "ca" · is completely absent from place-names and in­

stead "u" (speculatively, indicating the presence of Jl.iUvians) is very promi-

nent: Ur, Sumer, Susa, Dilnrun, Ashur, Indus, etc. 

Assuming there were ex-Atlantean migrations from west to east in Asia 

Minor, they might have veered north at about Cayonu (to avoid the Muvians?) 

If so, they would have had to pass between the Black and Caspian Seas. They 

probably would have sent a colonizing branch to the west along the northern 

shore of the �lack Sea. The Scythians dominated that area in ancient times. 

That they may have been of Atlantean extraction is suggested by a Greek t�a­

dition concerning the ear1iest Athenians. It is said a war was fought with the 

Scythians who were led by Amazons.7 The Amazon theme is well established 1n 

Atlantology. Northern Black Sea area tradit1on does record that Amazons inhab­

ited the region in ancient times, and moreover that on�e a year they mated with 

a neighboring tribe called the Gargantes. The 11 g--g" littoral sequence is 

found tn mythic, para-Atlantologic terms like "gargoyle" and "gorgon." The 

Gargas Cave in the Pyrenees region of France is unusual for an odd artist-sig­

nature used there.

The mys ter ious appearance of a bird on the cof f in o f  Rufina S y ,  who 
was reported to have been murdered on orders of h er own husband , Ri­
cardso S y ,  is only one rec ent example of the c los e l ink between the 
l iving and the spir its of the dead . 

Accord ing to news reports , the mys ter ious bird (with green plumes and 
orange beak) acc ompanied Ru fina ' s  coffin from Calamba , Laguna , where 
her body was found , to her home in Ma labon , where her body lay in s tate . 

I t  never left her until her husband was picked up by the pol ic e  and 
confes s ed to the murder . 

What accounts for such mys ter ies as th is ? Was the spirit o f  Rufina 
in the Bird? Or was the Bird Ru fina hers el f . 

There are s everal' poss ible explanat ions for the apperanc e o f  this 
strange bird . One , of course , is that it is mere co inc idenc e .  

But not everyth ing that cannot be expla ined sc ientic a l ly is c o inc idenc e ,  
for there .are esoter ic o r  hidden r easons beh ind mos t  events . 

The spirit world may have manifes ted its d ispleasure ove the sordid 
deed by us ing the body of a bird to help pol ice c onfirm the murderer . 

The other pos s ible explanation is that the spirit of the murdered 
vic tim its e l f  mater ial i zed in the form of a bird by sheer will power 
and s tromg des ire . 

She may have been c lose to a bird in her l i fetime and � therefore , 
us ed it as her medium or channel for communic ating with the ·materia l  world . 
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Her des ire for j us tic e mus t  have been so s tron that she was sohehow abl e to mani fest hers el f to thos e  conc erned . 

Spirits of the dead o ften communicate with the l iving in var ious ways . 

A F i l ip ino father , for ins tanc e ,  whose daughter died in an auto acc ident in the US , related how a butter fly suddenly appeared to him the day his daughter d ied . 

The butterfly dtayed with h im unti l he got over his grief over his fav­or ite daughter ' s  death . 

I nc idents such as the above need not nec es sar i ly mean they are mere coinc idenc es . 

The more s ens itive and psych ica fly aware individuals kno\-1 that there is cons tant communic ation between the l iving and the so called dead on a subconsc ious or supra-c ons c ious l evel . 

And th is is the very reason why a he inous c r ime , such as murder , can never rema in h idden .

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KEYS TO THE CHAMBERS OF THOTH - THE 
HALL OF RECORDS - HAVE YET TO BE FOUND

