SIGHTING REPORTS 
Joe Santangelo, the Massachusetts Director for MUFON, received JO 

UPO reports franMassachusetts for the year 1975. Not all or these re­
ports remained in the unknown category. 

According to Dave Webb, who is one of MUFON·• s humanoid experts, 
there were 40 UPO related humanoid cases around the world last year. 
One of these cases took place 1n Maine. Dave has information on over 
1,000 humanoid cases which he 1s studying. 

There were at least J abduction oases in the u.s.A. during 1975. 
We discussed two or these oases at our last me·eting. 

A square UFO w1th lights at each corner was sighted by several 
children and an adult in Ipswich, Ma. 1n February. Ipswich was the 
scene for six separate UFO sightings (probably or the same object) 
again on April 4th. Two adults from Rehoboth, Ma. saw what they felt 
was a UFO in the night sky on April 24th. According to a member from 
R.I., there was a daylight sighting May 25th in his state by several 
adults of a disk shaped UFO. A picture was taken according to his 
source. We'll get more details to you next issue.
