The heaut1.ful island of Dermuna was discovered by thfl ��niah explorAr ,Juan 
de Bel'l'IIUdez 1n 1515. Yet it had not been settled until July of 1609 whon a 
trfJlftendous atom tossed the Sea Venture on the deadly shoals. It was ca-pt'lanad 
by Sir George Somers. Lator after seeing all hands safely .ashore the ca-pta1.n 
gave orders to cast her adrift to slowly sink off shore. Man.v years later ln 
1958 divers Edmund Downing and well known Teddy Tuc:ker discovered the bony ribs 
of this wreck off Fort Saint Cathrine. 

In the log book of The Sea Venture kept by Sir Geo�e Somers the first 
credable details of '()O&sibly a UFO was recorded when he watched it hover oTer 
the ship as it entered the danger zone we know today as Tho Triangle, He 
described this brillant light so vtv1idly1 as it streaked up into tha sky then 
vani•hJthat Shakespeare used this tale in his work known as the Tem-peat.
