tion failed to turn up any reports or llli■sing flight■• State police said they started 
receiving report■ ot a fireball on th• ground, shooting flu,ee and ember■ up into th• 
air. 

Ke round that 
durinc the next tew week■, people in the Phillipston area wre reporting airplane■,

residents rather than an increase in actual UF'O activity. I (Dave Downe) waa experiencing 
basically the same situation in my local area as you will find out by reading on.

Ko• 
before the sighting I had no emotion at all. I had no reelinge at all. After the sighting, 
I waa ·very nervou■, didn't know what to do. After the film wae developed, I called WAHA 
and I aaked Charles Verdy what to do about a UFO sighting. He told me to contact Monitor 
East in Providence and I couldn't get through. That's when he notified the police. The 
police came. down with the fire department.

I'm pretty sure it was round and no noise, no lights, no other 
unusual _J_ from it. And I lost eight of it when I took the picture. I looked away from 
it for a second. When l looked back up at it again, it wae heading towards Attleboro. I 
had no chance to g9t another picture."

Th• two witnesses answered questions put forth by eeveral people present 
including myself. lt was through this questioning ·that I learned that the two witneaaee 
were not. friends and had not known of each other' e sighting until after the fact .• Both 
seemed to oe excited but I could detect no excessive emotions or reactions from either 
of �he witnea•e• at that time •. 

,. After getting the witnesses• n!l,mes and addreseea and asking if 1 could interview 
them later, I turned my attention on the swampy, wooded are� from which the first 
witneaa had felt the object had risen. I was joined by Ethel Rogere, a member of our 
group, She had also been notified by a polioeman. We tried to walk into the area. There 
was a lot of Ulld.erbrush in the way and I was not sure the ice would hold our night.

As a matter of fact, 
belief has nothing to do with it. They exist. A UFO ia an unidentified flying object­
that's all. It's juat something up in the aky th.at you can't figure out. Some of the 
things "UFO" does not mean are: flying saucer, apace era.ft, invasion from outer space 
and a sleigh pulled by eight tiny reindeer. A UFO is no more a flying saucer than an 
UJlidentified walking object· ie a man from outer apace. Do you believe in UWs? 1'his 
does not mean that a. UFO could not be a flying saucer. It is just that a tm'O does not 
necessarily have to be from outer space. By definition we don't know what it is. This 
confusion of terms would be insignificant except for the fa.ct that it points up the 
basic fallacy in the argument by people who believe we are being visited by people 
from outer space. Their arguaen.ts usually run something like this: You can't explain 
it, therefore it ie a spaceship from another planet containing intelligent beings who 
are .investigating out planet for reasons they want to keep to themselves. A student who 
flUJlked elementary philosophy could see the jump in logic here. Just because there a.re 
unexplained lights or objects in the sky does not mean there are flying saucers up there. 
The fallacy is based on the belief that our scientists already know basica.lly how the 
universe works and now all they have to do is refine their theories before we know 
absolutely everything. Ir baaic theories do not explain a thing, that thing must be 
aupernatural or from another planet, a.ccording to this falla.cioua. reasoning. History 
shows that at any given time people alwaya think their science explains at least the 
basic workings of their envittonnent. Anything elae is considered supernatural. In the 
Middle Ages the magnetic compass was called an instrument.of the devil because the 
acienoe of that time could not explain why it always pointed north. It took people with 
clear thinking to look beyond the simplistic devil theory and find a. logical explanation 
that did not exist in their previous knowledge of the world. There ia no doubt that 
people have seen strange unexplained and unidentified objects in the sky. And probably 
they can not be expla.ined by our current knowledge of the world but. that does not mean 
they a.re not natural parts of our environment. we look back at medieval science and laugh 
at how primitive it was and we see how they coulld. believe devil theories. It won't be 
long before people will do the same with the flying ea.uoer theory."
