Baffle Top U.S. Scientists

The equipment Involved was 
designed to detect breaches of the 
Nuclear Test Ban Treaty of 1963. 

The blasts were recorded between 
May, 1969 and July, 1973. 

The explosions released as much 
energy as the sun does In several days, 
but In short bursts of high-powered 
gamma and X.-rays. Radiation of these 
wavelengths does not penetrate · the 
earth's atmosphere. 

Dr. Morrison said that the blasts 
could affect the earth's weather, and 
possibly were caused by objects, falling 
Into collapsed stars, causing neutron 
emission, or by unusually large solar 
flares or sunstonns on distant stars.
