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�ultiple Witness Daylight 
Sighting in Medway, �ass.

On June 25, 1978, Samuel Torrey, 
Jr., Mrs. Judith Wllllnskl, and Michael 
Koczwara were spending a pleasant 
evening In the Torrey backyard at 62 
Main St., Medway. Also present were 
Mrs. Torrey and the Torrey children. 
The time was 8 p.m., and the sun was 
still above the horizon. The sky was 
almost cloudless and the temperature a 
balmy 76°. As Mr. Torrey raised his 
head to follow the path of the ball his 
son was• playing with, his eye caught 
sight of a distant object which seemed 
to be spherical. As he watched, the ob­
ject rapidly approached until It stopped 
In mld•alr at an estimated 200-300 feet 
from the witness. It hovered and wob­
bled, and while doing so, Mr. Torrey 
could see that instead of a sphere, the 
object wa's shaped Ilk� an Inverted 
saucer with a dome on top. It was at 
this point that Mrs. Willlnskl also 
noticed It. She compared It to pewter in 
appearance, for, since It was situated In 
the southeast it was easy to observe 
with her back to the sun. . 

She, at this point, had the subjective 
feeling that the object was aware of the 
observers, and It slowly began tQ move 
to their left out of sight behind ,, tree. 
Mrs. Willlnskl ran to get her husband 
while the other two walked quickly to 
the front of the house to get a better 
vantage point for further observation. 
They were able to again see the object 
hover for a short time before speeding 
off to the northeast. The total time of 
observation was about one minute. 
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Investigating for the NEUFOSG were 
Ed Fogg, Joe Nyman and Wally 
Woodward, w.ho talked with the wit· 
nesses at the beglmmlng of July. It was 
the consensus of the investigating team 
that the witnesses were telling the truth 
and had seen a genuine unknown. Mr. 
PaulKoczwara, the Torrey's next door 
ne�ghbor, did· not think that Sam 
Torrey was the type of 'individual to 
make up UFO stories. He also typified 

· his son as very unlikely to participate In 
a hoax of that nature. After the 
sighting, Mr. Torrey called the Norfolk 
airport and found that there were no 
planes In the air at the time. In any 
case, he was quite familiar with airport 
traffic and knew that what he had seen 
bore no resemblance to a conventional 
aircraft. 

The observers · seemed to be 
genuinely puzzled about what they had 
seen, but as we have heard so many 
times before, they found It hard to con· 
vlnce others of the truth of their ex· 
perience.

FIRST RESULTS CONFIRM 

SIMILAR PAST STUDIES 

Although 62 entries Is admittedly an 
Insignificant sampling of the vast num· 
ber of UFO events which have oc• 
cured, the first output from the com· 
puter, shown In graph fonn elsewhere,, 
has yielded some significant results. 

Chief among these Is evidence to 
support the historical contention that 
more reports of UFOs seen during the 
summer months are m�de than at. any 
other time of the year. It can still t>e 
argued, however, that this does not ln· 
dicate that there is any less activity at 
these other . timei;, only .that there are 
less people out-of-doors to witness the 
phenomena. 
, One chart which should be Inter· 
preted correctly Is the one l·abeled 
'Distribution by County'· - this should 
not be taken to Indicate that Norfolk 
County, In Massachusetts, has the 
highest number of reported events in 
the state, rather; the large percentage 
Indicated on the chart is due prirnari1y

to the most active Investigators In 
NEUFO residing in and around that 
county. 1ne same analysis also applies 
to the figure for Middlesex County, 
although this writer cannot at this time 
recall any particular group of In­
vestigators who were active In that area 
during the 1960s (the time of greatest 
number of reports received). 

'Distribution by Day of Month' raises 
some Interesting thoughts - for exam­
ple, It would seem that reports on the 
29th, 30th and 31st days may be 
statistically meaningless due to the fact 
that not all months have these days, 
Indeed, February only has a 29th every 
four years. 1ne dates with no reports 
recorded are Interesting In themselves, 
but with more data available, will un· 
doubtably show. events occurring on 
these dates as well. The final obser­
vation, the high number of reports for 
the 23rd of the month, Is unexplained 
at this time - perhaps future data or 
other researchers will be able to shed 
light on thls detail. 

