'1 e h a cl b e e n w a t c h i n g t h e s u n g o d o '.U n w h e n � e n o t i c � cl a " d a r k s 1 1 v e r y " 
cylindar-shaped object flash across the sky at �n �xtrem9ly rapid spaed. 
As he .uas coming over tha br�Cikw�ter 2t th·? -nouth of t he riv?r, he saw 
the obje=t mov� from right to left �cross th9 sky. 

It w a s  a c l e e1 r night, the temperc-ture was 71 degrees F, Cincl the 
wind w�s blo�ing ESE at only d M��. Visibiiity was 15 �iles 3nd tha 
ce�ling unli�ited. 

At first, Jack th�ught that this must b� 3ome kid's gre�t toy, 

but soon ha real1Z9d th�t this was not a toy! The o b j e ct had no lights, 

�ut it had a bluish-graen flame at the re a r like a Bunsen ou�ner 
flam�. The o b j a c t we�t up =ox Creek toward Essax, suddenly stoppad, 
�ent strai�ht up into th� air and �a3 no lon�er v1siola. 

Jack stat�d th2t he got � �ood view of th� object since it W�3 only 

about 100 fe.?t abova him ancl no more t"'lcn 10J fe-=t c1JJay Jlhen h·? saw it. 
He estimat�d the dia�eter to be 3bout 5 fe�t and the len�th 1C to 1 5  
f e 3 t • � e e s t i m a t e cl a l 5 o t h 21 t h a !JJ :: s a b 1 e t o v i e w t ., e o b j e c t f o r a b o u t 
5 seconds. The object did not pass in front of, or bahind any land�a�ks 
during the sightin�.

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It should be noted that the area of the Ipswich River where the 

sighting w as made is approxi�ately 1 mile SE of a USAF experimental 
radar antenna station. Jack called the facility at another time to 
ascertain whether thQ object had perhaps been tracked but was told 
that no one was at the Station at the time of his observation. 

Tha Witness: 

Jack Whittier is an engineer at X-Energy Corp., in Burlington, 
Mass�chusetts. He also s�rves the town of Ipswich as chairman of its 
Energy Advisory Co�mittee. He struck the investigators as a precise, 
meticulous person who was also very intelligent. Although he wanted 
to report his sighting, he was, at first, very cautious of MUFON and 
asked several times what MUFON stood for and what type of people 
were affiliated with it. 

Sighting Evaluation: 

The witness seemed astute, observant and thorough. It was evident 
that he was very sura of what he saw and that it was not an aircraft 
of a conventional type. His description of a silvery cylinder would 
seam to rule out any astronomical phenomena. Also the speed and 
maneuverability of the obj�ct, as well as its apparent low altitude 
further rule out conventional aircraft as a possible explanation. 

----·-Itl.s-also import-ant to not-g, -21fthough it may nof be relevant 
to this case, that the particular location of this sighting has been 
the site of numerous U F O  reports over the years. The USAF Antenna St�tion 
nearby has been noted (see map). 

In view of tha fact that Jack Whittier's character seems impeccable, 
and in view of his education, it would see� that his story can be 
taken at face value and that the object reported must be labeled 
"unidentified".

Rut� � e n d ro n (Sister Catherine Sernadine) was in her f o u rth floor 
bedroom on New Year's �ve w�tching television. She w as recovaring from 

tha flu and pleurisy, but had no f ev e r, and was no t taking m�dication 

at the time. A minutg or t�o aftar midnight sh� tur n gd off the tel2-

vision sa t and returned to her bed, when she saw o n  her arall "reflected 

violet-rad pastel li�ht co�in g from something not �oving." 
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S he got out of bed, went to h9r window which f�ces east, and ob­

s er v ed �n ap parent t�n-foot v i ol e t - r � d pastel sphere which appeared 

to be rushing t o� ard her across the field from the southern direction. 

She noticed small yell�� spokes radiating into the object. The object 
appeared to be lighted from �ithin. She notice d no sound. The object 
�as approximately 225 fe at a�ay from her window, at a height of apo­

roxi�ately 45 feet. Tha object hov�red over a field located behi�d 

fruit trees whic h were about 1 5  feet h i gh, and in front of oak tre es 

which were 45-50 feet hi�h. The object appeared to be at the s�me 
height as her f ourth floor window (see drawing). 

After obs9rving tne ob j e c t for approximately 15-20 S 9 Cond s she 
no t i c e d that the C9nter port i on seemed to become b r i g hter and th e n 
tha object b li nk e d out lik� a light �nd ap pe ared to be "swallowed'' 
by the ear t h. She continued l ookin g out the window and approximately 
20 seconds later, another s p here, identical to the first exc�pt 
for its size (double tne first sph9re) appeared and repeated the 

sa�e manQ u vers as the firs t and than disappeared. 

She then r�n to a roo:n with � s o u t h e r � axoosure thinking that 
she would have a bette� view. She waited there for S-1 0 minutes, 

and then obser ve d two objects (one twice the siz� o f  the other -
astimatecl at 10 and 20 faet) simultaneously descend, hovGr and blink 
out in the same location as th? first two. These s�cond two object; 
re�inded har of airplane;, with ;o�e exceptions: the color was the sam� 
as that of the firit t�o - violet-red o�stal intense light (but not 
radiating), but with no y9llow lig�t spokes. She not9d that trese 

object s had �ings, � nos�, and a fuselage, but no windows and no 
propeller. The s�aller aDject appeared to be dovi-tailed to the 
larger one, Sha stre ss?d that with all four objects the light w�s 

1ntensa, all from within, but no t r�di�ting. 

She not9d that tha night �as beautiful and clear, 'the stars were 
bri9ht, and the tr �es �ere black. She did not see th� moon i� tha sky. 
Thera was a lit t le snow on the ground. 

