Herrmann said he has 
spotted a strange object in

He said the 
object hovered for a moment. 
then flew toward the fair­
grounds on Dorchester Road. 

"I followed it in my car.·· 
Herrmann said. "Then it just 
lifted up into the clouds and 
vanished. "

however, is clearly visible. •
