It's · all part of a general 

alert to report anything that 
could be a threat to the secur­
ity of the U.S. and Canada. 
The posters urge seamen to 
report any foreign planes, 
ships, guided missiles, sub-
marines - and UFOs. 

l The posters have _.illust�a­
tions of all these objects, m- · 
eluding a drawing of a flying 
saucer and a spaceship which 
are labeled "Unidentified I 
Flying Objects.'' 

I Even though the U.S. gov­
ernment announced in 1969 

that its official investigation! 
of UFOs had ended, the 
posters are still being dis­
tributed and are supposed to 
be displayed on ships· bridges 
and in radio rooms. 

.. The purpose is to enlist the 
cooperation of United States 

� and Canadian merchant ships ·
in the collection of informa­
tion regarding any potential 
threat to the North American 
continent," commented a 
Navy spokesman. i 

"The basic thrust is to re- I 
port aU airborne and water- , 
borne l)bjects which appear to 
be hostile, suspicious or un­
identified.'· 

He said the poster illustra­
tion of the UFOs .. is merely to 
guide the reporting of air­
borne objects which cannot 
otherwise be categorized." 

If a UFO is spotted, the ship 
is supposed to transmit a re­
port to the nearest naval or 
Coast Guard radio station or 
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Report immediately all airborne and waterborne objects 
which appear to be HOSTILE. SUSPICIOUS or are 
UNJDE�TJFIED. 
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DRAWINGS of UFOs are featured on the poster issued to merchant ships. 
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The report is then relayed to 
the nearest military or air de-; 
fense command. to :\ortn! 
American Air Defense Com- i I mand headquarters. to the,

say: "Every effort should be 
made to substantiate vital in­
telligence sightings by taking 
as many photographs as po ·­
sible. 

.. Undeveloped film or 
prints and negatives should 
be· forwarded with a bnef let­
ter report and other identi­
fying information to either 
the Director of :\aval In­
telligence or Chief of the De­
fense Staff, Canadian Force� 
Headquarters.··

The congress is organized by the British UFO Re­
search Association. 
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
