Johnny Sands, claims he talked to
UFO creatures in a frightening
encounter on a lonely desert road
near Las Vegas, Nevada, and he
passed his lie detector test.

Johnny Sands reported two
“gray-skinned aliens used a
strange force to render him im-
mobile and then asked him a
series of questions.”

He described them as humanoid
in appearance with small, close-
set eyes. Instead of ears, he said
they had vertical openings which®
puisated like the gills of a fish.

He said the confrontation hap-
pered moments after he spotted a
hugh UFO with flashing lights
while driving on a deserted road
15 miles S of Las Vegas. A
mysterious force made his car
stall, he said, and the two
creatures approached him out of
the darkness.

“I was scared to ceazth,” said
Sands. “But I grew more calm as:
they taiked to me and I realized
they meant no harm.”

Sands passed a polygraphy test
following the incident. Examiner
R. L. Nolen, of Las Vegas, said the
test showed no evidence of decep-
tion ard Sands was telling the
truth in his answers to questions
about the encounter.

Leo Sprinkle, a psychologist
from the U of Wyoming, an
investigator for APRO, witnessed
the test.

Sands said the aliens were
between five-feet-seven and five-
feet-nine and weighed about 145
pounds. They were completely
hald, had no facial hair, and stared
at him thrcugh close-set black
eyes with white pupils.

“Their voices had a hollow
sound and their speech was slow,
like a robot on TV.” They spoke to
him in English, but communicated
with each other silently. He said
they might have been 300 or 400
years old.
