link between these conditions and the sighting of what R-eich called 
. " Ea" ("Energy- Alpha" or "Enigma") his· term for the UF'Os which inter­
fered,- ei ther d�liberately or inadvertently, \vi th bis efforts to 
_clear the atmosphere of DOR through Cosmic Orgone Engineering (CORE). 

The· situation in 1 981 has not changed ·for the better. DOR 
. prevalence .is exa·cerbated by increasing nuclear- e n ergy us-es, and by 

the proliferation of· nuclear wastes and other manmade pollution. 
�.·Deserts continue their .relentless advance in many countries. It has 

been estimated that our planet loses an area equivalent to the State 
of Maine each year to desert encroachment (Cf. "The Ungreening," by 
Kenneth Brower , OMNI, Dec. 1 980. )  Weather conditions are chaotic, 
volcanic and other seismic_ activity are increasing, and sightings of 
UFOs have also increased to .the· point where they have been seen by 
millions o:f people throughout the world. 

The few who have· responsibly pursued CORE work consistently 
report UFO activi ty and even UFO interference. This may represent 
a grave planetary emergency which at the very.least is a serious 
and frightening. problem . But its existence is not officially recog-­
nised, and in the absence of a coherent theory of primordial-energy 
functioning, such as that prQvided by Reich in the new· science of 
orgonomy, these phenomena are readily dismissed as random or bizarre. 

UFO organizations collect data on sightings but tend either to 
mystify them or to operate within a mechanistic frame of reference 
which prevents any ·perception or study of the association between · 
the sightings and specific atmospheric conditions.

At a preliminary meeting in 
Careywood, Idaho, on 28th November 1980 , it was decided to take the 
step of inaugurating the PPCC ( Planetary Professional Citizens Com-
mittee) . .
