media relative to these photos. 

Page # 5 allows for the FULL REPORT made by computer analytical expert Bill 
Spaulding, director of Ground Saucer Watch (GSW, Arizona), and sent to the UFO 
researchers involved prior to a release of the story ·to the press. Naturally , the 
SBI performed its own analyzation of the photos that were received to our HQs nearly 
ne month prior to press release. The photos were 8 x 10 black & whites taken from 

the original negatives. The fo llowing are the conclusion of the SBI: 
l)Photos are approximately 25- 30 years old , thereby abolishing any claims of

analytical computer findings of Bill Spaulding/GSW. 

CONCLUSIONS 
Being in photo most likely represents a species of the ape family, and perhaps 
used for governmental research project du:t'ing the early 1950's. As a result of 
the obtaining of these photos either of two hypotheses are evitknt:one, the . 
researchers involved were "duped" into believing the photos to. be trugt, initiating 
story released to the media. It can easily be assumed intelligence gathering ·· : 
agencies of the U.S. used this ploy to ~ontinue ridicule of the phenom~non and 
enhance anomosity amongst fellow researchers and org~nizations . Two, researchers 
i nvoZved perplexed a hoaxed stoI'y i n respect to t he true identity of the photos 
for the primary reason of either gaining attention or r ecognition for their 
organizations or ·satisfying their own egotisticai mo"tivea. The SBI seriousZy 
hopes the Za·t;ter hypo"thesis is not true, since Ul!OZogy has advanced several 
steps and needs not ~eturn to t he bottom of the Zadde1~ because of stupidity or 
impatience from our own peers involved in the research of UFOs. *************** · ,

The confidential report I sent you on October 5, 1980, indica­
ting serious alien intentions , plus tHe enclosed material on the 
severity of our drought s ituation indicate that my hostility hypoth­
esis (first advanced 26 years ago by Dr. Wilhelm Reich) is right on 
target. 

Now I realize how f!'ightening and unpopular the UFO-Hostility 
Hypothesis is . But I never got involved in ufology to win a popu­
larity contest ; I am in it to pursue fact & truth, reg~rdless of 
where they lead. Because of my quarter-century advocacy of Dr. Reich's 
discoveries and research, I am considered ••crazy" by all of main­
stream uf'ol ogy which refuses· to touch Reich in a serious and respon­
sible manner.

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CONCERNING RATIONAL & IRRATIONAL OPINIONS IN UFOLOGY- -

by Jerome Eden 

THE UNFORTUNATE LET'IER by Lynn Volpe, of Delval UFO Inc., published 
in the September 1980 issue of The S . B. I. Report, points out a gain 
the absolute necessity for the serious ufologist to dis tinguish be­
tween scientific facts and mere opinions about facts . 

It is clear from Volpe's criticism of Dr. Reich tha t she has 
never personally read a single volume •written by Reich himself; that 
she has never performed a single experiment given by Reich to verify 
the existence of orgone energy--thermically, visually , electros cop­
ically, with GM counter, orgone-energy field meter; nor has she ever 
built an orgone energy accumulator (let alone used one). In brief, 
she has establ ished no personal credentials in the very field she 
criticizes . (She alludes to having read one mystical book about 
orgone energy by Constable~ Yet Volpe has no compunctions about 
tendering her irrational criticisms of a world-famous scientis t who 
spent more than three decades pa instakingly publis hi ng his documented 
experimentation--experimentation which has been ver ified by top- · 
notch scientists throughout the world (See The Jour na l of Orgonomy, 
Box 565, Ansonia Station, New Y6rk, N.Y. 10023.) 

In order to render rational criticis m, the critic s hould know 
at least as much about the subject she critizes as the a dvocate him­
self. As I shall demonstrate, Volpe is not a serious critic--she 
lumps half-truths, distortions , & complete misconceptions together 
in a stew of ignorance which she then presents to t he reade~ to be 
swallowed whole-hog . Let us ther efore examine Lynn Volpe's critique 
of Reich; and let us take her words serious l y , and then s erious l y 
respond to them. 
VOLPE OPINION: "Thos e who recognize the spaceships use (orgone energy) 
would not believe they use (electro-magnetic energy)." 
REFUTATION : This is nonsense . Reich ran electric motors on the freely 
available cosmic orgone energy (See Eden' s book, Planet in Trouble). 
All forms of secondary energy, including electro-magnetis m, are de­
rived from the primordial, mass-free orgone energy. When Reich proved 
that UFOs operate on the cosmic-orgone energy of our a tmosphere,that 
did not nullify the probability that they employ elect r omagnetic 
power also in their ships. We start our automobiles with electrical 
energy, then the combustion engine takes over .

