Up 
in the sky, we then saw this round disk which 
was traveling ver:y fast . It was very high.

SCIENCE NOTES: OTHER LIFE 
ELEMENTS OF LIFE -

Dr. George Wald, Professor of Biology at 
Harvard University, told the meeting of the 
American Philosophical Soc iety at Philade l­
phia last week that any life existing any­
where else in the universe is lilcely to be 
the same as life on earth . It see~s probable 
he said, that living organisms evecyuhe1•e 
1:1ust be constructed primarily from the same 
four elements: carbon, oxygen, nitrogen e.nd 
hydrogen; not because of their abundance, bnt 
because only these elements have appropriate 
properties . It is doubtful , he added, that 
11life can ever arise apa1•t from water, or go 
far without oxygen. Nor can life probably 
thrive anywhere without access to radiation, 
speciLically in the wave-length range of 300· · 
1,100 microns (thousands of milliuete1•s) 
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which excites molecules electronically, and 
so activates photochemical reactions."

DID A COMET HIT THE EARTH? 
SOVIET SAYS YES 

NEW YORK--A Soviet inquiry has concluded 
that between June 30 and July 1 , 1900, there 
was no night in large areas of the earth be­
cause, at that time, this planet was collid­
ing with a comet . 

This view is the resul t of a study that 
fol lowed suggestions i n Soviet quarters that 
the mysterious expl osion that shook the world 
at that time was the ~npact of an atomic­
powered space ship . 

Al though this suggestion has now been re ­
jected by most of the Soviet scientific com­
munity , similarities have been found between 
the side-effects of the bl ast and those ac ­
companying the high- al titude hydrogen bombs 
fired in 1958.

The 1908 expl osion occurred in a remote 

part of Siberia . It has l ong interested 
sci entists for , although i t l evel ed a square 
mil e of forest and was felt around the world, 
it l eft no crater or no trace of itself. 

An expedition visited the site l ast year 
and reported that i t was considerably more 
radio active than the territory around it, 

Dr , Vassily G. Fesenlcov , chairman of the 
conuni ttee on meteorites of t he Academy of 
Sciences of the USSR di smisses the notion of 
an at omic explosi on as "ungrounded and fan­
tastic. 11 

He believes the head of the comet , a 
11 small 11 one, consisted of dust and froze n gas 
in one or more extremely dense clouds several 
miles in diameter.

OCEAN'S FLOOR HAS 'SLIPPED ' 
NEW YORK (AP) - Scientists i1a'Ve just found 

a fascinating new mystery of the ocean deeps: 
The ocean floor of California has slipped 

600 miles east and west along a great earth­
quake or fracture line extending out to sea. 

The sea floor north of this line has mar­
ched westward farther out into the Pacific . 
The f loor just south has moved east, close t~ 
shore. 

Points which 111nce were opposite one an­
other now are 600 mi l es apart . 

Perhaps this giant march produced titanic 
earthquakes at some unknown time in the past . 

Di scovery of t he great slip shows that 
similar movements of the earth's crust might 
have occurred to shi~t a l l the earth ' s con-

,·tinents. . , 
The .continents may ence have been one huge 

land mass . They. · sepana~ed and drifted apart , 
dividing the earth ' s ancient Hatel?s into the 
present oceans. 

The sea floor movements, which pPesumably 
occurred millions of years ogo, were discover­
ed by Victor Vacquier and Associates of the 
Scripps Inst i tm;ion of Oceanography , La Jolla, 
Calif. They found, in fact, three separate 
slippages . 

The 600 mile slip took place along a line 
running out to sea from Cape Mendocino , 
\.!alifornia. 

Farther south, off Monterey , the ocean 
bottom has slipped 170 miles along another 
fracture line. 

Off Point Conceptinn, still farther south , 
the floor has slipped by 80 miles, but in the 
oppos ite direction. Here , rocks on the north 
side of the line have moved east, or toward 
the coast. 

Instruments showed curious variations in 
the magnet i c field of the sea floor. It in­
dicated there were great wedges of rock 
20 miles wide and 100 miles l ong. 'Ihe 
wedges varied in magnetic strength, one be ­
ing high 1 the next lower, the next high again. 
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The surprising cl isoovery wai:i t;1at wedges 
north of the line fitted with wedges which 
now are 600 miles closer to the coast. 

It also in4icates a drifting of the crust 
of the earth beneath the sea , .. Dr. Roger 
Revelle, Scripps director , commented. 'Ihe 
full meaning of tt}e marching c:rust still is 
being studied,

HANOVER, N. H. / Oct. 22 - Dartmouth Col­
lege geologists have found evidence that the 
North American Arctic had a climate that was 
tropical te warm until perhaps 50 ,000 ,000 
years ago.

The geologists, led by Prof . Andrew H.
