TUFO 'BURN' FADES --- A mountain younster who
claimed he received a curved burn on his hand from touching the
"antenna" of a softly glowing "flying ship", has had no ill eff cts
from the incident, his mother said today., Mrs, James Cozens, of
16 Leavesden Place, said that her son Charles, 13, was watched care-
fully for weeks after the March 29 excitement. At that time Charles
raced hope after viewing what he termed "two strange ships" land in
a field behind the Mountain Police Station on Upper Wellington St.
After repeated questioning as to the seriousness of his allegations,
the incident was reported to the police. A constable, summoned to
the boy's home, verified that Charles had. indeed a three inch yel-
lowish burn mark on his hand. Mrs, Cozens said Charles was taken

to the family Doctor who advised a test for radiocactivity at St.
Joseph's Hospital. The test was made four days afterwards and a
geiger counter failed to disclose any cause for concern. Blood
tests also confirmed no ill effectS......

24: A space experiment wafted a huge
multi-colored cloud hundreds of miles across the sky yesterday and
was followed by reported sightings of a brilliant unidentified ob-
ject in the East and Mid«~Westssl It was shortly after the launching
that thousands of persons sighted biilliant objects or lights in
the sky in Virginia, Kentucky, Pemn,, Ohio, Illinois, Indiana, and
southern Wisconsin..... Taken at face value, however, NOTT ALL, of
the reported dightings could be explained away by the colored cod=-
ored clouds. There was one report of three mysterious objects in
suburbar Richménd, Va, on Friday Night, HOURS before the Wallops
Island test. There were several calls to police, and Patrolman
John G, Pace, sent to check into them, said he saw three objects
whose light persisted about half and hour, At Anderson, Ind. an
Anderson security officer meking his appointed rounds, reported
seeing a mysterious round blue object which, he said, started to
land on the school's football field. The watchman, Henry Fox,

said he first spotted what looked like a star in the esstern sky,
moving towards the city. After about 15 minutes, Fox said, the
blue started to fade and "left a long=-slender object like a shaft
of light sticking up into the air --- it was very tall/"....Many

of those who reported seeing a brilliant object in the sky were
pilots and policemen and deputy shefiffs on patrol. Four airline
pilots told the O'Hare International Airport control tower at Chi-
cago they sighted a brilliant light, which they estimated at 4,000
feet, some 100 miles east-northeast of the city., Many different re-
ports are still coming in from this ‘event', and full details will
be forthcoming. As we go to press, more sightings have arrived, -
but space is limited and thesew ill be in full detail next month.,,
