Some astronomers believe asteroids are the fragments of anh exploded
rlanet that once orbited the sun between Mars and Jupiter. While
space scientists don't know as much about astercids as they would
like to know, some have suggested thot asteroids might serve as con-
vienent way-steps for astronauts between the moon and distant plan-
ets.... The Arizona Meteor Crater is 4,000 feet across and 580 ft.
deep. PSome astronomers believed that: asteroids have struck our ear-
th many times through the centuries., Once, thousands of years ago -
one landed where Texas lies today ond its impoct left o jumbled up
mass of shattered rock called the Sierra Madra.. Geographos, a mile
thick asteroid discovered in 1951 during the National Geographic -
Palomer Observatory Sky Survey, has a known orbit that will bring
it within three million miles of earth --- but not for many dedades,
