THE LOS ANGELES UFO'S
BY KENNETH LARSON

On December 7, 1941, America had entered into World War 11
when the Japonese bombed Pearl Harbor. Because of this attack,
the armed forces were on edge and ready for other raids. This
was particularly true on the west coast of the United States. An-
ti aircraft guns had been set into position along the coast, and
both the army and navy were ready for any emergency. Many people
thought that Japan would follow uwp the successful attack on Pearl
Harbor with bombings of the west coast ond possibly an invasion.
Thus the scene was set for one of the most unusual and still-unsol-
ved episodes of World War 11, :

On the evening of Feburary 25, 1942, several unidentified fly-
ing objects passed slowly through the air over Los Angeles, After
they were sighted, many of the anti-aircraft guns in the area burst
into fire and sent dozens of shells into the night sky. Search-
light beams focused on the objects, and hundreds of residents wat-
‘ched "the phenomenal show, The city was blacked out from 2:25 to
T:21 AM, while fraogments of the anti=-aircraft shells fell on the
homes and streets of the city. YET, NO BOMBS WERE DROPPED AND NO
ATRPLANES WERE SHOT DOWN. The next morning, the Les Angeles Times
printed several articles on the matter and even displayed a photo-
- graph showing the unidentified: flying object in the sky. The ar-
ticle said that the Army's Western Defense Command insisted the
blackout was.the result of unidentified aircraft sighted over the
city. The command in San Francisco confirmed and reconfirmed the
presence of the objects,

Hundreds of citizens Wwho heard and saw the activity told var-
ying stories of how powerful searchlights swept the sky while anti-
aircraft batteries dotted the heavens with orange bursts of shrap-
nel. Other newspaper articles contnined descriptions of the objec-
ts as they slowly moved, caught in the searchlight beams, One of
the newspaper photographs showed o round, white object in the cen-
ter of nine searchlight beams. The object did not look like any
conventional craft, and it was surrounded by bursts of gunfire.

In 21l probability, any conventional aircraft caught in the midst
of such activity would hnve been hit and shot down. But accord-
~ing to the reports, none of the objects dropped o bomb, nor were
-any of them shot down,., While checking into this amazing episode,

- the author came in contoct with . many who had seen this event. In
her letter to the author, Iucille Harbour (now living in Anderson
ville, Cal.) wrote that she had watched one of the objects in the
sky, it was described as being round-shaped and unlike a conven-
tional airplane -~another newspaper report came from a policeman --
who said that he had seen nine unidentified, silvery-colored objec-
ts -- a newspaper reporter with the Los Angeles times told how he
had visited a police station, and policemen reported that they had
seen at least seven of the objects., But the most striking accounts
told how the objects in the sky "slowly moved on" and how the tar-
gets '"inched along high overhead, flanked by the cherry-red bursts”




During his reseanrch, the author noticed one account relating
to the post-war years in Japan, According to this report, someone
~had checked into the files relating to the war-time armed forces
~of Japan., According to these files, the Japanesé had NOT conduct-
"ed an air-raid on the American west coast on Feb.25, 1942! Conse- |

ently, we have the following data on this unusual episode:

None of the objects were shot down by intense anti-aircraft
flre, nor did any of the objects drop any bombs,
.- (2) The newspaper photograps show a round, white object unlike
. that of an conventional aircraft.

(3) The objects were reported to have moved slowly, while caught

in the searchlight beanms,
(4) Post-war records in Japan did not contain any account of an
air-raid on that date. .
(5) The westcrn Defense Command insisted that unidentified aircraft
had been sighted. -

What is the answer to this puzzle? The author thinks that the
objects were UFO moving through the sky over Los Angeles, Because
of the war hysteria, many people assumed that the objects were Jap
aircraft conducting an air-raid. If this were so, the author does
think that at least one of the aircraft would have been shot down.
Any Japanese aircraft would have dropped. bombs --because the intent
of an air-raid is to drop bombs on a target. Yet the newspaper ac-
counts do not contain any reports of noise from airplane engines --
- nor did any bombs fly from the slow-moving objects. Thus, the
description parallel other descriptions of Unidentified Flying Ob-
jectSs.cs (EDITORS NOTE: A continuation of this article will be
printed by us in a future issue.)
