Ve fly innumerable‘miles and nothing goes
wrong, yet we have to be ready for anything. We never know what
the differéntitypes of atmospherie, magnetic or thought conditions
are prevalent in” the conditions we operzcte in, will do to our
ships. Usually everything goes according to plan, but not always.
We have run into unfavorable magnetic conditions and HAVE EVEN
BEEN FIRED UPON BY HOSTILE PEOPLE.

The UNMANVED ROBOTS ‘are MONITORING DEVICES and also DEFENSIVE
WEAPONS., In each disc are CAMERAS and highly accurate receivers
of speech, ‘thought transfer, clectromagnetic radiation (radio &
television) and magnetic sensors to explore the nature of the sur-
rounding magnetic field.

Concerning the lines on Mars which some people refer to as
canals -- these lines do exist - they are at the limit ¢f visual
sight and can only be seen with the best of eyes, working under
the best of conditions, and at the right, time of, the, llartian Year.

To
kcep from being crushed on carth by our own atmosphere, we must
have an ¢ qual pressure in us, that is about 15 lbs. per squarc
inch - thus onc pressure is balanced by the other and we feel no
disconfort. ’ .
