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PLYING SAUCERS and the STRANGE! By Kurt Glemser

‘Many strange occurances have happened in connection with
UFO sightings and 1nvest1gators - Amoung the best recorded are
those of the.three men in black, kidnappings of humans by Fly-
ing Saucers, strange deaths of Ufologlsts, writings found beside
UFO landings and "faces" on pictures. These will be discussed

- below, ..

Ik 21952 AlDELt K, Dender of Dridgeport, Conn. created the
International Flying Saucer Bureau. The organization was well
on it's way till 1953 when Al Bender stopped the operatlon of
IFSB explalnlng that he had been visited by "three men in black
suits" Dender didn't release any further information: till- 1962
when'his book "Flying Saucers and the Three Men'" was published.
(Read "They Knew Too Much About Flying Saucers'" by Gray Barker
and SAGA, Oct. 1967)

Bender has several mysterious experiences before the three
méen's appearance. He saw pulsating blue lights in his home and-
smelled a peculiar ordor much like rotten eggs or burning sul-
phur. These men apparently frightened Dender and took him to a
base under Antarctica where the three men's race extracted min-
aral's Trom the- gea, - The|threeumen used himan,dlgquises o hide
their features:which are described as those of the 'Flatwoods'
monster. Only after their departure in 1960 was Dender able to
tell of them. Dender is the best known of the silenced ufolo-

. glsts. Others who have been silenced are Jarrold, John Stuart,

and DLaimon Mitris.

Other strange experiences were experienced by Mr. Homer
Schaefer ( an ex-ufologist of Kitchener) and myself. Mr. Sch-
aefer was downstairs in his home and distinctly heard creaking
noises upstalrs in 1962. The noise was.at.first a.quick patter,
like that of a small animal, such as a squirrel, on the roof.
Soon the noise turned to a heavy tramp. He went upstairs to in-
vestigate. His dog barked as she always does at unfamiliar voi-
ces or people. The door of his room was closed but he remember-
ed having left it open. He opened the door and found nothing -

‘but his books were disturbed.: These books, which he collects,

are onthe subject of Black Magic and flying saucers. Since all
windows were locked he continued to search for the intruder but

found nothing.

Barly in 1967 I was alone in the house. My dog was the only’
other occuoant in the house. I had just taken some ufo books and

'magazines downstatrirs. Suddehly, the phone rang. No body was on

the line. After paging through the material I flicked ont wo
light switches to go upstairs. One switch turned on a light out
side -the house and the other switch turned on the lights near the
top of the stairs in the hall and near the bottom. I started to

walk upstairs when the lights on the inside suddenly went out!!.

CONTINUED
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I had walked three of the fifteen stairs and was about to
turn around, but, I looked up to the top of the stairs and saw
something I will never forget for the rest of my life!

: I could see the upper half of a 'human' body leaning around
the edge of the wall! The lower portion was hidden from view,
This 'human' body can best be described as-a shadow. ( I could g
make out few details with the help of a light in the kitchen.)
The black clothing seemed to be part of the body. As it was hard
to see I couldn't tell the difference. I COULDN'T MAKE OUT A FACE!
I quickly turned about, went down the three stairs in one step and
turned on the light. NO ONE was there anymore. Then I turned on
the light for the outside. Nothing happened. I had to go out and
screw in the bulb -- yet several seconds ago I had seen the same
light working. My dog, who always follows orders wouldn't come up-
stairs with me. I went up to investigate but found nothing.

Before this experience, I with four other persons, coudd smell
a foul odor (Feb. 28, 1967) in the house like that of burning sul-
phur. We first discovered the intense smell at 6:10 PM. We could

'"Many Convinced UFOS Busy 'Rustling' Animals'" -- John A, Keel -

(Reprinted from the Orlando Sentinel)

A rapidly mounting mass of reports freom all over the world
indicates that many people are now convinced that those elusive
unidentified flying objects (UFOS) are bus11y stealing and im dz-
secting dogs, cows and horses.

Irate farmers and per-owners everywhere are confusing local"
law enforcement agencies with these far-out claims backed up by
the dismembered carcasses of hapless animals. - Strangest of all,
the blood, bone marrow and certain vital organs have all been ex-~
‘hertly removed from the bodies.

