PHYSICAL EVIDENCE OR FULL-BLOWN HOAX ?
BY
BRAD STEIGER

One of the most cited physical '"proofs" of flying saucers has
been the case of the UFO that allegedly crashed on Spitzbergen Is-
land in 1952. A Colonel Gernod Darnbyl was reported to be in charge
of a board of inquiry which was being conducted by the Norwegian
General Staff. In 'a Statement to:the press, Colonel Darnbyl said:

" It (the saucer) has -- this we wish to state emphatically -- not
been built by any country on earth. - The ‘materials used in the con-
struction are completely unknown to all experts who participated in
the investigation."

The Norwegians were said to have appealed to British and Amer-~
ican government experts for help in the analysis of the grounded ufo.
A forthcoming report was promised. Then silence., Ufologists all
over the world immediately concluded that the British and American
governments had convinced Norweigian authorities to hand over all

materials and to agree to a policy of silence.

While attempting to run down authentic case studies of UFO
crashes or instances in which UFOs left behind physical evidence for
an article proposed by SAGA, Joan and I have had occasion to re- in-
vestigate some of the 'classic" cases. In the instance of the fam-
ous saucer crash at Spitzbergen, let me share with Saucer Scoop-ers
the. details:-of a letter from' Stein Kringlen, «chief of archives,. for
a large Norwegian newspaper,

"We have been in contact with the Chairman of the Norwegian-
UFO-Committee and the Operations Department of the Norwegian Air
- Force, as well as with the highly qualified journalists who for
years have reported on UFOs in our paper.

"We have not been able to find a single fact related to the
events referred to in'Jour letter. -- .an UFO.crash on Spitzbergen -
(Svalbard). It all seems to boil down to 'a fantastic hoax that or-
iginated in some fertile brain abroad in the summer of 1952,

"The Norwegian government has never given any news release on
the sulpject -- as there was no 'subject' -- and nothing has appeared

in our newspapers on this subject...

"We have ascertained that a German newspaper in Stuttgart
brought some fantastic allegations on that -date, and that the German
periodical Der Flieger in July or August, 1952, brought a fantastic
tale about a ufo found on Spitzbergen. In this report, as in others

from abroad, there have been named certain Norwegian flying officers
and scientists. None of these names can be found in civil or mil-
itary files -- and no such persons exist who can be even remotely
connected with a UFO on Spitzbergen."

So there you have it. Must we strike another "proof" physical
evidence from our files? Some amoung you will cry, '"Aha, another
official cover-up!" Perhaps. I should be wary of championing such
a cause, however. At any rate, I would like to hear from any Scoopers
who feel that they might have additional information on this case --
or any other '"proof" of physical evidence.

I must confess that I find few "proofs" convinhcing outside of the
UFO residue gathered by the Whritenours at the scene of the December
4, 1966 landing at Brooksville. This residue and metallic specimen
produced a most revealing analysis under the probings of a number of
independent laboratory staffs (See Flying Saucers Are Hostile)... But
I shall be willing to examine any evidence. It should be obv1ous by
now that I maintain a very open-mind in matters of ufology. So does
the editor of SAGA. And he is still waiting for our article!

According ‘to Dr. Henry L. Yeagley, magnetic lines of latitude
cross the geographic lines of latitude in two locations in America.
One of these locations is near Kearney, Nebraska. Doctor Yeagley,
a professor at Dickinson College, derived this unusual theory from
“experiments .he conducted at the request of the U.S. Army. At the
time, his new experiments were classified as top secret. The basis
of this theory is that the earth operates as a huge magnet. Lines
of equal magnetic intensity form concentric circles surrounding the
earth's magnetic poles. The intensity of this magnetism grows wea-
ker as the distance from the poles increases. Thus, the intensity
is weakest along a circle midway between the magnetic poles. These
circles could be termed '"magnetic lines of latitude."

It is Dr. Yeagley's opinion that the homing ability of pigeons
utilizes these magnetic intensities while flying through the sky,
He believes that a bird can detect the magnitude of these magnetic
forces while in flight. The bird would then be flying on a grid,
with its home loft on the spot where the latitude lines cross. The
pigeon appears to be concious of the force exerted on a moving ob-
_ject by the earth's rotation, and the bird may have to use land-marks
to determine the correct location of the loft. Experiments with pig-
eons seem to show that an area near Indianapolis, Indiana, is one of
the very few areas where no magnetic and goegraphic lines cross. The

However, one of the most interesting of these ideas is the one
concerning the magnetic lines of latitude crossing the geographic -
lines of latitude at a site near Kearney, Nebraska. On November 5,
1957, Reinhold Schmidt, a grain buyer, walked into a shefiff's office
and told him about a UFO ‘he had seen while driving near Kearnery.
When his car engine stopped, the object was about 20 yards away and
about 100 feet in length and 30 feet wide. Schmidt said he approach-
~ed the object, whereupon a "staircase" came out, allowing him to en-
tér. Four occupants told him that in the future he would know the
purpose of the visit., After a half hour, Schmidt was told to leave,
and the object rose up and disappeared from view,

Schmidt was grilled by the U.S. Air Force and civilian law off-
icers and then pronounced "very ill" by psychiatrists. He was placed
in an institution.  After his release, Schmidt continued to stick to
his story and to:.give public. lectures. The widespread publiecity
about this case tended to discredit researchers on UFOS and to make
the public shy away. But, controversial as the.case might be, it is
possible that the UFO that landed near Kearney because of some re-
lationship to the intersection of these magnetic lines of Latitude !

Could it be that Reinhold Schmidt described an experience beyond
our present knowledge? There have been other cases where some relat-
ionship seemed to exist between the objects and electro-magnetic eff-
ects, Some sort-of field of energy, possibly related to the vehicle's
propulsion system.
