If the ·cube were shaped by the hands of men after it had fallen to the 
earth as ' a mete orite , then · the pe ople re spons�ble were of high intellec t  .. . .  
the metal is virtually as hard a s  a fine grade of s te el . This brings one to 

. · the startling suggesti on of an extraterrestrial origin� It seems that the 
late Charle s  Fort held similar thoughts c onc erning the dis c overy when he stated : 
·"If in c oal forming time s , in S c otland , there were indigenous to thi s ear th, no 
men cabaple of making suc h  an iron ins trument , it may have been left behind by 
visitors from OTHERRW ORLDS ·. " 

But the amazing rec ord only begins here . In June of 1851, a p owerful bla st 
near Dorches ter , Ma ss . , cast out from a s olid mas s  of s tone , a BELL shape d ve ssel 
of UNKNOWN l1ETAL . Floral designs were inlaid with silver . Again, in this same 
year , at Whiteside County, �llinois ,  the twisting bit of a well driller br ought 
to light two c opper rings from a sand bed one hundred and twenty feet below the 
surface .  20 years later , near Chillic othe , Illinois ,  drillers extaac ted a br onze 
c oin from one hundre d  and f ourte en fe et beneath the ground . Another bit of c on­
vincing evidenc e that man had been here in the anci e nt past - but Nhat type of 
man, or from where they came or went , no one c an s ay for sure . 

Yet s everal scraps of evidenc e have given sci entific minds a fe eble hint as 
t o  what the se pe ople were like . A t  the head of. S pring Valley near Eureka , Nev . 
a party of four pr ospe c tors were working th� barren hills i n  July, 1877, one of 
them noticed a peculiar obj ec t proj ecting from a le dge of roc k, and his curiosity 
f orc ed him to climb up the c liff for a better look.  He was stunned to find a 
leg bone of a human being , broken off j us t  above the knee .  After chipping a1...ray 
the surr ounding quartzite , it was br ought to Eureka where medical doc t ors exam­
ined it carefully . It was unque sti onably human, as ·knee t·o heel it measured 39 
inche s  • • •  the man who owned it onc e  towered 12 feet in the air -- twic e  the stat­
ure of a normal man t oday . · 

Near Brayton, on the head-wa�ers of the T ennes ee River , · huge human foot­
prints ar e to be seen embedded in s olid shale . The trac ks c onsist of man-like 
heels 13 inche s  wide with 6 t oea feet and giant hoofprints measuring 8 to 10 
inche s . · Thi s indicate s the animal , whatever kind it was ,  and the giant, exfuated 
c ontemporane ously . 

In 1926, two human molar s f ound the ir way to the surfac e from a Montana 
c oal mine . Being three times the size of normal , pre sen� day ·one s ,  plus the 
fact they were in layers datmng thirty milli on year s old made quite a big 
c ommoti on among s c'i entis ts of that time . An entire skele ton was found by s ol­
diers digging a pit at Lampock Ranch, California in 1833. The 12 foot giant 
was surr onnded by carved shells , huge stone axe s  and large blocks of porphyry 
c overed with unintelligible symbols . 

A similar find was made on the island of Santa Rosa . But to cover all un­
i que disc overi e s  in the la st two hundred years would take volumes • . The !ew I 
have menti oned above are evidenc e enough -- evidenc e which_ p oints to . the fac t 
that there was , in age s  past,  a rac e of .men ,  whether of huge stature or not , 
that c ould onc e have lived on - or visited - our planet ,  and left only f�ag­
mentary pr oof of their passing . If indeed they were not native to this world , 
then they may still be paying us vi sits l
