This letter concerned Cayce, the Bermuda 
Triangle (where about 10.0 ships �nd planes ]l�ve disappeared), the predic'tions 

- of Cayce, the rise of Atlantis, the disappeara:hce of t)J.e 5 TBM planes from the 
c·oast qf Florida, Dec. 5, 1945,. Cayc·e 's pre�ict:ion .of his own removal ot passing 
away, etc. Oddly enough, the same issue of this magazine contained an article 
by another writer, concerning the.se same topics and Edgar Cayce, prediqtions, 
A�·;Lantis, etc. Is it possible that these unusual coincidences have some n_ew 
significance?

For the�e and other reasons, the saucers seem to have a religious_and 
'hist.orical and "higher." level, plus a scientific angle (electro-magnetism, 
power.units; gravity, etc.). Tl}.e problem is to combine the two subjects. 
However, the data seems to show some relationship bet�een UFO apprearances 
(such as those to Edgar Cayce and Joseph Smith). Even the Bible states that 
the Lord does nothing without reveali�g it first to His servants • •  o HoweVE�, 
the��.��r� .unusual in that the two ministers or teachers said tha:t occupants or 
angels visited them, and told them of future events. On the other ·hand, the 
Rev. t�illiam Gill had a different experience on about June 27, 1959, when he 
and about 38 ·other witnesses sa� there saucers hovering over the beach near 
Papua, New G�nea.

by JOHN A .  KEEL 

.· Now. that the study of · serial phenomena is beginning to achieve a higher 
· , ·degree. of· respec tability, ufolog{ sts must recognize that their growing res ­

pbnsibilities m-ust supercede their devotion to the "cause". We must find rat-
.. ;i'onal and meaningful .ways in which to present the UF O  problem to the public. 

The s ingle-minded fanatici sm which once dominated the field must b� replaced 
by a dignified public posture. . The Air Force has made a mes s  of their Public 
Relations (PR) over the UFO iss ue and many of the civilian UFO groups have 
made the smme mistakes ; their loud-mouthed accusations and frenetic circulation 
of half-baked speculations have contributed to the ridicule which has surrounded 

t the subject for years . 
·

Responsible ufologists · now have an opportunity to alter their somewhat 
disgraceful "public imagen �·. · My · long experience in journalism, radio and TV 
has given me an extensive bac.kgroimd in PR and I sugge

.
st the following approach­

es to imp�oving our public position. 

(l) f.'Iany UFO organ� zations h�ve long used titles · which automatically 
brand them as "nut· gr·oups 11 to the skeptical public . Names such as "THE INTER­
PLANETARY: RESEARCH COMMISSION", 11THE OUTER SPACE STUDY COMMITTEE", etc. should 
be discarded and replaced by· more rational sounding names .such as 11ATHOSPI-IERIC 
P HENOMENA : ·STUDY GROUP" or "THE Oli.CANIZATION for the study: and analysi s of para­
normal events". Editor � - and 11ashington officials have frequently showm me 
their "nut" mail, written on fancy letterheads des playing titles containing. 
damning wo:rds . · s uch ,as "Extraterrestrial", " Interplanetary", etc . Such letter­
heads usually c ondemn the writer and the letters are not taken seriously. The 
words "Flying Saucer" should also be avoided. UFO is permi s sible provided the 
title clearly stresses a 11sbientific,11 study. Words auch as "phenomenon" ·are . 
preferable. If yo-q. want to be taken seriously .. your group must have a non-
kook title • .·· · · ·

sarily based upon speculative conclusions· which 

can not be satisfactorily domumented. We should try' to diminish the unneces s­
ary controversies surrounding. the subject by avoiding unsubstantiated conclus ­
ions·� Hhen · appearing on rad;io or TV, avoid such terms as "spaceships", "mother­
ships "·, etc . · . . . These s ound· like utter nonsense. to many . Stick with "obj ect" 
"UFO", ��� i:r.b'u1ar craft", "cigar-shaped obj ect11, and other descriptive yet non­
c ommi tal p.hrases. · 

Be v:ery .careful .in expres sing your own opinions.·� . lest you r¢n your local 
imag� � . · Use t�e old buck-passing technique by quoting others. For example, you 
might ' e:Kpl�i'n that NICAP ha s long beliefed that UFOs-. ·are ·extraterrestrial. 
prob�s •· . . .  Q:r --that APRO haa advanced the s peculation t'hat ro me - UFOs ·.may :be hostile 
to us. Discus s statistic·s whenever ·possible... Skeptics han a roUgh time ar ­
guing with s �atistics. Newspapermen and the like are more impressed with statis ­
tics. than with in,dividual cases.

I f  you are c onfronted with critic s who bring up the Air F orc e statistic s ,  
whip out your c opy o f  the APRIL 15,  1966, Washington hearing and show the AF 
s tatistic s printed there -in. There are no less than 22 mistakes in c ommon 
addition in those statistic s .  

The main c olumns don ' t  even add up c orrec tly. I f  you don ' t  have a c opy 
of that ( the AF finally caught the mi stakes and c orrected the tables in· later 
release s ,  shamele s sly j uggling many of the ffgures  so they would add up) ', t'Urn 
to page 233 of CAPTAIN LOFTIN ' S  "IDENTIFIED FLYING SAUCERS n ,  or to a c opy of 
the BLUE BOOK release for 1967, and �how how the main c olums have been inc orect­
ly adde d by the Air Force .
