p os sibly substantiate thi s hypothe sis . 

September 23 , 1880 , was a bright sunny day, and a few mile s  from Gallatin, 
Davi d Lang had a small farm. On that day he t ook a walk d own the path whi cn le d 
t o  the pa sture where hi s hor s e s  were grazing . Although hi s wife and two children 
saw him depart for the pasture , he never reached the fi eld . Not only the Lang s , 
but also a �udge Pec k and the Judge ' s  br other-in-law were driving up to the Lang 
house when they saw him disappear . . .  NO tr·ace of Lang was ever found. Thj3re was 
apparently nothing unusual about the spot where· he di sappeared -- no hole s were 
f ound . Surveys of the area were made arid

. hole s were drille d to test for cave s 
or sinkhole s with negative results . 

It was nonethele s s  significant that several ·months after the incident that 
the Lang c hildren, - playing near the spot where · their father had disappeared,  di s­
tinctly heard their father ' s  v oic e crying out · 'for help . It i s  noteworthy not only 
t o  observe that the father ' s  v oice  bec ame pr ogressively fainter as he repeatedly 
cried out f or help , but also at the same �pot · where he s o  suddenly disappeared,  
there was a circ le of  yellow-br own �tunted grass  about 15 feet in diameter .

. .ANALYSIS : Thi s i nc ident rec all s the di sappearance and ' subse quent re-appear-

anc e of a Naval shi p  i n  the book :  "ALLENDE LETTERS - NEW UFO BREATHROUGH" by 
Brad Steiger and your editor Joan Whritenour . In the above de scribed incident , 
there are three  c lue s t o  be noted :  David Lang di sappeared SUDDENLY ( he di d not 
r i s e  slowly int o  the air ) - a c irc le of stunted gras s appeared in the 'mystery 
spot ' ,  and 7 months later ( after. he had di sappeared) hi s c hildren heard hi s own 
voic � c alling� until it fade d away . 

· It i s  c onc eivable that a s o-c alle d "Univer sal Cloud " ,  or simply a ' cloud 
transport ' whi ske d  Davi d Lang away . It 'is assume d that suc h  a cloud transport 
utili zed molec ular c ontrol to lift Lang up into the sky .  Apparently, it effected 
same rapidly -- as Lang appear e d  to ' vani sh ' . Further , by virtue of the fac t  
that his children ' heard ' him s ome 7 months later , it s·o· i s  possible that telepathic 
c ontac t might have been establi shed .  Other reports of strange di sappearance have 
been widely note d :  On Jan. 29; 1948 , between Bermuda and Kingston, Jamaica air­
craft di sappeared without a trac e .  Als o ,  on· Jan 17, 1949, same phenomena . East 
of Florida on Dec . 5, 1945, other aircraft di sappeared . 

In another epi s ode , the crew of a Navy blimp di sappeared in 1942 off the 
Calif ornia c oast . The blimp suddenly s oare d  into some c louds -- which were in 
all pr obability ' univer sal transport c louds ' .- There is s ome· possibility here 
that . a c onaecti on exi sts with the ' crinkly-sounding ' c louds that were sighted and 
HEARD. in . the Jacks onville area of Florida in Feb-Mar 1969 .

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Getting bac k t o  the Navy .crew : , -i:t i s  my c ontention that the men were either 
carried away by a natural metho<i" wi tbdut ·-specific · · �wposefUl: .. intent or else were 
whis ke d  away, by an intelligently directe d and c ontr olle d entity that had c ertain

, 
and rea s ons f or the abduc ti on. · · · . . . . . · · 

On July 1,  1955 ,  .i t  was r aported that . a nine year old girl was riding a 
horse -- a thunderstorm was appr oa��ing -- at one point ,  th� . horse and ride� were 
pi c ke d  up bodily and transported for nearly half a mile befor e  returning , unharme d , 
to earth. The girl ' s  mother , among other s ,  allege dly ob s�rve d this singular phe -
nomena . · 

On Feb . 23 , 1911 , the Yorkshire Observe� reporte d that on the prece e ding day, 
a girl , standing among s ome friend s ,  was shot up into the air about 35 feet and 
was crushed to death as she was viole ntly thr own to the : gr ound � It was further 
allegedly reported that mete orologist's ans aer onautical expert s agreed that a 
wind would have had to be on the order of 110 mile s per pour to have s o  lifted 
the little girl so . vi olently . Nonethele s s ,  . on ·the morning of Feb -23 , 1911, there. 
was in ·point of fact no gale for�e wind , no gust·s,  that c ould. have pr operly ac -
c ounte d  for suc h  a bi zarre phenomena . · ·  · 

· ANALYSIS : I c ontend that the s e  phenomenon wherein the entity was ' captured ' 
by s omething along the line � of a . '.cloud · transport 1 , . e ould be indic i t:ilve of two 
explanati ons . 

1) The mole cular c ontrol apparatus was 1 faulty 1 ,  and c ould not acc ompli sh 
it 1 s 1 task 1 • 

2) Or else the apparatus , . for one reas on or another was not supposed to 
be i n  a state of 9perati onal prepare dne s s .  

P er s onally ,  I ascribe t o  the former hypothesis wherein the apparatus was 
appa:rently. Nar functioning prope.rly .  There have been many rec orded UFO-related· 
i ncidents that i nvolve hUmans., . roc ks an¢i plants , and even animals ,  being ' picked 
up 1 •  I further c ontend, that he}d the UF<D had the fi rie benefit of a CLOUD COVER . 
the witne s s  would have. described the lifting up of such 'things as · the work of a. 
'mysterious _cloud 1 •  In fac t,, many UFO ' .s have been reported to have manutact�ed 
their own cloud c over while in flight , and have· ·been noted many times to c ome 
out of the area of strangely-shape d 1 clouds 1 whic h rapidly disapated whan the UFO 
left i t  1 s r protection 1 • ·

late as astounding e*perienc e  h e  and . Kay had. the night before while par�ed near . 
Manuels  h6irie , in the rear area·. behind Fo·od Fait" · Supermarket .  At about 11 : 15 l'M . 
a s  they sat in the fr ont seat of Manuel ' s  stationwagon, t�ey were Suddenly startle d 
by a hollow, deep , pe netrating sound fr om topside -- a s  though it came through a 
vast ,  1ong tunnel .
