' poltergeist • type of manife station and the ' apparitions ' and weird dreams often 

visite d  upon either UFO witnes ses or re searchers . 

: rn .all · the following, I am making one key as sumption - that the invisible 
entiti e s ,  the 11 smellie s "  and other manife station's ass ociated with the UFO mystery 
are basically the same as those which we have had for centurie s  labeled ' occult ' ,  
and are not merely s ome s ort of accidental technological duplication. Becaus e  of 
the similarity of the se phenomena , not .merely superficially but in depth, this 

·.assumption i� at least safe enough to , make an attempt to formulate a defense worhh­
··while· . The following rules .should be observed by those under attack: 

1. A pers on under psychic attack should 'keep in general good physical c on­
dition by r eas onable diet and sufficient exercise . 

2 .  Healthful exposune to sunlight .helps turn back .psychic attack, as it 
strengthens the "aura " ,  Rbich is a type of biological for�e field . 

3 .  . Some food should be kept in the stomach at a11 · ·t1me s ,  as this keeps the 
psychic faculties c losed down.

.. 5 .  A hot bath c an b e  used to draw· blo od from the c enters of psychic activity 

in the head . 
6 .  The sea � mountains , and open c ountry should· b e  avo�ded . 
7 .  A hot water bottle - or pressure - appli�d t o  the· s olar plexus will keep 

this psychic c e nter closed down. · 
_. 8 .  Buildup of fecal matter - c onstipation - should b e  avoided • 
. 9 .  Sleeping pills should be avoided .

_ All the above are physical in nature . They will not actually repel psychic 
attack, but they will remove some of the · difficulties ana allow the victim to make 
a mo�e deter�ned r e si sta�c e .  This is important, i n  that often the. one who holds 
on the longest will emerge th� winner . The rules given here uill be most useful 
against the purely mental attacks - those causing hallucinati ons , terrible n�ght­
mares ,, etc • • • Other forms of haras·sment, such as the .Poltergeist type • • • require 
more s ophisticated methods of defense .  The above measures - c oupled with prayer -
c an serve as a sort of temporary defens e ,  but should aff.air s  worsen, _one will need 

.. : c ompetent help, and fast .  Exorci sm by a priest inight b e  tried ,  a s  might the aid of 
a bona fide occultis t. . .  ·

• • •  A word to any vic tim of psychic �ttack. Use these means as best you can, and 
try to carry on your work. Sure , this is  a lot easier to say than to do - but we 
9eed zour hel£. The enigma of the sauc ers bec omes more threatening every day, and 
lle need all the data we can possibly get . By resi sting , you c an help us to learn 
more - and learn we must - if we are to survive .

BROOKSVILLE AREA, Mr s .  Eula Lewis , reports that on May 2'7� . 

1969 · at apr oximately . 9 : .00 PM a {land'ing. occurred in · the lake ' area behind the home 
of the wel1lmoi1n c onta:otee JoliD Reev·es . Acc ording to the reports given to her , 
there were two adult observers . and one child . of about 8 years of ag.e . The couple 
were3 in the lake area fishing when ·they saw a very bright moving light which s eemed 
to be hand-held and manuevered by a small person dres sed in dark, possible green, 
c over·alls across from them on the -oposi te side of the small lak� . 

The 1 person 1 appeared to be short in stature , perhaps 4t to 5 ft . tall . Suddenly, 
a brilliant light of orange c olor started ' beaming down ' -- they said it formed an 
UMBRELLA SHAPE · -- aprox. 12 ftl in diameter . It was. about 500 ft . away fro� the 
observer s with the small lake betueep: them. The ' pers on ' c ontinued to m�e about­
flashing the light ( hand-held one ) hither a�d yon. Twice it hit our observer dir­
ectly with it ' s  blinding glare . This type · of ac tion c ontinued for aprox.  45 min­
ute s.  Our witne ss decided to  go back to  fishing in the lake , ignoring the whole 
thing � The other observer ' s  curiosity overcame them, and started circling to the 
right· around . the lake · towards the ·lights •. It was cloudy and a bad storm ·churned 
above them going . in the direction of Dade City. He had gone maybe 175 f �. or s o  
in the �irection of the ' little person ' when the little one rapidly scrambled into 
the bush area -- . the light turned fi'ery red -- and hazy -- and was seen no more . 

He then c ontacted. the other person, and together they began . to check the lake area 
out. They did find· DOG-BONE ( or figure 8) type of footprints -- a qu�ntity of 
a GREENISH-WHITE ash-like residue - and a s�all piece of metel · -- ALUMINUM-like - . 
about one eighth of an iobh thick. Als o they found a _l2 inch depression where the 
ground had been disturbed and there were also two small hole s ( about the size of · a 
quarter) about 6 inchs apart.  There were broken bushes which also showed evidence 
of being burned and the gras s was trampled down. The . ground appeared ' scraped .' 
off in the bushy area for a distance of 6 feet . Mr s �  Lewis goes on to rep�rt that 
on her first vi sit to  the area the radiation c ount was very high. In 24 hours,  it 
had gone down c onsiderably then it c ompletely disapated . The metal fragment also  
showed slight signs of radiation. It was determined t o  be non�gneti c .  They 
marked the spot by two piec es  of Alc oa foil - about 12 ft. by the . width of the wrap. 
One piece was placed near the clump of bushes and the other on the gras sy area by 
the lake . On the next visit to the spot, th� piece of foil nearest the lake was · 
bur?ed to an orange -yellow c olor and it appeared to be full or' pin-holes �  A heat 
te st on the same type of foil failed t o  produc e this re sult . Also,  a NEW supply 

of the withish ash was at the sppt . The area gave off an acri�, burning�type of 
odor .  One observer said it smelled like sulphur . A report of 1 beeping s oQ�ds ' was 
als o  turned in to Mrs . Lewi s from another area resident for .the same time slot. 

Two pe o�le ( who prefer the�, name not to be used =. .were walking in the woods near 
the area on the aame night in questi on and reported to her they thought they were 
"followed by s omething - a heavy-walking s omething " which kept out of sight ( and 
they were happy it did ! ) They said the ' heavy walking s ounds ' also  had a SMELL 
"LIKE THE HAIR ON A WET DOG! " 

Further reports of another landing - some 16 mile s from Brooksville - is now under 
Scoop inve stigation and the details will be realeased as they ar� c orrelated . It 
·shows similar characteristic s as the landing reported above • • • • • • • • •  � · · • • • •

Thi s obj ec t  was rep.orted to be " zipping " in . and out and around the numer ous 
small i slands in the area . It also  was reported to  be in the vicinity · of the buoy 
( channel marker ) which researcher s have now learned carry their own ' energy ' . � 
further inve stigation of the witnesses and the follow up s��ry on their experi�nc e 
will be rec orded in the next is sue of Sc oop .  A· park Ranger in the area also related 
that �e had seen strange obj ects many time s - but refuse d_ further remarks about this  
as he  said , " I think it is  a UFO BUT pe ople laugh at  me . u
