EVEN m6UGH iiMoN-Kl" Fllf.En T6 PICK uP Ufs IN'iExsiELilR RAD!o ANb T. v. opTfoN AN1> 
make the promised broadcast to the people of Earth, California saucerers ma.de a big night of it. 
Television coverage began with the Paul Coates show, called "UNIT ONE," a roving reporter sort of 
thing, on Channel 11, KTTV, at 9100 p.m. 

Coates works from a sound truck. 'l'onite (this report written 12130 a.m. right 
after the "big night"-Ed.) he "visited," via picture and sound (HE stays in the truck) a come­
dian back stage, a homecoming queen -- and a large group of people gathered on a Holl.ywood vacant 
lot awaiting Mon-ka•s comingl Gabriel Green, prominent local saucerenthusiast, did the talking 
for the group. 11Somebod1'" Short was manning the •light beam equipnent, 11 and I'm CERTAIN I saw 
John Otto there in the crowdo Coates interviewed a Mr. COJDStock who had a telescope set up. He 
was an oldish fellow vi th a funny hair-do. It seemed the cam.eras DELIBERA '!ELY picked out what 
might be termed the most "colorful" characters. 

Coates interviewed a sandwich wagon man who n.s doing a land office business. 
"lfha t would YOU do, sir, if a saucer landed ?11 110h, I' 11 just try to sell them a couple of sand-
wiches." Short explained (?) the light beam machine and said he vas read¥ to "monitor and record 
messages." 

Green explained why they knew the saucer was to hover over the city, reviewed the 
message from Hon-ka (printed in the last issue of DIE BULLET.IN). 

Coates had a pilot circling 1he area, Bank Coffin - "34-Charlie.• 1hey talked 
back and forth, Coates asking 0 34-Charlie" if he was seeing anything unusual., and cameras picked 
up the plane very nicely. 'lbe pilot said he couldn't see a thing -- no saucers, aayhow. Coates 
asked him if he had heard 1he stories about pilots who bad encountered saucers and had disappeared, 
and "34-Charlie" said he was ~k East once men some pl.mes saw a saucer, but BE looked and he 
didn't see anything. He seemed· quite unconcerned about tb9 whole matter. 

Coates pl~d it fairly s'b-aight, seemed, though, to be enjoying himself' greatly. 
He signed off by telling the pilot to keep circling and watching am to cut in aey time he saw 
a saucer. If he did, Coates would be back, - but if be didn't, "I'll see you next week." 

I cut back to Channel 11 several times after the show, but there wasn't UJything 
saucerri.se coming off9 So I assume "34-Charlie" drew a blank as far.as saucers were concerned. 

TOM WGAN, vho originally bad interviewed Dick Miller and started the whole •aa 
in the first place, opened his show with a foggy, weird-looking scene, complete with space men 
drifting across the screen, one by one. ~twas 10130,the .time far Mon-Ka1s appointed coming, 
and we ran outside every minute or two to scan the skies. After the science-fictionish introduc­
tion, the TV cam.era shored everyone at the studio nmning out 1he door ~d· looking up, except 
Dugan and hie gal Fridq, Judith Bess. I nearly fell c;>ver when I spottfid Orfeo .Angelucci in the 
crowd, Dugan switched to 1he cam.era outside, which scanned· 1he sky, found a plane and stayed on 
it. 

bre was a lot or ":f\umy stuff, 11 -- people screaming, "Tom, come look at the 
saucer" - and shots of the sq and the people. Tom kept urging the cameraman to show the 
PEOPLE - evidently he thought that was the best part of the show. A lot of chit chat and con­
fusion - and actually it was pretty tmmy. In fact the whole sho~ was hilarious, at the expense 
of saucers and saucerers. "After this,n I thought, "NOBODY wil1 ever take the saucers· seriously.• 

Angelucci was first "interri.eved." He didn't have a chance. Dugan kept asking 
him idiotic questions and making very UNfwmy veiled ~ks. Or£eo started •way back with the 
first time he ever saw a saucer, about 1947, in New .Jersey. Said he was studying molds at the 
time. "MOLES?" shouts Dllgan. Or£eo then .gets into' an :involved Et.Xplanation about senaing up mold 
cultures into the sky, to stud¥ 1he effect or radiat:fon on them. He never got anywhere, thanks to 
Dugan. He started on his story about meeting space people a few years later here in Los Angeles 
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---t.'&ei.r stu g him, reading his mind, etc.. Told about the car" seeming "to ge heavy bn the 
right side, making me turn right," whereupon Dugan sa~r.;;, "Sounds like a fl.at tire to me." Orfeo 
tried to tell more about his research-:1> but got no wher-9, due to Dugan•s meddling and smart remarks. 

Next Dugan screams for "that woman ~ho gets space messages Ulrough the hole in 
her head!" She was an innocent, benign lady, ~1".:.d it was a shame that overbearing TV personalities 
must exploit such people. Her name was Juanita ~cha,ffer, or "the human telephone," as he called 
her. She tried to explain about the "head openingn -- "born with it and rl11 die with it. Hu­
!!lans are the greatest electronic instruments--special power we all can develop, etc." 

Next a fellow named Berke dashes in, and everyone screams at the same time. Out 
of the melee I gabr from Berke that he "attended a meeting of the Solar Group (Solar Cross 
Foundation -· Ed.) at Tarzana once! Ah-ha! " lie kept saying it was a "tensor beam" that could 
have entered the lady's hole in the head., 

Best note in the proceedings was John Otto's attempt to alleviate the situation 
saying things like "All this is obscuring the real research," but he didn't get too far. Otto 
ca.me right out and made no bones about not believing tre Mon-ka business, called the people who 
perpetrated the affair "frauds and fakes." Baxter Ward said it was deplorable that the tape re­
cordings1 ostensibly from space people,were sold all over the world at $4.50, and some for as 
much as :i;100.oo. 

