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FLYING SAUCERS IN THE BIBLE

(EDITOR'S NOTE -- Some months ago we learned that Rose Hackett 
was in the process of "trying to state the case for FLYING SAU­
CERS IN THE BIBLE in a forthcoming book." We asked her for an 
article on this phase of UFO research. She kindly consented 
with the following article and stating: "It is written by one 
who reads and believes the ample testimony of some three dozen 
books on saucers: that saucers are real, that their power is 
natural power, that their riders are real people, and that they 
are visiting earth from outer space for a very real purpose.")

THE BIBLE IS FULL OF SAUCERS. In the beginning pages 
is an account of visitors from outer space albeit men con­
siderably less discreet than most of today's space visitors! 
Messengers from the "heaved up" regions of the universe often 
communicated face to face with earth dwellers. With document­
ary exactness as to dates, persons, places, wit�esses, the Bible 
records hundreds of incidents wherein messages from God were 
received by dreams, trance, automatic writing, visions, ESP. 
Moreover, prophecies were duly followed by events, including 
the continuing events of fulfilment in this day and age. 

The Bible tells that God used energy with love and pur­
pose to manifest in material forms. Long before today's ex­
citement over earth satellites, flying saucers, and visitors 
from other planets, the Creator used His invisible power to 
make visible creation, with orderly consistency throughout. 

In these latter days man has once again been thinking 
some of God's thoughts after Him and has learned how to re­
verse the creative process and turn a bit of matter back into 
nuclear energy, while pushing back the frontiers of knowledge. 

HISTORY PROVES THE BIBLE STORY. The record of nations 
follow prophecy.

Without in the least overthrowing man's inviolate right to free 
choice, he taught how to choose and use the readily available 
powers for GOOD and not for evil.

Witnesses were advised that he would come back someday the 
same way: in the air, on the clouds, visible to the natural 
eye. Isaiah said long ago that "the Lord will come with his 
chariots like a whirlwind ... The Scriptures promise an earth 
government where willing and happy people shall, under God, 
do hie will "on earth as it is in heaven." This grand con­
summation is the good news theme of chapter after chapter 
describing earth's restoration in plain language.

THE MINDS OF MEN REACT rather unusually at times and the 
physical counterpart of this reaction takes interesting leaps. 
The "how-where-and-why'' of these astounding leaps are not en­
tirely known, but it was such a leap that must have spurred 
Archimedes about seventeen centuries ago to his mathematical 
calculus and his geometry that was rejected as a means of solv­
ing the problems of that era. The results of Archimedes' dis­
coveries were a long time being recognized and, in resulting 
centuries, most of mankind has completely overlooked the fact 
that "calculus" and what we call ''simple geometry" were past 
established discoveries. It took some learned gentlemen of our 
recent era to ''discover" these facets of knowledge and in our 
acceptance of these learned gentlemen, we have accepted thei� 
discovery as the first attempt with success! 

So it goes with the "ice breakint?" mental and physical 
leaps that are being accomplished in 'Saucer" or " Interplanetary" 
research. There will be many that scoff at the "celler" or 
"attack" or ''teapot'' chemist. From the puniest attempts from 
seemingly unskilled men and boys, a vast army of folk are 
delving into the phenomena of Spacecraft and related lore. 
Please be reminded that Archimedes and the efforts of many 
other recognized authorities had much less to work with than 
even the lowliest of "saucer researchers. " 

It is just such a leap in mental effort that has spurred 
communications efforts with relationship to· the interplanetary 
arguments that are raging today. Without claiming "firsts" in 
any effort, for we find wherever we turn there is nothing new 
under the Sun; nevertheless, it was just after the sighting of 
a large (several thousand foot) cigar-shaped ship near Needles, 
California several years ago that spurred this writer into 
thinking of a radical new means of a com­
munication attempt. Feeling rather stupid 
after shining a flashlight skyward while 
snuggled into a bedroll on the desert that 
night, the idea of Lite-Beam communication 
was born for interplanetary spacecraft · 

use. 
The readers of this bulletin are well 

aware of the attemots and the limited suc­
cess that has been

.
acq uired through this 

writer's efforts. As has been stated in 
previous articles, t�ere have been many at­
tempts in the same or similar endeavors and 
radio frequencies have also been experi­
mented with as a means of establishing 
mechanical communication with the elu-
sive "visitors." It is the attempts with 
radio broadcasts that this article deals 
primarily with this time.

