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Editorial:
WHERE DO WE STAND?

IT HAS BEEN NEARLY twelve years now since "flying
saucers" first crossed U. S. headlines. To estimate our
position with reference to where we stood ten years ago,
flve years ago and where we stand today compared to our
collective objectives 18 a task not to be envied.

There 18 1ittle question but that much of the
enthusiasm over UFO's has vanished in recent years, A
lack of sightings and important developments plus our
practical entry into the space age (thus reducing the
aura of mystery surrounding UFO's) has undoubtedly ac-
counted for thils condition, Also, the unimaginable
quantity of materlial—almost wholly devold of a new
approach or even new data—that has flooded the UFO
fleld in recent years has done little more than to
deluge a respectable subject with wholesale garbage.

Books 1in all probabllity have accounted for more
new and renewed interest in this subject than anything
else. Most researchers concur that the most epochal
and controversial have been Flying Saucers Are Real (Key-
hoe, 1950), Behind the Flylng Saucers (Scully, 1950),
Flying Saucers Have Landed (Leslie-Adamski, 1953), Flying
Saucers from Outer Space (Keyhoe, 1953), The Report on
Unidentified Flylng Objects (Ruppelt, 1956) and Fl 195
Saucers and the Straight-Line Mystery (Michel, 195%.

It 18, this writer belleves, significant to note that
only two booke of unusual importance have been published
on UFO's in the past five years, and they both suffered
from notorlouslx poor circulation (especially when com-
pared to Keyhoe s first paperback book, which sold out
500,000 coples).

IF AESOP WAS CORRECT when he wrote, "United we
stand, divided we fall," then surely we must have fallen,
One wonders 1f Alr Force policy has underlain the hope
of "glve them enough rope and they'll hang themselves,"
It might be recalled that the Alr Force has never attacked
nor openly questioned the validity of any fanatlc or crack-
pot plagulng this research, And a greater degree of di-
vision among UFO followers cannot be concelved, as M. K.
Jessup so adequately 1llustrates 1in his article elsewhere
in this 1ssue,

Where does the problem 1ie? This question can
never be answered with any certainty. Most of us have
pointed towards officlal censorship and ridicule. But
other important 1ssues have survived similar problems.
Is 1t then the ridicule fostered by the fantastic claims
of some contact claimants (such as tales of lovers on
other worlds, space ships composed of dove feathers, etc.)?
Any new sclence has been faced with as many and kindred
crackpots, and has survived.
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EDITORIAL

PRESS APATHY HAS GONE a long way to glve the public
an extremely distorted pilcture of the UFO situation,
The news medla have been highly superficial, non-ana- -
lytical, sensational, too gullible in accepting all of-
ficlal pronouncements at face value, and downright dog-
matic, They have overplayed the ridiculous and contro-
verslal and usually ignored the serious statements from
pllots, astronomers and equally qualified individuals,

But such press apathy 18 only a product of public
apathy. When the newspaper reader 1s more interested in
the latest ball score, Hollywood scandal or murder trial,
newsmen can hardly be expected to be inspired by some-
thing as nebulous as possible visitors from outer space.

Then there is the insurmountable problem of UFO's
being an all too infregquent observational phenomena.
UFO's cannot be forecast, cannot be examined in a labor-
atory, cannot be tested, cannot be measured. This subject
does not have the advantages of an experimental sclence,
which 18 assured of eventually accumulating sufficient
empirical data to prove or disprove its reality. Even
ESP and psychokinesis can be experimental under labor-
atory conditions, and a gradual statistical accumulation
of data may eventually prove the validity of these phen-
omena, But at least UFO's can be—and have been—photo-
graphed.

IN MANY RESPECTS, technologlcal progress has in-
directly done UFO's more harm than good., When a UFO 1s
reported today, 1t 18 usually "explalned" as an ultra-
high altitude experimental balloon, a new configuration
in alrcraft design, a recently launched missile or satel-
1ite, refueling Jets, or anything else that flles, To-
day's alrcraft fly virtually as high, fast or slow as
any UFO reported. The recently held World Congress of
Fl1ight demonstrated standard alrcraft (not helicopters)
that could nearly takeoff or land on the proverblal dime,
fly so slow (about 10 mph) as to appear to hover (and
without stalling), and others that could make exceedingly
"tight" turns.

