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YOU KNOW? 
In Hexico about 15 years ago near San Lorenzo scientists found 

several huge heads weighting over 30,000 pounds and measuring 6 feet 
across 20 feet in circumference and 9 feet high. Plaster casts were 
made a�d placed in the New York Huseum of Natural History. The museum 
experts could not explain how th� nat�ves o� over 2,000_years ago were 
able to perform this feat of eng1neer1ng wh1ch they adm1t modern man 
could not possibly achieve since the nearest site to obtain the 
volcanic rock of which the heads are made is more than 60 miles from 
where tbe huge heads \·Jere found. 

According to an old Indian legend these imagies were formed in 
this manner -- "Hhen the c:;reat floods came, the medicine rnan 1.vas able 
to stay the floods four times, but the fifth time he saw that his powers 
could not stay the waters, and so half of his people journed into

According to other legends there is an actual entrance to the 
underground haven of the Titans, Lemurians and Atlans in many states 
including Arizona, l'TevT 1-:iexico, Utah, Colarado, Nevada., and California. 
These entrances are connected by tunnels� which appear to be centrally 
located in Arizona. Several large openings have been found, but go 
unexplored to this very dcyo In one of the mountain ranges near Phoenix, 
Arizona there is a tunnel, man made7 which leads to an intersection with 
7 tunnels branching out from it. It is believed that one of these leads 
to an area somewhere in the Grand Canyon.

In May of 1959 two miners prospecting in the Phoenix, Arizona area 
noted several small children seemingly playing near and in a small 
creek "\vhich bas v.1ater in it only during the Spring season. To find 
the children that far from home is unheard of especially since there 
�as been over 400 pe o p le mysteriously killed in this same area since 
1825. Several people are killed in this same area each year. Now 
these small children, about 5 or 6 years old1 were seen in this same 
area day after day as these two persons went about their prospecting. 
One day, one of them went do'\vn to investigate, when he got there, they 
had gone, but not t�eir footprints, which vJere still fresh in the sand 
d t·out the creek. These prints appeared as Il:IT-JU'l1URE DUPLICATES OF 
EHGINE:CR BCGTS. Other vTi tnesses claim to have even seen these little 
men at closer range, but they always vanish leaving only strange markings 
behind. There have been many strange legends about tales of d�1nrfs 
�-n the same area. The Irish appear to have nothing on Arizona. 

Near McAlester, Oklahoma, is a cave that is reported to have l arge 
steps going dovm to an �mknovm deptho The steps are 18 inches high, 
10 feet from side to side, about a yard broad. From what has been 
reported, the cave has been penetrated for about a mile and without 
finding an end to the steps. There is a supposedly bottomless �byss 
along one side of the steps.

Abou� t-v1enty five miles from Raleigh, North Carolina is .. a 
large -_a:rea, about . t-v1o miles which is roped off and guarded • .
