IN THE SKY!-
Many fantastic legends about the Northern Lights, or as they are 

rather scientifically termed the Aurora Borealis, have been passed 
down from generation to generation. One rather unusual enigma about 
this phenomena is t hat scientists have never been able to discover or 
trace these mysterious lights down. 

Many places in Alaska the Aurora can be observed for more than 
250 days in the year. These mysterious lights seem to twist and 
fly across the sky and still continue to baffle many of the tribes 
still existing in the area. 

Legends about this phenomena come from many tribes in the north. 
One of the most common beliefs circulating about t�ese lights and 
their mysterious movements is that they are "spirits in the sky". 
Hany tribes members claim on a clear cold night that they are able 
to �ear screams, moans, cries, and a wide variety of strange sounds 
coming from the direction of the Northern Lights. Some even go so 
far as to claim that the lights seem to swish or crackle as if telling 
the people of a coming omen. Hany Eskimos in the Ungave Bay area 
of Canada claim that they are able to talk with these spirits in the 
heavens. 

This phenomena has been knovm to come close to the mountains 
and envelope tbem with a strange flimsy light. This mysterious 
light has been known to weave in and out of trees and bushes on the 
mountain tops. 

The Eskimo groups living in Siberia and Greenland believe -that 
the Aurora Borealis is the spirits of the dead which play with a 
skull of walruns. Similar stories with different twists have sprung 
up ·in the tribes of the Nunivak Island Eskimos. 

Other legends relating to the lights include the spirits of 
unfortunate children Who died at birth, or the dancing of human 
spirits which have not gone to rest. 

One of the most amazing sagas comes from an Indian group in 
Washington State known as the Makah Indians. They concur that these 
beautiful sights are attributed to the firelight of dwarfs in the 
north. Although at first this may seem to be rather fantastic and 
have no basic in fact however we can easily recall from past articles 
how Indians of the north claim to bave desended from small people 
who came·out of the earth near tbe Poles. So perhaps, as very·cften 
believed, some legends do indeed have some basic facts in them. 

The Point Barrow Indians carry knives to protect themselves 
from these evil spirits in the sky. It is rather interesting to 
note that many other tribes �lso hold fast to the idea that the 
Northern Lights are really the spiri.ts in the sky. \-Je wonder why 
this idea is so prevelent in the region. 

�nate �er the Northern Lights may be t�ey continue to be a 
wonderment to those who have studied it and for those that live in 
the area and have an ideal look at tbem. 

One explanation for these lights is that there is a sun inside 
our planet vlhich shines through the polar openings and causes it's 
light to play on the atmosphere above the Northern Hemisphere. We 
indeed have a lot to find out about our own planet.
