'MORE LANDINGS IN NEW JERSEY

Famed for it's noted landing at Glassbore Iast September, New Jersey
has been hit by another wave of possible UFO landings.

She
described it as glcwing brightly and having antennaes and windows and a

" A to-add credibility to this encounter a young boy by the name of
Harry Reci, living in the small out of the way community of Hampton Lakes
(near Vincetown) ran across a series of strange depressions in the ground
near his home. He thcught right away that something of great weight had
left it's mark and than vanished. /After telling his find to parentfs in
the cemmunity investigator's from the Red Lion State Police Barracks found
a circular imprint on white sand in a clearing of a wcoded area. This imprint
is made up of a series of "concentric - circles", the largest abcut 16 feet
in diameter, in the sandy earth. FEach of the rings has a ridge about five
inches high made of sand that has acquired a strange crusty consistency.

No tracks could be found coming or gcing from it in any direction.

Is Earth under constant observation by strange 1nhab1tants of another
planet?

It came like a rcll of thunder -- thunder. quite.clocse.-at hand. It had
a staccato sound like explosions in sequence. And like approaching.thunder. .
the explosions grew louder as the object came nearer. Previous repcrts of
unidentified flying objects have seldcm mentioned ncise.. But this cne,
sighted in Rome, made a roaring sound, and thousands of Roman citizens heard
it. When the noise stopped, the cbject also stopped, or appeared tc stocp,
at an altitude cf abcut 6,000 feet. It hung suspended in the sky. for awhile.
Certainly for minutes, then suddenly it soared upward, trailing an exhaust
of milky white smcke. Rising vertically it then disappeared, leaving only
a stream of smcke as evidence of cne of the most authentic flying objects
of strange sightings ever repcrted. It wasn't only the speed with which it
disappeared that astcnished observers but it was the fact that it was able
tc hang vertically in the air fcr several minutes, and apparently without
any expenditure of pcwer. It registered on radar sets in the Roman area
for 36 minutes. There was unanimous agrecment that the object was shaped
like a cigar, and was colcred silver on one side and red cn the other.

It travelled Ncrthwest in direction and at cne time it appeared to approach
the earth as clcse as 1,000 feet.

Ameng the persons who vitnessed it were an associate press correspondent
Mario Andrelo, and an United States imbassador Calre Boothe Luce. They both
stated that it looked like an lumincus silver pear-shaped object, cr an
inverted sawed-cff cone in half." This was nct the only sighting cf an
object in Italy. One was repcrted to have been seen shortly before that,
c¢f 'a similar nature, which alsc appeared in Scuthern Italy this time
giving out a great deal cf heat from a height of 3,000 feet. It performed
gyraticns and scorched a grove cf popular trees.

inother sighting appeared over New lexicc where the pecple were
startled by a eerie brilliant 11ght of greenish-white which flashed across
the sky, leaving a lumincus trail. It melted intc a clcudlike formation
visible for abcut 15 minutes. It was described as a tremendous skyrockct
which left a trail of brilliant light behind it. Experts frcm the
University of Metecrics, New Mexico stated that it was nct a meteorite,
and was not a Fireball, as they acccmpanied by an cdd grating sound.

It was decided tc be "scmething of pecular and unusual."

LA few days after more strange repcrts came to light about this sighting.
It was sald to have caused interference on aircraft radio channels, and it
caused T.V. sets to be out of feocus. Yet amateur radic cperators had no
oppcsite experience! In fact they picked up as many as ten stations they
had never heard tefore ceming on loud and clear on their sets.

In Eire (England), controversy has been caused by the appearance in
the sky c¢f a brilliant disc which was seen by people living as far apart
as Kildare in the Scuth and Sligo in the West. ©Scme observers have
mentioned that the disc was surrocunded by colored streaks trailing from
its base as it travelled slowly in an east-west direction.

