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MEL NOEL CONTACY ‘STORY

A man who addressed himself as liel
Noel told the 6,000 geople(dithe 1965 Giant
Rock convention) that he was an ex-Air
Force pilot, having left the Air Force
under a 10 yecar statue of limitations
imposed on Air Forcec personel, that does not
Ecrmit them to talk publicly on any event
they arc involved in while in the Air Force.

What he disclosed occurred in 1954, and
he said "he had to 1live with it stuck in
his hecad for 10 years, and now hc just had
to tell pcoplc about it."

Ex-Lieutenant Noel said they were fly-
ing North toward Canada over the state of
Idaho, in a formation of F-86 jet aircraft.
This formation was flying at 38,00 feet
altitude, at dusk, when suddenly 16 disk-
shgged objects camc from above and flew in
a "V" formation in front of them. Thec four
F-86 pilots continued their flight following
the 16 '"saucers', while they took pictures
with their gun camcras, at the instructions
of the Colonel who was in command of the

squadron,
Mel reported that the "saucers" in,
formation --fhlowsatefines from five to six

gimes faster than tReir F-86 , which was
80 knots per hour., The jets increased
their speed above Mach 1, “which is the speed

of sound , or 750 miles per hour at sca
level, lle said the saucers flew circles aro-

und them. He felt 1like he was flying an
old VWright bi-plane instcad of a super-sonic
jet. This continued for 12 minutes, Mel
said that the scucers at one timc flew close
to about 1000 fect away from them. le said
they would spced up, stop, and reversc dir-
ections, and performed manuevers impossible
to do with conventional aircraft. el said
when they landed all the film was removed
from their gun camcras and sent to Washing-
ton, D.C,

A week and a half later whilce flying
in the sare arca on another assignment,Mel
says they again werc accompanicd by the
saucers, Suddenly the Coloncl instructed
them to switch to another radio channel.
Mel says he heard a man in charge of the
saucers speaking in slow English to the
Colonel.

When they landed after this flight,
the pilots were instructed to fill out forms
teclling cxactly what thcy had scen, but
nothing about what they hcard &Ver their
radios. ;

Mcl said that later the Col. told hinm
of an arrangemcnt made by the pecople in the
saucers to mcet the Col. in a given room in
a particular motel in Phoenix, Arizona -
vhen he was flying out of Luke Air Force
Base.

The Colonecl said he was furnished an
Air Force staff car by his superiors to
drive to the motel. The Colonel went to the
motel carly, and soon two men care to the
door and hc admitted them. 7They said names
were not important, and the Coloncl could
call them "Bill" and "Joe'. They invited
the Colonel to go with them, and they drove
beyond thc outskirts of Phoenix into the
desert, where a large saucer was parked. The

"Pellucidar™ was a
world located cecp within f:e interior ofthe
Earth, a virtual throwbadk to prehistoric
times, upon which shone cternzl sunlight
cnitted from the ficry core of the planct.

It could be rcached through the holes alleged-
ly at the poles.

‘But as man began to cexplore the polar
arcas in increcasing numbers, he found 1little
or no © nclusive evidence to a1 pport this
sugposition. The idca grodually lost its
attraction. Yet the late A¢miral Richard E.
Byrd, on two of his expeditions to the South

The
people wcrce all about 579" to 5'10" tall,
about 150 to 155 1lbs. They 211 had tlie sare
siwort hair-do, 2ll except tlhe woman, She had
long hair, pushed right dwn the back, uncder
Iier clothing. Ve cdidn't get a close look at
her because we cicdn't go insice the room she
was in -- we just passec by the coor; but I
did sce that siie was very pretty. By our
stancarcs, 1 would say they all lcoked bet-
ween 20 & 25 years old -- very young, pert
encrretic & intclligent looking.
