Leading from this room is a small narrow passage-way which leads downward,
ending in another even larger underground room. /A room which has narrow slit
like entrances into other small caves which surround it. Cne ogening,however,
is a window into another cave, the entrance c¢f which 1s covered by a huge sl-
ab of stone. This window looks down into what was evidently a prison,but how *
any beings 4 feet tall were able to manipulate the huge stone slab,must remain
a mystery - perhaps for all time.

In opening in the wall opposite the entrance to this cave leads to a pass-
age narrow and torturous, the entrance to the real caves. This passage ends on
a pathway which extends along the side of a vast cleft in the earth, a pathway
which leads ever downward to the long underground tunnels and seriés:of caves,
which are reguted to allow the venturesome one to traverse the entire length *
of the island and EVEN FURTHER. _

Legend has it that these passageways at one time connected with the un--:
der%round crygts from which the Catacombs of Rome were created. This may very
well be true for the reader must remember that the Mediterrean Sea was creat-
ed after neolithic times by huge earthquazkes and the shifting of the‘earth's
crust.

tribes) and were_ conducted during the initiation of boys intc a man's
society or an ancient cult.

Boys and girls were both subjected to certain rites and ordeals at pub-

%rty. Girls were whipped and sacrified while boys were circumcised and had .
helr noses pierced and were required to prove their courage by being tied in
a bed of biting ants.

Some of the marginal Tribes and certain Carribean Indians arec still so
primitive that mang of them have even forgotten how to make a fire and must
carry burning brands on their travels.

MAYAS - Mayans worshiped Kulian (similar to Kohanim or Kchanimgidol
which is Hebrew for High Priest) the images of which show him to be very much
like a white man with a beard.

Certain books and documents about these amazing people and the fLzetecs
and Toltecs and other findings show that they lived in lower Mexico,Guantamala,

and Honduras by the year 2000 B.C. !
