WILLIAMSON GIVES UFO WORLD REPORT 

A hall filled almost to capacity greeted Dr. George H, Williamson at 
his lecture at the Odd Fellows Hall on March 25. 

Dr. Williamson discussed the world situation in relation to UF0 1-s and 
stated that the policy of governments of many other countries in this connection is 
quite different from that of the United States and that information· is not withheld.·. 

He described his researches in Brazil and showed interesting slides de­
picting the l~ne s .. carved in the terrain which, when viewed from the air, are 
arranged in interesting patterns. He spoke of his experiences in Italy: and .showed 
many slides· of that country in connection with UFO investigations. He f-lsq gave 
an account of the latest development in relation to the letter given by the ~'Lady of 
:Fatima. 11 

Williamson was accompanied by his wife and son. After leaving Phoenix, 
they expected to make a few more stops, including Tucson and Corpus Christi, 
and then return to Peru.

This year we are not going to just passively watch the skies on a special 
sighting day, but ARE GOING TO TRY AND ESTABLISH ACTUAL CONTACT 
WITH THE SPACE SHIPS AND THEIR OCCUPANTS! 

We have chosen Whitsun week-end, May 16-18, inclusive. This will be the 
FIRST INTERNATIONAL FLYING SAUCER CONTACT WEEKEND. It could be 
one of the most. momentous weekends in history. 

It is hoped that all overseas groups will cooperate and take part in this 
Contact Weekend. It is suggested that those participating use whatever methods 
they consider best. for establishing contact with our visitors. For example, either 

· (1) the electro-magnetic spectrum, that is by radio .or light waves, and (2) 
telepathy, are possible ·ways to attract the saucers. 

Amateur wireless operators .. radio "hams" are invited to join us in this 
world-wide contact attempt. In the United States several saucer g1·oups have their 

· own "ham 11 networks. One is the Interplanetary Space· Patrol operating from 
W5AAO (620 Cedar Street, Abilene, Texas). This group meets every Monday 

.. night at 8:30 p.m. (local time) on 3933 kc. See •.,. 

Those groups who decide to try telepathy - there is no- reason why all 
groups should not use this method, additionally to any others - are advised to send 
OU;t friendly thoughts toward the occupants of the space ships, at a set time every 
24 hours for a period of seven days, immediately prior to Whitsun weekend and . 
thus establish a rhythm. Furthermore, besides radiating out friendly thoughts, a 
contact should be deliberately asked for. Remember? It is reported that the 
space people have said, "We don't choose you$ You choose us. 11 So make the

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choice. Make it an act of will on your part, asking for a contact.. If it is true that 
the visitors belong to an incredibly ancient and evolved civilisation, they may well 
wish not to actively intervene in our affairs without being invited to do so. This 
may be in accordance with universal law. But, if hundreds~ sincere groups send 
~!.friendly telepathic invitation ~ mak~ contact, ~the space people may well 
re spend !_o ~ c;_ call. 

During the actual three days of the weekend members of all groups are 
· asked to try and keep their conscious thoughts on saucers, and do everything pos­
.. sible to heighten their sense of awareness .. 

Groups should divide up into smaller ones of about three to six people. It 
is generally understood that space ships have usually been known to land where 
there is not a crowd. If you wish to get a saucer to land, it is thought to be more 
likely to do so in an out-of .. the-way spot. 

Make a note in your diary, then, that Whitsun weekend, May 16-18, is the 
first International Flying Saucer Contact Weekend. It will be the greatest world­
wide mass telepathy experiment in history and the biggest invitation yet to the in­
habitants of other worlds to land among friends on planet Earth.

Concessions will 
serve coffee, sandwiches, and cold drinks.

DID JONATHAN SWIFT KNOW 
ABOUT 11SA UCERS"?

The first sightin·g of the "Flying 
Island, 11 as Swift calls it, is de­
scribed in Part III of Gulliver's 
Travels, near the beginning of the 
Voy~_ge to Laputa. "All of a sud ... 
den, ff says Gulliver, "the sunlight 
l;>~:came ob~cured, as I thought, in 
a manner.;very different from what 
happens by. the interposition of a 
cloud'. I turned back .and perceived 
a vast opaque body between me and 
the sun, moving forward toward 
the fsland • .i It seem·ed to me to be 
abC?ut two miles h{gh and hid the 
sun for· six or seven minutes; but 
I did not observe the air to be 

much colder, or the sky more darkened, 
mountain. 

