Sky Flash

Seen 1n
4 States

SALT LAKE CITY, Utah—
BP—A bright flash lit up the
sky over four Western states
at 12:03 a.m. Sunday.

But officials said reports of
a second flash 25 hours later
in the vicinity of the national
atomic reactor testing station
in eastern Idaho were errone-
ous—apparently the result of
& misunderstanding.

The first flash was believed
to have been a meteor.

The federal aviation agency
said no airplanes were report-
ed missing in the area at the
time.

The light was seen by hun-
dreds of personsin Montan a,
Idaho, Wyoming and northern
Utah. Their reports seemed to
pinpoint it in southwestern
Montana—possibly in the Bitter
Root valley.” Some persons in
Missoula and Butte, Mont,,
claimed they heard an explo-
sion.”

“It was fantastically bright—
it lit up everything in the cock-
pit and the cabin and the entire
sky outside,” said Capt. Rich-
ard Belew of Salt Lake City,
pilot of a Western Air Lines
Convair. “It was a brighter
night time flash than either my
copilot, George Holgreen, or I
had ever seen.”

It was confirmed that there
was a momentary power fail-
ure at the reactor testing sta-
tion at 2:27 am.—two and a
half hours after the meteoric
flash. He said it was believed
caused by a bird flying into a
power line.
