I lived for a number of years in 
the high c�:nyon country of Colorado. 
The Big Thompson �iver ran past our 
cabin. This is not a meandering 
stream. It is fast, deep, and full 
of rapids, dangerous at all times, 
but especially so in the spring, 
when the snow melts in the high 
mountains. 

One spring day, my husband Jim, 
who worked in a small town 17 miles 
away , made a special point of warn­
ing me to stay away from the river. 
I promised I would and though t no 
more or it. However, later in the 
day, a few sprinkles of rain fell, 
and I went out to the river bridge 
to luok up -canyon \7here a storm 
appeared to be centered. All at 
once I saw on the bridge railing a 
new hatch of moths. Not the 
grubby gray kind you may think of 
at the word but the rare and beau-
tiful moths of iridiscent colors 
u.nd huge velvet wings. Knowi ng the 
rain would ruin the undeveloped 
wings, I began to carry the moths 
to safety.

The next big UFO story co�es to 

us fro� Eagle River, Wisconsin.

Simonton. He filled the jug fro� 
the nearest tap. As he handed it 
back to :he tiny man, he saw 
three pancakes on a oanel inside 
the ship. Vlhen he m�tioned to the 
pancakes, one of the men handed 
:hem to Sim�rton, and then, without 
saying a single word throughout 
the whole episode, the little men 
closed the hatch of the spaceshi p.

fast the tTees nearby were bowed 
over by the strong wind caused by 
the saucer in flight. 

Joe Simo�ton waited two days 
before he had nerve enough to tell 
anyone of his �xperience, but fin­
ally he revea led the startlino 
episode to Judge Frank Carter of 
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Eagle River. The qood Jud oe sent 
the three -oa.ncakes- to NICAP offici-
als in Washington, D.C. for anal­
ysis . I seriously douht that 
either Simonton or Ca rter will ever 
see those � nca kes from outer sna r.e 
again. P ancakes do not stand st,io­
ment very well. Jne thina is cer� 
tain. If Aunt Jemima hnd been 
notified of this �nr.ake com�eti­
tion from another world, all

would have broken lo ose in �he 
pancake industr y ! 

In ca se you ha��en to be of a 
scienti fic turn of mind, you' l l 
want to hear apout the rrysterious 
n ote I reveived follov;inn �v lec­
ture recently in whir.h I Teiated 
the Joe Simonton, tiny men, and 
nanca ke exnerience. It r eads as 
follows:

(1 ) Its dimensions 12' x 30' ard 

its com�osite ma terials. The 
shinin0 surface was com�arable

as the Mystery Spot, Just exactly 
how such things happen there no­
body is too sure. Scientists argue 
about it. But the owners of the 
Mystery Spot just smile myster­
iously and thank ne Lord for al­
lowtlg exceptions ro Newton's Law. 
The only objects that follow the 
law of gravity at the Mystery Spot 
are coins dropping in the till. 

Now don't get the idea that thlS 

is just another side show racket, 
rigged through optical lllusions 

and m ass suggestion. Within a 
rough circle of 150-foot diameter 
things really refuse to wak accad­
ing to physics text books. 

T a k e  the case of a 10-foot 
board, laid from the southwest to 
the northeast. The board is com­
pletely flat as proven by a car­
penter's level. Yet a man stand-

standing on a perfectly level board, tall man grows even taller when 
he swaps positions with hls opposite shorter number. Notice in pic­
ture at right he's grown by the length of his nose. 

ing on the north� astern end is 14 

inches taller than when he stands 
on the southwestern end. Photo­
graphs prove it. But how does it 

happen? 
Scientists, like Physlcut Arthur 

J. Compton, have VlSited the Mys­
tery Spot and left. scratching their 
heads. They have put up tents, 
and inside the tents performed ex­
periments to exclude any possible 
optical interference. The same 
lhiugs happened In their seclusion. 

Some of the grey-matter boys 
think that a meteorite is buried in 

the hillside, a meteorite of such 

mass and density as to throw off 
the earth's normal gravitational 
pull, disturbing at the same time 
man's balance mechanism in the 
inner ear. 

Henry G. Hubbard, engineer 
for the State Division of Mines, 
has measured excessive carbon 
dioxide In the area. He blames 
it all on that gas which, he be­
lieves. comes out of cracks be­
rween the rocks in the hlllside. 
Concentrations of the gas result 
in the light-headed feeling most 
people have at the Mystery Spot-­
some even get dizzy and sick and

rays due to density differentials, 
similar to the refractions In heat 
waves, he says. 

Dr. Oscar Brunler, the late co­
Inventor of the electro-cardio­
graph, found the "highest dlelec· 
tric blocosmic radiation" known 
anywhere in the world. Whatever 

that means. He Is dead and we 

can't ask him. 
Even the lkitish Soclery of Meta· 

physlcians, of Archers Court, Hast· 

ings, got in on the guessing game, 

seeking the explanation in meta­
physics instead of plain physics, 
They blamed the disrurbances on 
"radiesthesia" and took all kinds 
of obscure measurements, subse­
quently published in their jOurnal. 
to prove it. 

