FLAMING BALL NEAR TOPEKA 
The Topeka Dail y Capital of May 2 carried a headline, "Flaming Ball Seen Falling 

Near Topeka . " The Topeka Journal of May 2 car r i ed a headli ne "Mystery Blaze Was Hay­
stack. " 

The haystack r eport came from a Forbes Air Force dispatch which found the burn­
ing haystack at 1:00 a .m. The "flaming ball" was seen in the sky by at least five 
people; Mr . and Mrs . Walter L . Pennington, 1304 N. Central, Topeka ; Mr . and Mrs .David 
Carr eno, 3321 Pennsylvani a , Topeka ; and Miss Mary Passman, 318 South Cortland . They r e ­
por ted seeing the object at 10:10 p .m. This put s almost three hours between the sight ­
ing and the discovery of the burning haystack by t he boys f r om Forbes.

They 
reported it as being high abm;.~ g;ruur.ci: -~i .:h. •.' .l lJt~~-·; ..... _ ·r :;;J~ n t.he moon and was 
several miles a'.rey. Also that it r.vas movin~ ro.c::1e1.· slow·, an\l 'wt\S red streaked, like 
flames. They, too, reported it as being in a no:?:th.srly direction, and not in the 
vicinity o~ the haystack.
