"The attache to the Queen said later t hat the meeti ng was arranged so the Royal 
couple could meet Adamski and learn more about his point of view. Commenting on the 
criticism of the meeti-ng :l,n sev~l of the-pap&l's- t he Erltaehe r eminded them that 1 t is -
only the Queen ' s privat e affair who she r eceives in an audi ence .

NEW BADAR SPOTS W.N CRAWLING TV70 MILES AWAY 

The army has developed a super -sensitive radar that can se~ and hear a soldier crawl ­
ing on the ground 2 mile s away, or spot a t ank or jeep at ten mi les . It says the gad ­
get is so r efined it can t ell the differ ence between a man and a woman at more than 
600 yards a t night or in a fog . 

An announcement today said t he t wo-mile range for spotti ng a crawling soldier was un­
der average conditions . Under ideal conditions in a test made in the desert, t he sur­
veillance radar spotted a soldier walking at fifteen miles. Army techni cians noted 
that men were usually taller than women and showed pronounced dif ferences in walk.

"We were sitting in the car at a d;rive -in waiting for the show to begin while 
our three children were at the playground up front. It wasn't ,quite ~ark yet and sud­
denly. my husband told me to look at those things in the lower horizon ... We saw couples 

'· in; other cars watching too, a!ld ·some got out to look. · . ;.. . . . 
11There were two· yello1-r discs in the sky, riot .. in the heavens; but: in. our atmos ­

phe{e . The two objects faced each other ' and for about 8 minutes stood perfectly still, 
except that when you looked at them· very closely they looked like they were . drifting 
with the wind and moving slightly . They moved sep~rately and of their own accord.There 
wasn't a cloud in ·the sky ·and I coUldn't find the 'moon. 

1!The next 3 minutes one moved higher and they stood the~e drifi:iing .in place· . . All 
of a sudden the lower one took off in a straight upward movement and became a very 

... thin disc with a long, yellow tail·, with a bit of red in it looking like a .fire streak. 
·Then, 30 seconds later, .the second one moved up and over and ~mm in a pe:r:fect· a·rc, 
leaving a yellow trail behind it. It disappeared completely while the first disc con­
tinued to go straight up, then leveled off and began flying perfectly strai ght about 
3 minutes, trailing to the right with a stream of yellowish reddish v~por that .faded 
to pink as· it disappeare_d. As the first one faded the second came· ba-~k into view; 
looking like ·it wa·s coming straight at us, right under the oth~r vr.hicn ;rea-ppe.ared.They 
both arched together, making a big U-turn and streaked away . The objects had very dis ­
tinct lines, except when they moved in a blurred flight. They were very distinct in 
movements, not like something fallen to earth. There was a human intelligence about 
the whole thing, or superhuman . "

2- inch letters, visible all over the room, he held up the Los Angeles Mirror News : 
MYSTERY SKY OBJECT SI GHTED OVER PACIFIC . When we could rush and get papers we found 
a "veteran pilot for Pan American World Airways reported he and his co-pilot saw an 
object with a mysterious cluster of extremely bright lights f l ashing past his plane 
over the Pacific, 'faster than anything I've ever seen.' Wilson said the object seemed 
to be bearing down on his plane but turned abruptly and lights disappeared. He said 
'it made a believer of me . ' "

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1n addition to the convention, I stopped a while at San Diego to dream by the ocean I 
had never seen; spent a day at Disneyland['ate f ish down at Fisherman's Wharf in San 
Francisco after riding the cable-car down. I stopped off two weeks at Flagstaff, 
Arizona , to a writers ' workshop and was fortunate to visit Mt. Lowell Observatory. 
That is the one that discovered Pluto. We saw Jupiter and three of his twelve moons . 
I heard the wonderful organ in a concert at the Mormon Temple in Salt Lake City. Truly 
a memorable vacation.
