- of our close celestial neighbors .. · Nevertheless, some of these neighboring stars may ,be 
just as intriguing and just as i:'ull of mysteries as our own little planet which until 
the dawn of the Space Age we called The World .. . Why must we take up this .challenge? . · 
Why must we conquer space now that we have the technical ability to do i t? Dr. James 
R. Killi an , the President's former Scientific Aavisor, gave us t ·he ~in· r.~ason "the 
compelling urge to explore the unknown." . .. Just plain curiosity has a'lways: "beep a far 
more effective !Jlainspring f or research a nd exploration than hope for econ'omic r eturns .
