OTIS T. CARR: . The lecture given by Mr. Otis T. Carr on Sunday, October 12, 1958, was 
of great interest to all who attended. Mr. Carr bad on band a model of his "saucer" 
which, he states, operates upon "free energy". He explained that his destination is 
the moon and the date for such a flight is December, 1�/). In an interview with Mr. 
Carr, it was brought to light that he is now very busy wlth his project in Baltimore. 
In fact, he just arrived by auto from Baltimore a few hours before his lecture. His 
craft has some very fas2inating principles, the ITain one being the wheel within the 
wheel and the principle that when the counter rotation of these two wheels is in di­
rect ratio with the rotation of the Earth upon its axis, his ship becomes free of 
gravity and therefore airborne. (Airborne is not the right word for his ship which re­
acts in the magnetic field which we believe surrounds the Earth and permeates all 
space·. ) The interesting thing about this principle is that the same principle is now 
stated in published and unpublished works on saucers.

SIGHTINGS: Although sightings have been reported, perhaps the most interesting easeL 
of this month is given in Newsweek dated October 20, 1956, IN THE FORM OF A DENIAL BY 
U. S. AIR FORCE OFFICIALS! " Checking It Out," page 34. This item tells of the follow­
ing incident.

DO IT FOR YOU! Two weeks ago, one local paper published on its front page such a re­
port. Your editor wrote the editor of that paper and here is the jist of that letter, 
which, incidentally wasn't published: 

"In regard to the report that the U. S.Air Force has said that all but two 
per cent of all flying object reports have been accounted for: During 
World War II this writer was on Wake Island and was captured there and 
remained there as a prisoner of the. Japanese for ten months and then was 
sent on to Japan. During that period, we prisoners had hidden a radio in 
one of the brushy areas of this island and in that way had access to all 
the island during the entire day, used this radio to tune in news broad­
casts from Honolulu. We were amazed at what was broadcast about attacks on 
Wake Island when attacked by Allied Planes and Forces was almost opposite 
to what had actually happened during those attacks, and personally observed 
by ourselves. " Nuf sed.