An anc ient Egyp t ia n  ma nus c r ipt c a l led the Westc a r  Papyrus t e l l s  
the story how , dur ing the ru le o f  Pharaoh Khu fu , in about 2 3 00 B . C . , 
a mys ter ious s age named D j eda was brought be for e the roya l  cour t , and 
per formed many mirac ulous fea t s  of mag ic and heal ing . The Phar aoh wa s 
not only inte res ted i n  h i s  per fo r�anc es , however , but in a very s ecret 
wisdom D j eda wa s s a id to pos s e s s . Be fore the sage ' s c oming , Khufu ' s 
s on , Hordade f ,  had in formed the k ing that the sag e " knows c oncern ing 
the I PWT of the WNT of Thoth , for wh ich Khufu had long been look ing , 
in order to make the l ike for h i s tomb . " Later , when D j eda arr ived at 
c ourt , the Pha raoh asked the s age , " What of the r eport that you know 
the I PWT o f  the WNT o f  Thoth ? "  To wh ich D j eda r ep l i ed : " P l ea se , I 
know not c oncern ing the i r  nature , but I know the· place wher e they may 
be found , "  a nd proc eeded to g ive a desc r ipt ion o f  the locat ion . The 
d i f f iculty in the text is determin ing the exact mean ing o f  both the 
h ieroglyph words I PWT and WNT , o f  wh ich Egyptolog ists a re not in total 
agreement . The " WNT o f  Tho r th , " is genera l ly conceded to r e fe r  to a 
" sa nc tuary , shr ine , dwe l l ing , secret chamber , "  or a s  Ga ston Ma spero 
trans lated it , " ca sket s "  or la rge c onta iners of books . He c onunented 
on th is : _ " The Egypt ians enc l o s ed the ir books in wooden or stone 
boxes of the c rypt o f  Thoth formed what we should c a l l  a L ibra ry . 
Thoth was the mag ic ian pa r exc e l l ence , c omm i s s ioned by the de it ies 
to c la s s i fy wha t  they had c reated , to s et down i n  wr it ing the qua l it ies 
o f  th i ngs and be i ngs , a nd the formu lae b ind ing on men and on gods . 
The usua l work o f  the mag ic ian c on s isted o f  s eeking out , r ead ing , 
under s tand ing a nd c op ing the books o f  the L ibrary . "  Eminent Egypt ian 
gramma r ian S ir Alan Gard iner c oncur red , de s c r ib ing the WNT of Thoth 
as " a  bu i ld ing , or struc ture o f  some sor t , some spec ia l bu ild i ng 
ded icated to Thoth , " though its·  locat ion wa s not g iven . I n  the Papyrus 
ins c r ipt ions , it is c l ear ly revea led that Khu fu wa s not interes ted 
in f ind ing the s ec r et chamber s o f  Thoth thems e lves indeed , it appear s  
t o  b e  under s tood that the ir h id ing p l ac e  wa s known t o  h im we l l  enough . 
I nstead , h e  wa s in s earch o f  the IPWT wh ich belong to the chambe r s , so 
that he may c opy them for his awn tomb . S ir F l inde r s  Pet r ie trans lated 
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the word as the " des igns or p lans . o f  the dwel l ing , "  as did R . O .  
Faulkner , who cal led it " the arrangement o f  the s ecret chambers o f  
the enc losur e of Thoth . "  Adol f  Erman , however , who was the first 
to dec ipher the Papyrus , interpreted I PWT as the " locks " o f  the 
sanctua ry , stating that , for his tomb , Khufu , "wished to have for it 
the sa fest locks , even those which the god of wisdom had invented 
in past times . "  Trans lator . E .A .  Wa l l is Budge was of the op inion that 
IPWT , " was an obj ect or instrument used in the c onnect ion with the 
working o f  magic o f  some sort these were probably books and instru­
ments which the magic ians of the day used in making astrolog ical 
calculations , or the working o f  mag ic . "  Gardiner pointed out that 
in one case where the word IPWT appears in the text , it pos ses ses 
the determinative symbol o f  a syl inder seal , which means to " s eal up" 
or c lose , "  and is c losely assoc iated with the Coptic words for door , 
bolt , key . " The anc ient Egyptians employed seals of wax , c ement , 
metal or stone for the purpose o f  secur ing the doors o f  housed and 
storerooms . The sea l ing instrument intsel f usua l ly p ictured as an 
inscr ibed cyl inder with an attached rope that was worn about the 
neck or wrist was also used as a s ignet of author ity . · The del ivery 
of th e seal or s ignet e ither by the Bhara�h , H igh Pr iest or Minster , 
committed to the individual the power to execute the r ights a�d duties 
of that particular o ff ice . The I<HETEMTUI or " sea ler s "  also had the 
duty of properly ma inta ini�g the c ontents of the sea led room in their 
c are . The highest office among �uch o ffic ials was the " D ivine Sea ler , .. 
who was in charge of temple treasur ies , and was attached to the service 
of the gods themselves . In the roya l and temple l ibrar ies , the Divine 
Sealer dedicated his work to Thoth , and had the extra tit le " Keeper 
of the Records . "  H is sac r ed duty · was to not only protect and sea l  the 
books with in ,  and to superv ise their col lect ion and c las s i ficat ion , 
but most important read and interpret the works themse lves : Thus , 
he who pos ses s es the I PWT o f  the s ec ret chamber s o f  Thoth also known 
and remembered as the Ha l l  of Records poss es s es the power and authority 
to break open the hermet ic seals , walk with in ,  and glean from the en­
c losed sac red documents the Anc ient Wisdom of the Ages . 