And, of course, the flnal Illustration 
shows just what one would expect, 
namely, that the highest Incidence of 
reports fall Into the 'General' category, 
I.e., those which have no significant 
details to them, such as appearing to 
be a structured craft. This Includes, 
among other things, nocturnal lights 
(NLs). As the late Ivan Sanderson once 
said, at a meeting of NEUFO, 'I think 
that If anyone tells me about another 
light In the sky, I shall cut my throat!'. 

In any event, these charts were 
presented at the July meeting, mainly 
to illustrate some of the ways In which 
the data could be sorted. This example 
Is by no means comprehensive, but Is 
by way of Illustration, only. As more 
data becomes available, and ls stored 
In the computer, we will be able to ex· 
tract all or any portion of any give 
record (of course, we·can do this now), 
as well as any specific plec;e or pieces 
of Information that can be defined by 
the data In the file. The program Is very

War of the Worlds 
By Dave Downs 

Forty years ago on an October 
evening In 1938, the Columbia radio 
network broedcast a dramatic program 
which told of the Invasion of earth by 
creaturat from the planet Mars. The 
re.aliam of the production and the 
new111ike ttchnlque of th, broadcast 
caused many Amencans to panic. 

This lmportant event greatly Influen­
ced our government's public policy 
towards UFO reports. In 1952 the U.S. 
Air Force adopted a policy of 
discrediting and explaining away UFO 
reports. This was to avoid a similar 
panic In the future. It was this policy of 
dubunklng, · In the 50s and 60s that 
was largely responsible for the birth of 
civilian UFO groups like the New 
England UFO Study Group. 

At the beginning of the broadcast an 
announcement was made Informing the 
listening audience of the activities to 
follow. Directly following the program, 
Orson Wells explained that his broad· 
cast was his way of dressing up In a 
sheet and saying 'Boo!'. Unfortunately 
for many thousands of Americans, they 
had tuned In after Mr. Wells' Introduc­
tory message, and had left their radios 
In panic before the conclusion. One 
man narrowly stopped his wife from 
swallowing a bottle of poison as she 
screamed, Td rather die this way than 
like that'. 

The reactions of Americans to the 
broadcast were many and varied. One 
reason why many people believed that 
the Invasion was actually taking place 
was that Americans had been con­
ditioned to the Idea of an advanced 
civilization existing on the planet Mars. 
This conditioning had come about bet­
ween 1755 and 1938 as the result of 
literature, both fiction and non -fiction, 
and by experiments reportedly receiving 
radio signals from outer space. 

Very little literature concerning space 
travel and extra - terrestrial life ap­
peared between the first two known 
books on the subject (2,000 years ago) 
and the eighteenth century. This may 
have been due to the fact that books 
were written by men of religion, and It 
was against the belief of the Church, 
for centuries, to admit to the possibility 
of other worlds. 

In the eighteenth century, with the 
help from his observations through the 
telescope, Copernicus concluded that 
the earth was revolving around the sun. 
This was an 'about - face' from the 
popular belief of his time. This new In· 
derstanding of the earth's true position 
In the universe made man more aware 
of the posslblllttes for the existence of 
extTa - terrestrial life. 

lmmanual Kant wrote 'Natural 
Hutory and Theory of the Heaven,' 
In 1755. This book mentions the 
Inhabitants of Mars. 

In 1784 an astronomer named Sir 
WIiiiam Herschel stated that Mars has 
an atmosphere .. .'so Its Inhabitants 
probably en)oy conditions analogous to 
ours In severf\l respects'. 