She saw nothi ng els�, and after w�i ti ng � few more minutes, she 
went to bed. The next day she noticed a :ircular bl?ck spot Jf malted 
snow in the ap prox ima t e area of the UFO si�hting, but was told by the 
Mother Superior that there had been undergroJnd plumDing problems in ' 
that Brea. 

There ware no add1tio�al w1tnesses to the sightin�. Howaver, Ruth 
H e ndre n mentioned that as ;he was going from the b a droa m to �n ot he r 
window, she saw another nun in the hallway, who might have possibly 

se�n the objects, and �ho, ironically, died � n �  hour before �e arrived 

to int er view Ruth Hendren. 

It should be no t e d that the c�nvent is a large, quilt, isolated 
pr�vate estate of �any �cres, �here visitors �re rare. The dri veway 
from the main road is approximately 4/10 of a mile. T�ere ar� no othlr 
ho�s�s in the imme d iate vicinity.

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The A t lan t ic �cean can be viewed from the upper floors of th e 

c onvant and is pro b �oly about 3/4 of a mila away. It should 2lso bg 

noted that the US AF Anten n a Station at Great Neck is in the vicinity 

of the convent. 

T he e n tire araa is hilly te�rain, con si s ting of fields surrounded 
by treas. The inte r v i e w took place in the sun room of the main building 
a nd than i nc lu d ed a vis i t to her b a droom as well as th e room she later 
moved to to �et a bett e r view of the objects. We noted the area of 
the sightings from both sets of win dow s , a�d took compass readings, 
which verified her account. 

We th a n walked do �n to the field wher� the objects were sighted, 

and as we paced of f th� ar�a, we noted t"at her size and dista nc e 

estimates were fairly accurate. 

On leavin� the co n ven t, we no te d that approximately 20 feet fro� 
the area o ve r which th3 objects hovered th er e were s�micircular areas 
in wh1ch no Qrass grew, but which contained mushrooms. The largest 

was approximately 10 feet in diameter (see sketch ). These grassless 
araas �ere somewhat conspicuous in the well-manicured grounds. The 
date of our observation w�s August 1, 1931. 

The �itness 

Ruth Hend ren, age 64, is a former biology tea:her who retired 
early beca u se of colitis. She no» resides at the Sisters of N otr e Jame 
H o use of Retirement, where she devotss her time to chauffeuring older 
nuns a rou n d and making hospital visits. 

She was v e ry candid and open and seemed pleased to have her sight­
ing investig a ted. She �en t i on e d th�t she didn't mind our using h�r 
na�e as she knows what she saw. 

She speaks intelligently �nd displays a scientific knowledge. 

Although she hadn't considar�d the p o ss i bi lity that she had se en a 
UFJ, in her own mind she h�d eli�in�t�d all possibilities she c ould 
think of such as airplanas, fireworks, fire trucks, �tc • •  It is 
interesting that she mentioned t hat she had no feeling of fear durin� 
the sighting, and it is further interesting that she did not give 
any re l igious interpretation whatsoever to the exp9rienca. 

The n e xt morning sh� related her stor y to ? fgllow nu� who had 
had a UFO s ig h t in g four years �g�, and th�t nun advised her to report 
her sighting. 

During the cour3e of the i n ter vie w, she s tr ess e d that she had n e v� r 
thought ab ou t the topi c of UFOs . She did mantion to us that she 
now wonders if the UFOs mi�ht be the rasult of the ions in the e a rth 's 
at�osphere refle c t i n g some light and formin; various configur?tions. 

Ho�ever, she does not seem entir ely s�tisfied with this explanation, 
as she se e � ed anxious to haV9 the sightings investigated. 
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Durin� our visit to the co nvent wg were introduced t o  sev�ral 

other nuns who s�e�ed to·hold her in esteem. 

Si�hting Evaluati on: 

Sister Catherin� dernadin� appears t o  be a highly c red i ble 

�itnass who ce rtai nly has no cause to f a bric ate a story 3nd d oes 

n ot se ek notoriety. She was very specific and detailed in her 
descripti ons and seemed 9enuinely interested in her sighting 

purely fr om a scientific point of view. Sh� was not even aware that 
she had described a typical UFO sighting until she was told s o  by 

a .colleague the morn in g after tha sighting. 

Her e s timates of dist ance � n d  height were e x tr e �e l y accurate 
and c oincided with �ctual measuremants which we took. We found it 

particularly interesting and intriguing that she sighted four ob jec ts 
in t otal, and two of these were approximatgly tw1c9 tha size of the 

other two. We found from our inv9sti��tiJn o f  the possible physical 

tracas that ther� �ere four distinct horseshoe configurations with 

the larger two being �i>out tw ice t�e size of t�e s� a l ler t� o. At 

this point this is merely :ircum�tantial evidence.

KILUNGLY - Heather Chinl,:o was a believer 
before her close encounter Tuesd;ty night, but now 
the Moosup woman is convinced that there are 
spacemups flying about that neither NASA nor the 
Star Wars people know about. 

Heather was driving along Route 6 Tuesday 
night towards Rhode Island with her friend Judy 
Gudaitis, when she noticed two bright Ught3, much 
brighter than the stars, bUnking and hovering 
over their rust colored Mazda. 

The lights were square, about 12 1nches In 
diameter and 14 feet apart, Heather said. And in 
the glinuner of the light, she could see an ouWne 
of a spaceship In the shape of a lopsided stop sign. 

As they headed for the Rhode Island border, so 
did the ship. And when they turned around to 
come back, so did the object, following along 
above the trees. 

By 9 : 15 p.m., the lights were following them 
along Route 52 and off the highway at exit 90.