VOLPE OPINION: "Orgone energy i s allegedly s upposed to deplete the 
atmosphere o:f moisture thus eventually creating a barren was teland. 
Since they the UFOs have been coming here for many thous ands of years, 
why are we flourishing with many vegetables and crops in modern times .

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There are many contradictions that one should recognize." _cf' 
REFUTATION: .Volpe conjured up this factless opinion again, fr om 
thin air. Orgone energy i s The Life Energy of man & his planet, 
ob jectively verified in Reich's masterful work, The Cancer Biopathy 
(which Volpe has never bothered to read) and throughout the volumes 
of The Journal of Orgonomy (which Volpe has never bothered to r ead) 
and in my book, Or one Ener --:-the Answer to Atomic Suicide (which 
Volpe has never bot her ed to read • When the normally benign orgone 
energy becomes highly irritated, e.g., via nuclear-energy excitation, 
it i s then a toxic ener~y, · oranur, which .lacks oxygen and moisture. 
Dead orgone energy (DOR) also l a cks oxygen and moisture. These two 
variants of orgone energy are what produce desert development. Now, 
had Volpe bothered to read any current stt1:dy of Earth's desertifica­
tion, she would realize that Earth's deserts have been steadily 
-rowin(I', and that our planet i s indeed ·s lowly but relentlessly drying 

up as I write this, New Jersey & Virgini~'are rationing water, and 
the pas t-summer ' s drought in the West & Sduthwest was the worst k};lown 
since dus tbowl days! But of course Volpe is as much an "expert " 
on desert development as she is on orgone energy!) 
VOLPE OPINION: "Wilhelm Reich believed that uf os are 'getting even' 
with him for use of t he cloudbuster •••• He was becoming very paranoid 
about DOR but how do we know what really caused the deterioration of 
the environment around ORGONON." 

REFUTATION: At the risk of boring the reader, l et us go over the 
his torical facts again . Reich went to the ·Arizona desert in 1954 to 
clean out the desert atmosphere of DOR--the Deadly ORgone exhaust from 
the UFO propulsion sys t em. Each time he cleaned out-nie DOR, the UFOs 
deliberately poured this toxic "slag" back into the desert· atmosphere ! 
A UFO actually: paralyzed one of Reich ' s assistants while the man was 
using a Cloudbuster. Volpe calls that "patanoia "? ?? I mysel f was 
struck by a UFO "lightbeam" while doing the same in North Idaho .

REFUTATION: The fact i s, "THEY 11 did indeed "get" Wilhelm Reich ! Who 
ultimately was "behind11 the illegal FDA in junction that resulted in 
the banning & burning of Reich's scientific works in the USA? Who 
was behind the "kidnapping" of Reich' s mathematical co-worker who 
suddenly "disappeared" with two cosmic-orgone energy motors? How

A UFO hovering 
over someone will certainly affect his energy field, but not neces ­
sarily his material (mass ) structure which _is held to the earth by tfel 
far-stronger gravitational attraction of the earth below his feet! J 
If UFOs wanted to exert a strong-enough anti-gravitational "pull" 
on a human being, a car, or an aircraft, I believe they could. (Re­
call the Army helicopter, documented by Major VonKeviczky, which was 
"lifted up" several thousand feet by a UFO;· then there was the more , 
recent disappearance of pilot Valentich and his aircraft!) So, al­
though Volpe implies here some "contradiction" to Reich's theory, 
there is in fact no contradiction whatsoever. As to a contactee be­
ing dehydrated--wa have many cases \vherein contactees have indeed 
lost considerable weight and body fluid after a UFO contact. Travis 
Walton, for example, lost ten pounds and was extremely dehydrated. 
Then there are the thousands of cattle which are totally devoid of 
blood after a UFO mutilation. (But l et us not get ''paranoid"!) 
VOLPE OPINION: Lynn Volpe (since s he has never seriously studied 
Reich ' s work) considers it another "contradiction" that the effects 
of a UFO can be both desiccating to soil & plants as well as f orti­
fying. Experiments with oranur (not the normal orgone, Ms Volpe) 
prove that small amounts of oranur push growth in plants; large 
amounts kill growth~ Comparing this to rainfall--gentle, prolonged 
rains are beneficial to crops; massive inundations l<:ill crops dead! 
Volpe thus cites UFO landing cases where sometimes crops are killed, 
and sometimes stimulated. And, of course, not understanding orgonorny, 
s he considers this a "contradiction,'' when it is simply a matter of 
her own ignorance. 
VOLPE OPINION: "Pete • • • be careful not to get 'wrong consultation' or 
to lead people into paranoia and s uspicion .•• " 
REFUTATION: What is really disturbing Ms Volpe is Reich's- and my 
"Hostility Hypothesis . " She wants the S.B.I. to have the "right" 
consul tation--i .e., the kind of ''consul ta ti on" with which Volpe can 
agree . Fine. Let us see some tangible, scientific facts, and I'll 
be the first to agree with the "Brotherhood of Saviors" coming to 
Earth to "Save Mankind" from its manmade hell. Yes, we could believe 
Meier & Genesis III Productions; or do you prefer Laura Mundo? Or 
perhaps Uri Geller? Or Truman Betherum? Or George Van Tassel? Then 
there ' s Dr. Leo Sprinkle who believes the Spacemen are "tapping our 
heads to get our attention"! (Tell that to Capt . Mantell, or Valentich, 
or scores of other pilots who were killed or 'vanished'--or tell it 
to the 10,000 cows, horses, sheep, dogs, and chickens who have been 
horribly mutilated, many while still alive!)