Last November, William Watson of Gallipolis, Ohio, discov-
ered his missing German shepherd dog in the center of an isetated
field. The knee-high grass around the dog's body was pressed .
flat in a perfect circle, 20 feet in diameter. Although there
was no sight that the dog had been attacked by any "ordinary"
animal, every bone in its body was crushed and there was no
blood in evidence. Innumerable residents in the area had report-
ed seeing low-flying, saucer- s@aped objects shortly before the
dog's carcass was found.

A few months earlier, a registered nurse living alone on a
nearby farm had complained te¢ the police and the FBI about mys-
terious "cattle rustlers" who were slaughtering her cows late at
night., She said that she had seen strange lmminous objects hov-
ering at tree-top level above her pastures on a number of occas-
ions. One night she glimpsed a tall male figure dressed in white
coveralls in her field. ©She ran out with a shotgun and. 'the fig-
ure left hurriedly, leaping over a tall fence with astoundlng
ease., The cow carcasses had been expertly.butchered in part and
the bodies were bloodless.

Weird reports of unedrthly cattle rustlers have appeared
again and again since 1897. In April ef that year, Alexander
Hamilton, a farmer in Le Roy, Kans., -signed an affidavit swear-
ing that he and his family had observed a huge cigar-shaped ob-
jeet "occupied by six of the strangest! beings /I ever saw" hov-!
ering over a two year o0ld heifer in his fields. A noose was low-
ered around the animal's neck and it was hauled into the sky in
full view of the amazed farmers. A few days later the hide of
the stolen creature turned up in a field about four miles away.,

On Sept. 7, 1956, three men near Twin Falls, TIdaho, report-
ed seeing a saucer-shaped object, 200 feet in diameter, settle
neaxva-luckless” steep, i The object took ofT before they could
reach it., The steer was gone when it flew off, they declared.

CONTINUED
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Another case was recorded on April 1, 1963, at Chileno Valley,
Californla, . when a farmer told police that a flying saucer had stam-
peded his herd of cattle. Arm 'sed by the rumpus, he said he re-
ached the scene just In time to see a graup of short men in white..
coveralls grab a calf and haul it into the object. : )

& Early in September, 1967, a baffled veterinarian was called
upon to examine the bodies of several strangely butchered cows
near Allentown, Pa. Parts of their hides had been removed, and
all of their blood and bone marrow was inexplicably missing. Or-
dinary animals of prey were ruled out as the culprits.

It was about that same time that "Snippy", the pet horse of
Mrs. Barle Lewis, was found in a similar condition near Alamo sa,
Colo. Flying saucers had been reported consistently in the area
for over five years, according to Alamosa County Sheriff Ben Phil-
lips. 4 But he theorized that "snippy" was the victim of a stray
lightning bolte An anonymous pathologist from Denver examined the
horse's carcass, however, and found that all of the fluid had been
drained from the brain and spinal columne. All of the animal's
blood had also been extracted in some manner. He refected out-
right the lighting theory.

Cows and horses have not been the only victims reported in
these bizarre incidents. A farmmer in Isola, Italy, accused -
"three dwarves in metallic diving suits" of stealing several of
his pet rabbits on Nov. 14, 1954. He claimed he caught the thieves
red-handed near his huth es and tried to fire a £ifle at them but
it wouldn't go off. The dwarves gathered up his rabbits, he said,
and got into a cigar-shaped machine and flew off.

In South America, a perpetual hotbed for unusual UFO tales,
police officials investigating extensive flying saucer reports in
Barcelos, Brazil, in Sept. 1962, learned that 17 chickens, six
pigs and two ® ws had all vanished during a UFO wave. Several pigs
also reportedly vanished from théir well-protected pens at the Ag-
ricultural college in Farmingdale, L.I., this August, at a time
when there were pepeated power failures in the area and UFOs were
allegedly appearing nightly.

_ During the massive wave of UFO reports in Nov. 1956, there were
" several well-documentated cases of dognappinge A Dante, Tenn. fam
boy, Everett Clark, told reporters that he saw four people get out
of an oblong object on Nove. 6, 1956, and make an effort to catch his
dog, Frisky, Hundreds of miles-away on that same night, John Trasco
of Everittstown, N.J. complained that a strange little man with frog,
like eyes trled to take his dog. Trasco said he angrily ordered the
creature off his property and it got into a luminous, egg-shaped
craft and flew off. A new outbreak of dognapping began in Nov.1l966 *
Newell Partridge of Doddridge County, W. Va. testified that he saw
two glowlng red objects in a field near his house and that his dog
Bandit "started carrying on something terrible." The dog ran out in-
to the field. The objects vanished ... and the animal was never