Earlier Otto had cried "Hogwash!" to Omar Garrison, L.A. Mirror-News science 
editor, who interviewed the Chicago saucerenthusiast. According to Otto, Kenneth Keller, a uni­
versity student from Engl.and, carried the Miller tapes back to London and started the wave of 
publicity about Mon-ka's prom:iBed broadcast. 

Garrison telephoned Randall Cox, auto dealer of Detroit, and Miller's former 
employer before the latter left Detroit for the West Coast. "I exposed one of his attempted 
hoaxes here when he was a member of b Detroit Flying Saucer Club, " Cox told hilll.

HEARD HIS VOICE. HE SAID HE WAS SPEAKING FROM 1HE SPACESHIP. HE SAID HE COULD SEE US ON A KIND 
OF ADVANCED-TYPE SCREEN ABCl.\.RD THE SAUCER. 

"LA lER, WHEN HE RE'.lURNED TO mE CAR, I WAS SUSPICIOUS. I GOT mE RADIO HAM WHO 
ASSIS'IED MILLER ro BREAK DOHN AND TELL ME nm WHOLE SWRY,, ABOUT A HALF MILE AWAY IN AN ABANDONED 
TRUCK, WE FOUND THE RADIO TRANSMITTER HE HAD USED TO CUT IN ON OUR RADIO nm HIS PHONY MESSAGE 
FROM 'lHE SPACESHIP." 

John Otto, as SAUCERIAN READERS will recall, has also received messages from 
space people (Page 37 'lHE SAUCERIAN 1/6), although it turned out to be a weird kind of code. He 
once ran across a space man in a restaurant, who had pre..:arranged the meeting 'through a radio 
message to Otto. 

Dugan•s program format includes perinds of phone calls from listeners asking 
questions lihich Tom answers (?),, This time they were flooded with "saucer calls." People repor­
ting saucers seen here and there, one hovering oyer such and such a place, one flying over Bur­
bank, and the like. I ra1her doubt their authenticity, but who knows, maybe Mon-ka was around, 
after all? 

the sanest note of b evening was Baxter Ward's news broadcast over radio 
station KATY, at ll:OO (San Luis Obispo). He said KATY was disappointed -- NO'.lHING. Ward had 
students in the engineering school of California State Polytechnic College manning inner and 
outer rings of signal and direction detectors which would determine whether a message, if it did 
come through, vas originating from the earth or sk.v. 
*Angelucci engaged in o&r research prior to 'becoming interested in saucers. Following is quoted 

.. from his publication, 2om CEN'IURY TIMES, Vol. 1, No. 1: "For a short time he (Angelucci) cen-
tered his attention on the crowing of a rooster, and from a few observations concluded that the 
rooster was made to crow fir the stability of the sensitive nervous system of the hens, whose 
nervous system is in a way similar to the human nervous system." --Ed.

And I don't lmow how they're going to manage a space ship over Los Angeles -- that 
would be a real stumper. I'm intrigued by that and I'd like to see how they get out of it. 

ROBERTS: Could you give any further description of Hon-ka? 
DA.UT: He's round-faced, with receding hairline at the part and opposite the 

part. He would have brown hair,· and I would sq his birthday was most likely somewhere in Taurus.

'lhe Martians and Venusians look lika Earth people, according to the Mengers, 
except 'their "hair was longeT and they lived closer to nature." 'lhe Venusians wore ordinary busi­
ness suits (we hope not black--Ed.), and he noted th~ men from Mars wore dark glasses. Both 
interplanetary types of visitors spoke perfect English. 

Latest contact vi th a saucer came in mid-October when a disk swooped down in 
a field at Pleasant Grove, near Long Va.1.ley, N. J. However no one got out of it. Mro Menger said 
he could tell the saucer •got a strong impulse to leave 1he area," and then it blasted off. 'Ibis 
is when he took the pictures, we understand. 

Menger, a sign painter, and a World War II veteran of the Pacific 'lhea1re, said 
he first contacted interplanetary visitors in Hawaii and California. 'lhe space people live "by 
natural law vi 1hout 1he complications of our world society," he declared, adding that they are 
here to "record and evaluate thoughts," vha tever 1ha t could mean. Menger also saw space women, 
though he didn't elaborate too mu.ch about them. 'lhis report is fragmentary and based mainly 
upon a UP report sent us by R. K. Carpenter. 'lhe UP probably deliberately tried to make it sound 
silly, and 'there might be something to it after all. More details, we hope, in next issue. 

WE FINALLY KNOW THE IDENTITY OF "T. JAMES" who wrote the manuscript they're so 
excited about on the lest Coast. His story, titled "SPACEMEN -- FRlENDS AND FOES" does make a 
lot of sense, and fills up some "holes" in the saucer ~stery. Arrived at independently from 
the Mark Probert con1rols, "SPACEMEN" corroborates B.s.R.A. theory, and adds some new wrinkles, 
which, in turn, have been backed up by one of the Probert controls, the Yada Di' Shi'Ite, who 
further stated in rather definite terms that the information was essentially correct, but rather 
dangerous to know about. 

lfe can tell you that "'· James" is known as 'lrevor James in Hollywood, where 
he is an actor (he p~s small parts)", and tlat "'lrevor" aDi "James" are the first parts of 
his real first name.