1954-55 WERE BUSY YEARS FOR THIS WRITER. I have appeared 
on a great number of public broadcasts of both TV and radio: 
some on interview and others and my own program. In November 
of 1954, I was appearing on Johnny Desmond's Saturday TV show

and delivering " FLYING SAUCER REPORT"-an approximate 15 minute 
3egment of Desmond's two hour show. Factual evaluations of past 

events and late news in "saucer" research. It was just after 
one of these shows that a prominent disc-jockey, Jim Mills (a 
free-lance artist working with several mid-western stations) 
called me and requested that I set up with him a specific broad­
cast to outer space and request that any "Saucer'' pilots listen­
ing in should accept this means. of arranging a landing at a sub­
urban Chicago airport! 

Realizing the many and various difficulties of such a land­

ing, I induced Jim to revamp 
the request and deal primarily 
with a communications attempt 
as we had been experimenting in 
this manner for over a year and 
this could be a means of public 
knowledge of "their" existence. 
In short-first things first. 

No one knew of the broadcast 
date nor what was about to take 
place. Just prior to the broad­
cast time, approximately 5 min­
utes, I made a number of calla 
to local friends to be sure and 
tape record the·broadcast as 
there was to be an interesting 
saucer program on 'roN, 720 Kilo­
cycle frequency, still not re­
laying the exact nature of the 
broadcast. 

· 

WE HAD A FIFTEEN SECOND listen­
ing period following the "Message to Outer Space'' and during this 
silence �eriod (720 KC. carrier still on but broadcast program 
silenced} an astounding high-speed coded message came in on the 
specified 15 second period to the second! This code has been play­
ed over the air and at my lectures. Many attempts have been made 
to "read" an intelligent message from it and, of course, first to 
establish its authenticity. This is a complete story in itself 
and some intriguing discoveries have been made to date. There will 
be a complete review of this and other data received at a later 
date. 

Many requests have been made of me to attempt similar communi­
cations, but with the usual ••hunch, " the time has never seemed to 
be opportune. With few exceptions-such as an attempt on my TV 
program in Chicago-! have declined to assist others in this at­
tempt again. Almost a year (within a month) later this same ef­
fort was made in the city of Loa Angeles over radio station KFI. 

ARRIVING IN LOS ANGELES after a strenuous radio-TV-personal­
engagement tour of Salt Lake, San Francisco and the Bay region, 
Max Miller discussed the possibilities of me at least going on 
the air while in the vicinity. Arranging wi t.h several TV and 
radio stations for a guest appearance (newspaper coverage was lim­
ited and extremely reserved), I had the good opportunity to meet 
with two of the finest free �hinkers in.the broadcast field.

One, Gordon Sturgill of FM broadcast fame and the other, Ben 
Hunter of KFI (NBC), Los Angeles, California. From the FM 
station atop Flint Peak in Glendale, Gordon Sturgill and I 
discussed the saucer topic by telephone with Ben Hunter at 
which time it was requested, and I agreed, to come into the 
KFI station on the morning of Friday, October 28th ( 1  to 5:30 
AM). 

Lecturing date being on the very same night, I had accepted 
in the feeling that I would be on �en Hunter's program for a 
short visit and get out of the studio by at least two o'clock 
and acquire s�me much needed sleep. 

At the studio, I found Ben Hunter announcing my arrival 
and the expectancy of some noted physicists was mentioned; at 
least these men were to have called in and we were to have a 
broadcasted telephone conversation 
between us on the various facets of 
"saucers.... I looked forward to the 
whole evening as one of extremely 
important significance, especially 
since the press had headlined de­
nials by Air Force Secretary Quar­
les as to the existence of any ve­
hicle and occupant that could have 
originated upon another planet! 
(Along with many other denials ap­
pearing as contradictory as any 
ever read in history. ) 

THE EARLY MORNING HOURS were 
filled with a Lite-Beam demon­
stration of communications. I 
transmitted a few words from out­
side Ben Hunter's sound-proofed 
studio and the receiver was coup­
led to the 'mike' and was, in turn, 
relayed out over the KFI trans­
mitter. Being on radio, Hunter 
had to explain in some detail the 
mechanics of the event and in 

· 

doing so he called in his audio 
engineer to discuss the equip­
ment and general interplanetary 
usee for which it was used.