On the other hand, our technologlcal progress makes
1t possible to more readily detect, observe and photo-
graph UFO's, Pilots fly higher, new missile tracking
cameras can photograph a golf ball at 70,000 feet, and
the new BMEWS radar installations will be able to track
objects at distances up to several thousand miles, But
these areas of research are all in the hands of Govern-
mental agencles, and 1t 1s therefore rather 1mprobable
that we shall hear of any sightings or findings made
through these channels, at least within the foreseeable
future.
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EDITORIAL

SEVERAL WEEKS AGO the Alr Force announced that a
prototype of the Joint Army-Alr Force sponsored Canadian
AVRO "saucer" would be test flown this coming summer,
This elusive AVRO discold alrcraft has been rehashed by
the AF for several years, especlally when there 1s any
prospect for an increase in UFO sightings (such as a
close approach by Mars or some favorable attention to
the subject in a national magazine).

The Alr Force first publicized the AVRO alrcraft in
October 1954, when AF Secretary Donald Quarles directed
some allusions to the Press that development was nearing
completion and that millions of Americans would soon be
deluded into thinking that they had seen invaders from
outer space. This "red herring" may become an actuality
within the near future, and 1ts impact upon this research
should not be under estimated.

If the aerlal contraption ever works and finally
reaches an operational state, then 1t shall be well nigh
impossible for the average (or even qualified) person to
correctly 1dentlify the AVRO craft from the original UFO
from which 1t was imitated. Only the Alr Force will have
correct data as to the whereabouts of the vehiclee, and
only the AF will be equipped to detect UFO's in reglons
that will be uninhabited %in both location and altitude)
by this alrcraft,

SO THIS WRITER AT LEAST 1s willing to guess that the
sltuation will greatly deterlorate before there 1s any
noticeable improvement. The only UFO flap of any signifi-
cance since 1952 was during the early days of November
1957, and that was dlscredited so rapidly by statements
from the Alr Force and Dr, Menzel that i1t has virtually
faded from public recollection, Newspapers forgot the
toplc within a matter of days. The Press today 1s more
reluctant than ever to publish UFO stories-—feeling, with
some justification, that UFO's are just "old hat" after
twelve years,

There 18 no doubt in this writer's mind but that
this period of transition will see many changes, for
better or for worse, I will hazard a forecast that the
ma jority of contemporary UFO organizations and publi-
cations will be non-existent with a year or two. And
we may have seen the day where all the books on UFO's
published in this country will be put out by small pub-
lishers and heavily subsidized by the authors,

UFOLOGY IS THE STUDY of flying saucers, or Unident-
1fled Flying Objects., This term was first applied to the
saucers by the U, S. Alr Force and was then quickly
abridged to UFO by the customary style of alphabetical
soup originating in Washington, D. C.

To most of the students of Ufology the subject long
remalned only a 1listing of sightings with a minimum of
5 analysis, Then 1t began to be contaminated by the antics
{ of hoaxers and misgulded zealots, Finally 1t has degen-
erated, 1n many instances, into a hodge-podge of subject-
ive opinions, 1maginary experlences and religious hallu-
( cinations which are not only unverifliable but often ludi-
crous,

The general public 1s totally unaware of the real
scope of Ufology. Even the full-time devotees seldom
sense that the study of flying saucers, 1f pursued to
any loglical level or conclusion, soon turns out to be a
study of 1ife, It parallels the study of mankind in
past, present and future—1in sclence, religion and phil-
osophy. The subject of Ufology 1s as broad, as deep and
as long (especially in terms of time) as the study of
humanity 1teelf. Also, 1t 1s Just as 1ittle understood,

| either in substance, concept or application.

TO BOIL IT ALL DOWN; we know that there are Flying
Saucers or UFO's—and that's about all we do know about
them with any degree of certainty. To be sure, we know
there are many types and that they come and go with be-
wildering gyrations and a varlety of colors, but these
defy classification, much less analysis, We also know
that they have been here for thousands of years, which
makes 1t difficult for the Russians or our own Alr Force
to clalm parenthood for them, We know that they are
prominent in Biblical history, as instanced by the wheel
of Ezeklel.