In Canada the "Vanccuver News-Herald" have calculated that these
repcrted sightings are valid, and that they are alien and ccme from
another astral body like earth-cr even pcssibly from another dimension which
we do nct yet comprehend. -Possibly these strange objects are flown by
pilcts with bcdies similar to cur cwn althcugh their brains and emotions’
arc nmuch mcre advanced and 'harder' than ours.

lMeanwhile one c¢f the most strangest mysteries connected with the UFO
phenemena is the fall of iingel Hair after many sightings. When picked up
by hand, the glass-like filaments simply dissolve and vanish. Yet they can
be gathered by inanimate clamps and belders, and have been. The United
States Nir Torce is known to have examined samples of this filmy stuff but
no public repcrts have been made. irc there Watchers in Outer Space?

"LIGHTS IN THE SKY WERE NMETECRS"

"/is reported in the newspaper "Berlingske Times" yesterday, many
people were frightcned when they saw a half a dozen "fire-balls" pass
acrcss the sky frcm scuth toward ncrth Sunday past midnight.

' "The paper explained that it was probably meteors, and this theory
was supperted by the astroncmical obscerver Axel V. Nielsen from Cle Romer
Cbservatory in farhue who said: It could have been several fire-balls
follcwing one fireballs from which they criginated by disintergration in
the atmosphere. A good example of this we saw in 1954 when a large fire
ball which had divided itself intc three separate fire balls rushed across
the sky 60 Kilcmeters up. '

"Observer Nielsin said that he would be very interested in reliable
informaticn about the phencmena last Sunday night - particarly about the
ccurse in relationship to the stars sc that cne could calculate height
and direction of movement."

"AN DYEWITNESS J,.CCCUNT"

"A formation of 12 to 1lW unknown bodies, each with a lcng fire
tail passed over my head in a great heights coming from South-Southeast
tocward Nerth-Northwest with no sound.

In my lcng life I have never secn the like of it. It appeared that
the lighted bodies were guided on a definite ccurse and then twec of them
stayed behind and then suddenly rejoined the formation again.

. "They stayed at the same height as long as I could see them. I have
seen meteors before but they always went in a curve and were extingwished
in front of ny cyes.

"Observer fixel V. Nielsen has said that it cculd be fireballs or it
could have been cne fireball disintergrating in the atmcsphcre.

"The light intensity and the length of the tails were the sanc for
all of them and the way the fermation moved indicated to me flying bodies
under control. It will interest me and others to hear if any one clse
has seen such a phencmena.

M"in fimerican Satellite Burned Up In the ..tmosphere Over Denmark

" "Many pecple at 0:28 0' clock that night saw a half a dozen fire
balls passing frcm horizon to horizon SSE to NIiW. The passage lasted about
45 seconds.

"Observer iixel V. Nielsen who himself did not see the phenomena said
that they couldn't be much doubt about it that it was meteors. Many
millions of small metecors hit the Farth's atmosphere every day, and most
of them disintergrate. The cnes who saw the phenomena dcubted this thecory.
One - the newspapers' artist Otto C., who several times has seen meteors,
was convinced that they could not be that. He said 'I have never scen
anything like it, and will never fcrget it.t'"

The craft made no noise and moved gencrally eastward at changing speeds
befcre disappeéaring. /in even earlier report from a British fintarctic base
said the object made geomagnetic instruments go wild.

HERE WE GO AGAIN

Yest Here we gec again. Within the past few weeks reperis of uncxplained
objects in our skies have been numeérous. So much so that many arc talking
about this being bigger than the 1952 flap, which is the largest on record.

Herc are but a few of the many rcports:

On July 11 a UFO which interfcred with electric power was observed
over a Texas wcather station. The object made sharp turns hovered for
a while and then disappearcd at a fast clip. It was observed by hundreds
and reported on TV and radio nationwide. : -

Also on July 11 a UFO was observed over Lisbon, Portugal. It interfered
with radios and showed electro-magnectic disturbances. The color was
crange-red with green rays shooting cut the side. The object, cylindrical
in shape, was said to be abcut 24,000 feet up. An official releasc said
the object was probably a ballcon - one, we might add, that shot rays
cut the side and orange-red in color and interfered with radios.

Iwo following day, July 12, thousands of residents in at least
four states (Ohio, Pennsylvania, VWest Virginia and Maryland) called
newspaper offices, police stations and air hases to report a huge
cbject that travelIed across the sky.