than i{ I had stood under the shade of a 
,. " ·, 

. ., ."As it approached it appeared to .be a firm substance, the bottom flat, 
smooth, ·and ·shining -very bright from the reflection of the sea below.; . I stood upon 
a height and saw. this vast· body descending almost to a parallel .with me, at less 
than an ·English mile distanee •. With my.·pocket perspective I could plainly discover 
numbers .of pe.ople ··· moving ,up ·and down the sides of it. The reader can hardly con­
ceive my astonishment .to ·behold an island in the ·air; inhabited by men who were 
able (to control its motion) as they pleased ., ••• 

· "I desired leave of this prince to see the curiosities of the island, which he 
was pleased to grant., ••• 

"The Flying or Floating Island is exactly circular, its diameter 7837 yards, 
or about four miles and a half, and consequently contains ten thousand acres4 
It is 300 yards thick.. The bottom or under surface •••• is one even regular plate 
of adamant, shooting up to the height of about 200 yards. Above it lie the several 
minerals in their order, and over all is a coat of rich mould, ten or twelve feet 
deep •••• 

At the center of the island is a chasm about 50 yards in diameter, from 
whence the astronomers descend into a large dome ••• situated at a depth of a 
hundred yards beneath the upper surface of the adamant. In this cave are twenty 
lamps continually burning., This place is stored with a great variety of sextants, 
quadrants, telescopes, astrolabes and other astronomical instruments. 

But the greatest curiosity, upon which the fate of the island depends, is a 
lodestone of prodigious size, in shape resembling a weaver's shuttle. It is in 
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length six yards, and in the. thickest part at least three yards over. T~i.s magnet is 
sustained by a very strong axle of adamant passing through its m·iddle, upon which 
it plays, and is poised so exactly that the weakest hand can turn it, 

It is hooped round with a hollow cylinder of adamant, four feet deep, as 
·many thick, and twelve •yards in diameter, placed horizontally, and supported by 

· eight adamantine feet, each six yards high. In the middle of the concave side there 
is a groove 12 inches deep, in ·which the extremities of the axle are lodged, and 
turned round as there is occasion. 

The stone cannot be moved from its place by any force, because the hoop 
and its feet are one contained piece with that body of adamant which constitutes the 
bottom of the island. 

By .means of .this loadstone the island is made to rise and fall and move 
from one place to ~nother. For with resp.ect to that part of the earth over which 
the monarch presid~s., .the stone is endued at one of 'its sides with an attractive 
power, and at the other with a repulsive., Upon placing the magnet erect with its 
attracting end toward. the earth, the island descends; but when the repelling ex­
tremity points downward, the island mounts directly upwards. When the position of 
the stone is oblique, the motion of the island is so too. For in this magnet the forc­
es always act in line's parallel to its direction. 

But it must be observed, that this island cannot move beyond the extent of 
the dominions below, nor can it rise above the height of four miles. For which the 
astronomers assign the follow·ing reason: that the magnetic virtue does not extend 
beyond the distance of four miles, and that the mineral which acts upon the stone in 
the bowels of the earth, and in the sea about six leagues distant from the shore, is 
not diffused through the whole globe, but terminated within the limits of the King 1s 
dominions •••• 

When the stone is put parallel to the plane of the horizon, the island 
standeth still, for in that case the extremities act with equal force, in drawing 
downward and in pushing upwards. · 

· This loadstone .is under the care of certain astronomers, who from time to 
time give it such positions as the monar.ch directs. •.. Their largest telescopes do 
not exceed three feet, they magnify much more than those of a hundred among us, 
and show the stars with greater clearness ..... They had made a catalogue of ten 
thousand. fixed stars •••• ·They have likewise discovered two lesser stars or satel­
lites which revolve'about Mars, whereof the innermost is distant from the cent.e-r 
of the primary planet e·xactly three of his diameters, and the ' outermost five; the 
former revolves in th~ space of ten hours, and the latter in twenty-one and a half; 
so that the squares of their periodical times are very near in the same proportion 
with the cubes of their distance from the center of Mars, which evidently shows 
them to be governed by the same law of gravitation that influences other heavenly 
bodies. 