Fact of the maner is, however. 
that all the peculiar things that 
happen at the Mystery Spot hap­

pen even more so when the at­
mospheric pressure is low. All 
phenomena lncrea.se by 25 to 40 
per cent when there is fog or lhe 
sun shines hot and bright. 

The "unseen force" as the own­
er of the Mystery Spot calls it, 
giving equal credence to a 11 the 
varied sclenttflc and psuedo-!;tlcn­
tific findings, is apparently direct­
ed from the soulhwesr to the north• 

east. That is the direction of Its 
repulsion. People lean against It 
to keep their balance. Plum lines 
swing with it. The force slowly 
pushes tennis balls up a sllg!ttly 

inclined board. And when you try 
to roll the balls down the board 
against the face, they slowly stop 
and finally reverse their course. 

Swinging a pendulum weight 
with the force is easy. Pushing 
the same weight against the face 
is tough. The pendulum swings 
lenghten with the force, shorten 
against it. And If you swing the 
pendulum aaoss the force, it grad­
ually veers off counter-clockwise 
until it finally swings parallel to 
the force, ending at rest 17 de• 
grees off normal, just like the 
plum lines and the flustered peo• 
pie.

Life Is Possible 
On Other Platiets 

By JULIAN DeVRIES 
Ever since man has been man. his eyes have 

been on the stars and the spare alTtilld them. 

At first. the stars were mystelious things which 
early man believed controlled him. Then, as 
knowledge replaced superstition and astronomy 
became a science, man began to reach for the 
stars. At first, and even now. that reaching can 
be done only with telescopes and other instru­
ments which can measure the heat, light and 
color emanating from celestial bodies. In this 
way, man has learned much about his heavenly 
neighbors, but not nearly enough to satisfy his 
curiosity. Now, with his artificial satellites, space 
probes and what have you, his reaching has come 
closer to fulfillment. 

Undoubtedly, there will be a man on the moon 
i� the foreseeable future. After all, its average 
distance from us is only about 239,000 miles, a 
mere hop, skip and jump in astronomical meas­
urements. But the other planets in our solar 
system are much farther away, and the stars and 
planets of outer space even farther still. In fact, 
�any .of t?em may no longer be there. So great 
Is their distance from us that light, traveling at 
the speed of 186,000 miles a second, requires 
years to reach the earth. 

• • • 

ALTHOUGH we talk these days about outer 
space it will be quite some time before man can 
move about in it to other worlds. The present 
goal, and one. more realistic in the present stage 
of space vehicle development, is interplanetary 
travel-the visiting of the other worlds which 
comprise our solar system. This is no easy task 
but it's becoming feasible. And that of course

' 

brings up the question of the possibility of Iif� 
on those other worlds. 

It would be arrogant of us to believe that the 
earth, of all the billions upon billions of planets 
ip outer space, is the only one capable of sup­
porting �entient life, or that the earth, of all the 
planets m our solar system, is the only one that's 

inhabited by intelligent 

�� creatures. In fact, from a "+)_ �tandpoint of pure reason­
mg, the earth, being among 
the smallest of the lot, 
should have either no life, 

_:::::::::::; or a very rudimentary form �� of it. That just might turn 
out to be the case, inci­-

. dentally, after we've .made 
interplanetary travel possi­

ble. In fact, interplanetary travel might be going 
on right now between the inhabitants of Mars, 
Venus and �e rest of 'em and the only reason 
they haven't visited us is that we're too small to 
bother with, and besides, if they figure there is 
life here, it's in the form of some protoplasmic 
blob, and to heck with it.

IT IS MORE than possible-it i:. very likely­
that intelligent life exists on the other planets. 
But it doesn't have to be life as we know it. Just 
because we depend on oxygen to breathe, and a 
heart to pump warm, life-giving blood, doesn't 
mean that there can't be other forms of life which 
don't depend on such mechanisms. 

There is a school of psychology which holds 
that man's reasoning is limited by his experience. 
In the present instance, that could mean man 
cannot reason a form of life different from the 
forms his experience has shown him. Thus he 
pictures any being which might inhabit any of 
the other planets with the same functions as his 
own, but in grotesque form to indicate that they 
are not of this world. But just the same, they 
see with eyes, hear with ears, and have other 
barely recognizable human attributes and charac­
teristics. This need not be the case at all. 

It is entirely comprehensible that there can be 
forms of life whiCh do not breathe and yet live, 
which require no circulating blood or regular 
ingestion of nourishment. They may be more or 
less intelligent than we arE>, they may move faster 
or slower than we do, or, conversely. may not 
be so very·much different than we are. 

Of course, we'll have to wait until we get there 
to find out, but I'll bet some newspaperman on 
Mars has written a column like this about us.