The place where these seals or keys are located , the sage Dj eda 
descr ibed to Khu fu as fol lows : In the c ity o f  On or Ani (Hel iopol i s )  
is a temple called the " Hous e  o f  S apti . "  The word SAPTI can refer to 
" revis ion" or .. tak ing stock" as in c ounting property , but Budge 
trans lated this as a proper name , referring to S epti , the fi fth rul er · 
o f  the F irst Dynasty ,  a lso given as Den-S etui in the Abydos tombs , 
Hesepti o f  the Abydos Tables , and perhaps to 3000 B . C .  
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With in the Hous e o f  S apti is a s pec ia l  l ibrary room where the s c ro l ls 
of inventory were kept . The wa l ls o f  this room are made o f  sands tone 
bloc k ,  and either within or beh ind one of thes e blocks is a s ec ret 
niche containing a smal l box made of f l int or · whets tone . I t  is within 
this box that the I PWT s ea l s  or keys that wi l l  open the s ec ret chambers 
o f  Thoth the Hal l  o f  Records ben eath the S phinx are s t i l l  h idden . . 

When Khufu asked D j eda to br ing thes e keys to him ,  the sage repl ied 
he d�d not have the powe r to do so , but prophes ied that he who one day 
would find the keys would be one of three sons bor n  to Red- dedet , the 
wife of the chief priest of Ra in He l iopo l i s , Lord of Sakhbu ( the s ec ond 
Lower Egyptia n  nome ) , and that the three would a l l  be born on the 1 5 th 
day o f  the month o f  Tybi . Now it is genera l ly interpreted that the 
three mentioned wer e the first three Pharaohs o f  the F i fth Dyna sty ,  
Userka f ,  Sahure a nd Kaka i . But becau s e  much o f  Egyptian l iterature , 
part icular ly o f  a mys t ic a nd prophetic nature as is the Westcar Papyrus , 
is multi- l eveled in its symbo l i sm, there is r ea s on to be l ieve that a 
s ec ond , hidden meani ng may have been intended-that the three e n igmat ic 
11 brother s "  may a l so be tho s e  yet future indiv idua l s  who wi l l  one day 
find and open the Ha l l  of Rec ords . Today , port ions o f  the anc ient c ity 
of He l iopo l is are st i l l  bur ied and unexcavated , with mos t  of it r es ting 
s i l ently beneath the expand ing suburbs of modern Cairo . Perhaps s ome 
day , in very near future , a� Egyptian homeowner digging a new bas ement 
or s torage room wi l l  s uddenly and unexpec tedly break into the ruins 
of the l o s t  "Hou s e  o f  S apt i n  s ituated be low ,  and wi l l  f ind a treasure 
he wil l not understand . But that great trea sure from the pa s t  wil l  
be recognized for what i t  i s  by those few who may even now be prepar ing 
thems e lves to be worth to use the keys for open ing the final mys tery , 
the " s ec ret chamber s o f  the books o f  Thoth . "  