In 1824 a great mattwmntldnn, Carl 
Friedrich Gauss, proposed that we set 

up a signal to the Martians to let them 
know of our existence. This could be 
done,.he felt, by Irrigating the Siberian 
Tundra and planting pine forests In the 
outline of a giant pythagorean triangle 
with the outline of squares on each 
side. The large square would be plan­
ted with wheat and the two smaller 
squares with rye. The different shades 
of color would identify this universal 
figure to the Martians. 

In 1877, Asaph Hall discovered the 
Martian satellites, Phobos and Deimos. 
Phobos took less time to orbit Mars 
than Mars did to rotate on her axis. 
The Martian Phobos was the only 
satellite In the solar system which did 
not conform to 'Astronomical law', 
This fact encouraged many questions 
in regard to the origin of the satelltte. 

About the same time came an an;· 
nouncement from an Italian astrono· 
mer, Giovanni Schiaparelli, that he had 
observed canal! on the surface of .Mars. 
Although canal! In ltallan means 
grooves or channels, II was translated 
as canals, which had the Implication 
that they were the work of intelligent 
beings. 

The two 1877 dlscovertes sparked 
intense Interest and speculation about 
Mars, that lasted well Into the twentieth 
century. 

Schlaparelll wrote a book entitled 
'Mars' In 1895 In which he outlined his 
belief that Mars was, or at one time 
was, Inhabited by an Intelligent 
civilization. 

Two years later a German professor 
of mathematics, Kurd Lasswltz, 
published a science fiction story called, 
'Concerning Two Planet,'. Within a 
year It had been translated Into nine 
different languages. This book dealt 
with a visit to the earth from Mars. In 
·the same year, H.G. Wells wrote 
his classic science fiction 'War of tile 
World,•. 1ne subject of this book was 
an Invasion from Mars. 

In 1899 Nikola Tesla, an electrical 
engineer, dalmed to have received the 
first Interplanetary radio signals. During 
jlls experiments with wireless tran­
smission of power In Colorado, Tesla's 
equipment registered • ... periodic -signals 
with a clear suggestion of number and 
order". He said, 'A purpose was behind 
these slgnals ... they are the results of� 
attempt by some human beings not 
from our world, to speak to us by 
signals .. .I am absolutely certain that 
they are not caused by anything 
terrestrial". 

In the year 1900, Schlaparelll 
published his second book on Mars en·

authorities on Mars, published his 
book, 'Mar, and it, Canau' ln 1906. 
He gave a detailed history of what had 
been observed on the planet and 
'proved' the canals to be artificial. 

Lowell came out with his second 
book, 'Mar, a, tAe Abode of Life', 
In 1908. 

By this time, to the man·ln-the-street, 
Mars was an older world than earth, 
with a civilization which had begun 
earlier and progressed further. 
Canals which stretched for thousands 
of miles In a straight line were 
definitely the product of a superior 
engtneerlng technology. The man-In­
the-street shared this view with the 
leading astronomers of the day . .  

In 1921, the United States Gover­
nment officially began to finance ex­
periments concerning life In meteorite. 
This added more authority to the belief 
In extra - terrestrial life. 

During the latter part of the nineteen­
th century and the beginning of the 
twentieth century, Americans were 
reading about and seeing something 
besides canals mllllQns of miles out in 
space. "Their own skies were being used 
by strange airships (the ancestor of the 
present -day Flying Saucer). The air 
ships were shaped like a cigar and 
made a noise like • . . . a Westinghouse air 
brake'. It was the opinion of an 
editorialist In the Colony, Kansas, Free 
Pre11 that ' ... It was a space ship from 
Mars'. 

By the year 1938, certain books and 
discoveries had convinced many 
Americans that there was life on Mars. 
Experiments which produced radio 
slgnals originating out In space, seemed 
to confirm this belief. To many 
Americans, the airships seemed to be 
evidence of the reconnalsance of earth 
by an Intelligent Martian civilization. 

Many Americans were primed for the 
1938 broadcast. To these people, a 
'War of the Worlds' was as acceptlble 
as a televised World War Three' would 
be to people living in the 1970s,