Lecture for the House of Lords' UFO Study Group 
in Loncion on the 15th of July 1980 

Honoured members of the House of 
Lords' UFO-Committee. I want to 
express my thanks to His Lordship, 
the Honoured Earl of Clancarty, for 
hl3 invitation to me to come and 
give you my points of view on the 
controversial UFO-debate. 

I am aware that ma"Y promine,,t 
lecturers have appeared beiore you 
already,amono those my two I 
friends, Colman VonKeviczky from 
the United Slates of America and 
Mr. Raymond Drake from this 
country. Mr. VonKeviczky repre­
sents so to speak the hawks 
of UFO experts and Mr. Drake the 
coves. 

Most of the UFO experts around 
the world have their own points of 
view asto what some of the many 
unsolved qu~slions in UFOLOGY 
might be, although most of them 
agree that UFO's - Unidentified 
Flying Ob1ects - and Flying Sau­
cers, which need not necessarily 
be the same, often are the same. I 

In a short lecture like the one, I 
am to give you now. it is not possib­
le to touch the very brood spectrum 

of details making up the presen: 1 

picture of the UFOsftuation, and it 
does not allow to dive eflect;vely In­
to either technical or cosmic details 
or viewpoints. 

I have therefore chosen to touch 
the very important question in UFO­
LOGY to-day: Are the so-called 
Unidentified Flying Objects physi­
cal objects or are they µaranormal 
appearances? 

At th!s point I must tell you. that I 
have had more than 50 experien­
ces •.vith UFO's on the physical 
level myself. I have seen. how they 
have reacted in order to avoid the 
result of my instructions to int'3r­
cepting pilots. I have had them r::>l­
ding in the approach lights, I have 
had a !ouch-down on the end o! the 
runway, I have had a huge ship hol­
ding right in front of my villa. anr! I 
have had them pass my car at clo:;e 
quarters, and I have seen c;ne land. 

But I have also had paranormal 
experiences - once, as peo;::I~ 
were searching for a little boy, I 
could tell them, where !hoy could 

find hiM - drowned - and they found 1 

him, exactly as I told them. I often 
am aware of things before they 
happen, and mental telepathy is 
quite familiar to me. So you see. I 
have so to speak one leg in both 
camps. 

Now to tt:e question we are going 
to talk about today, whether the 
Unidentified Flying Objects are 
physical or paranormal, my position I 
is very clear, as it has always been 
during the 23 years I have worked 
In this field. I 

I find the whole UFO-business 
very simple in its origin, but earthly 
shortsighted, financial, political and I 
other worldwide interests have 
complicated the whole affair. 

Very simply expressed - my per­
sonal view is - that UFO's are phy­
sical spaceships from other planets 
and that they and their crews of 
highly advanced human beings of 1 

flesh and blood have visited us from 
as far brick ns this n1a1iP.t IHls Ileen 
fit to five in 

When the first sightings were re-
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ported back in the rniddla of World 
War II, the world was unprepared 
and co111p1e1ely ignorant o( what 
this could be. Very, very few indi­
viduals had, at that time, tried to in­
terpret available old writingc;, inclu­
ding the Bible, to have any rela­
tionship wilh visiting space ships 
from other worlds. 

In 1952. then. we got the first re­
JJOrt of a contact with a crewrnern­
ber of a landed Flying Saucer, and 
many similar repor:s followed in the 
years to come. Of course, many 
such contactees have been found 
fakes, but quite a number we have 
not been able to refuse. and most I 
of them are not publicly known. 