Discussion of the topic of saucers ranged then into many 
and vsried evaluations. The reasons why we had developed com­
munications devices other than those that were available, the 
v�lidity as each and everyone of us considered the "saucers" to 
be, and even to point blank questions as to the possibilities 
of hoaxers and dreamers entering the field that could cause dis­
belief of even the valid facts pertaining to the research. 

It is here that it was established that mechanical communi­
cations is one of the best means of clearing up the many problems 
so inherent in "saucer" research. Instead of millions.of people 
demanding a meeting with the "visitors, '' authentic mechanical 
communications with them could and would have a profound meaning 
upon all people.

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At about 1:30 A.M. on the 28th, Ben Hunter said: "Mr. Otto, 
as you may know and as many of you listening out there do assured­
ly know, I have many times said that if there were any •visitors' 
travelling around out in space in 'saucers' and could hear my 
plea, to come on in and talk over the tranemitter to me and the 
listening audience. To date, though, our friends haven't obliged." 

It was at this point that I reached, inadvertantly, into my 
pocket and pulled out the exact script we had used on the WGN 
broadcast. (I don't usually carry this with me and am unable to 
account for its presence.) I replied that if he was sincere and 
would like to attempt an experiment, we would read this script 
over the air at 2:00 A.M. sharp and that any Spacecraft monitor­
ing the program should stand by for a message to them for, at 
2:15 sharp, there would be a 15 second listening period of active, 
yet silent carrier on KFI f�r the saucer intelligences to reply 
on. 

I asked the audience to hook up any recorders they may have 
available as the "Vis" may not come in on the KFI carrier but 
might feed into specific sets. The "Vis" carrier power has been 
known to "blow" transmitters, to which Ben jokingly stated: "Folks, 
if we suddenly go off the air-dead silence-you will know what 
has happened. The boys will have accidentally blown out our trans­
mitter!'' 

THIS WAS THE MESSAGE READ OVER KFI on the memorable morning 
of October 28th/1955 (almost a year to the day that my first at­
tempt had been made over WGN): 

"OUTER SPACE INHABITANTS-THIS IS JOHN OTTO, BEN HUNTER AND 
GORDON STURGILL IN THE STUDIOS OF KFI, LOS ANGELES, CALIFORNIA. 
WE INVITE YOU AND THOSE IN FLYING DISKS, LISTENING TO THIS PRO­
GRAM-AND IT IS UNDERSTOOD THAT YOU UNDERSTAND ENGLISH-TO STAND 
BY FOR A MESSAGE FROM THE FRIENDLY PEOPLE OF EARTH. WE DESIRE 
TO COMMUNICATE WITH YOU IF THIS IS WITHIN THE SCOPE OF YOUR CUR­
RENT OPERATIONAL PLANS. OUR SINCERITY, COUPLED WITH YOUR COOPER­
ATION, WE FEEL SURE WILL OPEN THE DOOR TO A NEW WAY OF LIFE FOR 
WE, THE PEOPLE OF EARTH. 

" WE  EARNESTLY DESIRE TO JOIN HANDS, NOW, • TO SUCH A RELATION­
SHIP THAT WILL BENEFIT MANKIND THROUGHOUT OUR ENTIRE PLANET. THERE­
FORE, AT EXACTLY 2:15 A.M. CALIFORNIA EARTH TIME, WE WILL HOLD A 
15 SECOND PERIOD OF SILENCE FOR YOU TO CUT IN AND SPEAK TO US 
THROUGH THE KFI TRANSMITTER • . • GIVING LANDING INSTRUCTIONS IF POS­
SIBLE. NOW EARTH LISTENERS PLEASE, IF POSSIBLE, MAINTAIN COMPLETE 
SILENCE AND REPORT ANYTHING YOU SEE OR HEAR DURING THIS LISTENING 
PERIOD. CALL OR WRITE US HERE AT KFI, HOLLYWOOD- 'THE BEN HUNTER 
SHOW. I" 

The affect of this striking and memorable effort will live 
long in the memories of those who were listening in to the Ben 
Hunter show that morning! In all my saucer research efforts, with 
all the excitement that has prevailed at different times, I per­
sonally will never forget that hectic morning! 