We believe that they are intelligently controlled
either by pllots, or that they are actually intelligent
entltles of a nature completely beyond our ken, But—
we don t KNOW, We don't know where they originate. We
don't know their purpose, or whether they have any pur-
pose., But, whatever may be the deplorable state of our
knowledge of UFO's, we certainly know something about the

THIS EMBRYONIC SCIENCE 1s as full of cults, feuds
and dogmas as a dog 18 of fleas, There are probably
more opinions about the nature and purpose of UFO's as
there are Ufologers. The sky visitors are believed to
come from Russia, the U. S. Air Force, open space, the
moon, Venus, Mars Jupiter, Saturn, Alpha Centauri, the {
outer Galaxy, distant galaxles millions of 1light years
away, from the fourth dimension, from etherlic space

| | (whatever that may be), from the fifth dimension, from
the second, third fourth, fifth, sixth, seventh or
other spheres of intelligence and existence, from
etheric planets, an invisible planet behind the moon,
the spirit world, and perhaps even from a galactic
Shangri-la.

The UFO's are belleved to be operated by innate
intelligences, Russians, U. S5, Pllots, Martians,
Venusians, Jovians, Saturnians, remote control, auto-
matic control, galactic space patrols, solar system
police, and so on,

They are belleved to be powered by rockets, atomlc
Jets, electro-magnetic drives, anti-gravity, levitation,
thought control, fourth dimensional vibrations, photo
e Jection, atomlic reactance, magnetic reactance, light
pressure, gravity shlelds and %;robably) imagination.

UFO's ARE BELIEVED to have the purpose of explor-
ing the earth (the job should be nearly complete after
at least ten thousand years), mapping the earth, study-

1 ing humanity, cleaning the atmosphere of atomlc radi-
ation, transporting water and/or minerals to distant
planets, kidnapping humans for specimens of study,
studyling our aviation and rockets, gathering to evacuate
this planet at the onset of a new cosmic catastrophe,
preparing for the second coming of Christ, alding in our
physical and mental evolution, also giving us religlous
guldance in matters relating to universal love and cosmic
brotherhood.

The UFO's are also supposed to be space animals,
discarnate entities, mother ships, scout ships, balls
of intelligent fire, pure energy, super-heavy matter,
stray vibrations, meteors, comets, temperature inver- -
slans, and thought forms of higher entitles.

The extremes of beliefs are, on the one hand, that
they are man-made, and on the other that they are ships
of pure, god-like beautiful men from Venus with all of
the combined Divine characteristics of the Dlety, the
Masters and a host of angels. We are told in this view,
that they will soon land for the purpose of saving us
from ourselves, or at least they will transport the Bibli-
cal 144,000 chosen ones, the elect, to a safer and saner
place of abode., Dedicated people dress in white and stand
on street corners awalting the arrival of the brothers:.

And so 1t goes.

NOW—IF WE ARE NOT to destroy the fleld of Ufology
and let 1t go down 1in a welter of ridicule, we have got
to work together, work with facts and not rumors, do
something drastic about deep-enders and hoaxers, and be

as objJective as possible, The whole fleld 1s on the
- verge of extinctlion right now because of irresponsible
hoaxing and self-aggrandizement. That 1s a warning.

Somewhere in_ South Carolina, Feb, 7, 1958. Driving
along U, S. Route 601 at 4:20 a.m., Emmet West watched a
strange objJect descend and hover momentarily above his
car. "I was driving along and noticed the hood of my car
was reflecting a greenish-colored light," West later re-
ported. "Looking up, I saw a large round object descend-
ing girectly on the car., 1It...hovered for nearly a min-
ute.

Then the object began to drift horizontally to the
left. "I got a wonderful view of 1t," sald West, an
engineer at WCHS-TV in Charleston. It was flat on bot-
tom and had a curved top. There was a sort of lumlnes-
cent band of greenish light surrounding it, but the cen-
ter was white."

West stopped his car and started backing up to get
a better view of the phenomenon. "As soon as I started
backing up, 1t left," he related. "It moved horizontal-
ly and was out of sight over the horizon in a matter of
seconds. I've never seen anything move so fast."