They have observed 93 different comets and settled their periods with great 
exactness. If this be true it is much to be wished that their observations were 
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made public, whereby the theory of comets, which at present is very lame and de­
fective, might be brought to the Same perfection With ,Other parts Of astronomy. II

No doubt your amazement parallels my own* "Flying Saucers 11 on the whole 
are described as being circular and air-borne. They have frequently been describ­
ed as resembling adamant when viewed from beneath. The two satellites of Mar~ 
mentioned by Gulliver were physically discovered 175 years later by Asaph Hall at 
the u.s. N. Observatory, and were named Phebos and Deimos.. I have not been 
able to calculate the mathematical prowess of Gulliver Is informant, but I'd venture 
the guess that he is nearly correcte 

Amazing? To me, most certainly. But this is anticlimactic to his long 
dissertation on the motivating principle - a positive-negative thrust produced by a 
lodestone of prodigious size. And all this confuses me even more, and brings me 
back to Mr. Scully's (Frank Scully, author of "Behind the Flying Saucers'"-.. Ed.) 
phrase, that the subject of the saucers is "vast and mysterious."

OTC .. Xl UNVEILING POSTPONED 

The demonstration at Space Frontiers, Oklahoma (near Oklahoma City) by 
Otis T. Carr which was planned for April 5, 1959, has been postponed until Sunday, 
April 19. 

Mr. Carr expects at that time to demonstrate the hitherto secret workings 
of his OTC-Xl electro-gravitational spacecraft. The craft to be exhibited is a 
6-foot diameter circular-foil model whose flight will be propelled by electricity 
p roduced and self-regenerated by the unique and original utron electrical accumu­
lator power -package. 

At the same time the completed 45-foot animated prototype model OTC-Xl 
that will simulate flight in outer space and is structurally identical to the craft 
Mr. Carr expects to pilot to the moon on December 7 of this year will be shown.

.2!_Q Journal (Bancroft Street, Saginaw, Michigan): 

States that the Russians are conducting scientific experiments in the Hima­
laya Mountains with the intention of putting a man on Mars. The Russian laboratory 
in the Himalayas is said to produce conditions believed to exist on that planet, and 
Dro Lloyd Motz, associate professor of astronomy at Columbia University, New 
York, stated that Russian experiments have proved that animals can live on Mars. 

Reports that "Fact Sheet, 11 a monthly report by the Department of Defense, 
is distributed for the purpose of discrediting reports of flying saucer sightings. It 
contains a stati$t.ical tabulation of UFO sightings, then defines each of them as be­
ing conventional and ~atural phenomena. Air Force Regulation 200-2 states, "No 
UFO reports will be ·released to the public except sightings that can be explained as 
conventional objects. 11 It categorizes them as follows: Balloons, aircraft, astro­
nomical, satellite, reflections, searchlights, birds, kites, blimps, sun-dogs, etc. 
JANAP 146 states .that severe penalties up to ten years in prison and a fine up to 
$10, 000 will be imposed on anyone revealing UFO reports made through the armed 
forces emergency communication system. "Fact Sheet, 11 therefore, serves merely 
as a cover-up fo,- those labeled 11Classifiedo 11 

Two million dollars has thus far been spent by the U.s. Air Force to in­
vestigate flying saucers~ (Isn't that a little rough on the taxpayers when, accord­
ing to our government, they don't exist? --Ed. )

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The following article appeared and was headlined on the front page of the 
February 25, 1959, issue of~ Detroit Times: 

MYSTERY DISCS TRAIL PLANE HERE

Thirty-five passengers aboard a Detroit ... bound American Airlines DC-6 
watched with awe last night as three illuminated "flying saucers" escorted the 
ship through the dark sky for 45 minutes. 

Both passengers and crew members on the plane which left Newark non­
stop for Detroit at 7:10p.m. viewed the phenomena while questioning each other, 
their own powers of observing and their sanity. 

Probably the most startled was Capt. Peter Killian of Syosset, N.Y., who 
has flown passenger planes for 15 years and "never saw anything like it before. 11 

Killian even radioed two other American Airlines planes flying -in the vicinity to 
make sure "I wasn't seeing lightning bugs in the cockpit. 11 Both other captains 
called Killian back to assure him he wasn't -they saw the . saucers, too. 

The captain and co-pilot, John Dee, of Nyack, N.Y., said they lost the 
three strange objects in the haze when they started their descent for landing at 
Metropolitan Airport while they were over Lake Erie. 