In th is r egards , it is mos t  interesting to note the words of America ' s  
bes t known psychic , Edgar Cayc e , who between 1 9 0 1  and 1 94 5  gav 3 over 
14 , 0 00 tranc e readings , many dea l ing with pas t  l i fe experienc es in 
anc ient Egypt . In one such reading , no . 3 9 76- 5 , C ayc e was asked : 
"Who wil l  uncover the his tory o f  the pa s t  in record form which are 
said to be near the S ph i nx in Egypt ? 11 The psychic answer was this : 
"As was s et in thos e  records o f  the law o f  One in Atlantis , that there 

wil l  come THREE that wi l l  make o f  the per fec t way of l ife . And as 
there there is found those that have made , in the ir exper ienc e f rom 
their s o j ourn in the earth , a balanc e in their spiritua l , their menta l ,  
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the ir materia l  exper ienc es or exi s tenc es , so may they bec ome thos e 
channe l s  through which they may be proc la imed to a s eek ing , a waiting , 
a de s irous body , thos e things tha t  proc l a im how there ha s been pres erved 
in the earth (that i s  a s  a shadow o f  the mental and s p i r i tua l re­
velation of God and His Ch i ldren) tho se truth s  that have been so long 
proc l a imed . For , a s  he has g iven , who i s  to p roc la im i s  not mine 
to g ive , but they that have made of thems e lves such a mea s ur e  of their 
exper ienc es a s  to be wor thy o f  proc la iming . ..

January 8th wil l  see the S un 4 5° from genial Jupiter , as that pon­
derous orb inches its way along in the s ign Sagittar ius , said to rule 
Rhodes scholar s , Inte�nationa l  Bankers and vil lage idiots . Venus wi l l  
throw a chi l l ing square to stu f fy Saturn , while chatty Mercury mutters , 
6 0° from porky Jupiter . F iery Mars wil l  be adding fuel to this s tarry 
fire by sextil ing the ether ic remnant of the lates t ominous solar ecl ips e 
that occured in 2 3° S agittarius in Dec . 8 2 . What we have her e is the 
makings o f  Richter 5 earthquakes· . 

On the 14th comes the new moon , with the S un 4 5° from troublesome 
Uranus , as Uranus trundles · a long in the fire s ign Sagittar ius , the s ign 
of cheap s eismographs and tight underwear .  Mars , the war God and nuis­
anc e ,  will be s ending a s extile and tr ine at nebbish Neptune and peevish 
�luto , � respectively . Pol ite astroiogy ins is ts s extiles and tr ines are 
" good .. . ,. but s inc e Neptune and P luto are absolutely worthless as planets , 
nothing good �an c ome o f  th is , so put me down for a few Richter 3 ' s .  
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On the 2 0th , the S un wil l  squar e P luto , the planet having to do 
with death , trans figuration , and people named " Vito" . S ame t ime , Venus 
will be pelt ing the neurotic lunar south node with a t�s teless aspec t : 
j ust as Mars , that big tea s e , pokes a yexing s extile at the a lready 
troubled south node . Expect Richter 3 ' s . 

More Richter 3 ' s  on the 24th when the S un squares S aturn while at 
the same moment s exti l ing expans ive Jupiter , while Jupiter will be 
raspberr ied by Mar s  as it burns along in the s ign Aqua r ius , sa id to 
rule the New Age , Chakras , and inflatable s ea mons ter s . 

Expec t a more respec table shake on the 2 8th when the ful l  moon occurs 
with the Sun sext i le Uranus ; Venus tr ine P luto , Mercury s quare Uranus , 
and Mars square Uranus ( gasp ! )  all of which will dish up a Rich�r 5 or 6 
to be sure . One quake with these very same aspects is c red ited with 
sparking the Great Bulgar ian Squirrel Migration of 18 3 9 . 

February wil l  see some downr ight wor r isome th in�s happening in the 
sky . A lunar node wil l  conj oin Neptune , another lunar node will be 
c reep ing up on a solar ec l ipse o f  June , 1 9 8 2 . Meanwh ile , sneaky P luto 
wil l  be lurking 6 0° from the ir r itable south lunar . nodes . 

Thes e  are fingerpr ints of big quakes , and I don ' t  l ike them one bit . 
On the 5th ,  the S �n j o ins in , forming an aggravat ing 4 5° s emi- square to 
a node , j ust a s  sugary yenus squar es Jup iter and freaky Uranus at the 
same time . In view of these astrolog ical storm c louds , plea s e  bite 
your na ils for 30 min ' s and expec ts some tremor s  in the Richter 3 
category . 