Now, soon researchers started to 
write about the connection be­
tween the Angels mentioned in the I 
Bible, the gods mentioned in anc­
ient writings and the Unidentified 
Flying Objects, and it became very 
clear that what v:as going on now 
was not at all something new. it 
actually had happened many times 
before in the history of man. It be­
came obvious tllRt our Bible w<is a 
report on an advanced civilization 
visit ing Earth, that the Inca-culture 
was created by space visitors at 
the same time as other space visi­
tors established the Middle East 
cultures c.nd constructed the big 
pyramids to work as electrical 
power plants - receiving the solar I 
light, transforming it into electricity 

and sending this power around the I 
world irom pyramid to pyramid by 
mc:;ins of a t;is0r-he <1rn sy!llom. 

/\ncJ ti 1csc vi:;ilors wor kcd in Eu­
rope ancJ in Asia and in North Ame­
rica. South America and so on. And 
alt this discloses one thing - that 
the visitors were physical human 
beings and that they worked among 
mankind as such. They were very 
advanced - so advanced. in fact, 
thnt the people around the world in 
the areas where they worked called 
them gods. Through their advanced 
scienc.e they knew nearly every­
thing, so no wonder they were call­
ed gods. 

So they lived on Earth and estab­
lished culture after culture. left the 
Earth and came back to Earth, left 
the Earth and came back and so on 
and so forth through thousands of 
years. If you read one of the newest 
books dealing with this side of 
man's t1istory, THE AKAKOR CRO­
N/CLE you will understand a lot, 
which formerly was hidden to your , 
imagination. Please allow me to 
read some passages from this 
book: 

»From the city of AKAKOR the 
gods ruled over 362 million peop-

le, who lived in cities connected 
with eact1 other by means of un­
derground tunnel systems. These 
tunnels had artificial light coming 
directly out of the wall and auto­
matic ventilation. The gods had 
ships that could fly faster than the 
birds, and they could sail without 
sail or rudder by day as by night. 
They possessed magic stones. 
through which they were able to 
look over huge distances. They 
could see cities, rivers, mounrains 
and 1,1kes. WhalrNer lwppcnecl in 
tho lie<JVOllS or on Ear/11 woulfi be 
reflected. 

The gods came to our tribe for 
the second time in the year 3. 111 
8 .C. The first time they arrived was 
assumed to have been around 
13.000 8 .8. when they came with 
130 families. 

On the second arrival the two 
gods Lhasa and Samon bro'Jght 
their two families. Lhasa stayed 
with us. and Samon went towards 
the east. where he established a 
tremendous civilization by a big 
river on the other side of the big 
waters towards the east. 

The construction of the city of 
Machu Picchu is one of the great 
events in the ilistory of our people. 
It is fenced in with secrets, which 
are for ever hidden in the steep 
towering Moon-mountain, that pro­
tects Machu Picchu. 

Lhasa was often se&n on his 
way In his flying disc. He visited 
his brother Samon - he flew to the 
immense empire to the east and 
he used a strange vehicle that 
could move over waters and 
mountains. 

In AKAKOR we only remember 
1 Lhasas brother Samon and his 

empire through the gifts he 9ave 
to Lhasa and through writings on 
paper rolls and a green stone 
which he was given. Our priesters 
keep these things in the holy 
unrground temples ih AKA KOR to­
gether with Lhasa's flying disc and 
the strange vehicle that'can move 

over water and mountains. The 
flying disc has a colour which 
shim>., like gold and is of a metal 
we don t hnow of. 

Its form is like a drum and it is 
as high as two men on top of each 
other and eve1, as wide. It has no 
sail and no rudder, but our prie­
sters tell us that Lhasa could fly 
faster than the strongest eagle 
and manoeuver as easy in the 
clouds as a leaf in the wind. And 
the other vehicle is even as myste­
rious. It has seven legs carrying a 
silver bowl. 3 of the legs are point­
ing ahead and the four others to 

the rear. They are mova."!!;;1nd at 
their ends you find rol!sa'size of 
a water lily. ' 

Lhasa ruled his empire for 300 
years, then he returned to the 
gods. He called upon the eldest 
and the high priests avJ handed 
over laws and regulations. He or­
dered rhe people to follow the laws 
of the gods. Then fie t11rned 
towards the east and bowed 
towards the raising sun. Still be­
fore the first beams of light hit the 
holy city, he climbed the Moon­
mountain, high above the Machu­
Picchu, and left Earth !qr good. He 
came from the stars. he left for the 
stars. 