The telephones at KFI were on a rampage. The switchboard 
lit up like a Christmas tree. People were calling from far into 
Northern California and the Pacific North-West, east as far as 
Arizona and New Mexico. Many tape recordings were being reported 
or the many and various returns of an extra-terrestrial answer to 
our request!

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THE SWITCHBOARD OPERATOR was befuddled. Desperately he 
called to us in the studio to come out and assist in sorting 
the reports and accepting the telephone numbers and ths data 
that was being relayed by an excited and interested listening 

audience! Almost 
without exception

the callers were in­
troducing themselves 
as the type that 
never called any type 
of program and, fur­
thermore, they had 
always considered the 
"Saucer" topic too 
ridiculous to even 
think about-pure non­
sense as far as they 
were concerned. And 
yet, the radio recep­
tion of that morning, 
as an answer to our re­
�uest of a space mes­
sage reply, was so 
jramatic and convinc­
ing that they were 
compelled to call and 
report to us what they 
had heard or recorded. 

Any statements by any earthly power as to the fictional hal­
lucinations of mankind in referring to interplanetary visitors, 
whether aboard "saucers," "cigars," or just plain walking our 
streets, is forever dispelled with this epochal morning over KFI! 
True, not everyone hea�d the message returns, but it was signifi­
cant to those who did not, for they heard the people call in and 
the station's rebroadcasting of same right over the air. The ex­
cited statements of comment-the earnest business-man who threw 
caution to the winds in stating hie place of business and then 
relaying the data he had heard--all made for an excitir.g and un­
forgettable experience. 

BEN HUNTER WAS MAINTAINING his equilibrium very nicely through­
out the melee, although anyone watching him could not the suppressed 
enthusiasm. After all, here was Ben: a reporter of events, a cham­
pion of doubting folk; the man in the middle. In the best incred­
ulous and suspicious manner he could muster. He would question the 
callers as to their particular personality, name and address, occu­
pation, and whether the caller was a regular listener. He tried 
to establish whether the callers were fakes and generally trying 
to stir up a faked return. Questioned as to why these regular lis­
teners had not called on other controversial subjects, they would 
say that they never felt that they had anything to offer but in 
this case they felt the sincerity of the effort and what they had 
heard should be reported immediately. Urgency was the key note 
of the morning as over the 'mike' I pleaded with Ben that I had 
to break away and get some shut-eye as my lecture was that night. 

I ,wa� thoroughly ple�sed with the returns and the ego of any 
earthling is satisfied when an honest attempt to anything as epoch­
al as Interplanetary knowledge is carried through to a successful 
phase.

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The real importance to this attempt can best be evaluated at a 
later date when all reports are cleared and the facts sifted 
for possible gems of knowledge that many of us are assured will 
be contained therein. 

I repeat again--puny as our attempts may appear to � .  
the subject of Interplanetary research, most particularly that 
which is designated as "saucers," IS a real and tangible work. 
A work that is just as valid as the lab that is developing the 
latest jet airliner or the University that is working with a 
substantial financial grant in an effort to elimenate disease 
in our society. 

RECOGNITION IN THIS FIELD has been slow and may continue 
to be slow. The public �s ready but the powers that be are not, 
and until the day that they are, we will have to thank God for 
such men as Ben Hunter and Gordon Sturgill as, without their as­
si�tance, this milestone in communications extra-terrestrialis 
would not have been made on October 28th. Let us not forget, 
also, Jim Mills of Chicago and the two fine girls that assisted 
us in acquiring the coded material of a year ago. 

It was originally intended that we would relay to you some 
of the data received of the return message material. Please 
bear with us on this score until the material we have is thorough­
ly evaluated. Your patience is appreciated. 

SIGNALS FROM JUPITER? 

SINCE THE SUMMER OF 1954, radio noises, or ,.signals," have 
emanated from the planet J�piter--reported Drs. B. F. Burke and 
K. L. Franklin of the Carnegie Institute of Washington at the 
92nd meeting of the American Astronomical Society at Princeton, 
N. J., last April. 