A ham radlo operator himself, Emmet West declded to
try to contact some local hams via his car radio to see
1f any of them had sighted the mysterlious object. None
could be reached. A check with the local Civil Alr
Patrol office revealed that they had no knowledge of "
the aerlal intruder,

At the Alr Force's request, West called ATIC in
Dayton, Ohlo. He was questioned at length about his i
slghting. At one point the observer asked his inter-
rogator 1f his observation was unusual. "Not at all,"
the AF officer responded. He declined to answer further
questions.

. "I'd heard of UF0's for years," West later reflected.
Although I dldn't den¥their exlstence, I wanted to see
one for myself, Now I'm firmly convinced there 1s some-
thing to all the stories you hear.

"What I saw that night had to Ye controlled, and
common sense will tell you that whatever 1t was could
not have been anything we know.

"I certainly don't belleve 1t could have been any-
thing put into the alr by the Unlted States or any
other country," West explained, "If any country pos-
sessed such power and speed, 1t would not hesltate to
use 1t as a propaganda weapon, or something more seril-
ous." (Charleston, W. Va., Mail, 3/2/59.)

Naperville, Illinois, Feb, 24, Two responsible
persons who never met independently reported watching
a 40-ft. object zoom down from the sky, hover at the
intersection of Route 55 and Winfield Rd., and then
disappear.

Dr., Richard Berry of Dearborn, Mich., saw the oc-
currence while driving west on Rt, 55, and reported the
incldent to Police Chief Alfred Ruckert at 9:40 p.m,
Rallway worker George Brodlest was driving to hils home
in Batavia at this time; called the Naperville Police
Station shortly after Dr., Berry reported his sighting,
telling the same story. Brodlest sald the object came
within 50 feet of the ground. (Naperville Sun, 2/2€.)

Hobbs, New Mexico, Feb, 25. Jim Dobbs, Jr,, 37,
a representative for the Sargent Englneering Co., of
Hobbs, reported sighting "an egg-shaped thing which
glowed 1ike the radium on a watch" while driving south
on State Road 18 at 8:45 a.m.

"I was just coming off Phillips Hi11l," Dobbs re-
counted, "when I saw this object in the sky to my right
—1I'a say about 10 degrees above the horizon, It was
traveling very fast,"

At this same time Dobbs was turning his car radio
to KHOB—a Conelrad station—when the program was inter-
rupted by a steady succession of two dots and a dash.
(In Egﬁernational Morse code, two dots and a dash stands
for .

Dobbs sald the object traveled completely across
the horizon in front of him and disappeared below the
eastern horizon in approximately 35 seconds. The radio
slgnal interrupted hils car radlo during the entire dur-
ation of the sighting.

Dobbs declined to estimate the size or altitude of
the UFO, but he did not discount the possibility of 1t
having been a weather balloon. But if it was a balloon,
added the Hobbs witness, there must have been a wind

(Editor's Note—Ordinarily Flying Saucers International
does not publish material of this type. However, Mr,
Matsumura 1s a wldely respected researcher in Ufology
and 18 known in Japanese aviation circles, He 18 a Rep-
resentative for Interavia, the Swiss Review of World
Aviation, and 1s the Photographic Editor for The Aviation
Magazine in Japan., Mr, Matsumura states that his group
employes three light-beam communicators, one of which
works solely in the infra-red spectrum, The units were
constructed by Ken Hashimoto, an instructor at a tele-
vision engineering school in Tokyo and the former head
of the Tokyo Laboratory of thg Fujl Neos Company. )

THIS STORY IS TRUE, We have had direct communica-
tion with space people twice since the summer of 1958
using our recently built "Saucer Communicators" (pat-
terned after the "Master Unit Communicator" described
on page elght of the March 1956 i1ssue of SAUCERS). We
have received both volce and strange Morse Code com-
munications,

THE FIRST CONTACT. On June 7, 1958, the 50 members
of the Cosmic Brotherhood Assoclation (CBA) had joined
the all-night UFO observation watch on the summit of Mt,
Takao, 30 miles SW of Tokyo., After installing the com-
municator, Mr, Ken Hashimoto, a Director of CBA and
bullder of this machine, started speaking into the micro-
phone: "Hello, CQ...this 1s CBA of Japan,Earth...Hello,
spacemen. Can you hear me?" This continued for an hour
every two hours starting at three p.m. A few minutes
later, a mysterious volce was heard speaking through the
6-inch reflecting telescope. But it was too faint and
unintelligible for us to understand., At about 6:12 p.m.,
some members yelled, "Look. What 1s 1t?" They claim to
have spotted a mystery object in the sky three times,
However, our officlals could not acknowledge this. There
was, unfortunately, a low overcast that nlght.