No D. Puscas, 41, a passenger, told the Times that while he was no ex­
ponent of flying saucers he saw the strange objects "dancing in the sky." Pucas 
quoted Killian's opening remark: "You doubting Thomasesof flying saucers, 
satisfy yourselves by looking out the window. 11 

Killian said: "We were flying around 8, 500 feet between Philipsburg and 
Bradford, Pa. , at 8:45 p.m. when I looked off to the south and saw three yellow­
ish lights in a single horizontal line overhead. At first, I thought it was the Belt 
of Orion (a group of stars in a constellation) but then I took a second look and saw 
both the Belt and the foreign objects, 

"When Dee caught the expression on my face he asked me if my eyes were 
tired. I then pointed in the direction of the 1things 1 and asked him if there were 
any lightning bugs in the cockpit. 

"The objects were by no means close to the plane, but one would move in 
at intervals, fall back again, and change its place in the formation while keeping 
abreast of the ship, which was traveling at 350 miles per hour. 11 

At the McMath-Hulbert Observatory of the University of Michigan, at 
Lake Angelus, Dr. Orren c. Mohler, assistant director, said: "There is no 
astronomical explanation of the reported sightings. I know of nothing that occur .. 
red in the skies last night that could account for the objects described. 11 

Deciding it might be an after-dinner treat for his passengers, Killian 
talked to them over the intercom. He started off jokingly by telling them he didn 1t 

• 
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want them tq get the idea he was losing ·his mind but he thought some "flying sau-
cers" were trailing the plane~ · 

The passengers peered out, saw the objects and began guessing what they 
might be. 

"It couldn't have been an apparition, 11 Killian continued, "because all the 
others on the plane saw them too. All in all, the objects trc..veled in our direction 
for about 45 minutes, 11 Killian said. "During the time I kept watch on the radar 
screen but saw nothing on it., At one time I thought it might be a high altitude jet 
refueling opera~ion, but .the varying intensity of the lights and the changing posi­
tions of the objects made me toss out that theory. 11 

Killian, · a flier since 1929 with more than four million commercial air 
miles, said the objects gave off a nyellowish glow'O 11 

Puscas said, "There_ wasn't a cloud in the sky when I looked out and saw 
the objects in precision formationD They were round-like and every now and then 
one would glow bdghter than the other as if it bad moved nearer to the plane. 
I have been making that same trip a number of times b~cause the home office is in 
New York, but I have never experienced anything like that before. 11 

Puscas hesitated, then said: "It might have been imagination, but when the 
object rose I thought I could see a little 'tail, 1 like an exhaust.

"The U. F. o. Investigator," publication of NICAP, contains the results of 

the above sighting. According to the February-March issue, the Air Force was 
silent for three days concerning the above sighting, then issued a statement as the 
official opinion of the Air Technical Intelligence Centr~r that the airline crews of 
all six ships had been misled by the Belt of Orion., Some were sarcastically 
labeled as persons who 11can 1t remember anything when they sober up next day. 11 

The rest, the official spokesman replied, were either deluded by ordinary objects 
or were downright liars.

The 
same morning London Airport officials stated the object was the planet: Venus 
which was distorted by a cloud layer9' Later on the spokesman stated that the 
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unidentified object had now been identified: It could have been caused by an air­
craft navigationallight plus the planet Venus. The stationary yellow disk was 
probably the planet, while the sudden movement was caused by the plane lightc 

NICAP further reports that the Independent, a newspaper published in 
St. Petersburg, Florida, was ordered by government authorities to stop publish­
ing details of a UFO sighting by a nunber of citizens in Tampa and St. Petersburg 
of a brilliant silver-colored round object at 4:30 Po m. on December 13, 1958o 
The editor stated that while he had received several reports concerning 1his object, 
he had been instructed by government authorities to write no further articles or 
make no further comments about it whatsoever in his newspaper. He further 
stated, when questioned as to whether or not the instructions came from the Air 
Force, that he could not even say what branch of the U.s. had told him to disre ... 
gard reports on the subject. While the Air Force has denied newspaper requests 
for details of specific sightings, NICAP says this is the first instance reported to 
it where any u.s. Government official flatly ordered a paper to stop all comment 
on a UFO sighting.

SECRECY OVER FLYING SAUCERSANGERS PILOTS 

Commercial aviation pilots are incensed over the secrecy of the Uo So Air 
Force on flying saucers, states the Newark~ Ledger. The newspaper published 
a report that the Civil Aeronautics Administration has been tracking unidentified 
flying objects by radar in all parts of the United States. 

A group of 50 commercial pilots who fly into Newark, one of the busiest 
air freight and passenger centres in the world, told reporter John Lester that the 
Air Force policy of secrecy on UFO's is just plain silly~ 

Everyone of1he 50 pilots had reported to the Air Force seeing at least one 
UFO ..