Then comes new moon ti�e on the 1 3th ,  with fleet- footed Mercury 
squar ing norma l ly sour P luto , less than a day be fore bel l icose Mar s  
burns a recent Sagittar ian solar ec l ipse po int from a boter s ome 90° 

away . The s� s tellar s ignposts po int to .Richter 4 ' sthis time . 

The sky goes s l ightly nuts from the 2 1s t  to the 2 3rd of Feb . , be­
ginning with rather modest stuff l ike sch izo Mercury pranc ing through a 
6 0° ·sexti le to both Jupiter and Uranus : wbi l st Venus , Goddes s  of C redit 
C ards , squares the nodes , wh i le also squar ing , Neptune , the Lord of 
l ittle wh ite l ies and bad . cheese . 

The plot thickens as the Sun connects with both Saturn and the nodes . 
As luck would have it , Mar s  will be squar ing often-dopey Neptune , ruler 
of cheap per fume , as the Red P lanet needles what ' s  le ft o f  Jupiter ' s  
vibes at the time of the las t so·lar · eclips e  in Dec � 4.982 . Every t ime 
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Mars ac ts l ike a per fec t  swine as it wi ll in th is case , we c an a l l  s et 
our teeth and expec t a few hearty Richter 6 • s around the planet .

The las t time of l ike ly quaking �omes at ful l  moon time on the 

2 7th .  This may b a real beaut , what with the S un Squaring Both Jupiter 
and Uranus , the latter planet has earned a reputation as our solar sys­
tem • s whoopie cush ion . Th is i s  a dumb thing for our S un to do , espec­
ia l ly when maddening Mars wi l l  be making a tota l ly unnec essary square 
at thos e  beleaguered lunar nodes . Look for a s trong quake off . the 
Spanish coast . 

March 14th wi l l  s ee the new moon and quakes on the feeble s ide , 
owing largely to Mars mol es t ing Jupiter energies , and Mercury tapping 
out a square at perky Uranus , and then another square a t  Jupi ter , this 

' from the star field P is c es , the s ign of Eins te in , mys tic s , and th e hope­
les s ly � il ly .  I n  addition to this , the lunar nodes wi ll conj o in natty 
Neptune .and a sola r  ec l ipse a l l  dur ing the month o f  March . The who le 
shebang will be rec eiving a suspic ious s extile from pushy P luto , the 
planet of B ig Change . But s ince Mars is not mo les ting an ec l ips e or 
node , we can expec t only Richter 3 • s ,  and minor complaints from guano 
miners in Peru . 

Then from the 1 9th through the 2 1s t ,  a s tel lar pattern c ongeals 
overhead that truly c onc erns me . I f  I were from another planet , I 1 d 
hop in the UFO arid s it this one out on the planet Bul lwinkle and c ome 
back on the 2 2 nd . I • m so c onvinc ed we will see maj or quaking action 
dur ing this per iod , i f  there are no quakes , I wi l l  hang up the quake 
charts , and go bac k  into the eggplant waxing bus ines s . 

The S un will square the nodes and Neptune as wel l as that solar 
ec l ips e I j us t  mentioned . Venus wil l  be s extil ing the nodes , Neptune , 
and that ec l ips e ; and adding insult to inj ury , dat ol debbil moon will 
be oppos ing both Jupiter and Uranus as they huddle in Sagittar ius , the 
s ign o f  earthquake insura�c e and r idiculous c onc epts . S tay out of 
adobe skys�rapers , and expec t real shakes . 

The 2 8th is.n ' t  as sc ary , and will probably only ye ild Richter 4 ' s .  
On this day of the ful l  moon , meddl es ome Mars wi l l  per form c osmic 
atroc ities on a solar ec l ip� e ,  wh ile Uranus of sudden s il ly changes 
wil l  get an as trologica l  shot from Mercury , 1 2 0° away in Ar ies , the 
s ign o f  fresh . s tarts , ground breaking , and exploding pas tries . Richter 
3 ' s , maybe 4 ' s .  Note : the Sun and a few other planets are in the ac tive 
f ire s ign Aries th is month , so expec t at leas t some o f  this se ismic 
squirming to take the form o f  vulcanism, br inging to l i fe even more of 
thos e charming volcanos that dot our Pac i fic Northwes t .