When the time of trial was over 
Tatunca Nara, the present chief of 
our tribe, he was taken tu the se­
cret temple apartments in under­
ground AKAKOR very early in the 
morning. Tatunca Nara speaks: 

Dressed in the golden dress of 
Lhasa, I entered a broad staircase 
which led me into a room.

Ifs walls were covered 
with many strange tools, which 
were glowing and shining in ma­
ny colours. Three plates which 
were built Into the floor, glowed 
like hot iron, For some time I 
watched these strange tools, then 
I heard the mysterious vojce 
age.in. It led me further into a 
third room. Its sharp light dazzled 
my eyes :o such a degree that i t 
took quite so:ne time, before I 
then saw, what I shall never for­
get. 

This mysterious light came di­
rectly out of tile walls, and in the 
middle of the room I saw 4 trans­
parent b!ocks of stone. As I mov­
ed closer, I saw that 4 myster­
ious crea:ures were kept there. 4 
living dead. 4 sleeping human 
beings - three men and one wo­
man: They were lying in a liquid 
covering //:em halfway. Nobody 
knows w/1y tllese 4 gods are 
sleeping in the underground apart­
ments of Akakor." End of quoting 
from the llook.

Now, one thing is proven through all 
the rr.any available reports on 
space activity in our atniosphere 
from the o lde~t reports from anc.ient ' 
times to the ftrst reports in our time, 
and that is that - the visitors were 
and are human beings f:l!:>le to live 
a:nong us - without recognition if 
they prefer. Just to take an examp­
le, one can read the following in the 
Bible: Beware of hospitality, becau­
se through that some have, without 
knowing ii - been visited by angels. 
So angels must look like normal hu­
man beings. 

This w<1s the s ituation, as the vi-

sitars came back once more in the 
middle of World War II. Al that time 
we didn't know what they expected 
to ftnd or gain, but today it is ob­
vious 10 me that lhey have come to 
v1atch over the situation and to 
cxe1c1se many special tosts as to 
stop engines. black-out cities and 
areas. paralyze people, teleport ob­
jucts. nriinwls and pcoplo und so 

on, all with the purpose of being 1 

able to tak.e over control one day, 
when the world powers push the 
buttons in an attempt to destroy 
each other and thereby endanger­
ing the whole world and lif~ orr this 
planet. A few movements from their 
side, and the visitors will have full 
control over the whole world. 

The world does not see the wri t­
ings on the wall - because the si­
lencing politics executt:!d by certain 
circles have brainwas:1ed the world 
to believo that Flying Saucers are 
something different from. what they 
really are. 

You havo all seen, how CIA and 
KGB and your own lntelllgent Servi­
ces have reacted against positive 
lJFO-informrt tion being released to 
the public. At the beginning th~y 
stultified people who ref,)orteu to 
have seen an UFO. Later they made 
regulations and threatened and 
frightened pecple to s top reporting 
sightings, lan(jhgs and contacts. 

Oddly enough, all these efforts 
failed. Scieri{nts and astronauts 
from NASA left NASA and told 
about Flying 5uucers on the Moon, 
in Space, anc on Earth. Policemen 
talked and told about landings and 
contacts. Pilots and radar opera­
tors tafk~d and told about their ex­
pi::riences. nnd the mnn in t11e 
s treet read books about Flying 
Saucers and talked about Fl}'ina 
Saucers. 

The silencing groups wanted this 
stopped, no matter how. 

The Condon Commission at the 
Colorado University was one new 
effort to tiy to stop tile common in­
terest In the UFO:matter, but the 
project failed, and when the public 
learned that prof. Condon so to 
speak was paid to make up his 
mind and deny the very existence 
of UFO's still before the research 
was launched, the interest grew 
even bigger. 

Then the silencing powers 
lnunched their so far most danger­
ous woapo11 - anolh'3r scientist, 
who had a long and good reputa­
tion in scienltfic circles and in the 
United Stttlds Air Force; where he 
had wo1ked for many ye~trs with the 
tasi-. to explain away all UFO-

raports. Th& man is dr. J. Allen Hy­
nek. 

Suddenly he retired, and from 
being a perso11, who hacJ been able 
lo explain owny all UFO-reports, he 
now suddenly declared that he no.v 
believed lh<tt UFO's o..<i;;I and that 
he wanled lo co-operate with UFO­
organisations ~111 over the world. 

Tcgether with the French astro­
nomer, Jacques Vallee, he slowly 
gained foothold in· UFO-chcles and 
in the press all over the world, 
cl3iming their interest in co­
<.>peration and public information, 
but at the same time convincing 
these groups, scientific circtes and 

1 readers of newspapers and maga­
zines that llFO's are a reality we 
have to live with, bu t that Flying 
Saucers aro created by science fic­
tion writers. And strangely enough, 
they succecdeJ. 