The noises were detected on 13.5 meters (22 megacycles), 
although simultaneous bursts have been "detected at 10 meters 
using a simple antenna." They are not detectable at or below 
7.8 meters. During nine out of the 30 transits over the Insti­
tute's radio telescope antenna at Seneca, Maryland in early 1955, 
"very intense, irregular bursts were observed." 

Although the nation's major news services declared the 
noises were "believed" to originate from gigantic electrical 
storms on the distant sphere, the June 1955 issue of "Sky and 
Telescope" (American Astronomers Report, p. 324) significantly 
reported: 

,.No satisfactory explanation of the radio noise from the 
largest planet has been advanced. Electrical discharges in 
the planet's atmosphere, producing radio 'static' as terres­
trial lightning does, would have to be on an enormously greater 
scale than on earth to account for the observed intensity of 
the radio noise." 

At the Jodrell Bank (England) Symposium on Radio Astronomy

"SONIC BLASTS" OR--? 

AN UNPRECEDENTED NUMBER ot qu1 te noticeable so-called "sonic 
blasts" have been brought to the public's attention ot late. Two 
similarities are promi�ent in all instances: a noise heard and a 
concussion felt. 

Of the latest series, the'tirst one occured in the San Fran-
cisco Bay Area at 7:24 P.M. on September 29th, 1955. This one 
resulted in "two monumental traffic jams and a near panic in the 
Sunset district" (-Associated Press}. As no other explanation 
was available, jet aircraft were immediately laid to blame. There 
were three jets in the air at the time from Moffett Field, but 
"authorities at the field said they doubted if the planes • • •  were 
capable of breaking the sonic barrier, or whether they were even 
over San Francisco at the time" (--A.P.). The following day, a 
United Press dispatch stated: "Police decided today that a jet 
plane breaking the sonic barrier was responsible for causing a 
thunderous explosion that rocked San Francisco at the dinner hour 
last night." 

THE SECOND OF THIS SERIES was felt in the West Los Angeles 
area at approximately 12:54 P.M. the day after, on September 
30th. The "blast" was felt by this writer and was one of-if 
not the--strongest that I have ever felt. A friend living near 
the Bel Air district, about seven miles away, reported that he 
felt it, apparently, with equal severity. 

Again, for lack of a better solution, it was w;.itten oft 
as "apparently another sonic blast from a jet plane (-Los 
Angeles Examiner}. (Note the significant word, "!Pparf.n{� ·"} 

The third and final incident in this series (as o is 
writing) was again centered in the Bay Area. This time, October 
7th--

"A mysterious blast like the one that shook San Francisco 
eight days ago was felt in the Bay Area yesterday. The State 
Highway Patrol office at the Ba� Bridge toll plaza reported a 
sharp explosion, preceded by a rumbling noise,' shook its win; dews at 9:45 a.m. The blast was felt on both sides of the Bay 
(-San Francisco Chronicle, Oct. 7, 1955). 

At the time of the second Bay Area "blast," Hamilton Field's 
Filter Center reported the existence of aircraft overhead. They 
were not immediately identified, though the base "might find out 
in the future. " 

11 The cause of the shocks still remain a m�stery. Bay Area 
military airfields had jet planes in the air, the San Francisco 
Chronicle significantly reported, "but disclaimed responsibility 
tor the shock wave just as they had in the previous blast 
The University of California reported its seismographs showed no 
earthquake." 

AND SO ANOTHER-ENIGMA is added to these puzzling times. 
Shock blasts, however, are nothing new. In the comprehen­

sive volume, ''THE BOOKS OF CHARLES FORT," the author recounts 
numerous such occurrences dating back as far as several centuries 
-long before we had such aerial contraptions as jet planes. 

Fort purposefully or inadvertently (probably the former) 
�dded two other phenomena to the occurrences: observers report­
ing, in most cases, that the "blasts" originated from above 
them, and, many times, reported the shocks being preceded by 
strange luminous objects in the sky-sometimes in the form ot 
a large single object (covering almost the whole sky), or a number 
of small objects often attributed to meteors, and at other times, 
just flashes �n the heavens akin to lightning (Fort: PP• 391-).