Then, in the early hours of the next day, between
4:20 and 5:30 a.m., we heard the spacemen finally answer
and reward our hours of effort in the rain, "Hello, our
Japanese friends." The words were spoken in broken
Japanese and caused a sensation among the walting fifty
people. "It's very nice of you to contact us despite -
the rain," the volce continued. "Thank you very much.

Then I yelled into the microphone: "Hello, space-
men, This 18 CBA of Japan., Will you please pass over
Mt., Takao low in the sky, because this place 1s very
cloudy. This 1s a last chance attempt to contact you.
Please, flying saucers.

We sttempted observation until 6:30 a.m., but we
didn't see anything of significance., Thls incldent was

reported by The Japan Times and the Sunday Mainichi,
popular weekly magazine,

THE SECOND CONTACT. The Sclence Bureau of CBA
improved this communicator and bullt a newer model.
This was called CBA-II, and an all-night public test
was made on August 17th, starting at 5 p.m. at Koku-
bunjl (a scene of historic events), on the outskirts
of Tokyo. This time, about 30 members of CBA, includ-
ing Mr. Hachiro Kubota, a translator and a director of
CBA, Jolned the observation. A recording unit of radlo
station JOKR came and awalted any activity.

That night we observed many meteors, and about
11:45 p.m., two women members spotted a green fire-
ball streaking across the lower eastern sky. Continu-
ously we transmitted: "Hello, CQ...Hello, CQ...Our
brother space friends, please answer us 1f you hear
this announcement. This 1s CBA of Japan.'

At about 3:30 a,m,
the next morning, we

» recelved a strange
Morse code that came
orr and on, as follows:

Grabbing the micro-
phone, I asked: "Please
tell me what it was 1n
Morse code?"

Al-
though Dr. Jung stated hia bellef that much of the ex-
citement over UFO's 1s a form of escaplsm that 1s usu-
ally induced during times of great crises, the famed
sclentist also explained: "So far as I know, 1t remains

! not only on the comprehensive reports by Ruppelt and

Keyhoe, which leave no room for doubt in this regard,
but also on the fact that the astrophysiclst, Professor
Menzel, has not succeeded despite all his efforts, in
offering a satlisfying =cientific explanation of even one
authentic UFO report..."

LAST JAN, 6TH, the London Evening Standard quoted
an article entitled "Tenth Planet" by Soviet Professor
Alexander Kazantsev, which appeared the Rrevioue day in
Prayvda. "Sclentists," wrote Kazantsev, "will fly on
one of the moon-ships which will soon follow in order
to examline in the lunar laboratories the constructions
erected by the inhabltants of other planets to discover
the stars; to unriddle the secret of secrets—the reason
for the emergence of stars.," Dublous about the accuracy
of thls translation, the British Flying Saucer Review

The obvious interpretation,
of course, 1s that Prof, Kazantsev 1s declaring his be-
llef iIn the exlstence of other advanced forms of 1ife
within our solar system, for even an astronomical base
on the moon could not resolve planets orblting other
stars, Such an observatory should finally determine the
nature and origin of the Martlan canall.

AND SPEAKING OF MARS, Soviet sclentist I. Shklov-
skly recently advanced the theory that the two small
satellites of Mars (seven and 15 miles in diameter) were
orbited by a now extinct race of Martians, However, Dr.
E. C. Slipher of the Lowell Observatory has dlscounted
this possibility. "It would be comparable," sald Slipher,

to propelling the entire land mass of 12,600-foot San
Francisco Peaks (near the Lowell Observatory) into space."
(AP/5/2.) Apparently Dr, Slipher did not consider the
possibllity of the satellites having been constructed
plecemeal, perhaps over a great perlod of time, much as
Dr. von Braun has proposed regarding his plans for a
"space station." Also, 1t might be polnted out that the
force of gravity 1s much less than on Earth, as 1s the
density of 1ts atmosphere, thus maklng the establishment
of an orbital satellite substantially easier than on thils
planet.