So today Flying Saucers, physi­
cal space ships from other worlds, 
which have operated in our at­
mosphere <J11tl on Earth itself 
through thousdnds of years, are re- 1 

duced to the science fiqtion regions 
and in existence are now only un­
identified flying object~. 

As dr. Hynek puts it: »UFO's are 
real, I believe, but it is a phenomena 
which must be assumed to belong 
to the paranormal regions. That I 
they should be objects coming from 
somewhere outside our planet as 
some people claim. is pure non­
sense ... 

T11is special Hynek attilllde has 
created, w~1at it was expected to 
create, and that is: 
1 . Confusion and loss of interest in 

the subject among the ordinary 
people. 

2. Put prominent witMsses, for in­
stance pilots and other experts, 
to silence. because these peop­
le don' t want to be ridiculed. 

3 . Create conflicts among and be­
tween UFO organizations and 
UFO groups - just look upon the 
situation In England today, 
where most groups are in op­
position to each other. And so it 
is all over the world. Hynek and 
Co. have succeeded. 

No douL;t, that paranormal Incidents 
take place today as they did 
through the ages, but one thing is 
for sure - the Angels who visited 
Abraham before the destruction ol 
Sodom and Gomorrh, the Angels 
who visited people of Biblical times, 
the gods in ancient cultllleS in east, 
west. south and north, the beings 
who contacted George Adamski 
and the beings who are now con­
tacting f,)Conle nil ovor tl1e world, 
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sical human beings and they will 
remain physical, regardless of how 
many characters as dr. Hynek are 
trying to tell people the opposite. 

I have the whole time spoken 
about physical objects and physical 
space beings, and at the same time 
we all know that many people ex­
perience paranormal sightings, that 
strange abductions occur, execu­
ted by strange creatures and that 
some 20 cases are i<nown, where 
space ehips have crashed and I 
where dead crewmembers have 
been found to have a dilfcrent kind 
of flesh than the human flesh, and 
that the fluid in their veins is not 
blood. What is the explanation for 
this. because it does not fit into my 
theories at all. 

Wall, as far as the paranormal 
sightings and the strange abduct­
ions go, J believe that this is all man 
made - made here on Earth to 
create confusion. and fear among 
the peopl.e, Interested scientists, 
and UFO groups.

Whenever you hear of an abduction 
caso, the general story is the same.

Scon they uet nervous, and fi~al­
ly they end up with a psychiatrist, 
who via hypnosis reveals that these 
people have bcon nbduc!cd. and 
th~I thew l 1~vl;l uxpcri•:11n•c1 lhi:> o:i11d 
that. Not in one slngle case have 
such victims experienced the same 
thing. The creatures are always 
some who have never been repor­
ted before, and the space ships all 
appear different. Strange, indeed. 

Yes, it is strange, and please re­
memher that this is alt new - it did 
not happen before - say - 1060, 
which points in the direction of 
something man made. 

What could possibly be the ex­
planation? Look, you all know that 
certain of our radio frequency 
bands have been jammed by a ter­
rible noise of Russian origin. Many 
countries, including England and 
Denmark, have complained to the 
Russians, who answered that thc?y 
were testing a :-io'v typo of radf\r, 
and that Iha jamming would soon 
come to an end. 

Nevertheless. the noise is still 
there, and today it is believed thal 
the Russians have constructed and 
erected two TESLA Low Freq·;ency 

transmission stations - one near 
Riga and one on the peninsula of 
Krim for the purpose of altering the 
climate in Siberia. It is estimated 
that the effect so far has been, that 
western Siberia has a 4· higher 
temperature than before the sta­
tions started working.

And talking aboyt· small crew­
members it Is my firm belief, that 
they are robots. In ou1 world today 
we have created various robot 
types to different tasks Our visi­
tors, who are thousands of years 
ahond of us in evolution, also 
create robots. but, of course. these 
robots are advanced to suit the 
purposes of these people's high 
state of dovelopment. So these ro­
bots are created as close to the 
real humans as possible. They are 
creature of living substance, but 
without a brain oi the!r own and 
wi th0ut a soul They are artificially 
created and are nothing but robots. 

It is often reported by contactees 
Iha! they have seen such small 
creatures in the bigger spaceships, 
ap;>aronlly serving as crew mem- " 
bers. Thal is, of course, the explan­
ation for tho many different sh&pes 
of robots. nr.d this again is the ex­
planation for many of the reported 
stra11ge crewmembers of landed 
spaceships. They are robots exe­
cuting special tasks. 

AnrJ then we are once again 
back, where we left the trail -
spnc.e::;hip!: nrc physic:ll ohjocts 
manned with human beings, the 
gods or angels or what people all 
over the world has catted them 
througt1 the ages - or they are man­
ned with robots. 

Abductions and many paranormal 
incidents are artificially created by 
machines or by man for the pur­
pose of confusing and frightening 
the common Earth man and of lead­
ing astray interested scientists, 
whose interest could iJe dangerous. 

Therefore, what is needed in the 
world today are women and men 
who dare speak up, and who have 
the courage to fight those circles 
that try to misinform people Into a 
darkness similar to that of the 
middle ages.

4. To start a new educational sy­
stem - a new educational pro­
gram starting right in the kinder­
garten to learn people to live for 
the positive things in life. 

II would, of course - if at all possib­
le, take a generation or two to get 
all this working, but as soon as 
pc;iopte get proof that we are visited 
from space, and that they can see 
the results of their way of living, we 
are already halfway. Things will be 
much easier to handle, bec;iuse 
people \viii start thi11king on tt1eir 
own and will be able to see the 
possibilities of the new theories. 

Snonking like this mnkP. me al­
most feel like a preacher, which na­
turally is not my Intention - on the 
contrary - because, what the world 
needs, are men and women who 
can free themselves from the tight 
strings of religion and politics, from 
narcotics and from alcohol le be 
free human beings to claim their I 
freedom and fight to get it. 

I agree, this is to go far, but it 
ought not be. If you look upon the 
world from 13.000 B.C. when the 
space people came to Akakor for 
th~ first time, we must confess tnat 
we have reached nothi11g. We have 
managed lo ftght 2 world wars and 1 

numerous other wnrs in our century 
so far, and chances for a third 
world war arc higger than I lif{e to 
think of. An(! hC\w many t110t1s::inds 
or wnrs have we hact on this planet 
before our lilnfl:.1? 

No doubt. our visitors are wilh us 
for some reason, end it could te to 
try to establish contact with the 
world pow1:1rs, yet this has not t>een 
possible so f<tr, bocause this time 
the world hns got sometriing now 
which the vioitors must respect. 
Our world has got something called 
money. 

We live and we die for money -
money rules the worlcJ, and money 
is behind 99 9% cf all our activities. 

Or they could have come to 
watch our bohaviour on our w<Jy to 
another destructiva war. 

Or maybe they have come for 
some olher rP.:\SO:"I, although I must 
confess !hat I cannot thi:ik or any. 

If our world hnd the will and could 
get the permission from the ruling 
pOW0.fS, WO COlllC1 in just ii few 

years have free electric light In all 
living Quarters all over the world -
the instructions are tci be found in 
the Egyptian pyramid~. And it we 
search in other parts of the world, 
we could learn to fly in space, how 
to stay healthy, which means lo live 
longer and so on. Our planet would 
be hnppy. 

But we are not allowed to do so, 
because whatever we do, means 
money, and that is the only word 
that counts. So with our ears ring­
ing with s till louder cries for money 
- fewer and fewer really get any 
money and vast masses have none. 
The'./ are left to die from hunger and 
ii Ines. 

II could be objected that it is non­
sense to bring this into a lecture 
dealing with unidentified flying ob· 
jects. which science can prove are 
nothing but paranormal incidents 
whose origin is not known so far. I 
don't agree - I think it should be 
mentioned. 

It is my belier that we could have 
avoirJed, what is now awaiting us 
arollnd the corner. ii we had establ­
ished contact with the visitors as 
for back as 1950 - 1955. It was 
possible thon. as it Is now - if we 
wish so. 

I don't speak of a coming war, 
because I cannot predict, but I can 
see. what you can also see. and 
that is that we and the whole world 
will very soon oe in serious trouble 
because or tha already mentioned 
problems with pollution. starvation, · 
illness. narcotics, alcohol and 
crime. This is what you nnci I CM 

see. but wh<tt can our visitors see? 
Shall we end this presentation 

quoting Tatunca Nara once more. If 
we remember that he is a primitive, 
uneducated Indian from the high 
Amazonas, at present chief for his 
tribe, we may wonder how his mes-

sage can speak to us from the edu· 
cated part of the world. I normally 
don't give much of predictions. but 
in this case, it has touched me -
how about you, can you remain un­
touched? 
Tatunca Nara: Our priest has predic­
ted that a terrible catastrophy will 
happen in the year of 12.462. wttich 
is in the year of 1981 afler the white 
man's calendar. Tiie prediction is 
written In our AKAKOA CHRONICLE 
like this: 

.. A terriblo destiny is awaiting 1111-
marr/ly. A storm will come up and tho 
mountains and the valleys will shake. 
Biood will rain from the sky and the 
human flesh will shrink. Darkness will 
fall uporr Earth. and the /Juman 
beings will be without sense, without 
str1.1ng t/1 and without motion. Tl1ere 
wlll be no way back, the bodies will 
fall apart and the woods will be filled 
with the shadows of those who bend 
in pain and are helpless. At lf1at lime 
tl1e gods will return. and a nal'I world 
will arise where man, animal and 
plant wfll livo together in a l1oly trea­
ty." End quote. 
This could be, why the visitors are 
with us. but let us hope, that they 
are here to establish contact to 
help us out of our wrong way of 
progress II that 1s the case, there ls 
still hope that Hynek will lose the 
battle, nnn thnt the visitors will be 
idcntifiecl as 11orn1~I humn11 b0i11gs 

from other worlds wi th whom the 
world can cc-operate. 

This is, what I fight for, and I hope 
that your group can do something 

to turn development away from the 
present wrong direction.

Is a meeting of cosmonauts 
with non-earthmen a behevCJble 
event? 1 don't know. However. I 
assume that man will hit upon 
traces of other civilizations. 
Incidentally, according to an 
interesting hypothesis, 74 million 
years ago there was a planet be­
tween the orbits of Mars and 
Jupiter,. It was an old planet -
one-and-a-half times older than 
the earth. But, most important, 
there was organic life on it. 
Evidence of this is the composi-
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Lion of the meteorites which fell 
on till' earth. Some scientists be­
ht•\'l' thal in the process or evolu­
lum 1tre on that planet reached its 

hi.l{hest forms: there was a 
civilization there! 

Possibly, the explosion was so 
sudden that no intelligent being 
could csce1pe and the civilization 
d isuppcurcd forever in the 
boundless expanses of the 
universe. 

A fragment of the planet rever­
sed the rotation of one of 
Saturn's sattellites, another was 
smashed into smithereens. which 
formed the well-known rings of 
Saturn. Yet another fragment of 
the Jost planet passed so close to 
Uranus that it lost a considernble 
chunk which subsequently fell 
on the surfacl! or Uranus. The 
impact made Umnus turn. As a 
result. unlike uny other planet in 
the solar system, Uranus now 
"lies on its side" and its rotatio­
nal axis is pl'actic:ally located on 
its orb1tul plane.

The consequcnc<..·s of the cata­
slroplw alTl•cled not just the 
"distant" planets. Our own earth 
also suffered. Thl! reasons for the 
previously puzzling extinction of 
the saurians and other animal 
species 75 million years ago are 
now becoming clearer. Apparent­
ly. one of the reasons wus an ub­
rupt climatic change due tothis 
cosmic catastrophe. 

All this helps scientists st.udy 
the earth's neighbours - the other 
planets of the solar system - from 
CJ new vantage poml. 1t 1s vital 
that man visit the!>C planets. in 
particular, Pluto. What will he 
see there?

I do believe that there must be 
some form of life somewhere in 
outer space. I cannot believe that 
the most intelligent l'orm of life 

has developed on our µland 11' 
one considers whut boundless 
prospects for the evolutio11 or u 
civilization of a still higher order 
may have turned up elscwl~rc. 
Perhaps the ubsence of extrater­
rcstnul beings on or around our 
planet reveals only that the 
universe is really colossal and 
that our earth will have to wait 
for a very long time yet before 
man discovers evidence of the 
existence of alternative forms ot:

GOVERNMENT scientists are 
using satellites hundreds ol 
miles into space to keep track 
of America·s wildlife. 

The ·researchers attach 
transmitters to endangered 
species, such as polar bears, so 
thal their travels can be fol­
lowed without· dL<>rupting the 
normal routines. 

Every year, the U.S. Fish 
and Wildlife Research Center 
in Denver, Colo. makes 500 
transmitters for dozens of spec­
ies ranging from polar bears to 
pine mice. · 

To study the effect of oil 
exploration on the mating hab­
its of polar bears, for example, 
the animals in Alaska were 
fitted with transmitters, in spe­
cially camouflaged harnesses. 

A s~tellite, whizzing through 
space 650 miles above the 
earth,. tracked one bear that 
traveled more than 1,000 miles 
in a year. 

The bear's migration proved 
lo s urprised scientists that 
some polar hears found in Alas· 
ka and othe.rs found in Siberia 
are part of the same colony.
